BREAKS EACH GERMAN EFFORT

Off1c1al Message From Paris Shows That the Enemy, Tho
Suffering -Huge Losses, Has Failed to *Obtain His

Objectives and That Situation Is

‘X’ASHINGTON, March 26.—
France’s confidence that the
great German offensive is
wasting its strength against the
allied line is ‘expressed in an official
despatch received here today from
Paris. The message quotes at length
from today’s Petit Journal to show
that the Germans, tho suffering tre-
mendous losses in massed advances,
have failed to obtain their objectives,
and that the present situation is
atisfactory to the allies. ;

Following is the despatch:

“The French press oontinues to view
with calm confidence the  develop-
ments of the gigantic battle which
has been going on for five days. This
confidence is based upon all the ex-
periences of this war, Each time that
the Germans have attempted a move-
ment against the troops in the west,
the effort, after a certain amount of
success, always of a temporary char-
acter, has ended in Dbeing broken
against the barrier of the allied armies,

“The great examniple before all mlnda}

is that of the Marne, where eGrmany
had every advantage on her side,
thn‘;}ks to her preparation, to the su-
periority of her ‘man-power and her
heavy artillery and her hidden attack
across violated Belgium; but she was
deteated. Today she is fighting against
the powerful Franco-British armies ac-
customed to war and well -supplied;
her effort will again be stopped. Such
is the firm and calm oonviction of
French opinion; the expression of

““pinally the left wing operating |
south of St. Quentin appears to have
had for its mission the object of ef-
fecting a diversion in order to favor
the march toward Amiens. Prince
Rupprecht expected undoubtedly that
his troops marching in the dlrection of
Paris would absorb the attention "of
the adversary. But the interyvention
of the French troops has disturbed
+his calculation. Our poilus, altho
much less numerous, have replaced the
English in this sector, so that our
allies can dispose of al Itheir reserves
to continue the fight on the other sec-
tors.

Horrible German Losses.

““The Germans have not done any-
thing further than apply the formula
from which they cannot. depart, but
which they plan on a colossal ‘scafe.
Iiverywhere the Germans have attack-
ed in such close waves that the indi-
viduals could hardly be distinguished
from each other. The result of this
practice is that they have suffered jhor-
ihle losses. All the prisoners relate,
there are "a good many German
prisoners, that they are advancing over
neaps of dead.

He writes: ‘The
enemy is adopting, at least to all ap-
pearances, the plan of limited objec-
tives. He announces the success of
the first phase of the battle with a
haste which does not precisely. indi-
cate an overwhelming confidence in the
futiore. If we must fake the Germans
at théir word we have then the right
to affirm that at the end of four days
théy have not reached the objectives
which according to their own plans,
had been assigned them for the first
day. In Treality the 1ine in front of
which they lu.ve stopped would, if con-
quered, have been the first xreat re-
sult of the action.’

The situation, as it stands, seems
a repetition of the dash of Gen-
eral von Kiluck on Paris, in 1914, when
the German artillery and transport
could net keep up with the infantry
and the French were able to turn back
the invaders at the Marne. Reports
from various sectors in the past two
days have irndicated that the Gemman
infantry, reiying on its mass a@ttacks,
has fought without the customary as-
sistance of artillery.

The fighting on Sunday and Monday
in the neighborhood .of Ervillers was
most bitter. Thruout Sunday night
and the early hours of Monday the
Germans kept pressing against . the
stubbornly contending British, who
fought with such desperation egainst
overwhelming odds that they repelled
the onrushing infantry, After a
breathing spell in the early morning
the  Germans again made a heavy as-
sault between Ervillers and Gomie-
court and were caught in the British
artillery barrage and crushed.

Fresh Troops to Relief.
A little later the enemy advanced g

with such ferocity that it was feared
Ervillers must' go. Fresh British
troops were sent up and carried out
an immediate counter-attack, reliev-
ing the situation. '

New York, March 26 . —~Many
ordnance experts fssued statemenis
fhere today dealing with the long range
gun reported as being used by the
Germans in ghelling Paris from a dis-
ttance of 76 miles. Lewis Nixon, An-
nupolis- graduate and ordnance expert
with the Uniited States Steel Corpora-
tion, advanced the opinion that liquid
air might be used both to propel and
cool a shell during its long flight.

