THE PROPOSED HUMBER DAMS

v

Flow of Water and the Generas
tiomn of Power.

It Is & matter of surprise to many
who have seen the Humber only in
mid-summer to learn that the stream
is capable of producing the great vol-
ume of power claimed by the promot-
érs of the aqueduct, . According to the

statements of the hydraullo experts,
the lower part of the Humber is cap-
able of developing 12,000 horse-power
for 10 hours a day, and 365 days a year.
This is rendered possible by the con=
struction of two dams. one at Baby's
Point and the o:her just above Weston.
Additional power can be obtained by
constructing other dams further up the
river, but, 12,000 is the amount said to
be obtainable from  the. two lower
dams, The volume of water that flows
down the valley in summer forms no
criteriou for arriving at the average
daily power that may be obtained by
storing Up the water that runs to
waste in spring and fall: By building
the two dams referred to, two great
natural reservoirs are created. These
reservoirg collect and retain the great-
er part of the water that comes down
the river during the whole year. The
water thus stored away can be used
as required, It Is contended that the
water stored in these two reservolirs,
if discharged in a steady, unvariable
stream for 10 hours g day, and 365
days a year, would create 12,000 horse-
power during that time. The water
stored in the wupper reservoir does
double duty. It generates power while
falling over the upper dam, and also
while .descending over the lower one.
A third dam, in turn, would add, in
{ geometrical proportion, to the power-
producing properties of the stream.

E, J. Flynp, Premier of the Province

of Quebec, had a pleasant surprise in
store for his hearers at the agricul-
tural meeting at Oka the other day.
He announced in fact that a few days
before Sir. Charles Tupper forwarded
his resignation to tie Governor-Gen-
eral an order in council had been
passed confirming the right of the Pro-
vinge .0of Quebec to certain northern
territories ° hitherto in doubt rather
than dispute. Hon, Mr. Flynn, when
Commissioner of Crown Lands, some
years ago,.made & complete study of
the question of ' Quebec’s northern
boundary, and the honorable commis-
sioner's finding was embodied in a re-
2olution adopted by the Legislative As-
sembly of.this province in the year
1886, just previoug to Hon, Mr, Mer-
oler‘- advent to power. Since then the
Dominion . Governmeént's surveyors
have carefully looked: into the ques+
tion,and in their reports to the Ottawa
Government fully confirmed the con-
tention of the Quebec officials as to
where the exact boundary of this pro-
vince is located. It is a mistake to
suppose that the recent order in coun-
cil makeg any transfer from the cen-
tral Government to the Provineial au-
thorities, for, as a matter of fact, the
Départment of Crown Lantds of this
province took possession of the terri-
tory which lies between Lake Temis-
camingye and James Bay some time
2ag0, and /the order in council adopted
by the Tupper Government was mere-
ly a confirmatory act on the part of
the Federal authorities, It was for-
merly held that the height of land con-
gtituted the northern boundary of the
Province of Quebec, yet this for years
had been disputed by the engineers in
the employ of the Crown Lands De-
partment in the Ancient Capital, and
it appears that after a good many
years this contention has been found
‘to hold''good by both the Quebec and
Canadian officlals. It is said that,
apant from the great timber reserves,
there is at least 30,000,000 acves of
arable land in this greater Quebec of
the north, and that homes will there
be .found for a very large population.
The question now is, will Hon, Mr,

Laurier and his colleagues allow this
order in council to go into effect ?

A FRIGHTFUL BOLT.

Lightning Strikes a Boat in the Napanee
River, Killing Twe Girls on Thelr
Way to Sunday School.

Napanee, Aug. 16.—About 11 o'clock
this forenoon during a heavy thunder-
storm three little girls were crossing
Napanee River, about four miles up
in a boat on their way to Sunday
school, when lightning struck and kill-
ed two of thém and rendered the otner
unconscious for a time.

NEW EAST END PARK,

A Vistt to Munro Park on Saturday—
Street Rallway Extension to the
Gates Bloeked.

