Actuary Rea Speaks.

Mr, C, H. E. Rea, F.R.A.8,, F.8.8, A.T.
A, an actuary of theorder, delivered a
capital speech, He said: Since I left the
Old Country I have met with many .sur-
prises. I was surprised at the high build-
ings, great institutions and the rapid
means of conveyance in this country. 1
was also surprised at being knocked downs
Ly a bicycle and thought I was in Eng-
land. We always keep to the left at home,
but I find that over here the public keep
to the right. I have met with great ora-
tors in your ranks and the trepidation I
teel in addressing you is allayed by the
knowledge that I can.appeal to those fra-
ternal instincts with which you are all so
thoroly imbued.

Board of Trade Requirements.

‘When I first undertook the valuation of
your order to meet the requirements of
the Board of Trade of England, I had many
misgivings as to the future of the order,
but I thought that at the most the exist-
ence of the 1.O.F. in England was only
just within the bounds of possibility, As
1 proceeded with my wor kthat possibility
gradually developed into a probability.
Now I do not see why a graat success
should not develop in your course. Your
distinet from the busi-
ness of an ordinary life insurance cem-
pany, and [ am very. firmly of the opinion
that there should be no competition eor
even sign of hostility between you. Your
work lies in tgml&vg_.dmerent directions,
and I urge you to develop your own busi-
ness without attempting to prejudice the
socleties “which are established on commer-
cial as distincet from fraternal lines.

The System of Insurance.

I have come to the conclusion that for
irsurance pure and simple there is nothing
to compare favorably with the lodge sys-
tem when the expenses are all reduced to
lowest and the initial expenses are paid
by the members for the privilege of initia-
tion. On the other hand, commercial com-
panies must ‘necessarily make allowances
and reserves for surrender valoes, bonuses,
dividends to shareholders and pay a large
army of %rofeu_lonal representatives to en-
gage in the work of competition for main-
taining their business. With all these obll-
gations to meet it stands to reason that
the premium rate must be higher than is
necessary to make the simple matter of in-
surance, and as these rates are consider-
ably higher than the amount required by
the order with thelr mortality risks, it
does not follow, as it has been attempted
to prove, that the latter are too low.

I am not in favor of an assessment sys-
tem as understood in England, but I think
that fraternal societles can and should
work on a minimum level premium basis,
which can best be determined by a thoro
analysls of the experience gf these instita-
tions thrnout the country.

The Actuary Surprised.

1 have been somewhat furprised to find
the kindred institutions sending delegates
here to welcome you to the town and to
greet you in such a fratermal spirit. This
proves to me how far-reaching s the spirit
of fraternity in your country.

A great deal has been said during the
conference of the policles that are not tak-
en up by members. I do not think that
the number of these cases Is very great,
and I wonder what we would think if you
had to experience, or rather if you had the
eéxperience, of most of the compaples in
England, where all the initial expenses, in-
cluding tne expenses of medical examina-
tion, bad to be borne by the company. It
would be a very happy thing for those
companies if they could only feel that they
could get rid of those expenses without
any loss in their case. I hope you will
never be subjected to a system of competi-
tion that has held a considerable sway in
Ingland over a long period. The numer-
oug small friendly societies and clubs, think
ing of nothing but increasing their mein-
bership, are necessarily extending 1iheir
benefits to the prejudice of sound and legi-
timate institutions, and ultimate ruin to
themselves. It would be a great thing if
some state regulation' would keep thase
bodies within their proper limits so that
no Irresponsible body.again would be al-
lowed to promise the impossible and bring
disappointment to many happy homes. |
thigk that with all your great success,
with all your promises, you are able to
-assure those joining your order that the
extension of it might, thru its own mem-
bers and with the influence of those presaent,
be more rapidly developed.

