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A PECULIAY MUSICIPAL DEAL.
The operation of public services by
municipalities is a subject that is re-
ceiving ‘@ great deal of attention all
over the world. A well-marked ten-
depicy exists in favor of municipal
oywmershjp and control of - these ser-

/vices.. 1t has“been ghown’ by practical

experfence that even such a cumber-
some businesy as the operation of a
street oar q‘tym den be profitably un-
dertaken by a municipality. A mnovel
proposal in regard to the operation of
municipal services is being discussed
in ‘the meighboring city of Hamilton.
At . the present time the Hamlilton
street car system ls operated by &
company working under an agreement

| very similar to that which prevails in

this city. The ‘city has leased thé
street car franchise to the company
for a term of years. The rental, in
the way of  percentage and mileage,
amounts to $14,000 a year. It is now
proposed to cancel the lease, for which
is to be substituted an arrangement
which is dificult’ for the layman to
comprehend. It is neither a lease, nor
a sale, nor a partnershp, It appears
to have no legal name. It takes, two
full columns of the Hamilton

to explain its intricacies It seems to
be an entirely mew proposition in' mu=
nicipal politics,. We will endeavor to
explain fts chief features. It is pro-
posed to form & company to be known
as the Hamiiton Franchise Company,
which is to assume and operate such
public services as the city may decide
from time to time to hand over to it
There are two franchises which the
company ©will ‘start out with,
viz, the Hamilton Street . Rail-
way and the Hamiiton and
Dundas Strest Railway. The ac-
quisition of these two concerns has
been arranged through a syndicate
which has obtained options on the
stock. - The city is asked to transfer
its ‘agreement with the Hamilton
Street Railway ~Company to the
Franchise Company. The Franchise
Company is to 'pa'.y no mileage or per-
centage to the city. In the new deal

A Hamilton subscriber of The World
asks us to give our opinion of the
deal. After reading the agreement
through, it appears to us that the deal
is- a splendid one to provide for the
ghareholders an assured dividend of at
feast 6 per cent, a year. The city at
the present time has a certainty. Its
percentage is & first charge on the re=
ceipts of the company By the propos-
ed deal the shareholders’ dividends are
to be the first charge. The deal ap-
pears to us to be a scheme for revers-
ing the position of the sghareholders
and the city, ‘The shareholders want
the certainty. The city is to take all
ithe risk. The city will not control the
Franchise Company, but it is to sup-
pl¥ the franchises that give the com-
pany its raison d’etre. 'We should say
that the proposed deal is not In the
interests of the citizens of Hamliton,
The fact that the local papers ap=
prove of the project is no proof that
it is favorable to the city. As a mat-
ter of fact, the unanimity of the Ham-
flton presg in favor of the deal is a
suspiciols circumstance. The Fran-
chise Comj y promise several subsid-
fary benefits to the citizens, but this
fact stands out boldly in relief, Lhat
the shareholders have the certainty,
while the city takes the chances, The
Greeks .are to be feared even when
bearing gifts in their hands.

displays of fireworks 'were mnumerous
and in all parts of Athens there were
patriotic assemblages. Warllke ora-
tions were delivered and the speakers
were greeted with cheers for the King
and for war.

During the  evening there was a
grand military tattoo, in which all the
‘bands in the city, at their full strength,
took part. The whole population
thronged the streets, cheering . every-
body and everything with enthusiasm
and at this hour the crowds are still
parading, singing patriotic songs and
cheering for war with the Turks. But,
in spite of this probably unprecedent~
ed demonstration of loyaity and pat-
riotism, there were mno disturbances
worth noting. The utmost zood‘ hu-
mor prevailed and the duties of the
police consisted mainly in attempting
to restrain the patriotic ardor of the
dense masses of people who pressed
around the palaces. The square In
front of the King’s palace was packed
with people until a late hour, all
clamoring to see His Majesty and
shouting for war.

During the day nine civilians and
two policemen were injured in accl-
dents arising from the crushes, which
continued all day.” Gen. Coronos, a re-
tired military man and a lifedong agi-
tator, led the biggest  crowd, which
marched to the King's ‘palace yester-
Mday afternoon, and it was evident from
the excitement which prevailed that
the people are bent on war at any
cost, inlesg all the demands of Greece
are deceded to by the powers.

CANEVARO WANTS TO QUIT.

The demand made by Admiral Ca-
nevaro, the Italian officer in command
of the international fleet in Cretan
watery, to be relieved of his comunand
is said here to be due to his opposi-
tion to the plans drawn up for tLhe
blockade of the Pliraeus,

1t is believed that some decided
change in the political situation must
1ake place before long, as the Turkish
Goverament has plainly intimated to
the representatives of the powers that
the existing conditions cannot be al-
lowed to prevall much longer.

Bvery day of delay now benefits
Greece, which country was not so well
prepared as Turkey for war, and the
German officers on the staff of BEdhem |
Pasha, the Turkish Commander-in |
Chief, are not blind to this fact, and
are understood to have made strong
representations on the subject.
