A little more than a year and a half ago
an election was held in Ontario upon the one
jssue, whether the License System should
be discontinued; and the answer was so de-
cidedly in the negative that it was thought
that the matter had been settled once and
for all. But that is just where the ordinary,
fair-minded man made a mistake; he didn’t
know the inner, mental workings of the pro-
hibitionist coterie.

T You see, these moral crusaders ob-
gerved that the overwhelming majority of
the men who have enlisted—specially of
those who have gone to the front—had
voted against their crusade. There is no
need to discuss the reasons for their having

done so; these reasons were, at any rate, |

gufficient to satisfy their minds that prohi-
bition is wrong in principle and unworkable
in practice; and so they would have nothing
to do with it. Now, however, they are away.

'ﬂ;hey Are Away and Cannot Vote

This is just the point—they are away
and cannot vote. They went away to fight
for Liberty, never for a moment imagining
that advantage would be taken of their ab-
‘gence to pass a measure which they, as free
men, had voted down.

We are not now discussing whether
Prohibition is good or bad, whether it would
be for the benefit of the Province or nou.
We are pointing out just one thine. namely,
‘that it is not fair to bring on an election
during the war. It would be inexcusable
under any circumstances, when the Empire
is engaged in a life-and-death struggle, and
when unity above all else is essential; still
more inexcusable when it had been tacitly
understood that during the war no election,
with all its attendant excitement and diver-
sion of energy and enormous expense,
should be held. But what shall we think of
this attempt to rob Canada’s gallant de-
fenders—many of whom have given up their
lives for liberty—of the victory they gained
at the polls only so short a time ago? It is
doubtful whether such tactics will commend
themselves to the fair-minded people of

Ontario.

Complaint That Citizens Are At-
tracted to Theatres Instead
of Going to Church.

Women members of the Toron
Citizens’ Recruiting League were in
the majority at the opening of yes-
terday’s meeting at the city hall, but
they were soon outnumbered hy the
men, who straggled in a few at a
time during the early part of the
proceedings.
There was considerable discussion
as to the conduct of the recruiting
meetings -being held on Sundays, one
of the women pointing out that there
was much criticism of the musical
programs at Eoew's Theatre, which
were looked upon as a hindrance
rather than a help to recruiting. It
also came out that the league has
not been living up to its under-
standing with the Ministerial Asso-
ciation in jthat the meetings have
been commenced at 7 oclock instead
of at 8.15 and thus interfering with
r;g'yular church services thruout the
city.
In referring to the criticisms re-
garding the programs, F, B. Fether-
stonhaugh declared that there was a
great deal in what had been said.
He,however, defended Dr. Allen, who
has charge of the work, stating that
the doctor had found great difficulty
in preparing the programs, as 8o
many artists had offered their ser-
vices, that it was almost impossible
to weed out those that were not con-
dncive to recruiting. He thougit
that at least one hymn should be
sung at every meeting, ‘“one = that
everybody could sing.” “Dr. Allen is
trying to gectify these things,” he
continued, “and he is working as hard
as he can.”

Cut Out Prize Fights.

Mayor Church: “The police com-
missioners have given warning that
pictures of prize fights and otaer
such stuff must be ‘cut out.’”

Hon. Thomas Crawford stated that
the feeling had got abroad that the
meetings of the league were verging
upon an open Sunday. He thought
that the members of the league
should be impressed with the fact that
every effort should be made to con-
duct tne meetings in accordance with
the Sabbath Day. The suggestion
met with unanimous applause.

Mayor Church: “There should be
more sacred and patriotic music. Un-
less we have a proper program at
these meetings 'we are going to be
closed  down by the police.”

Major Bullock of the 97th Batta-
lion (American Legion) also entered
a protest at the way some of 'the
meetings are conducted. “It is ab-
solutely impossible to get recruits
when a2 man comes on with white kid
gloves, a bouquet and a waxed mus-
tache and sings ‘We’ll Never Let tiae
Old Flag Fall’”

In referring to the recent criti-
cisms of the police commissioners in
regard to the financial statements
of the league, Thomas A. Stevenson
declared that the chief of police inad
gone a little out of his way when he
suggested that the moneys of the
Jleague 'nad not been spent in the pro-
per channels. “The military officers
whe appeared before the commis-
sioners should not have done so; they
ghould have first \come there before
carrying their complaints elsewhere.”

