PROVINCIAL LEGISLATURIE.
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HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

On the 5th the House was occupied in Commit-
tee on a bill sentdown from the Council, to cons
lidate all the Acts relating to the recovery of debts
by summary process. An important smendinent,
introduced by Mr. Ritchie, making the verdict of
the jury final, and thus cutting of the power of ap-
peal, was carried.

On the Gth, a bill introduced by Mr, Woodward,
5 admit certain articles, the growth or production
of the United States of America into this Province
duty free, upon condition that the like articles, the
growth or production of this Province, are adnii-
ted into the Uunited States duty free, was read u
second time.

On the 7th the Revenue Bill was under discus-
sion in the Assembly, and the following rates of
duty agreed to in Committee— Apples, Gd per bus,;
Butter, 9s 4d per cwi.; Cattlc and Horses, 403
each ; Candles, 1d per lb.: Dried Fruits, 9s 4d per
cwt.; Leather, 24d per lb.; Shecpskins, 3s per
dozen; Salt Meats, 4s 8d per cwt.: Fresh do., U3
4d; Molasses, 24d per gallon; Sugar, refined, in
loaves, 14d per Ib.: do. crushed, 9s 4d per cwt.;
do. brown, 6s per cwt.; Tes, 2d per b. ; Tobacco,
14d per Ib. ; Brandy, 3s 4d per gallon; Rum, 1s
Gd per gallon; and 2d per bubble additoual:
Wine 2s Gd per gallon, and 10 per cent ad valorem.
On Friday last, the House was in furtler con-
sideration ofthe Revenue Bill, and afier a spirited
debate, decided, by a large majority, on levying
duty of 2s. per barrel on Wheat Flour.

On the 8th the bill fixing the sulary of the future
Clerk of the Pleas at £250 per annum, pussed the
Legislative Council.  The bill for reducing the
salary of the present incumbent, was afterwards
taken vp and rejected—the Hon, Messre. Hill and
Minchin voting in the minority.

‘The Hon. Mr. Fisher's Bill to vacate the Seats
of Members of the Assembiy in certain cases, wus
1aken up and occupied the remainder of the day.
It, however, finally passed, almost without a dissent-
ing voice, and includes all offices of emolument.
(Mr. Strect moved an amendment o excinds
from the House the Treasurer, Deputy Treasurer,
Auditor General, Receiver Gene and all per-
sons connected with the collection of the revenue.
This was negatived — Messrs, Street, Ind and R.
D. Wilmot only voting for it.]

Chn the 5ih, n considerable squabble took place
between Messrs. Ritchie, Connell, I'isher, and
Woodward on one side, and Mr. Hannington on tie
other, about the arreais of salary paid AMr. Baiihe,
and his continuing to draw  £1200 sferhing instesd
of £1200 currency.

In the House of Assembly on the 24 and 3i
inst. the Bill for the redaction of the Judicial Sals
ries in this Province, was discussed with great
animation, and a large number of epeeches wern
delivered. The Bill, which was a Government
measure, was prospective in its nature, and intend-
ed to reduce the Judicial Salaries, after the death
or retircinent of the present incumbents, to the fol-
lowing ecale, viz.—Chief Justice, £800 per annnm,
and the other Judges and the Master of the Rolls,
£700 each: the Judges to be allowed travelling
charges, but all fees to be abolisked; or if the
House wished it. the mover of the Bill, (the Hon.
Attorney General,) would allow the fees to be
retained, and reduce the salary of the Chief Justice
to £700, and the salaries of the cther judicial
officers to £600.—The tHon. Attorney General con-
tended ; that from the tenor of Despatches from
the Colonial Offize he was of opinion that ihe Tin-
perial Government would not consent to any re-
duction in the salaries of the present incumbents.
—Mr. Ritchie was of a different opinion, and look-
ed upon the Despatches referred to as not binding,
as an alteration had since been made in our con-
stitution. He therefore moved an amendment, to
the effect that the salary of the Chief Justice be
immediately reduced to £900; the Puoisne Judges
to £750 each, and the Master of the Rolis to £700
—allowing no fees or travelling charges; alsoa
further reduction to £750, £650, and £600, respec-
tively, to the successors of the present incumbents.
The amendment was lost by a large majority, the
division being 9 to 24 —(Mr. Botsford in the chair
of the committee)— Yeus : —Messrs, Jordan, Bar.
berie, 3. Earle, Woodward, Connell, Ritchie,
Tibbits, Taylor, and Porter. Nays :—Hon. Messra.
Speaker, Wilmot, Fisher, Partelow, Hanington,
Messrs. Boyd, Carman, 8. Earle, Cranney, Brown,
Thomson, Wark, Hayward, Baillie, Miies, Mont-
gomery, R. D. Wilmot, Street, Landry, Steves,
Wilson, Smith, End, Read.—The question being
afterwards taken on the first section of the bil, 1t
was carried—31 to 2—and the salaries of the future
officers named in it settled as follows:— Chief
Justice, £700 currency ;: Master of the Bolis and
Puisne Judges, each, £600 currency per annum.

A propused addition to the second section of the
Bill, to reduce the Salaries of the present and
future Attorney and Solicitor Generals, and the
Surveyor General, was lost by a vote of 27 10 5.

We subjoin a few of the speeches made in course
of debate on the bill :

The hon. Attorney General seid that he, as His
Excellency’s legal adviser, unhesitatingly declared,
that if the Bill should pass with the amendment
moved by the hon. and learned member for Saint
John, (Mr. Ritchie—(for the immediate reduction of
the Judicial salaries)—it was impossible it should
ever become Law. There appeared to be a variety
of opinions in the Committee, us to the t of
reduction, the number of officers to be affected by
it, &c., and the varieiy of opinions among the op-
position was rather amusing. There was the hon.
member for Northumberland (Mr. Street) opposed
to the Bill, and why ? Did he agree with the am<
endment to effect an immediate reduction ? No,
but he objected to any reduction whatever. Then
the hon. member was opposed to the Bill also be-
cause it did not go far enongh, because it did not
embrace other public offices : but what would the
hon. member do supposing the bill were thus ex-
tended ; would he support it then ? No. he would
oppose it still, for he was opposed to all reductions.
The Yill does not go far enovgh, says the hon.
member, * let it extend farther, make it a compre-
hensive scheme, snd then we'll throw if out ' —
