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the land first discovered was the coast of Newfoundland or 
Labrador. Having spent considerable time on the shore of 
Newfoundland, Cabot returned to England in order to make 
more

out and Sebastian Cabot, before named, had the command.

A Portuguese Navigator, named Cortereal, found his 
way across the North Atlantic, and explored various 
tions of Newfoundland. While Cabot Ipor-

exploring North and South, a Florentine, named Verraganni, 
employed by France, in 1524, visited and examined various 
portions of the Atlantic coast of North America and, agree­
ably with his orders, claimed the newly discovered country 
for his King. In 1534 another Frenchman, named Cartier, 
found his way into the Gulf, who named thebaic des Chah 
and many portions of what are now known as the Maritime 
Provinces.

Very many years passed away before anything 
of importance had been done, but it appears, from the best 
authority that France, no doubt fired by the example of 
England, was resolved to have possessions in the Western 
World, and for seven years, that is from 1603 to 1610, 
parts of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, and Canada, 
explored, and settlements formed. This immense territory 
which was first settled by the French was, appropriately, 
named New France. Another French name stands promi­
nently in history as one of the most skilful explorers who 

engaged in .founding these early settlements, is Cham­
plain, who, in 1608, was the honored founder of Quebee- 
He is associated with this Island inasmuch as he is the 
reputed author of its original name, the Isle of St. Jem.. Of 
course, this is a matter of uncertainty, and must be taken 
for what it is worth. Application was made to the Govern­
ment of Canada, in 1603, by a Captain Doublet, for a grant 
of the Islands in the Gulf, in order to establish a fishery on 
an extensive scale.

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In process of time as Newfoundlond, Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick, and Upper Canada were acquiring considerable 
importance, it could be easily seen that the Isle of St. Jean

After ten years’ war with Britain, France, in the early part 
of 1713, claimed the entire extent of territory now known " 

British America. She was in undisputed possession of 
Canada, Prince Edward Island and Cape Breton. She had 
wrenched the chief harbors and settlements out of the 
hands of the British, but her forts in Nova Scotia had 
been seized by the New Englanders. By a treaty signed 
April 11,1713, at Utrecht, France ceded to Britain New­
foundland and Acadia. After the loss of Newfoundland 
and Nova Scotia, France still retained Cape Breton and this 
Island; and now special attention was devoted to their 
occupation as much from the connection with Canada, as 
guarding the main highway to it, as from their own intrinsic 
value. About the year 1715 the permanent settlements 
began. A few solitary families from Acadia and an occasion­
al emigrant family from Cape Breton settled in some 
sheltered nook or cove, and there built a log hut or a rudely 
constructed dwelling of poles and bark, and prepared, by 
fishing and the cultivation of a small patch of ground, to eke 
out a subsistence, 
ing boat and the Indian canoe, 
except an occasional visitfrom the Indian hunter or hisfamily. 
Almost every summer as the fertility of the land became 
known some additions were made to the population. Still 
the progress was slow, for in 1728, or thirteen years after 
the settlement began, there were only sixty families, it is 
said, on the Island, and it is probable in the beginning of 
1745 they did not exceed one hundred and fifty families.

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Thus it will be seen that the three Counties contain four­
teen parishes, and it was so arranged that a town lot arid 
royalty were reservedlin each county, while each township 
was to furnish a glebe lot of one hundred acres for a 
minister of the gospel, and a lot of thirty acres for a school 
master. The quit-rents were of three rates, six shillings, 
four shillings, and two shillings annually per hundred 

It was expressly stipulated that the grantees were to 
settle one person for every two hundred acres within ten 
years from the date of the grant. The settlers were to be 
Protestants from the parts of Europe not belonging to 
Great Britain, or persons who had resided in America for 
two years prior to the date of the grant. This, no doubt 
was done to discourage émigration from the old country in 
those early days. It was, however, a very difficult task to 
perform, and consequently, very few of the grantees were in 
a position to comply with the conditions of their grants.

The inhabitants of the Island becoming dissatisfied with 
their connection with ttova Scotia; in 1768 petitioned for a 
separate Government, and engaged to pay half their quit- 
rents the following year to' meet their expenses. This 
request was complied with, and within two years afterwards 
Walter Patterson, Esq., was appointed the first Governor of 
the Island.

advantages. Notwithstanding this liberality on the part of 
the home authorities, it appears marvellous that some were 
found who could not see their way to avail themselves of its 
benefits; hence we find that judgments were obtained 
against ten townships, five half-townships and one third of 
a township. It appears, however, that the non-paying 
proprietors had some influence with the government as the
Act under which the lands were seized did not receive the 
Royal Assent.

