The Brittanic was sunk by a mine or a torpedo yestei 
Aegean Sea. There were 1,106 survivors, of whom about twenty-eight were 
injured.

ard, United States ambassador to Ger­
many, speaking last night at a dinner 
given in his honor by Frank A. Munsey, 
predicted that Germany, to encourage 
her home industries after the war, would 
probably do all her foreign buying 
through a central committee.

Test Is Being Made In Chicago 
—“ Eat Slowly,” Advice of 
Health Commissioner

Brother Writes of Rumor That 
Pte. McKinnon Was Seen in 
Trenches Alter Death ReportedSMS OUT10.$" to a short time

Chicago, Nov. 82—Twelve employes 
of the Chicago Health Department today 
began a two weeks experiment to dem­
onstrate that a person can live property 
on forty cents a day. At breakfast, 
served at 8.20 o’clock, Dr. John D. Rob­
ertson, health commissioner directed the 
“diet squad” to learn to eat slowly, as­
serting that “the faster you eat, the 
more you eat”

Forty minutes was allowed for break­
fast of fresh apples, liver, bacon, one 
egg, muffin, butter and coffee. Each 
dieter was pledged to deny himself all 
nourishment except the meals prepared 
at the school of domestic arts and 
sciences. Doctor Robertson announced, 
however, that they might drink water, 
chew gum and smoke.

Six men and six women are making 
the test. Throughout the two week»\ 
they will pursue their regular vocations ' 
in an attempt to keep conditions as 
nearly normal as possible. At the out­
set the weight of the women varied from 
1613-4 to 110 pounds and that of th< 
men from 220 to 1471-2 pounds.

Moncton, Nov, 22.—Is Pte. John Mc­
Kinnon, who was recently officially re­
ported to have been-killed in action, still 
alive on the western front? He was re­
ported to have lost his life on October 
2. His brother, Charles, however, writ­
ing fro m“Somewhere in France” on No­
vember 6 to his mother, Mrs. Malcolm 
McKinnon, says that a few days before 
writing he talked with a comrade who 
had seen his brother John in the tren­
ches.

“I am proud to be a Canadian, proud 
to be fighting in the same trenches with 
the gallant fellows, who have made a 
name for themselves,” writes Pte. James 
Pyne, to his father,James Pyne, of 
Moncton. “Believe me, there are some 
brave Moncton boys over here. We are 
having bad weather.”

Lance Corp. W. W. Lodge, in a letter 
to J. T. Hawkes, denies that the “tanks” 
on the western front, are farm caterpil­
lar tractors. “I have seen almost every 
type of caterpillar farm tractor,” he 
writes, “but none of them are anything 
like the tanks. Any engine of this type 
I have ever seen would be lost in the 
shell holes here. This tank goes over 
all these and trenches as well, and even 
goes through brick walls.”

Moncton, N. B., Nov. 22—There were 
223 deaths in Moncton during the last 
year .according to the annual report of 
C. E. Northrop, secretary of the board 
of health. Of this number thirty-nine 
deaths occurred in the Moncton hospital 
among patients who came from outside 
points. Secretary Northrup says:

“The total number of citizens who 
passed over to the great majority during 
the year just closed stands at 164, mak­
ing our death rate 12.04, just one point 
lower than last year.” Of Moncton re­
sidents who died during the year, forty- 
live per cent lived to be more than fifty 
years of age, thirty per cent more than 
tliree-score, and twenty-five per cent 
reached sixty-five years. Twenty-three 
died of old age.

During the year ended October 31, 
typhoid fever caused five deaths ; diph­
theria, three; appendicitis, eight 
whooping cough, fourteen; pneumonia, 
twenty-seven; tuberculosis, eighteen ; 
heart failure, seven; measles, three; la 
grippe, six; cancer, eight and paralysis

FURTHER TRIBUTE TO

Another tribute to the late Lieutenant 
Gordon Kerr and Gunner Charles Ash- 
wood is contained in a letter received 
from Gunner William A. Turner, for­
merly of Sandy Point road, a member 
of the battery to which they belonged. 
He says :—“We have had our first casu­
alties ; we lost an officer and a gunner 
and we are feeling rather blue as they 
were both very much leked. Mr. Kerr 
was lieutenant of my section and was 
every inch a gentleman. He was hit 
with a large shell and lived only a few 
minutes. We buried them side by side 
in a little graveyard one morning- It 
was very sad. I was one of the firing 
party and we fired three volleys over 
their graves."

Francis Joseph, Emperor of Austria- 

Hungary, hied last night at nine o’clock 
at Schoenbrun Castle. The first inti­
mation that his health was failing was 
given on November 12 and later it was 
announced that the heir apparent would 
be associated with him in the govern­
ment of the country on December 2.

Emperor Francis Joseph I, was bom 
on Aug. 18, 1880, succeeded to the throne 
as Emperor of Austria, Dec. 2, 1848, 
when he was little more than eighteen 
years of age, and was crowned King of 
Hungary on June 8, 1867. He was thus 
eighty-six years of age and had reigned 
nearly sixty-eight years. He has been 
oftimes referred to as the “man of sor­
row.” His only son, the hope of the 
Hapsburgs, committed suicide. He had 
fallen in love with a beautiful actress 
and a mysterious death followed. His

wife, the Empress Elizabeth, was stab­
bed to death by an assassin at Geneva, 
Switzerland, in 1898. The assassina­
tion of his nephew, the Archduke Fer­
dinand, was a great shodk to the aged 
emperor, but the catalysm of war which 
•followed the tragedy at Sarajevo, at the 
dictation of the German Kaiser, proved 
a crowning sorrow ot the monarch.