Casualty List of Canadian Railways
During the Last Fiscal Year.

Ottawa, March 26.—The casualty
list of Canadian railways for the year
ending March 31, 1917, as shown by
the twelfth annual report of the
board of commissioners, shows that
383 persons were killed and 1693 in-
jured during the twelve months. This
was an increase of 46 in the number
killed, and of 568 of the number in-
jured. Of the total number killed 34
per cent. were trespassers. Of the
accidents at highway crossings 151
occurred at crossings protected .by
gates. At unprotected crossings there
were 415 accidents, covering 186 per-
sons killed and 35 persons injured.
The number of accidents at highway
crossings wherein automobiles are
concerned is on the increase. In 1913
there were five such accidents, and
in 1917, 36.

The report states that of 4700 ap-
plications and compaints = received
and dealt with by the board, 18 per
cent. were set down for formal hear-
ing and 82 per cent. were disposed of
without the necessity of a formal
hearing. The total number of miles
traveled by the board and its officers
during the year amounted in round
figures to 483,000 miles. The total
number of orders issued by the
board was 1065.

During the year 11,398 miles of fir
guards were constructed or maintain-
ed by the railway companies as pre-
gcribed by the board. ¢

stated that German agents were busy
circulating alarmist reports among
the civil population around the battle
front in France. When they are
caught, the report says, they are
“dealt with summarily.” When some
American sentinels were found asleep
recently at their posts, they were
courtmartialed and sentenced to be
shot. All of which is believed to be
right and proper, and the only way
to deal with enemy spies or unfaith-
ful friends in war.

When it comes to those who are
“in our midst” an entirely different
poliey is pursued. A man who makes
bormbs and: places them on a ship so
that it will blow up in mid-ocean is
to be fined. . Conspirators and plot-
te‘ré‘j{ft all kinds, undoubtedly as bad
as ahy at the front, and frequently
doing far more harm, causing fires
and explosions with deadly results,
blocking the preparation and trans-
mission of supplies by means of labor
agitations and. strikes, stirring up
revolt among foreigners and simple
and flliterate native-born; these are
tenderly treated, and if punished at
all, get off with terms in jail.

Why shoot an American and pre-
gerve aliens guilty of worse crimes?
Agk the United States néwspapers.
These problems of discrimination are
among the profoundest problems of
civilization. In Canada they come
up in many forms. No one can say,
for example, why one part of the
nation has to bear a burden far be-
yond its proper proportion, while an-
other bears scarcely anything. The
principle of abstract justice lies at
the foundatidn of national content,
and it is these unjustifiable = dis-
eriminations which first stir up
‘trouble in the body politic. It must
be admitted that it is mortifying to
most men who are compelled to as-
sume - disagreeable duties and Te-
sponsibilities to see others entirely
escaping who have as good a right
or better to take their share.

by Altering a Telegram.

How many persons Know that Bis-
marck, designedly and unscrupulously,
provoked the Franco-Prussian War by
altering a  telegram from his “imperial
_master,” the King of Prussia?

it all came about thru an attempt to
till the throne of Spain. When Isabella
of Spain was dethroned, General Prim,
who was in charge of that country, look-
ed about him for a successor to the
throne. His eye lighted upon Leopold,
hereditary Prince of Hohenzollern, and a
brother of the young man who three
years before .had been appointed King of
Riumania with the approval of Napoleon
111,
It was necessary to get the approval of
France, as well as Prussia, before young
Leopold could get his crown, The French
ambassador called upon Blumarck,“and
we are told that Bismarck was very
frank’”’ with Benedetti, assuring him that
the King of Prussia, if consulted by Leo-
pold, would advise him not to accept the
crown. He said there was nothing to
worry about—oh, dear, nothing at all!

Yet in September of the same year the
negotiations to induce Leopold to take
the throne of Spain were actually start-
ed, and there were furthered by Herr
von Werther, Prussian ambassador to
Vienna, one of Bismarck’'s appointees!
Prince Leopold asked to be excused, and
when pressed said he would only accept
if the Spanish Government procured the
assent of the Emperor Napoleon and the
King of Prussia. He refused the crown
three times, and then Bismarck began to
use all his influence to have him accept.