A number of the representatives of
the press on Saturday afternoon ac-
cepted the invitation of the Toronto
Railway Co. to visit Munro Park, the
new pleasure resort which has been
acguired by the company at the east
end of the e¢ity, The pressmen were
accompanied by - Willlam Laidlaw,
Q.C., Superintendent Gunn and Ald.
Thomas Davies, and the arrangements
were under the charge of Roadmaster
W..H. Nix and his assistant, George
Greene. The private car conveyed the
party as far east on Queen-street as:
the track has been laid. Unfortunate-

the effort to extend their track east-
ward to connect with the Scarboro
line by the action of the council c¢f
the town of East Toronto.

When the company acquired posses-
sion of the Scarboro line they were
given permission to lay their tracks
along that portion of Queen-street,
about 600 feet in length, which is with-
in the’ town limits, the work to ke
completed in two years, Being busy
with the development of their system
in other directions the company did
not proceed with this extension until
the two years had expired, when, upon
making a formal application for ex-
tension of time, they were surprised
at being confronted with a demand for
concessions which they regarded as
equal to a confiscation of the money
they had 'invested in  the Scarboro
line. As they claimed to have already
given consideration for this right and
had faithfully lived up to the pro-
visions- of their contract the company
refused the terms offered, and negotia-
tions havé for some time been proceed-
ing, but so far no agreement has been
arrived at. There is some 'talk now of
litigation to compel the town .to give
the necessary permisison. %3

In the meantime visitors to Munro
Park have to wade through the sand
for several hundred yards before
reaching the gates, and many were the
complaints -heard, especially from the
hundreds of ladies and children who
were on the grounds on Saturday. This
new park, 30 acres in extent, bids fair
to become a very popular resort. -It
adjoins Victoria Park, to which ac-
cess can be obtained from it and with
a fine stretch of beach, its well-wooded
shady slopes and banks, is a pleasant
spot for picnic parties. A plentiful
supply of seats has been provided, and a
spacious pavilion for refreshments has
been erected.

On BSaturday afternoon, on the oc-
casion of the formal opening, a fine
program of music was played by th
48th Highlanders' Band. 4

After inspecting the park a pressing
invitation from Ald, Davies to visit
Victoria Park and enjoy his hospitality
was accepted. The return to the city
was made via the Bcarboro route, and
after a visit to Dunlop’s rose gardens
the party separated, but not until a
vote of thanks to the Toronto Rail-
way Company had been passed.

GAME OF THE TIN BOX.

A Couple of New York Bunco Men Who
Did a Little Business in Rochester
in the Tolls.

New York, Aug. 16.—Capt. O’Brien has
under arrest at Police Headquarters John
Abruzzo, an Italian ex-convict whose pic-
ture Is in the Rogues’ Gallery, and Roff-
aele Pasquinni, his pal, both of whom are
wanted by the Rochester, N.Y,, police for
bunceing a8 man out of $1500.

Last month Abruzzo 9vas arrested here
for swindling an immigrant, but he had to
be discharged, as his victim did not appear
against him, A few days after his arrest
Capt. O’Brien received a letter from Chief
of Police Cleary of Rochester, stating that
Abruzzo answered the descrlptlon of one
of two men who had $uncoed an Italian
out of $1500 In that city.

Capt, O'Brien sent a photograph of Ab-
ruzzo to HRochester, and the Chief tele.
graphed back that he was the man want.
ed. Detectives Petrosino and Bonnell have
been looking for him ever since. The des-
cription of his pal enabled the officers to
discover his identity and late last night
they arrested both. Officers are on. their
way here from Rochester to take them
back to that city. Abruzzo, when arrest-
ed, claimed he lived at {128 West 62nd-
street. 'The other prisoner gave his resi-
dence s 2256 West 97th-street.