1 have been paying a business visit to
the chief office at Toronto, and al] the in-
vestigations I have made, and the work
that has gone from my hands leads me to
more thoroly appreclate the great organiz-
ation and the thoroly systematic principles
upon which it is run. f

1 thank you, gentlemen, for the kind and
generous hospitality with which I have been
treated since I arrived in Owen Sound, apd
my only hope is that I may return some
day to speak to you again, when y nuip-
bers have increased beyond your \grandest
hopes, [Cheers.] It has been n\ﬁ added
pleasure for me to make my first speech to
Canadians since leaving England, {for I
would not tell you how  high your reputa-
tlon stands in the home land for Bravery
and the noble participation i gland's
war in South Afriea.

Thrifty “Tommies™” are taking the latter
coins, and sending them home to thelr
relatives, who are disposing of them at a
considerable profit.

The soldiers generally are procuring as
many ‘“‘Krugers’’ as possible, for the word
has gone round the camps that.'they will
be worth twice their face value in England,

The statement is not incorrect, and dur-
ing the past few days a number of “Kru-
ger’’ sovereigns have been sold privately
for £2 and £8 each.

A Dally Mail representative yesterday in-
terviewed a leading London jeweler on the
subject of these coins, and ascertaied their
present prices.

Kruger pennies are being soid at the
large figure of from 7s. 6d. to 10s., the
nimble three-penny bit of the Tramsvaal

fetches 3s, 6d., snd a lke sum Is given for
the Transvaal sixpence.

The iarger South African Republic coins
are not bringing such large prices. You ecan
get a shilliug for 2s. 6d., a florin for 3s,,
4 half-crown for 3s. 6d., a balf-sovereign
for 158. and a sovereign for H#0s.

Questioned ‘as to the remarkably high
figures paid for the smaller Kruger coins,
the jeweler stated that they were due to
the scarcity of these colus in London.

The impossibility in
enforcing such acts of Parliament is prob-
ably the strongest objectlgn to the prac-
tice of selling franchises to corporations,
The legislative enagtment defining the dutles
and obligations of the Consumers’ Gas
Company to the people reads all right,
and there would be comparatively little
objection to allowing a company to handle
the gas franchise if the company lived up
to the letter and spirit of the law, But
this it will not do, nor does the law pro-
vide any workable machinery compelling
the company to carry out its obligations

Toronta Rallway Company is another case
in point. We have an excellent agreement
with the company, but half its value Is
lost by reason of the difficulty or Im-
possibility of enforcing its stipulations,The
lgtest Instance of the worthlessness of
legislative enactments, where corporations
are concerned, is the fallure of the people
of Toronto to hold the Bell Teleplone
Company down to the rates authorized
by the Government. The right of tele-

themselves, which were, of course, gratu-
{tous. The report shows that the project
is & gigantlc swindle on the public, The
deal is handled without gloves, 'The pub-
dieation of the volume is requdea as the
finish, of the great Ramapo swindle, which
{s the biggest steal that has ever been at-
tempted In the headquarters of ’hmmny:
The Raméapo Job itself is not a matter of
great interest to the people of ‘Foronto,
but the fact that an assoclation of New
York merchants has been successful in up-
setting the criminal intentions of the al-
dermen and politiclans of that city is an
indication of the good that might be ac-

mplished by a similar assoclation in this
city., If the discussion that has recently
been carried on In reference to municipal
reform is to bear any fruit, it will be
necessary for the citizens to effect some
kind of an organization at once. Only
four months remalin tili the electiong Wil
be held. Unless the proposed organization
takes shape immediately, nothing in the
way of municipal reform may be expected
this year.

PRACTICAL SOCIALISM,

encroaching on the prerogatives of the
State, which clalms a monopoly of the
conveyance of messages by letter and by
It is only six years ago that the
American messenger boy system was dupl!-
cated in the English cities, but it has made
great headway during that interval.

CONFESSES THAT HE DID WRONG

But Will Make Atonement in the
Glare of Public Life—Other
Speakers.