He thought that the members of the
league, and especially those oon-
ducting the finances, were beyond re-
proach. This sentiment was also en-
dorsed by Hon. Thomas Crawford.
“If the police commissioners don't
want to deal with the members of
this league and are not prepared to
allow them to hold another tag day
and handle the funds I will resign
my position and cease to do work for
this league,” he said.

T. O. Auderson also thought the
suggestions very unjust. :

CRITICIZED METHODS OF
EDUCATING CHILDREN

Bureau of Research in Bulletin
Says, Homes, Schools and
Studies Are Misfits.

Added criticism of the methods of
educating children in Toronto is made
by the Bureau of Municipal Research
in a bulletin issued yesterday. Figures
are taken from the reports of the
Montreal schools to show that while
6000 children are at normal age, 7481
are older than normal and 3865 be-
low.

The repoert says in pari:

“There are misfit homes. misfit
school buildings, misfit courses of
study, misfit system of promotion, mis
fit boards of education, but only mis-
fitted children.

“Retardation is one of the elements
which produce ‘over-ageness’ of chil-
dren in schools, retardation, or slower
than normal progress thru the grades.
and late entrance are the two chief
causes of the large number wover-age
children in the schools.

“Great strides have been made dur-
ing the past year in several Toronto
schoeols and districts in combating
over-age and retardation. Would not
the movement be stimulated by a city-
wide stock-taking and inquiry as to
vhe causes, and would not parents an:
public school supporters be encouraged
as to the future if they were tak:n
nore into the confidence the
boards?"”

BOARD OF EDUCATION
ESTIMATES PASSED

Little Criticism Was Offered at
Meeting of Property Com-
mittee Yesterday.

OVER QUARTER MILLION

Trustee Noble Says Girls From
Home Should Not Appear in
Streets in Uniform.

Estimates totaling $254,950 and pro-
viding for the property department of
bwoard of education, were passed by
the property committee yesterday
afternoon. Of this amount $222,450 is
for public suhools and the balance,
$27,400, is for high schools. Very
little criticism was offered the items
which made up the final amount ex-
cept in the case of repairs for public
schools, which. it is estimated, will
amount to $1650,000. This is $30,000
more than the estimated figure of last
yvear and the difference called for ex-
planations,

Superintendent Bishop reported to
the commmittee that three contractors
refuse to pay their workmen what he
considers the prevailing rate of wages.
He maintained that the amount they
are receiving is not adequate and in
answer to a question remarked, ‘“we
do not adhere to union rates nor do
we prepose to.” The matter was sent
on to the solicitor for a report.

Try Out Heater.

An experiment will be made in the
way of heating the schools. An ofl
burning arrangement is to be installed
and if it is found suitable, economical
and otherwise satisfactory, there is a
possibility of the heating systems be-
ing revolutionized within the near
future.

When domestic science was under
discussion, Trustee Houston mention
ed that apparatus was not being used
at the Girls’ Home, altho stored there.
He thought it could be installed very
cheaply and greatly to the advantage
of the girls who at present go up to
Winchester School for this training.
This raised a point In regard to ‘the
manner in which the girls are dressel
and Trustee Dr. Noble reiterated his
statements of some time ago, stating
it was not right that they should ap-
pear on the streets in any uniform
garb.

A declsion will probably be reached
by the management committee to
which both questions were referred.

Dr. Noble’s motion to Include in the
estimates $2500 for an outdoor class-
room and play shed at Winchester
School was passed on to the board.

BLOOR STREET VIADUCT

Thousand Feet of Steel:Has Been
Positioned in Don Val-
ley Division.

AHEAD OF - CONTRACT

Contractors -and Engineers Get-
ting Ready for Big Drive in
the Spring.

The few vigitors to the Bloor street
viaduet these days see little in the
way of swectacular construction, few
men being on the fjob;  a striking
change from that of last fall, when
hundreds were working witn fevemish
haste, and the Don Valley resounded
with the clang of mechinery and the
noise of hoisting gear. The valley was
then o thriving village, On both th2
Parliament street and Don Valley Qi-
visions of the big work there are not
a hundred men. But if there is less
activity on the surface, the engineers
and contractors charged with ths
work of construction are losing no
time in agetting everything in shape
for a big drive in the spring on steel
erection. £

In the Don Valley division, where
Quinlan & Robertson have the entire
contract “or the cement and steot-
work, about a thousend feet of steel
has been positioned and enormous
guantities are on the ground ready for
the resumption of work in March. In
all according to Mr, Munroe one of the
engineers in charge, no less than 5500
tons of steel will go into the Don Val-
ley - section alone. The Hamilton
Bridge Co. sub-contractors, are well
prepared to rush the steel superstruc-
ture once spring is here. The. only
difficulty in the way at the present
time is the fact that engineers do not

wish to uncover the concrete piers to}

the snow and rain. It is stated that

the work of steel building can go on

even if the concrete work was unfin-

ished. '
Ahead of Contract.