The Earl of . Selkirk in 1803, settled about 800 Highland­
ers on his lands, who very soon, by hard work, wearisome 
days and nights, and numerous privations, managed to 
make a home for themselves in the wilderness. Some of 
those heroes are 'still living, and can give graphic pictures 
ot their early struggles.

act declaring the introduction of the Bible into all pùblitf 
schools the law of the land.

In 1854, what was called the Worrell Estate, which con­
tained eighty-one thousand, three hundred, and three acres, 
was purchased by the Government for the sum of twenty- 
four thousand, one hundred pounds. In 4860, the lands of 
the earl of Selkirk, comprising sixty-two thousand and fifty - 
nine acres, were likewise sold to the Government for the very 
moderate sum of £5,586, sterling. Immediately afterwards 
a commission was appointed to enquire into the subjects of 
dispute with the object of con verting, on equitable conditions, 
the leaseholds of the entire Island into freeholds. To this 
end three commissioners were appointed—the Hon. J. H. 
Gray as the representative of the crown—the Hon. Joseph 
Howe as representative of the tenants and Mr. John W 
Ritchie for the proprietors. “ The commission collected a 
great deal of evidence, and in August, 1861, made a report, of 
which the principal points are as follows ?—1. . Lenox Island 
was to be ceded to the Indians. 2. The claims of the 
Acadians, or French, were to be totally over-ruled. 3. The 
claims of descendent^ of U. E. loyalists to certain lands were 
recommended to the special consideration of the Government. 
4. Escheat of the lands of proprietors was declared by 
the commissioners to be impracticable. 5. As to quit-rents, 
no arrears to be recoverable, and no accruing quit-rent to 
be Ciaimed as long- as the land tax Was imposed. 6. Thé 
fishing restrictions were abolished.” Unluckly all the labor 
of this commission appears to have been lost, as we find His 
Grace, the Duke of Newcastle, addressing the Lieutenant 
Governor of the Island, thus : “ I must instruct you, there­
fore, however unwilling to treat the commissioners award 
only as an expression of opinion which, however valuable as 
such, cannot be made legally binding on the parties concern­
ed.The land question, which had been a source of trouble 
for the greater part of a century, in 1875 was practically
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settled by an act which provided that the original proprietors 
be compelled to part with their properties on equitable terms, 
thus giving an opportunity to tenants to become free-hold- 
ers—the average price of whose farms was under two 
dollars per acre, with the option of paying by instalments, 
within ten years.
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CLIMATE.
The Island is situated in the centre of the Temperate Zone 

and, consequently, has a climate that is neither extremely 
cold nor hot. Here, we cannot do better than quote Captain 
Holland, who first surveyed the province. “ The time of the 
setting in of the frost in Winter and its breaking up in 
Spring is very uncertain. In general it is observed that 
about October there usually begins to be frost morning and 
evening, which gradually increases in severity till about the 
middle of December, when it becomes extremely sharp. At 
this time North-west winds, with small sleet, seldom fails 
In a little time the rivers on the Island 
even the sea, some distance from the land, 
becomes safe

the

frozen up, and 
The ice soon

to travel on, as it is, at least, from twenty-t 
to thirty inches thick. The snow upon the ground and in 
the woods is often a surprising depth, and it is impossible to 
travel except on snow shoes. The Acadians have now 
recourse to little cabins or huts in the woods, where they are 
screened from the violence of the weather, and at the same 
time have the convenience of wood for fuel. Here they live on 
the fish they have cured in the Summer, and game, which they 
frequently kill, as hares and partridges, lynxes, or wild cats 
otters, martins or musk rats — none of which they refuse to 
eat as necessity presses them. In the Spring the rivers 
seldom break up till April, and snow is not entirely off the 
ground until the middle of May. It ought to be observed 
that as St. John is, fortunately, not troubled with fogs as 
are the neighboring Islands of Cape Breton and Newfound- 
land, neither has it so settled and constant a climate as 
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rain, snow, hail, and hard irost.” Such is the description 
given by Captain, who afterwards became Major Holland- 
It is, however, an admitted fact that the climate is conducive 
to health and longevity, and many of the diseases so preva­
lent in other countries never touch 
remarkable that Cholera morbus which has swept away 
tens of thousands from almost every part of the world, has 
never been permitted to visit this Island. The writer 
time ago visited Montague Bridge, in the vicinity of which 
he saw a gentleman working actively in his own hay field, 
who from the vigor which he exhibited, might have been a 
man in middle life, whereas, from information we had re­
ceived, he had seen ninety-six summers ; and this is not a 
solitary case, but many such cases are scattered over the 
entire province. Sb much then for the healthfulness of 
the climate.
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AGRICULTURE.
One million, three hundred and sixty-five thousand four 