The successor to the throne is. a 
nephew, son of the late Archduke 
Charles Louis, Archduke Charles Francis, 
who has been nominally, at least, in com­
mand of the Austrv-German array group
in Galicia.*

Archduke Charles Francis was bom 
on Aug. IT, 1887. His wife was Prin­
cess Zita, of the Bourbon House of Par­
ma. His father was'the Archduke Otto, 
who was the younger brother of Francis 
Ferdinand.

“Leather is a Munition of war and 
has gone into war uses in various 
ways, and the consumption during the 
past year has been far beyond the 
output. Furthermore, the sources of 
supply have been greatly impaired, as 
tremendous inroads have been made 
upon them and, as a consequence, the 
supply cannot possibly be recovered 
immediately upon the signing of 
peace.

The advanced cost of, leather and, 
in fact, the principal lines of mer­
chandise, is due, then, not so much to 
the shortage of labor or the difficul­
ties of transportation as to the real 
growing scarcity of the basic raw 
products themselves, for it is these 
very products that have been con­
sumed to such an enormous extent 
in the various theatres of war.”

In several branches of industry, in­
cluding textiles and paper production, 
there are more women than men at work 
and the number of women seeking em­
ployment is constantly increasing. The 
latest figures show that the demand for 
women workers, although large, is only 
about half as big as the supply. Of 100 
women seeking work only sixty-six 
able to find it. Since 1914, the number 
of women registered at the employment 
agencies had increased by 80,000, and of 
the 183,126 women out of work in May, 
1916, approximately 100,000 could not be 
placed.

German newspapers point out that, in 
view of the comparatively small pen­
sions paid by the Imperial government, 
or its subdivisions, to the survivors of 
the soldiers who have fallen in battle, 
there will be hundreds of thousands of 
widows and female orphans after the 
war who will be compelled to seek work 
in order to live at all comfortably.

After the War,” Isaac F. Marcosson 
warns the readers of the Saturday Eve­
ning Post that it is a war in which the ; 
United States cannot remain neutral. It 
will be a war for the trade of the world, 
the great reconstruction effort of the bel­
ligerent nations to retrieve some of their 
gigantic losses. Already commercial 
treaties and arrangements have been 
made among the Entente 
provide for “most favored nation” treat­
ment among them; and the Central 
Powers are supposed to have a similar 
understanding among themselves. After 
the war is over the trade war will be­
gin. It will not be necessary for one 
group of former belligerents to specifical­
ly make tariffs against the other or im­
pose restrictions. By giving themselves 
favorable treatment they automatically 
discriminate against those not on tills 
footing. Nobody will suppose, for in­
stance, that when this war lis over the 
United States will enjoy the same stand­
ing in the British and French markets as 
Canada and Australia. Therefore, the 
United States becomes involved in the 
war after the war.
The American Position.

Similarly it is unlikely that the man- 
ufacturer'-of American goods will be 
permitted to compete on even terms 
with the German manufacturer in Aus­
tria, for example, TTnless the present war 
should be followed by a revolution that 
will disrupt the present relations between 
the Central Powers. The United States, 
therefore, is likely to find itself discrim­
inated against by both groups of bel­
ligerents.

Engineers at Work

Our work in the forest consisted of 
felling small trees, mostly oaks and 
ashes, up to nine inches across the butt, 
for use in the trenches as dug-out props, 
etc. Smaller stakes were also cut for 
use in wire entanglements and In re­
vetting the sandbag walls of the trench.
The majority of the actual felling had 
been done before the writer's arrival and 
when he took over command we were 
merely getting out the logs from some of 
the inner coupes, where work had been 
stalled by the mud and clearing up the 
brushwood and stumps from the 
coupes.

Logs were handled on sledges we built 
for the purpose and skidded quite nicely 
through the mud, unusually large ones 
'being hauled singly, butt drat.
Road Building

The brushwood was first thrown into 
piles and then on the coupe being clear­
ed of logs it was bundled according to its 
nature into “fascines” or “firewood.” The 
former were bundles ten or twelve feet 
in length and as many inches in diam­
eter, made by laying the branches alter­
nately, “butt and brush” and bound here 
and there after “choking” with withes or 
iron wire. They were largely used in 
road building across swampy ground, 
and if you ever wish to punish Infantry 
just march them a few miles across a 
road made of this material. At Valcar- 
tier we experienced one road of this sort 
through which the horses sank to their 
flanks when the fascines, which had not 
been properly tied, started to spread.

They are, of course, only used for tem­
porary roads, filling in shell holes, etc, 
but in France were employed to form a 
cushioning layer, several feet below the 
stones of the paved roads.

Even the chips made in felling the 
trees were not wasted, being gathered up 
in bags by old women and children who 
scoured the coupes as soon as they were 
vacated by the soldiers.

The stumps, too, had to be cut level 
with tlie ground, not the easiest method 
of felling a tree, but saving in the course 
of a few years many thousand feet of 
timber.
Branding the Trees

There is another reason for cutting the 
stump so close, and that is for the pur­
pose of replanting, the French trusting 
to the sprouts the stump is bound to 
send up the following spring to fulfil this 
important work. Fed by the huge stump 
roots, trees we had felled only in March 
had shoots three and four feet in height 
by the end of April. The healthiest of 
these shoots would be banked around 

When the trees reach a diameter of 
six or seven inches they are branded 
with the year the former tree was felled 
and with a number which is entered on 
the forest registry, and the history of the 
new tree begins. It ends when the stand­
ing timber is sold and the tree marked 
with a large “X” scored in the trunk by 
the forester and the purchaser, whether, 
as in our case, the British government