Bismarck finally accomplished his pur-
pose, so far as Leopold was. concgrned,
He induced him to accept the offer of
Spain. The. Cortes was meeting in
Madrid, and it was planned to. have it
remain in session until the election had
been completed, A majority of the votes
was assured, but it was necessary to
keep the business a secret from France,
Once Leopold was placed on the throne,
Napoleon III. would be helpless, He could
successfully protest against the election
but afterwards the dignity of Spain woul
not permit it to reject the Kking it had
formally accepted.

But events in real life, like those in
novels, have a way of confounding plot-
ters. A cipher;telegram from Berlin to,
Madrid was misunderstood, the - .
#djourned, and the plan—for the moment
—failed. Salazar, in an unguarded mo-
ment, let the cat out of the bag, and a
wave of anger and indignation swépt over
France. An explanation was sought. Bis-
marck had conveniently gone to Varzin
for his health. The French ambassador
was on a vacation, and the king was at
Ems. When the French charge d'affaires
called at the Prussian Foreign Office he
was informed that the Prussian Govern-

This  was not  satistactory to the
French, and” Ampassador Benedetti was
instructed to see the king and to obtain
a disavowal from him. it must be remem-
bered that the King of Prussia had never
really looked with favor on the proposi-
tion to make T.eopold King of Spain, but
he 'was annoyeéd at thé hostile attitude of
the F'rench press, ' Benedetti and the
king were both at Ems at this time tak-
ing the waters, The ambassador was
wondering how he eould secure an audi-
ence when he happened to meet the king,
His majesty greeted the ambassador with
great cordiality, and the two entered into
conversation. The king, apparently with
mock satisfaction, showed him an issue
of The Cologne Gazette, containing a copy
of Prince Leopold’s withdrawal, This was
very good, but Benedetti, following in-
structions, asked if he might inform his
government that the king would give his
assurance that Leopold would not be-
come a candidate for the Spanish throne
at any time in the future.

Phe king, not unreasonably, declined ta
ive ‘this further assurance. They parted,
%ut the talk on both sides had been in
the best of temper. Later the king re.
ceived a formal message from Prince
Leopold confirming the story of his re-
tirement. He sent a copy of this to
Benedetti, saying, ‘““We may now consider
the incident closed.”” The ambassador,
nevertheless, asked for another audience,
but .the king declined to grant it. Also
he instructed his secretary to telegraph
an exact account of what had happened,
with a suggestion that it be published.

When the telegram reached Berlin,
Bismarck was dining with Roon and
Moltke. All three were warlike, and they
were furious at the turn affairs had
taken, They did not want the t‘incident
closed,” The telegram did not improve
their temper; they felt that the king
had conceded too much, But the permis-
gion to publish the telegram gave Bis-
marck his opportunity. He went into the
next room and drafted a statement from
the telegram. It has been claimed that
he did not change its import. But it is
not denied that he took a 200-word ac-
count of what had actually taken place
in the good-tempered interview between
king and ambassador, and changed it to
a curt twenty-word defiance of French
demands. t was published in The North
hed to all
German 'embassies and legations.

It produced the desired result. France
resounded with c¢ries of “On to :the
Rhine!” the - ill-fated - Franco-Prussian
war began, and the unprepared French
armies were swiftly and decisively beat-
en by the Prussian legions, that had been
long waiting for just such an occasion.

Every nation at war and able to do so
is now bringing men home from thearmy
to work upon the dand.

They have been ac-
cused of being profiteers, but, if so, they
are but making up for the many years
before the war, when millions of acres
of tilled area were allowed to go to grass,
or even to grow wild, because the crops
could not be made to pay rent, taxes and
cost of production, to say nothing of
making a profit. ; v

Out of the experience of this war has
grown a world-wide conyiction that it is
not profitable for any country to take
needed labor,from thé farms to swell the
ranks of the army. Behind each man at
the front there. must, be: several produc-
ing war material, conducting the trans-
portation services and growing: food of
all kinds. It has''been’proved satisfac
torily that ordinary Mbor can bé diluted
with the old, the,young:and the wemen,
put that, alter all is said and done, there
must remain a large percentage of skilled
and able-bodied men of military age. If
England had to raise an army of six mil-
lion men again, her people would, in the
light of threé years' experience, adopt
conscription from the first, and take only
the surplus labor from the farms, or, in
other words, only those who. could be
replaced, two or three for one,. if neces-
sary, by the less efficient boys, men or
women not subject to military service,