Vito Penta is the man who was buncoed
out of $1500. He lives In Rochester, and
on the 22nd of last month he met the pris-
oners, who played an old game on him
successfully.  They pretended theﬁ were
going back to the Old Country like he was,
and induced him to put $1500 of his money
in a tin box with theirs. They conSented
to leave the box with all the money in
Penta’s possession. Penta got the box and
the two men disappeared, but as they did
not return he became suspicious and open-
ed the box. It contalned only some broken
stones and paper. The swindlers had
changed the box with the money without
peing detected by thelr victlm. The pris-
oners were taken to Rochester late to-

day.

11 Mung Chang Pays & Visit to Engiland’s
Grand Old Man, Gladstene ~They
Were Photographed fo‘etm.c :

London, Aug. 16—Li Hung ans
visited ﬁr. Gladstone yesterday ag
Hawarden Castle, and the two carrie
on 'quite a long conversation througn
the medium of an interpreter,
meeting took place in the drawing-
room in the presence of MTr. Glad-
stone’s family. The Chinese statesman
complimented Mr. Gladstone upon his
gervices to his country, to which the
latter replied that he had done all he
could, but would have liked to have
done more, In_ acgordance with
Chinese etiquette, Li Hung Chang pro-
pounded numerous questions, chiefly
relating to public topics.

In replying to one of the questions
Mr. Gladstone advocated ‘economy In
public expenditures, whereupon 1A
Hung Chang said that the revinue Of
Great Britain was so large that sile
could afford to dispense with economy.

Mr. Gladstone adduced reasons why
economy was a necessity, and Li re-
marked that British interests in the
trade of China were greater than those

of all the other powers combined. Mr. |

Gladstone thereupon entered upon u
strong advocacy of free trade, and said
he hoped Great Britain would always
be ag attached to this system as she is
now. He added that he rejoiced that
China was also mainly a free tradz
country.

Li H{mg Chang interposed with the
remark that it was necessary to place
some restrictions upon the merchanis.
Chinese finances, he sald, needed con-
stant consideration ana discussion.
China could not be properly developed
until it was intersected with railways.

Li Hung Chang and |Mr. Gladstone
were later photographed together. Af-
ter leaving Hawarden Castle Li Hung
Chang proceeded to Barrow.

$50,000 DAMAGE

Was Done st Barrie and Allandale on Sat-
urday by a Sundden Cloudburst - 6. 7.1,
Train Service Thrown Out.

Barrle, Ont.,, Aug. 16.—Not since the flood

of June 5, 1800, have the citizens of Barrie
witnessed stich a storm as visited here Sat-
wrday. Until 1 o'clock the day seemed per-
fect, large excursions be.ng brought in by
steamers Enterprise and Isiay. About 1.30
thunderclouds gathered from the south and
the wind became very fierce, tearing down
many largé trees, also the roof .of Ander-
ton's Brewery. About 4 o'clock the rain
began to fall in torrents, washing out the
roadway slong Peel-street. The woist flow
was down Clapperion-street, which was also
bsdly damagea by the flood of 1890. 'The
current turned at the Five Points, and ran
along Dunlop-street. At 6 o'c ock a stream
fully a foot deep was running along the
pavement on the south side of Dunlop-
street. The cellar of Cashman & Perry's
store, along the north side, was filled with
water, and even the store to the depth of
several inghes. Shortly aftef 6 the rain
cedased, leaving the marks of its work on
nearly every street of the town.

It is hard to beleve that yesterday's
storm could cause such Rerious loss to the
Grand Trunk Railway. The yards at Allan-
dale are in a state of turmoll, tracks being

pped up, cars thrown on end and somc
buildings completely destroyed.

Residents say had the storm cbntinued
half an hour longer the G.T.R. station and
restaurant would have been washed away.

THE SUNDAY CAR QUESTION.