Whitby, Aug. 22.—(Speclal.)—William
Smith, ex-M.P. of Columbus, will be the
Conservative candidate in South Ontario
again Leonard Burnmett, M.P., at the next
election. By a representative econventlon
held here to-day he was made the unanim-
oug cholce, and If the enthusiasm engen-
dered by bis address of acceptance Is any
criterion, he stands a good chance of re-
deeming the riding. : .

The feature of the convention was Wil
llam Smith’'s speech of acceptance, that
took the'forsh of a blunt confession of past
errors, and a strong dtermimation to do
what he eowld in the full glare of public
life' to atone for all his political sins of

isgion and commissi It was g speech
unique in the anmals of Canadlan politics,
and struck a note of consclentlous endeavor
seldom met with, Every word of it speaks
of Mr. Smith's courage and sincerity, and
when all else Is forgotten It will be 'said
of Willam Smith, “He was honest and
frank."”

The meeiing was called to order at 3 p.my
by Dr. Kaiser, president of the assoclation.

Willlam Smith, ExM.P.,, Chosen.

The selection of a candidate was left to
the convention, and on a ballot Wiillam
Smith, ex-M.P., was declared the choice,
only five votes being cast for other per-
sons. Amid applause, Mr. Smith’s nomiha-
tion was made unanimous.

In ncc'ptlnf it, Mr. Smith sald that he
occupled a different position from any he
had ever occupled during the 18 years he
had been before tBe people of South Oun-
tario. In 1891 he had had the unanimous
support of the Conservative party, but
since then many things had happened to
the Consefvative party and to himself.
Prior to 1896 the party suffered the loss
of Sir John Thompson, its honored leader,
and later disscnsion broke out among the
leaders of the party themselves, till it was
no wonder that the party was condemned
in 1806. In his opinion that condemnation
was not the worst thing for the party, and
proved a warning to the pregent Adminis-
tration.

Referring to the election of 1806, he at-
tributed his defeat to his support of the
Remedial Bill, which lost him the votes
of many life-long Conservatives.

Makes a Frank Confession,

Then, turning to events of more recent
date, he sald : ‘‘Nine months ago things
happened to me that left me in a serm™e
discredited before the Conservative party
in South Ontario, and, in fact, in the whole
©f Canada. I will not apologize for what
1 did In a certain electlon. was wrong.
1 did wrong. But I have sworn to the
facts In a court of justice. I ask no mem-
ber of the Conservative party to apologize
for my acts. But the deeds that I did, and
for which I have been in a degree punished,
were done in public life. It strikes me
that it is fitting that If any atonement is
to be made, I would like to make it In the
full glare o’ publie life. In trying to 100k
forward into the future, I feel tiiat [ would
llke to meet my Liberal friends and say
that the corruption rampant in South On-
tario elections In the past should be put
down. There is no bettef way of doing It
than by the united efforts of the leaders
of both parties,”

Calls for Homnest Elections.

In vigorous language he called upon all
the Liberal-Coneervatives to say If the
constituency could not be won honestly,
leﬂtlmstely and fairly., He would not
wish to win it by any other means,

He felt convinced that a great howl
would be raised by his nomination. But it
would not be ralsed by the best element
of the Liberal party, but by the heelers
and the boodlers. When these howls were
raised he warned his hearers to note that
the loudest howler could be put down as
}‘he chief of the Liberal heelers and bood-
ers,

He remarked that he missed several fa-
miliar faces, and asked if that fact was
significant of the rumors that there were
Conservatives who would not vote for him.
In his own mind he felt the absentees could
be accounted for. He asked the Liberal-
Conservatives in the riding to give him
their undivided backing, and declared he
relled npon the young men to elect him.

Will Wipe Out the Past.