An idea of the enormous quantity of
cement going into the viaduct may bhe
gathered from the fact that no less
than 65,000 barrels have been used, or
will be hefore the eastern flight is fin-
ished. More than 500 tons of rein-
forced iron to strengthen the concrete
has been imbedded into it. .

In keeping up with their contract
with the city, Quinlan & Robertson are
ahead of their bond, and are, and have
for some time been, drawing the snug
little bonus of $25 a day from the city
as a reward of promptness, Similarly,
had they been behind at any stage of
the work, the city would have exacted
a penalty of $100 a day.

enemy aliens is growing rapidly in
cu‘,u Hundreds of Germans are
still holding important positions with
Canadian firms; even in the govern-
ment service itself, men of German

action, perhaps of German sympa~
thies, are found occupying most re-
sponsible positions.

One of these things that has delayed
decision in this war has been the fail-
ure jof the British people to grasp the

' fact' that one active German spy, al-
lowed to live amidst British war-time
actjvities, can do more harm to the
British cause than five hundred Bri-
tishers at the front can do to the Ger-
man cause. The Germans hold this
fail as another example of our in-
eficlency.

Péople in England bave awakened
much earlier to the peril of the alien
enefhy at hrs'e than have the people
of Canada.  Much more stringent
measures have been taken there to
watch and control these people than
havé been applied here. In Toronto,
for dnstance, there are a large number
of @Germans who, with the knowledge
of not being able to leave the country,
can do practically as they please. The
fact that they report to the police once
a week in no way prevents them from
plotting and conspiring together to do
as much harm in Canadu as possible,
and to partially nullify the effort we
are making in the war. ;

Popular feeling is crystalizing inte
2 mandate to the government that all
Germans must be dismissed from po-
sitions of trust, and many people go so
far as to say that every German now
in Canada should be interned In prison
camps or placed under stricter sur-
veillance than at present.

The Anglo-Saxon is apt to pride
himself on the fact that he treats his
enemy with a certain amount of con-
tempt and refuses to be afraid of what
he may do. This pride has cost us
dearly in the present war. if we ware
fighting a nation that governed itself
by the ordinary standards of humanity,
a certain amount of toleration towards
individuals of that nation living in qur
midst might be permissible. But as
the Germans have proved themselves

utterly dead to every feeling of honor
\\?ﬁecency, we must treat them ac-

rdingly. If some ivjustice to indi-
viduals results the German nation has
only itself to blame. Judged by his
kind, no German, no matter how long
he has been in Canada, can be trusted,
and we must take the needed measures
to protect ourscives nccordingiy.

Well Settled

There will be genera! satisfaction

among the citizens that Chief Smith
has taken the course he has in connec+
fion with District Chief Gunn. Bet-
ter late than never, Chief Smith will
‘soon realize that the large-minded at-
titude is the better one in dealing with
men. No head of a department can af-
ford to give way to his personal fcel-
ings in conducting the public svrvice.
Of course the same is true of the men.
Discipline - depends on the sinking of
all personal feeling, or any other fevcl-
ing for that matter, outside the one
main interest which must be devotion
to duty and consideration of the pub-
lic trust.

Germans Do Not Understand
‘ British Freedom

There is cause for bitter chagrin in
Germany over the appoiptment of
General Smuts to the command of the
. British forces in East Africa in suc-
cession 'to General Sir Horace Smith-
Dorrien. There is no doubt that the
expected disturbances in Ireland and

, were among the things on
which the kaiser counted to assist him
in his attempt at world-conquest. -

He did not understand freedom, be-
cause he never was free himself, dnd
never allowed his subjects to be free.
The Boers were passionately attached
to freedom, and they fought for it
against.- Britain, because they did not
at“first understand that the British
type of freedom was a higher type
than their own. Now that fhey have
Jearned what British freedom is they
rejoice in their larger opportunities
and yield it that -allegiance ° which
it claims from all' who value the su-
premest form of governmental liberty
which natural evolution has yet
achieved, °

When the Germans understand these
things they may take the same course
as the vast majority of the Boers have
done. But the Germans have to take
the same path to learn their lesson,
a path of defeat and humiliation. We
do not think the British or the allies
desire merely to humiliate the Ger-
mans, but it is part of the process of
conquest, and it must be carried out
to its ultimate.