hundred, is said to be the number of acres in this “ beauti­
ful Isle of the sea.” Few pin r es, considering everything, 
its advantages and disadvantages, are better adapted for 
profitable farming. It is a singular fact that when the Is­
land was under French rule, that large quantities of grain 
were

I

grown, and exported to their fortresses at Louisburg 
and Quebec, so that it was appropriatly called the “ Garden 
of North America. During the last two or three decades, 
very great progress has been made in this department of 
industry. Land is being cultivated on better principles, 
and the product of oats, potatoes, and other departments of 
farm produce have been enormous, as seen by the exports 
of 18/8. The harvest of 1879 has been still more abundant, 
and the wheat crop especially is finer than any preceding 
year. The unusually large quantity of rain which fell in the 
latter end of August, and beginning of September, militated 
seriously against the saving of this year’s crop, 
rule we here find first class crops of wheat, oats, barley and

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THE FISHING INDUSTRY.
The waters of the Island abound with fish of various 

kinds, including flounders, mackerel, oysters, salmon, trout, 
and eels—the coast with cod and herring—immense quan­
tities are annually exported, and a large amount of money 
is brought into the Province by this branch of industry. 
One of the most important sources of profit has been the 
establishment of lobster factories, in many districts, and 
the fish being abundant and of superior quality, the business 
has become large and lucrative. Many persons are em­
ployed in this valuable line of industry—fishermen, packers, 
tinsmiths, laborers, and a host of young girls who can the 
delicate article and prepare it for exportation. It then 
finds its way to the best markets, England, France, and the 
United States, where remunerative prices are readily obtain­
ed. Our limited space will not allow us to dwell at length 
upon this subject, but we may observe that the same re­
marks apply to other descriptions of fish, as that to which 
be have particularly referred. One thing is certain, that 
with skill, energy, and ordinary industry the waters of this 
famous Province will yield incalculable wealth. .

SHIP BUILDING.
During the past few years very little progress has been . 

made in this branch of industry. The depression which 
has marked every country and almost every line of business
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was attended by a brilliant assemblage, and His Royal 
Highness took a prominent part in the festivities of the 
occasion. The Prince evidently appreciated the reception 
which he had received from so many loyal Islanders, and 
prior to leaving, on Saturday the 12th of August, he hand­
ed a donation of £150 to be disposed of by the Lieutenant 
Governor, for charitable purposes.

RAILWAY COMMUNICATION.
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From Parliamentary records we find that on the 3rd of 
April, 1871, the Hon. James C. Pope submitted a resolution 
to the House of Assembly, which was seconded by the Hon. 
Mr. Brecken, that in order to facilitate the trade and com- 

0f the Island and to develop its numerous resourcesmercc
that a line of Railway be constructed and maintained. “ It 
was, therefore, proposed that a Bill authorising the Govern­
ment to undertake the construction of a Railway to extend 
from Cascumpec to Georgetown, touching at Summei ,ide 
and Charlottetown, and also branches to Souris and Tignish, 
at a cost not exceeding five thousand pounds currency per 
mile, including all the necessary appliances suitable for a 
good Railroad, provided that the contractors would accept 
in payment the debentures of Prince Edward Island.” The