Those who are now' selecting men for
the army are far less greedy for recruits
than those who did this work in the first
two years of war.. The examination of
men is stricter, and physical deficiencies
are no longer glossed over. Such men as
fail to come up to standard are left to
work at home, and when the man who
holds .the plough gomes up for examina-
tion, his plea for exemption is heard more
respectfully than before the food control-
ler began his work, “"The system now in
favor is to take &s many into the army
as possible, but to send those who are
needed back to the land in khaki, that
they may still carry on this important
work,-but remain subjéct to military call.
Some of these men are required to join
their regiments in slack times in the
farmer’s year, that they may be drilled
and made into soldiers, but when| the
land issues its call it is more imperative
than even that of the drill-sergeant,

This is one of the great lessons that
England has learned in the war, and the
effort will continue after peace has come.
The tractor engine has come to stay.
Farm wages have risen from twenty-five
to one hundred per cent., and will not
come down. The village ancient may
still potter along the hedges and weave
his hurdles, but the crops will be made
by men of quicker hands and more ac-
tive ¢braing than were possessed by the
Engl farm laborer of old. An impor-
tant section of the foundations of the
British ¥mpire is being relaid upon the
land, and when the repairs are complete
it will. help support the structure with
greater sureness than when ‘ecomposed
more largely of  industrial and naval
power.

THEIR OBJECTIVE
Sir Robert Borden Reads Despatch in

House Showing German
Barbarism.

Ottawa, March 26,—In the house

this afternoon &ir Robert Borden
read a message from Sir BEdward
Kemp, embodying a censured de-
spatch from Roland Hill, from the
war correspondence headquarters,
Franee, dated March 21, in which he
‘stated that .“deliberate violation of
Red Cross rules marked the opening
of the Huns’ much advertised great
western offensive. Long-range guns
of the Germans have searched out
hospitals which have been established
over two years. The two Canadian
casualty clearing stations which have
worked unceasingly thru battle storm
and NIl of more peaceful times, were
among the sufferers. The railway
siding on. which they were situated
was - considered out of the zone of
ordinary shell fire, It was known to
the Huns as a hospital centre, for, in
one of their communications ‘they
mention the fact they had bombarded
it as reprisal for dropping of bombs
on one of their hospitals.”

The despatch goes on to say that

FARMERS ARE DOUBTFUL

Member for South York Points
Out That if It is Not a Sug:cess
It Can Be Repealed.

Ottawa, March 26.—The Union gov-
ernment tonight achieved a remark-
able victory when the house, without
division, passed the second reading of
Sir George Foster's daylight saving
bill. The debate upon the second
reading occupied five hours, and was
participated in by a large numbar of
members on both sides of the house.
Many Union government supporters
representing rural constituencizs -vig-
orously denounced the measure, and
there ' was something like a rs.h} by
the ginger group on the government
trenches. It looked for a time as tho
the government would have to look
for support from the L/a.urler Liberals,
and even then a close vote was an-
ticipated.- " 'Yet, when the testing time
arrived, tie line not only held, but
the expected assault failed to ma-
terialize, The second reading of the
bill was declared carried on division
without even the yeas agd nays being
demanded. ;

Archie McCoig, a Libdral-Unionist,
opened the debate by declaring that
the farmers of the country were oppos-
ed to the bill. e was supported by
some of the Laurier Liberals, but the
main attack upon the measure came
from the government benches. Mr.
William Smith of South Ontarijo blunt-
ly deciured that the farmers had little
to expect from the Union government,
and he was supported in his attack
upon the government’s measure by a
number of old-line Conservatives ' like
Dr. J. W. Edwards of Frontenac, Don-
ald Sutherland of South Oxford and
Frank Glass of Middlesex. Dr. Clark
of Red Deer joined the inpsurgents
and announced that he would oppose
daylight saving, even tho, by so doing,
he would assist in the overthrow . of
the government. Several of the new
members among the government sup-
porters also took a strong position
against the bill, as injurious to the
farmers.