The petition of eleven thousand citi-
Zens, requesting that the proposed vote
on the Sunday car. question’be taken
at once, will be presentéd to the Mayor
to-day. Let us try and get a clear
idea of what the question is that these
citizens wish to get,submitted to the
people. | )

It costs a thousand or fifteen hun-
dred dollars a year to maintain a pri-
vate equipage. Some maintain it for
less, some spend three or four times
as much on their stable. There is no
law forbidding any citizen to in-
dulge in such a luxury if he has the
means to support it. There is no law
forbidding a ecitizen to employ
his coachman on Sunday. As a matter
of fact, the custom is not only legal,
but it has the sanction of the church.
Every Sunday hundreds of these
equipages are driven by coachmen . to
the leading churches. The polished
‘harness, . the sleek coating of the
horses, the faultless outfit of the groom
himself, shows tha: hours have been
.spent by the stableman on Sunday
morning getting the equipage ready
for its procession te the church. There
appears to be ho Sunday desegration
connected with the private coach. The
‘minister pours forth no  philip-
pic against the owners of
private = equipages. ‘The owners
sit in the Dbest pews. Many of
them_ most of them, in fact, are offi-
cers of the church. The wardens, the
deacons, the elders, in the leading
churches, are largely made up of gen-
tlemen who come to church in private
equipages. The private equipage oc-
cupies a position of influence in the
church of to-day. Where the private
equipage abounds thére do we find
the most costly staining and carving,
and the best music, and there do the
clergy get the biggest salaries and
holidays. 8o
far from the private Sunday equly
page being ‘denouncedl: by the clergy,
we someétimég imagine that the latter
rather delight in the sight of a string
of well-appointed coaches standing
alongside their churches.

Now, if these eleven thousand citi-
zens who' petition for an-opportunity
to vote on the Sunday car question
had each the means of maintaining
no ministerial
voice would be raised against theif
using the same on Sundays to go to
¢hurch or to drive into the country.
No ministerial voice would be raised
against the Sunday labor that eleven
thousand coachmen would be called
upon to perform. No ministerial voice
would denounce the barbaric display
that the modern .equipage suggests,
with its prancing steeds and its liveri-,
ed coachman. '

But it is quite a different matter if
these eleven .thousand citizens pro-
pose to use a means of conveyance
that boasts of none of the earmarks
of barbaric splendor; that involves no
cruelty to horseflesh; that reduces the
labor of the coachman to a‘minimum.
How the c¢hurch has changed since the
days of the Apostles ! In that epoch of
the church’s history it was the rich
man that was reproved for degrading
the House of God with the emblems
of gross materialism. Now, the fash-
ionable equipage -and the other evi-
dences of this materialism are not only
tolerated, but received with open arms.
‘While the clergy approve of the rich
man lolling to church in a fashionable
turn-out. they rise up in arms when
the rank and file of the people pro-
Pose to make use of the plain and
unpretentious street car for the very
same purposes for which the former
uses his equipage. There is this dif-
ference between the equipage and
the street car: the individual who
uses the equipage generally wishes
to create an impression of his wealth
or position on the public mind; he
who boards a street car does so be-
cause his personal comfort, his health
or his convenience is concerned. The
street car is not made the medium of
a vulgar display of one’s wealth. Rid-
ing in a street car does not excite ‘the
envy and jealousy of the people. The
street car is a thing of utility, purs
and simple. The equipage is for the
most part unnecessary. It is the enemy

It is cruel to horses. It is barbaric
and inconsistent with the principles
of Christianity. We could understand
the clergy denouncing the fashionable
equipage. We are surprised at
their abhorrence of the unpretentious
street car. When they welcome the
private liveried turn-out and make
war on the useful, democratic street
car, we wonder why they do not make
an effort to regain the common sense
and consistency that characterized the
primeval chureh.

When the petition is presented at
the City Hall to-day, it should be re-
ceived with the utmost consideration.
It is an appeal from people who ask
for an early vote on a matter that will
materially benefit themselves, without
doing injury to others. It is an earnest
appeal from law-abiding. respectable
citizens. If the aldermen to whom it
is présented cannot grant the petition-
erg the final object they have in view,
they should at least give them the
earliest opportunity of voting on the
question.