In conclusion he sald : ‘I .accept th:
nomination &0 generously tendered me. 1
am willing to take quy chance aghinst any
Liberal nominee. But where I havé done
wrong, do not apologize for me, for we are
golng side by side to atome for all the
shortcomings of the past.”  [Cheers.|

Solid Support Behind Him,

Dr. Kaiser. Charles Calder and J. L.
Smith spoke briefly and cheered up the can-
didate, Dr. Kaiser declared he had net
worked or voted for Mr. Smith in 1896, but
he promised the united support of the party
at the next election. He declared that no
Reformer could point his finger at Mr.

Utterances of King Charles to Pre-
pare for War Came Like a
Thunder Clap.

Vienna, Aug, 22.—Great alarm preval§
here In connection with the diplomatie
rupture between Roumania and Sulgaria,
and a very widespread impression prevalls
that not only is war between the two
countries inevitable, but that it is likely to
involve the great powers In an armed con-
filet.

To those behind the scenes, the sensa-
tional utterances addressed by King Charles
of Roumania to his officers a day or two
ago, ‘warning them; hold themselves
ready for war, and/denouncing the, base
ingratitude of the Bulgarians, caused lttle
surprise. But to the newspapers here and
to the general public, they came in the
pgature of a thunderclap. Yor it was but
the pther day ‘that 'Prigee Ferdinand,
ruler of Bulgaria, was hobnobbing with
Ferdinand, Crown Prince of Roumaula,
at Coburg, during the ceremonles in con-
nection with the funeral of Duke Alired
of Coburg,while at the state banquet which
followed the entombment, the lovely
Crown Princess of Roumania, daughter of
the dead duke, was escorted to table by
the Bulgarian PFrince, who sat by ber
slde thruout the repast.

Cut Off From Britain’s Throne.

The Crown Princess, by-the-bye, who Is
a granddaughter of Queen Victoria, enjoys
the distinction of being the only member
of the British royal family who, during
the last 200 years, has forfelted her riguts
of succession to the throme of Great rit-
aln, and those of her children as well, by
wedding a Roman Cathollc. Her marrlage
followed shortly after the unsuccessful at-
tempt made by Mlle. Helene Vacarescu,
favorite mald of honor to the Queen of
Roumania, to entrap the susceptible Crown
Prince into a matrimonial alllance,  The
warriage, foollshly encouraged by the poet
Queen, would have become an accomplished
fact, had not the King and his Ministers
banished the sloe-eyed Helene and threat-
ened Ferdinand to deprive him of his po-
sition as Crown Prince nnless he at once
broke off all further intercourse with Mile
Vacarescu, and married Princess Marie of
Coburg and of Great Britain.

Helene Vacarescu, now a bitter enemy of
the royal family of Roumanita, makes her
bome at Sofia, and by ber Intrigues ig be-
lleved to have greatly contributed . to en-
venom the reiations between the Bulgarian
court and that of Bucharest,

Bulgaria Wants Macedonia,

The canse of the trouble between the two
nations is the determmnation of the Bul-
garians to acquire possession ot *he 'L'urk-
luls province of Macedonla, which Is largely
pedpled by thelr countrymen.' Koumania
has always opposed these designs on the
ground- that thelr accomplishment woald
unduly aggrandize Bulgaria. Several of
those Koumaninn politicians who have been
most prominent In combating Bulgaria’'s
Macedonian projects have been assassin-
ated, and in each cage the murder has
been brought- home to the president of the
so-called Macedonian Revolutionary C(om-
mittee at Sofia, a Bulgarian named RNava-
lotr,

ally asked for the man’'s arrest, and for
the digsolution of the gang of poitienl
assassinsg who go by the name of the Mace-
dontan Committee, rrince Ferdinand of
Bulgaria, realizing that his life wonld not
be worth a louis purchase if he acceded to
this wish, and that no war could possibiy
render his position moge critical than it
18 at present, has declined to comply with
Roumania’s demand, couching his refusal
in such offensive terms as to leave King
Charies no alternative but to brerk oft