General Smuts is a living example to
the German people that they have ut-
terly miscalculated and misjudged the
British nation. It is possible that the
Germans will have to be made over
again and made different, as Mrs.
Poyser said, before they correct their
views.

Transatlantic Aeroplaning

Claude Graham White, who has been
a pioneer in aeroplaning, is- of the
opinion that in twenty years a regular
transatlantic flying service will be in
force between London and New York,
and that the journey will take fifteen
hours. The one great step forward
taking place in the mechanical world
as the result of the war is certainly
the flying machine, ' whether in the
form of gigantic dirigibles of the Zep-
pelin type, or of “the heavier-than-air
planes of different varieties. 3

As progress is hastened by neces-
sity it is likely that the commercial
use to which aeroplaning will be put
after the war will accelerate the de-
vising of appliances which will be ne-
Fcessary to secure the approximation
to perfect safety which renders us all
wl.llfng to trust ourselves to the rail-
way train and the steamboat., The
greatest obstacle that George Stephen-
son had to combat was-the nervous-
ness of the public. There is no rea-
son to suppose that in twenty years
the aeroplane will not be as safe as the
ordinary motor car, and much safer
than any motor car in the hands of
some drivers.
. Mr. White regards the factor of safe-
ty as ‘of chief importance, and this
will be' generally accepted as a sound
conclusion. How to attain the maxi-
mum of safety will be the endeavor of
the engineers. Mr. White considers
the multiplying of engine units as the
obvious method of providing for pos-
sible breakdowns. With speed de-
pending on thousands of horse power
and a speed potential of 200 miles an
hour, the conquest of the air will pro-
bably be a common-place to the next
generation.

A Valuable Book

The department of the interior has
lately issued a fine new atlas of Cana-
da under the direction of J. E. Chali-
four, chief geographer. The maps
show territorial divisions, the drain-
age basins of the country, the geology
and mineral disposition of the coun-
try, the telegraph lines, the trans-
continental railways aud the railways
of the various provinces; also the
canals, lighthouses and sailing routes,
the international and interprovincial
boundaries in detail, and the latest
plans of the ten chief cities of Canada.
It has also the statistics gf Canada in
the way of trade, vesse] tonnage, po-
pulation and other details of the last
census, set gut in diagrams that iliu-
minate the facts better, perhaps, than
figures,

A Canadian Literary Man
Dr. Samuel Edward Dawson, who
has just died in Montreal, has long
been regarded as one of the most emi-
nent literary authorities in Canada.
He, first came into prominence by an
essay contributed to Cornhill Maga-
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zine about 1882, on Tennyson‘s “The
Princess,” in which he proposed a so-
lution of the poet’s intention, which
made an immedia_.te appeal to readers,
and which was, moreover, endorsed by
the Laureate himself.

The motive of the poem, he pointed
out, the end towards which all its ac-
tions moved, was the little infant, the
babe, celebrated in some of Tenny-
son’s finest lines, in whom the future
interest of the world and the race was
wrapt, and for whom all that had gone
before was but the preparation.

Dr. Dawson had other claims to
literary distinetion and his death is a
loss to Canadian letters,

says: “As applied to the cir>umstances
of this case, the contempt consists in
the disregard of the law of the land
as interpretet by the judgment of our
courts. It has become a qucstion not
merely of the use of French in this
particular school, but whether the laws
of Ontario as interpreted by its high-
est courts are .to be obeyed.

Would Lose Respect.

“If in the couarts of law repentance
condoned an offence, offenders would
muitiply. On any other basis our
courts of justice would soon lose their
fold upon public respect and the main-
tepance of the law and order weuld be
rendered impossible. I am of the
opinion that the jurisdiction to entor-
tain the motion now pending is not
ousted by the cessation on the part
of the respondents of the act com-
plained of. The trustees ara both re-
calcitrant and recusant,” states his

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his hormestead Price,
$3.00 per acre. 3