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North America. It may not be out of place here to name 
the chief conditions on which the union took place. “ That 
the Island,” says Campbell, “ should on entering the Union 
be entitled to incur a debt equal to $50 a head of its popula­
tion, as shown by the census returns of 1871, that is to say, 
four millions, seven hundred and one thousand and fifty 
dollars ; that the Island not having incurred debts equal to 
the sum just mentioned should be entitled to receive by half 
yearly payments in advance from the General Government 
interest at the rate of five per cent per annum on the diffe­
rence from time to time between the actual amount of its 
indebtedness and the amount of indebtness authorized ; 
that as the Government of Prince Edward Island held no 
lands from the Crown,and consequently enjoyed no revenue 
from that source for the construction and maintenance of 
Public Works, the Dominion Government should pay by 
half yearly instalments in advance, to the Government of 
Prince Edward Island, forty-five th< isand dollars yearly less 
five per cent upon any sum not excelling eight hundred thou- 
sanddollars which the Dominion Government might advance 
to the Prince Edward Island Government for the purchase 
of land now held by large proprietors ; that in consideration 
of the transfer to the Parliament of Canada of the powers 
of taxation, the following sums should be paid yearly by 
Canada to Prince Edward Island for the support of the 
Government and Legislature, that is to say, thirty thousand 
dollars and an annual grant e^aal to eighty cents per head 
of its population as shown by the census returns of 1871, 
namely, ninety four thousand and twenty one, both by half- 
yearly payments in advance. Such grants of eighty cents 
per head to be augmented in proportion to such increase of 
population of the Island as might be shown by each decen- 

" niai census until the population amounted to four hundred 
thousand, at which rate such grant should thereafter 
remain—it being understood that the next census be taken 
in 1881.

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SUMMER HOLIDAYS IN PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

How is it that Canadians, as a rule, are so little acquainted 
with the fairest Province of their Dominion ? Naturally, 
the watering place of Canada , why is not Prince Edward 
Island more of a summer resort ? True, it is no fashionable 
watering place, and affords few of the refined luxuries of 
larger cities ; but on a quiet scale the hotel accommodations 
are all that can be desired, and, what is better, everywhere 
along the sea coast ^he comfortable farm house of a hospitable 
people are always open to welcome summer visitors. Is 
economy a consideration^? Then you may do the round trip 
from Ottawa to Summerside for less than $30, and your 
board need not exceed $4 per week.

Is a sea voyage an object ? Then take jthe Miramichi at 
Quebec, for a three day’s sail down the Gulf. You will call it 
the pleasantest trip of your life. There is little danger of sea­
sickness at this season of the year. There is often scarcely a 
ripple on the water as you skirt the wild, rugged coast line of 
Gaspe, or anchor under the shadow of that mysterious Perce 
rock. About July or August you will long to get away from 
the city’s dust and oppressive heat. Let me direct you to a 
cool retreat, where neither dust or heat obtrude ; where no 
fog obscures the bright atmosphere and sky; where the 
pleasant warmth of the day alternates with the delightful 
coolness of the evening ; where you can walk or labor with 
little fatigue, and you sleep so soundly that even an uneasy 
conscience does not disturb your slumber.

Are you in need of mental rest ? Here you will find it 
unbroken and unalloyed. Located in some cozy farm house 
along the coast, miles and miles away from the uneasy 
civilization of cities, you can think as little as you please, and 
your head can rest in peace. With some boon companion to 
make society for you, and with your favorite novel in your

a warmth that is perfectly luxurious. The shores are every­
where easy of access. The sand beach is red, smooth, and 
firm, and so clean is it, and so inspiring the sea breeze 
that blows in over it, that many an older man than you has 
been tempted and enabled to cast aside, for a brief space, the 4 
burden of his years, and to become a child again. In his 
bare feet he runs and skips like a school boy, over the sand 
or through the shallow pools between the bars—now tossing 
up his hat in very glee—now drawing a long breath of the 
invigorating air—now chasing the receding wave far out, or 
sporting with its crest as it suddenly returns and rushes at 
him in its mimic anger.