- OF FUEL DISCUSSED

Society of Engineers Holds Its
First Annual
Meeting.

The Canadian fuel situation was
thoroly gone into at the first annual
meeting of the Canadian Society of

Engineers yesterday at the Phys!
Buildlng, University of Toronto, li;.::
interest:ng address on the Fuels of
Canada by B. F. Haanel, department
of mines, Ottawa. The fuel outlook
was neither a d scouraging nor gloomy
one if proper exploitation and econom-
ic use be assured, said Mr. Haanel
The situation was difificult bec use
Canada drew f.fty-five per cent. of her
coal needs from the United States, and
also 91 per cent. of a’l her oil pro-
ducts. The United States might eho.t-
ly find it necessary to retain her
ouput for home use, and then Can-
ada- wou'd be hard pressed.
Mr. Haane] pointed out that the
central provinces of Canada had 12,000
square miles of peat bogs, and ‘thus
16,000,000 tons of peat fuel. Tho Can-
ada had this great quantity on hand,
no use had been made of it, as in the
European countries,

: No Peat Industry.
Canada had no peat industry be-
cause +the #efforts of those who at-
tempted to produce peat fuel had been
misdirected. It was urged by the
@peaker that the output of oil be in-
creased, s0 as to decrease the amount
required from the United States.

W. N. Neal read an interesting pa-
per showing that twenty-five million
tons, or.one-fifth the entire freight
carried in Canada,” was made up of
~oal. - This 'was represented by the
apacity of 1,000 engines and 23,000
cars. By the cutting off of exira
4rains a traveling distance of twelve
million. miles had heen saved, and the
result was that the railways uesd 600,~
000 tons of coal less than under the
ordinary schedu.e. Trains whidh were
late were not allowed to jncrease gpeed
to make up time, because that fused
more coal, said Mr. Neal, who is the
general secretary of = the Canadian
Railway Association for Natlonal De-
fence. Worn out ties, formeriy burnt
along the track side, were now fed
to the boiler fires.

Premier Extends Welcome.

Sir Willlam Hearst extended a
hearty welcome to the engineers, be-
ing introduced to them by H. H.
Vaughan, president of the Canadian
Soclety of Civil Engineers. Sir Wil-
liam sald he .was pleased to welcome
such an eminent body of scientific
men, and that added interest would
attend their conference because they
were to discuss the fuel question.

It was not a comfortable, thing to
be dependent upon afhother country,
no. matter how friendly taat country
might be, for such a necessity as fuel.
It was a problem that tne end of the
war would not solve, and it was ad-
visable that the country should look
ahead., While coal had not been dis-
covered in Ontario there were, how-
ever, numerous waterfalls by which
power could be developed for energy
and heating. The resources of peat
were as yet unknown, but money bad
been provided by the legislature to
deal with the problem and experi-
ments would b2 carried -out.

A co-operative scheme. had, been
agreed upon between the- Dominion

tion of peat fuel, and fuel distribu-
tion had also been discussed. While
the peat resources could not be relied
upon for next winter, the government
had taken up the question of wood
supply and it was hoped enough wood
would be secured to meet emergencies.

“We are particularly glad to wel-
come you, Sir William said in con=-
clusion, #and the government will look
forward with interest to the  discus-
sion and advice which your meeting
may bring forth.” He  assured the
engineers that the government was
ready to assist and anxious to co-
operate with them.

ASTERS

FOR ALL

 Some of the Best Varieties and How to Grow Them

Asters will adapt themselves to prac-
tically any soil, provided it be properly
prépared, but best results are’ obtained
where grown in a rich loam, which is
‘pot: too heavy and retentive, and where
the temperature is cool. - With a little
extra care im providing moisture, they
can be cultivated successfully in almost
“any section of the country. .

This adaptability to conform to most
positions in which they are placed has
paturally brought the aster much promi-
perice, with the result that, if we except
the sweet pea, it is the most popular of
all .annual flowers.