Do you love boating P Here it is to be enjoyed in all 
its variety. Along the coast you may have the steady 
freshening sea breeze that stirs up the white caps, and 
tosses up the spray over your bows and bends your masts 
till the gunwhale is even with the water’s-edge, while your 
gallant little boat flies onward like the wind. Or, in the 
bays you may have your quiet sail, with only a gentle ruffle 
on the surface filled, and with the lazy liquid chopping of 
the wavelets on the side of the boat, almost lulling you to 
sleep. If you happen to feel sentimental — and such acci­
dents are said to be quite frequent on the Island—then take 
your fair companion out for a row along the coast. Of 
course, the moon must be at full, the night must be calm 
and clear, and all the better if it be the calm just after the 
storm. Your little boat will then ride up and down so 
gently on the swell of the wave and the dancing moonbeams 
will be on the waters all around you, the dark reddish sha­
dowy outline of the coast will bound your view ; while from 
the shore and the caves, and apparently' from the very 
depths below you, there will come floating around you the 
music of the sea — rich, mellow, murmuring music — as if
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more portable in bulk, a*d the shells are so inconvenient 
to carry. But the trout fishing deserves special mention, 
every stream and inlet here, accessible from the sea abounds 
with silver speckled salt water trout. Fancy during last 
month in two days’ fishing at Forth Lake, near Souris, to 
catch seven hundred beautiful fish, each weighing from one 
half to one and one half pounds, and imagine fishing with 
three fly hooks on your casting line, and dozens of times 
landing three of these fine trout at a time. This is sport 
indeed. So voraciously do they bite at the evening catch 
that you find no time to whisk off those horrible flies that 
take a mean advantage of your absorbing vocation to make 
love to your neck and ears. Your arm at length becomes 
tired with the constant strain at the end of your line, and 
you give up and sit down to rest with a sort of feeling of 
disgust at your good luck. As your eye lights on the 
extent of your catch, you begin to wonder how you are to 
get so many fish home, and how you are to distribute them 
when you get there.

I cannot too highly recommend the Island to Canadians 
for their summer holidays. From personal observations qf 

y parts of America and Europe, I may say, there are 
few places that equal it in the fertility of its soil, in the 
richness of its verdure, in the beauty and variety of its 
scenery, in its comfortable houses, and in its people, at once 
independent, hospitable and intelligent. Theie is no spot 
where you can find such sweet rest for the sole of your 
foot, or where such varied and healthful recreations await 
you. Surely it is much better for you to give a wide berth 
to Saratoga, Orchard Beach, and other weary fashionable 
resorts, and to return from your month s vacation on th® 
Island with a mind sweetly refreshed^ with ten pounds add­
ed to your weight in the community, with elasticity in your 
footstep, and with health beaming out of every well-rounded 
feature of your tawny countenance,
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CHARLOTTETOWN.
'The City of Charlottetown is the Capital of the Province 

situated in the parish of Charlotte, Queen’s County, on 
rising ground, with a Southern aspect. Its location is on 
the North side of the East River, near its junction with the 
North and West Rivers, and has a capacious harbor. The 
original design of the plan, or site, is of a modern character, 
although founded more than a century ago, it being well 
laid out, the streets cross each other at right angles and 
many of them are about one hundred feet wide. The 
greater part of the buildings are constructed of wood 
except those built on the principal streets many of which 
are stone or brick. The City is lighted with gas, and it is 
to be hoped that in the near future it may be supplied with 
abundance of water. The present system has, doubtless, 

ered its purpose moderately well, but when the popula­
tion shall have increased it will, for sanitary and other 
reasons, be absolutely necessary that water works be 
established, though the supply may have to be conveyed 
considerable distance.
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a tThe public buildings do honor to 
the Island—they consist of the Colonial Building, which is 
a massive structure, built of Nova Scotia free stone at 
cost of $85,000,—in which are offices connected with 
various departments of the Government. The Post Office, 
Custom House, Government Savings Bank, and Inland 
Revenue Offices, occupy another substantial and spacious 
building. The Provincial Building, an elegant brick 
edifice on a line with the others, is used as Court rooms, 
and it certainly is the most modern of this magnificent 
group of public buildings. There is, likewise, an excellent 
Market House with public hall, Gaol, Drill Shed, Masonic, 
Odd Fellows, Temperance, and other halls. The Church and 
School accommodations cannot be surpassed in any part of 
the Dominion. There are twelve churches, all of which 
will be found in the following pages with the names of 
their respective pastors. There are three handsome and

a
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commodious public schools, Prince of Wales College, Normal 
School, and some, private educational establishments. 
Government House is pleasantly situated on the margin of 
the West River, beautifully surrounded with trees and 
extensive grounds. There are many other buildings in the 
City worthy of notice, including the Bishop’s Palace, St. 
Dunstan’s College, Convent De Notre Dame, but the most 
costly and magnificent structure in the Province is the 
Lunatic Asylum, recently erected at Falconwood, near the 
City, at a cost of $100,000, and which is provided with every 
improvement for the comfort and convenience of its inmates.