In the old-fashioned garden this flower
went under the name of Queen Margue-
‘pite, 1t may be of interest to know that
it was originally introduced from China
as long ago as 1731, the original form be-

paratively few years ago only European
varieties were to be had, but now this 1is
completely changed; as undoubtedly the
best - asters now in: cultivation are of
American origin, raised in’ this country
by specialists who have taken the aster
under their wing,

Of all annual flowers, it gives a greater
return, than any other in massiveness of
individual plants, and in thé varfety and
immensity of its individual flower,

It is equally' useful for planting®in in-
dividual beds, where massed effects of
one flower, and perhaps one or two col-
ors, are desired, or, again, .as dot plants
in the border.-and it may aiso be grown
as a pot plant for house decordtion,

Needless to say, it is grown most ex-
tensively by those making a specialty of
cut flowers for sale. By planting several
types, it. may be had.in flower from July
till late fall; therefore, the late flower-

L Great Variety of Color. s

There is also a great variety of color
found in the aster—delicate shell pinks,
yose, crimson, red, blue, purple and white,
with some intermediate shades, such as
blush and lavender.

‘There is no royal road to success in
growing asters. We may all have flow-
ers which are perfect in size, color and
type, but to secure perfect plants, which
will give you a bounteous  supply of
magnificent flowers, rivaling the indodr-
grown chrysanthemums, we must prepare
t‘t&e soil thoroly and have it well enrich-

. As asters do not succeed well in soil
deficient in lime, this must be applied in
the winter or' spring, using it freshly
slaked and finely powdered, at the rate
of fifteen to twenty pounds for forty
sghare yards, When preparing the soil,
it should be turned. over to a depth of
at least twelve inches, af the same time
incorporating a liberal dquantity of well
rotted farmyard manure, raking it int
the surface soil, and a dressing of acid
gmaphate or bone meal at the rate of
ur ounces to the square yard.

Altho good results follow sowing the
#eed in the open ground, those who have
& greenhouse, hotbed or even cold frame
ghould certainly start the seced - under
glass, as transplanted asters will invari-
ably make finer plants, the operation of
transplanting inducing a more fibrous
and generous root action, Even a warm,
sunny window may be employed for this
early sowing, and, if early flowers are
desired, you ‘will be able to cut at least
two weeks sooner by starting the seed
under glass during March.

Sow the seed in shallow boxes contain-
ing carefully prepared soil, which may
consist of equatl parts of rich garden loam
and leaf mold, adding a little sand to
lighten it. It is questionable whether
very early sowing is an advantage, for
the plants are apt to become too tall and
leggy before the weather is fit to allow
of planting In the open. .The middle ot
March is a suitable time for this opera-
tion if plants are to bet set nut in May.
The sced may be sown broadcast in the
shallow flats and covered not iore than
a gquarter of an inch with finé soil, This
should be carefully pressed down and
made level, and afterward watered care-
fullly with tepid water, using a fine hose.

will prevent the top soil and seced from
washing. As soon as the seedlings begin
to break the soil, remove the paper shade,
and when the seedlings are from one to
two inches in height, transplant to other
boxes or, for preference, into a mild hot-
bed or even a cold frame, Transpiant
three inches apart each way, water care-
fully, and shade the seedlings while the
sun is on them for a day or two till they |
recover. If grown in hotbed or frame,
care must be taken to admit air during
all favorable weather, but lift the sash
on the side opposite that 'from which
the wind comes.  Gradually harden off
the plants by removing the sash entirely
during the day and, when theitrees are
out in leaf, they may be safely trans-
planted to their flowering quarters. A
few hours previous to transplanting give
the plants a thoro soaking of water, as
this will enable you to lift the plants
with a good ball of soil adhering to the
roots. When the seed is sown in frames
the same general procedure will be fol-
fowed, but the seed flats will not be re-
qulreci, the seed being sown directly in
the soil in the frames in rows three inches
apart. Another sowing of seed to produce
plants to prolong the flowering season
may now be made; either in flats as
before or directly in the border where the
plants are intended to bloom.

When planting out, give each plant
ample space to allow for its full develop-~
ment; that is to say, for the taller varie-
ties fifteen to eighteen inches apart, and
for the more dwarf-growing sorts about
eight inches.