Charlottetown has a pretty Park, which has been

priately named Victoria, and which, as a place of recreation 
is frequently visited, nbt only by natives but by strangers 
visiting the “ Pearl of the Northern Seas.” Steamers,when 
the navigation is open regularly ply between the Island 
and England, Halifax, Montreal, Pictou, Boston, Shediac, 
and elsewhere.
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A ferry steamer crosses every half hour 
The means of communication in winterto Southport.

between the Island and New Brunswick are difficult, having 
to be accomplished in small boats from Cape Traverse to 
Cape Tormentine, a distance of nine miles. The steamer 
Northern Light has been constructed expressly for the 
purpose of plying between the Island and Nova Scotia in 
winter, and it is therefore anticipated that henceforth we 
shall have regular steam communication. The Anglo 
American Telegraph Company have a station here and 
tool the wires over the entire Province.

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SUMMERSIDE.

Summerside is situated on the north side of Bcdeque Bay. 
It is the second town in the province, both in population and 
commercial importance. Ship building, which has hitherto 
been the leading industry, was commenced here as early as 
1818, by the sons of Mr. Daniel Green, the earliest English 
speaking settler in the place of whom there is any account 
The first store was opened here in 1833, by Mr. Peter Des- 
Brisay, of Charlottetown, in a building belonging to Daniel 
Green, jr. Queens Wharf was built in 1840, and from this 
date the importance of Summerside shipping port has 
continued to grow steadily. In 184G a line of sailing packets 
to Shediac, N. B., was established by the Messrs. Walsh, 
sons of the late James Walsh, of Bcdeque. In 1851 Hon. 
J. C. Pope, now Minister of Marine & Fisheries for the 
Dominion, commenced ship building in Summerside, and thus 
gave the place its first great start on its march to prosperity. 
The Custom House, which had hitherto been established at 
Bedeque, was removed to Summerside in 1853. In this year 
a steamer began to make weekly trips between Summerside 
and Shediac—a few years later two trips each week were 
made and for the past few years daily communication has 
been maintained between Summerside and the railway system 
of the continent. Summerside has always been the centre of 
the oyster trade, and large quantities of this delicate bivalve 

yearly exported from this port. The opening of the P 
E. I. Railway in 1875, has established daily communication 
between this port and all the leading towns and villages of 
the province.
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In 1875 nn extensive brick edifice Was built, to serve as 
the County Court House and Jail, at a cost of $55,000, and 
since then Summerside has in law, as it had for years before 
been in fact, the capital of Prince County. The town 
contains some of the largest and best stores to be seen in the 
province. It has seven churches — its R. C. Church, 
blick building, being one of the first ecclesiastical structures 
on the Island. It has three public schools, one of them, a 
very large building, accommodating eight teachers and about 
six hundred pupils.

The Island Park Hotel, situated on a small Island in the 
harbor opposite the town and at a distance of about three- 
quarters of a mile from it, is the largest and most commodious 
building of its kind in the province. It was built some 
years ago by J. L. Holman, Esq., os a place - of resort for 
summer tourists, and it possesses many special attractions for 
such. It was open for the reception of guests for two or 
three seasons, but just as its attractions were becoming widely 
known and appreciated it was closed in consequence of the 
death of its enterprising proprietor ; but it is to be hoped that 
some one may have energy enough, at no very distant date 
to reopen it. Distance from < 'lmrlottetown, 40 miles. Mail 
daily. Population about 4,000.

COUNTY COURTS 
Jurisdiction of County Courts,

The County Courts have not power to try any of the fol­
lowing actions, namely :

First—Detinue, replevin, ejectment, or any actions where 
the title of land is brought in question. Or, Second Actions 
in which the validity of any devise, bequest, or limitation, is 
disputed. Or Third, Criminal conversation or seduction.
Or Fourth—Breach of promise of marriage. Or, Fifth_
Actions against an executor or administrator, but executors 
or administrators may bring actions to the said Courts. Or, 
Sixth—Actions against any Justice of the Peace for any­
thing done by him in the execution of his oEce. Or, Seven 
—Actions upon a Judgment in the Supreme Court.—(See 
Section 16, County Courts’ Amendment Act.)

The County Courts have jurisdiction in all civil actions 
both of debts and contracts, wrongs and damages, where the 
debt of damages claimed, whether on balance of account or 
otherwise, do not exceed one hundred and fifty dollars, and 
on all claims on Bail Bonds or on other Bonds, given under 
the County Courts’ Act, or any Act in amendment theieof, ' 
whatever may be the amount sought to be recovered, and in 
all actions recoverable under any Provincial Statute, where 
the remedy provided by such statute is by suit before any 
Court of Commissioners for the recovery of Small Debts.