After planting keep the hoe working
regularly between the plants and wate-
thoroly during hot, dry weather. Be sure
that the top soil is always loose; never
allow it to become hard and packed, as
this will prevent the free admission of
air into the soil and immediately check
growth. When a plant receives such a
check it is more liable to the attacks of

To prevent attacks of the tarnished
bug, which I firmly believe to be the
primary cause of aster yellows and root
aphis, spray the plants once a week with
kerosene emulsion, adding one teaspoon-
ful of arsenate of lead to each gallon of
the emulsion. Give the first application
when the plants are three inches high
and continue until they are in bloom.

There are perhaps hundreds of names
for aster varieties to be found in the vari-
ous seed catalogs, but all these are not
distinct from one another, and in many
cases where differences do exist they are
so trifling that they are hardly worth
considering.

Growers and specialists have intro-
duced many varieties under their own
names and they may more or less parallel
introductions of other growers. Of course
there are a number of distinct types and
well-recognized varieties in those types
that are standard; therefore, in making
these selections I have followed my own
judgment in choosing those which I be-
lieve to be really most worth growing.
The following are all placed in order of
their period of flowering:

The earliest to bloom is the Queen of
the Market, which produces quite large.
flowers. Plants are of spreading habit,
averaging . fifteen to eighteen inches in
height, according to soil and location.

Following this type in season come
Lavender Gem and the earlier Comet
types, which grow to about the same
height as Queen of the Market. The
Daybreak type follows and ‘is excellent
for bedding purposes, the habit is so com=
pact and they bloom so freely. There
are quite a number of  distinct varieties
and colors in the Daybreak section. .

The New Early Flowering Royal Aster
fills the gap here; habit of plant, size
and formation of flower are like the late-
branching types. The Royals are also
found in many distinct colors. The Crego
type now follows. = Crego’'s Giant asters
are perhaps the most beautiful of the
newer types of American asters. The
plants are freely branching, while the
flowers average from four to five inches
in diameter.

Beginning to bloom a few days later
th. e Cregos, we have the King aster,
a /‘most distinet type, with long, raking
petals which enfold so much as to be
quill-like in form. The plants average
two feet in height and are of branching
habit. The type which has made Ameri-
can asters so popular are the late-branch-
ing varieties. They are known under
several names, including Semple's
Branching, Invincible Late Branching
and Carleson’'s Branching. The blooms
are borne on long stems.

The latest-flowing of all asters are the
American Beauty type, which is in full
flower when the late-branching varieties
are practically past. The -flowers are
very largesand full, and in color
semble the American Beauty rose.

“intestinatl indigestion.” Cause, variable.
Remedy, large doses of alkalies, such as
a teaspoonful or two of soda (saleratus)
in a glasg of water, all the child ‘will
drink. If not rétained (and often it wiid
be retained when everything else ie
promptly rejected) the full dose may be
given by enema, and repeated every four
hours for a day 'or two. Milk of mag-
nesia is the ideal physic in such a case,
being alkaline; teaspoonful every hall
hour or every hour until free catharsis.
In some cages repeated spells of acid in-
toxication ultimately introduce acute ap-
pendicitis, operation is dene, and no more
acid intoxication occurrs.

With regard to cases of ‘very acute in-
digestion, where there is a very bad
case of heartburn; would baking soda be
a very good remedy to take? Is it in-
jurious to the system in any way? In
what quantities should it be taken?

CONDUCTOR
LOCKED UP IN JAIL

No Final Disposition of Dr. K
' Muck’s Case Made Yes- as
terday.

Boston, Mass., March 26.—Dr. Karl
Muck, conductor of the Boston Sym-,

phony Owrchesira, arrested last night
as an enemy alien, was locked up in
thg East Cambridge jail tonight after
being examined by officials of ithe de-
partment of justice.” No decision as to
the final didpositon of the case +vwas
reached today. :

Dr. Muck, aitho claiming to be a
Swiss citizen, was born in Bavaria
in 1859, and, according to a statement
by Assistant United States District
Attorney Dewey, this made it possible
to hold him as an enemy under the
president’s proclamation. His father
went ‘to Switzerland and was natural-
ized when Dr. Muck was about eight
yvears old. i ;

Charges that Dr. Muck, for many
yvears conductor at the Imperial Opera
House at Berlin before he eame to this
country by leave of Bmperor Wiliam,
had been actively pro-German, became
wide-spread last November, after the
orchestra at a concert in Providence
refused to play the Star Spangied
Banner.