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TITLES AND OTHER ITEMS OP INTEREST,
The fol'owing are the regulations about titles for the 

Dominion of Canada, as communicated by the Duke of Buck­
ingham and C'handos tc Lord Monck, 24th July, 1868. The 
2d. 5th, 6th, 7th and 8th apply also to the Provinces not in 
the Confederation

1. The Governor General of Canada to be styled “Hi* 
Excellency'.”

2. The Lieutenant Gove mors of the Provinces to be styled 
“ His Honor."

3. The Privy Councillors of Canada to be styled “Honor­
able,’’ and for life.

4. Senators of Canada to be “Honorable,” but only during 
office, and the title not to be continued afterwards.

5. Executive Councillors of the Province* to be styled 
“Honorable,” but only while in office, and the title not to lie 
continued afterwards.

6. Legislative Councillors in the Provinces not in future 
to have that title, but gentlemen who were Legislative 
Councillors at the time of the Union to retain their title of 
“Honorable" for life.

7. The President of the Legislative Council in the Prov­
inces to be styled “Honorable" during office.

8. The Speaker of the House of Assembly in the Prov­
inces to be styled “Honorable” during office.

The Island, in form, resembles a crescent, the concave 
being towards the Gulf of St. Lawrence.

Starch Factories.—If 'is gratifying to firttl that this im­
portant branch of industry has been started on the Island. 
Messrs. Shedd <& Moore are the first to engage in thj^enter­
prise. It is estimated that 1000 bushels of potatoes will 
producef our and a half tons of starch which, at $90 per 
ton (the price in Boston) would be $405, and suppose that, 
potatoes could be purchased at 25 cents per bushel,mat would 
leave a handsome margin for profit, expenses, and interest 
on capital. If properly managed there can be no doubt 
whatever this will he a lucrative business, while the in­
creased demand for potatoes will be a great blessing to the 
agricultural community.

Sugar Beet.—Elsewhere we have referred to this im­
portant subject, and would merely remark here that, accord 
ing to the very best testimony, the Sugar beet is of great 
value for feeding purposes after it is divested of its chief 
element. We quote from the Truro Sun—“As to the quality 
of the sugar beet for ordinary feeding purposes, as compared 
with the mangold, etc., opinions differ. Many, the majority 
we think, of those who profess to know, being in favor of" 
the sugar beet. Of this, however, we may feel certain, that 
they are excellent food for cattle after sugar is extracted 
from them.”

New Enterprise.—-Recently a company has been formed 
on the Island, with headquarters at Charlottetown, for the 
purpose of prosecuting the business of preserving and can­
ning meat, poultry, game and fish for export. The- 
abundance and cheapness of these articles warrant the as­
sumption that this will be a profitable investment. The 
Island Packing Company is under the superintendence of 
Mr. Frank H. White, who, wo understand, is one of1 tlu>- 
principal stockholders in the concern.
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“ THE KING’S COUNTY ADVERTISER,’’
Mr. Peter McCourt, editor and proprietor, is published 

every Wednesday in Georgetown, the capital of the County, 
and has a weekly circulation of 1,300 subscribers. It is 
consistent, fearless journal, and receives the support of both 
political pirties. Purely non-sectarian, it is read and appre­
ciated by families professing vaiious religions. The general 
tone of the paper is elevating, and will, in this respect, com­
pare favorably with any paper in the Dominion. It was 
established in 1876 by the present publisher.

THE “ ISLAND ARGUS.”
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Towards the close of the year 1869 the plant and sub­
scription list of the North Star was purchased from the pro­
prietors by Mr. J. H. Fletcher, who issued the first number 
of the Island A rgus on the 4th of November of that year, he 
being editor, proprietor and publisher. It was then a small 
sheet of twenty-four columns, and its circulation was rather 
limited. About eighteen months from the date of the first 
issue iu was enlarged to its present size, and it has steadily 
grown in popular favor till it has attained a circulation sec­
ond to no other secular journal published in the Province. 
The Argus has always commanded a liberal advertising pat­
ronage and it circulates among all classes and creeds. From 
the outset of its career the Argus has been the staunch 
friend of advanced opinion and liberal and progressive 
measures. On every question affecting the welfare of the 
people of this Island that has come up for dis­
cussion since the paper was established it has spoken with 
no uncertain sound.

C.T. Fletcher, a brother of the founder of the Aryus, ac­
quired an interest in the business, which is at present con­
ducted under his management.

“ THE EXAMINER” (Daily and Weekly.)
The Examiner was established in Charlottetown by the 

late Hon. Edward Whelan in the year 1847, and it is now 
the oldest paper in the Province. Its history is a chequered 
and eventful one. Under the able management of its 
brilliant and eloquent founder, it led the van of discussion on 
behalf of the Liberal Party and Responsible Government. 
In 1867 Mr. Whelan died ; and, after some months, the 
paper fell into the hands of Mr. Walter C. Grant, and was 
successively edited by Robert Blake Irving, Henry La wson 
and Patriot Rielly. In 1869 Grant left the Island, and Mr., 
Patrick R. Bowers became its Manager, but the latter 
unsuccessful ; and, two years afterwards, a Company 
fonned and incorporated to maintain it. On the 2nd of June 
1873, Mr. W. L. Cotton a practical printer and editor took 
charge of the office as Manager for the Examiner. In July 
1875 the Company sold out, and the manager became pro­
prietor. Early in 1877 Mr. Cotton conceived B e idea of 
starting a daily paper ; and the publication of The Examiner. 
was suspended while a Company was being formed and pre­
parations for publishing the daily were being made. The 
first number of the Daily Examiner (size 20 x 28 inches) 
was issued on the 21st of May 1877 ; and publication of the 
Weekly Examiner was resumed in November of the 
year. Success has attended the undertaking ; and The 
Examiner is now one of the most influential of the Island 
newspapers. The Examiner has done good service for the 
tenants of whose rights and interests it was the champion 
until the overthrow of the leasehold system was finally 
effected ; and it took a pronounced stand in favor of Free 
Education, Confederation, the Railway, and the National

The New Era is now in the sixth year ot its existence, 
having been established on the 18th of April, 1874, by its 
present elitor and proprietor, Mr. P. R Bowers, who some 
short time previously severed liis connection with the Ex­
aminer, of which paper he was editor and proprietor for 
two years and a half. For sufficient reasons Mr. Bowers 
deemed it desirable to publish the New Era during the 
parliamentary session of 1874, and although printing 
material could not then be obtained nearer than Montreal,
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he decided that the paper should appear at the time pro­
posed, and he resolved, although it was mid-winter, to ob­
tain his stock, which was conveyed over the winter route of 
Gape Tormentine, by ice boat to Cape Traverse, and to 
Charlottetown by the Messrs. Irving, and their energy 
vided for the accomplishment of such an unusual task, 
undertaking would damp the ardor of most men, but M r. 
Bowers was determined that his paper should appear during 
the sitting of the Legislature and before the opening of 
spring. By energy and with a praiseworthy determination 
to redeem his promises numerous difficulties were overcome 
and his efforts were successful. Nor has the New Era lost 
the prestige which favored it at its bixth. It sprang into 
life with an assured circulation of over 1,500, a remarkable 
fact in that day. when the population uf the Pi'ovince was 
sparse and far less comfortable and independent than, 
through the blessing of Providence, it is to-day. The New 
Era is steadily winning its way to increased patronage in 
consequence of the respectability of its tone and the moder­
ation with which it treats all 
servedly recognized as being 
personalities of any of the Provincial newspapers. The 
present office of publication is on Queen’s Square, directly 
opposite to the Post Office building, where its proprietor 
now has facilities for doing all the latest styles of job and 
fancy printing.

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THE SUMMERSIDE "JOURNAL.”
This paper was started in 1865 by the late Joseph Ber­

tram. The Journal has continued to grow steadily in public 
favdr since the issue of its first number, and it enjoys to-day 
as wide 'a circulation and as valuable a subscription list as 
also advertising patronage as any newspaper in the Province. 
The fact vf its naving been published regularly from the day 
of iti first appearancé tb the present date would indicate that 
it has a goodly share of public favor and patronage.

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This paper lias been a wide-awake advocate of Evangelical 
Protestant principles, a watchful and jealous defender of 
Free, Non-sectarian School privileges, a contender for 
British rights to all alike, and a true and unselfish friend of 
the people. Simply owing to truthfulness and honesty of 
purpose, this popular journal has had more influence with 
the common people, who are seldom mistaken in their settled 
judgments, than any other newspaper ever before on P. E.
