Former Prime Ministers Re-
fuse to Support the
Government,

OPPOSE COALITION

Conservatives Decide to Re-
main in Office Until
Forced Out,

BY LLOYD ALLEN
(British United Press.)

London, Dec. 12.— Former
Prime Ministers H. H. Asquith
and Lloyd George, after con-
sultation with other Liberal lead-
ers, declared war on Premier
Baldwin and decided definitely
to lend no support to the Con-
servative party in Commons.

Characterizing the action of
Baldwin in retaining office as
“unjustifiable on any ground
whatever, if not actually uncon-
stitutional,” Asquith and Lloyd
George decided to assist the
Labor party, the official “opposi-
tion,” to defeat the Conserva-
ltives at_the earliest opportun-
ity.
Oppose Coalition.

The Liberals do not propose any
formal coalition or arrangement with
Labor, but will support: Ramsay Mac-
Donald as long as the Laborites con-
fine their legislative activities to poli-
cics upon which both partles are
agreed.

Iloyd George and Asquith at the
same time that they served notice of
a fimsh fight on Baldwin, conveyed to
the I.abor leader the information they
would withdraw Liberal support the
moment he attempted to introduce the
capital levy or other radical measures.

Thus the Conservatives’ decision to
remain In office resulted in an almost
immediate clarification of the political
siluation.

Ramsay MacDonald would recom-
mend to the Labor party executive
that it accept an invitation to form a
government, if one was tendered, it
was learned. Such an invitation is
likely the moment Baldwin resigns,
following his first defeat in parlia-
ment:

At a meeting of the executive of the
Labor party today it was formally de-
cided to fight from the drop of the hat
and to accept responsibility for office
when called upon.

MacDonald is too shrewd a politician

Woman Says Former U. S.
Soldier is Not Guilty of
Murder.

Boston, Dec. 12—Robert Lee Ben-
son, an ex-soldier, held without bail
at Fast Camhridge jail on a charge of
murdering his first wife, Mrs. Eliza-
beth McHale Benson, on a lonely Mel-
rose road last Thursday night, was
refused permission by jail officials to
see his second wife, Mrs. Minnie Jesse-
burger Benson, who expects to become
a mother within a few weeks.

Mrs. Benson No. 2 was heartbroken
and nearly hysterical with grief when
she got back to the little bungalow in
Saugus near the Stoneham line, which
Benson was buying in her name.

Despite the evidence gathered by the
police that Benson had arranged the
meeting with his first wife on a sub-
terfuge of desiring to effect a recon-
ciliation, and that he had brought with
him the pistol to be used in shooting
her to death when they had reached
a lonely spot on their walk, Mrs. Ben-
gon No. 2 reiterated again and again:

The plaintiff said that he was sup-
posed to get all the money for this
shipment. A meeting had been held in
the Windsor Hotel in Montreal at
which the plaintiff, Friedman, Smith,
Maurice Rotman, David Leond and
the defendant were present. Messrs.
Ratman ungl Leond, who represented
the Providence concern said that they
would not advance $15,000, as a part
payment for a shipment ef liquor,

The witness explained that they did
not want him to hand over the money
to Rabinovitch, who desired that
amount to settle the storage account
in this city, and who later dictated
an agreement authorizing the witness
to sign in on his behalf. This was
also produced and read. The witness

then told of returning to this city and
learning that the Cold Storage man-

agement refused to allow them to pre- |

pare the goods for shipment until they
had received $10,000.

This sum was paid and the liquor
was removed in C. P. R. cars and
transferred to the schooner Mary Duff.
The witness said the goods were
valued at approximately $82,000. The
witness said he did not get any of the
money paid for this shipment. The
boat sailed on that day.

Thrills Revealed.

It was at this stage that the thrilling
part of the story was revealed. The
witness said that on November 1 after
the boat had sailed Friedman sum-
moned him and Maurice Ratman into
the office of the Great West Wine
‘Company, McLeod’s wharf, in order to
straighten out the financial figures.
Smith was there also. @ While they
were so occupied Rabinovitch, a man
named Lerner and Provincial Con-
stable Robert Crawford broke in the
door with preat force and Rabinovitch
cried out “where is the boat.”

All got in Smith’s car and started
for their hotel. Enroute there Crawford
got out and walked away, witness said.
They saw Rabinovitch and Lerner
coming back to the hotel and shortly
afterwards Friedman arrived. He had a
handkerchief tied around his face and
there were smears of blood on it. They
accompanied Friedman to his room,
and after he washed they failed to see
any marks or scratches on his face.
Friedman said that Rahinovitch and
Lerner had taken the money away
from him by force. In conversation
with Rabinovitch the following day,
the witness said, he told him that if
the parties who were supposed to get
$263,000 as agreed upon, were going to
look for trouble they would not get a
cent. In answer to a question by Mr.

Washington, Dec. 1—A $30,000,000
appropriation to cary out the much-
advertised programme of fleet modern:

eight 10,000-ton criisers, three cruiser-
type submarines, and six gunboats: ex-
penditure of $7,676,000 on naval bases;
and a five-year constructive naval avi-
atjon programme, were recommended
yesterday by Secretary Denby in his
annual report.

The modernization plans held in
abeyance during the last year must be
~arried out, the Sécretary said, if the
United States was to maintain its pro-
per place under the Arms Treaty,
while in cruiser strength this country
has fallen so far behind Great Britain
that it cannot hope for years to come
to obtain the equality it was entitled
o under the 5-5-8 ratio.

No such contention nas ever been
put forward by the British Admiralty,
British Government, or by any other
official in any government signatory
to the treaty.

“The general intent of the treaty
was to grant to each power full right
to keep step with material and scienti-
fic progress, subject only to specific
limitations. Nowhere is there to be
found a ‘spirit’ of the treaty which
contravenes this right.”

In addition to elevation of the main
turrets, the department’s programme
includes the installation of deck sheath-
ing as an additional defense against
air attack; adding of “blisters” as a
defense against torpedoes and the con-
version of six coal burning battleships
to oil bdrners.

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THE NEW C N. R. POLICY

The Canadian National Railways
have decided upon a definite policy of
immigration and colonization. It in-
cludes bringing to Canada carefully
pelected settlers, and placing many
boys and girls of fifteen to eighteen
from the Mother Country in good
homes in rural districts; spreading in-
formation about Canada’s resources, to
attract capital; promoting land settle-
ment under conditions that will give
the newcomers the advantage of social
and religious institutions; to encour-
age diversified farming; and to co-
operate with Federal and Provincial
Governments in their efforts to increase
desirable immigration.

Since the Canadian National Rail-
ways have a great mileage in the Mari-
time Provinces, and are therefore in-
terested in our development, it may be
assimed that there will be vigorous co-
operation with our Provincial Govern-
ments to secure more people and thus
create more business. The New Bruns-
wick Government has definite aims in
this direction, and can carry them out
more successfully with the aid of the
Canadian National Railways.

WHERE CANADA LEADS

will ‘be rendered more difficilt be-
cause of the influx of immigrants
among whom will be a certain pro-
portion of undesirables who will call
for institutional care.

What would a really ertective pub-
lic health policy do? It would begin,
through its public health nursing ser-
vice by caring for the inotner before
her infant was born. It would follow
that infant through the early period
of nourishment, ensuring proper care.
It would continue its ministra-
tions through the pre-school age. Then
would come medical school inspection,
clinics to deal with defects, protection
from epidemics, prompt treatment of
outbreaks of diséase, and in the home
such general care in regard to sanita-
tion and other matters affecting health
as would tend to develop a genera-
tion of boys and girls who in the main
would be physically and mentallp
sound; and, if kept at school and
given the benefits of classical or voca-
tional training, would grow up to be
producing factors and good citizens in
the community.

Prevention is better than cure.
Money expended for public health pays
large dividends in efficiency. Such in-
stitutions as Ontario has must be pro-
vided and maintained, but a vigorous

A Washington despatch yesterday

“The United States Secretary of
Agriculture also reports to the Presi-
dent that the Canadian farmer has ad-
vantages which enable him to produce’
wheat at materially lower costs per.
bushel’ than the American farmer. He
says the Canadian wheat farmer en-
joys substantial advantages over the
American producer in the matter of
yields, land values, the jguality of
wheat he produces, and lower freight
rates from points: equally distant from !
market. It's a different song to that
sung in the Canadian Parliament and |
incidentally might be incorporated im
our Immigration Department litera-
tire circulated in the United States.”

A recent issue of the Country
Gentleman, dealing with the American
farmer’s problems, frankly told the
agriculturists they must save their

own bacon, and that no action on the
part of Congress could relieve them
of troubles due to over-production and
too much of the one-crup system. A
writer in the same issue gives a very
illuminating review of the various par-
ties formed and efforts made to cure
the farmers’ ills by political action.
Every one of them had failed, and the
Country Gentleman insist that they
will continue to fail, since the solufion
of the problem lies with the farmer
himself. T'lixe has been an exhaustive
congressional enquiry which has re-
gdlted in no action, and President
Coolidge in his message to Congress
says:—

“No complicated scheme of relief,
no plan for Government fixing of
prices, no resort to the public treasury |
will be of any permanent value in |
establishing agriculture. Simple and
direct methods put into operation l)y{
the farmer himself are the only real!
sources for restoration. Indirectly the|
farmer must be relieved by a rcduc-:
tion of national and local taxation. He |
must be assisted by the rcorganizationé
of the freight rate structure wlu’ch‘l
could reduce charges on his produc- |
tion. To make this fully effective there
ought to be railroad consolidations.
Cheaper fertilizers- must be provided.”

On the heels of this comes the warn-
ing that Cahada is too keen a com-
petitor to make it safe for the United
States wheat farmers to go on raising
huge crops of grain. They miust do
more of diversified farming and attend
strictly to business. 'Incidentally, the
same advice might not be bad for the
wheat farmers of the Canadian west,
where too little attention is still paid:
to mixed farming.

APPLY THE REMEDY

Hon. Lincoln Goldie, Provincial
.Treasurer of Ontario, expresses sur-
prise at the fact that the province has
eleven hospitals for the insane, filled
to overflowing; three rerormatories
and two indusirial farms.

YOUNGER MEN IN POLITICS.

In one constituency in England,
where over 20,000 votes were cast, the
Conservative candidate, who had al-
ready sat in the last parliament al-
though he is only 23 years of age, de-
feated the Liberal candidate, who is
21 years of age. He only won by about
{wenty votoes. Among the successful
candidates in other constituencies were
the brothers Henderson, sons of the
defeated Labor leader, and Major G.
Lloyd George, whose parentage is ob-
vious. Ramsay Macdonald’s son in
another constituency’ had the support
of Oliver Baldwin, the youthful son of
the prime minister. Qutside of revolu-
tionary Russia, where very young men
wrested the control of goverment from
the old order in 1917, there is nothing
in the civilized world to compare with
the advance of British youth in politics.

Of course, it may be said that youth
is constantly moving in to take up the
responsibilities of administration as the
elder statesmen and directors of indus-
try retire from the arena. But the
change that is going on in Great Bri-
tain is ploughing muck deeper than the
mere admission of men who are youth-
ful in years into the councils of their
betters. It is the needed changeé from
old men who dream dreams to young
men who see visions.

Merely to be young in years is no
guarantee that the new men have vis-
ion. Nor should it be assumed that
men ‘who have grown to be veterans
in experience are necessarily old in out-
look. There are such specimens as
yvoung reactionaries and there are also,
thank goodness, veterans with vision.

The hope of civilization is to get
voung men of vision to take up the
torch. Where there is no vision the
people perish. This truth is carved
into the stone of the tower, facing the
east, on the Dominion parliament
buildings.
the east soon spread its morning rays
across the brightening sky until young
Canada awakens to welcome the new
day which is ever unfolding.

THE TAXATION CURSE.

(Ottawa Journal.)

An interesting warning about the
facts of excessive taxation was made
public this week in an address by the
late Governor ‘McCall of Massachu-
vetts, who died recently. He had pre-
pared the address for delivery before
the Chamber of Commerce of Coneord,
New Hampshire. “We have been driv-
ing ahead on very dangerous lines in
America,” Mr. MeCall wrote, and went
on to specify that the taxing power had
been to a great extent concentrated in
Congress at Washington which, be-
cause in a sense no member was per-
sonally and directly liable to tax-
payvers, was spending money like a
drurken sailor and levying proportion-
ately high taxation to meet the ex-

penditure.  Mr. McCall went on:—

“I do not think we appreciate how

rrofoundly taxation affects not merely

the prosperity of a nation but the
character of its institutions. Exor-
bitant taxation has often lain at the
foundation of destruction of States and
of civilization itself. Governmental
extravagance and a lack of intelligent
financing have overthrown more than
cne mighty nation.

“You may see the hilltops of Ttaly
studded with splendid ruins which add

picturesquely to the view but are

worth nothing. They were once palaces
but the imposition of Government grew
so steadily that the produce of indus-
iry was not enough to pay the taxes
aird so industry was abandoned. We
are seeing the same thing today iIn
Fngland with the excessive tax rate
upon income supplemented by the in-
¥ % ¥ 'The process
need not go very far before Fngland
will become like Italy, a country of

splendid ruins.”

Mr. McCall’s warning applies in a |
considerable degree to Canades, al-
though under our constitutional sys-
tem, by which the Government frames
estimates for the public expenditure,
there is more direct responsibility of
legislators to the people in this coun-
iry than thure is to the people of the

United States under the Congressional
system. Nevertheless the warning he
ptters should be as impressive to us as
to our neighbors.

It is also an interesting fact which
he mentions and emphasizes that at
least one great contributory. cause {o
the utter collapse and ruin of the tre-
mendous Roman Empire was the
growth of high taxation.

The Days of Log Fires and
Doughnuts—Rush to See
What Santa Left.

“What did they do in St. John 76
years ago?” This question was put to
2 dear, white-haired lady, of over 80
years, as she sat in her pretty sitting
room the other day, planning to go to
a special meeting In the afternoon.
“Why, dear, 1 don’t believe you could !
understand just what Christmas meant |
in those days of long ago, but perhaps
I can think of something to tell you,”
said the white-haired lady, and then
her face lighted up and a picture grew
Lefore my very eyes that I will try to
draw for you in words.

It was in the north end of the city,
“portland” it was called, and the
house was built securely, with large
fire-places, with andirons, upon which
were huge logs, burning brightly in the
main rooms. The bedrooms and halls
had to gather what heat they -could
from any rays that the sun might cast,
or an open door might allow them to
share with the none-too-well-heated
rooms. The parlor, a sacred room, was
open for Christmas day, and everyone
just revelled in looking at the stiff
pictures, the wonderful album and
studying the strange things that were
brought from far-off lands by sea cap-
tain friends of the grown-ups.

“Tveryone of us had a share in mak-
ing the pudding, for we always had a
pudding in those days. People seemed
to have better digestion,” said the
white-haired lady, with a twinkling
smrile and a little giggle.

Add five potatoes cut into squares,
cover the sauce pan and stew for an-
other hour. Sometimes four table-
spoons of tomato puree are added.
Salt, pepper and dry laurel leaves are
added to soup while stewing.

Weights and Measures,

One large layer cake is calcilated to
serve from 12 to 16 persoms. If several
kinds of cake are served the cakes
should be cut in small portions.

One quart of salad serves six to
eight persons, varying with the ser-
vice and occasion.

Four pounds of chicken after stew-
ing ‘make one quart of salad.

Three pounds fresh salmon are cal-
culated to make salad for 25 persons.

Three one-pound cans of shrimps
make salad for 25.

One quart hot bouilon serves 8 per-
sons.

One pound of coffee serves 30 per-
sons.

Three pints of chopped meat are cal-

culated to make croquettes for 25 pez
sons.

Oysters—By number for stew, fou
to a person; raw, four to six to a per
son; in cream sauce combined witl
mushrooms, 150 for 25; chopped it
made dishes, two and one-half to thret
qiarts with the liquor.

Averages Only.

It must be remembered that these

are rough estimates for the average oc-
casion. They may serve to help you
to compute the quantities needed for
your own special needs.

In making over recipes be sure to
keep the proportions the same, double
every ingredient. if your are making
twice the rule. In the matter of cakes
it is better to make two ordinary ones
than one extra large one. This is trye
of any dish that requires a large
amount of beating.

In the case of chafing-dish cookery,
two chafing dishes normally filled are
preferable to one overfilled.

The length of time required to cook
large quantities is increased to some
extent, but not in proportion to the
increase in the rule.

London, Nov. 20—(By Mail)—The
" Amerizan Museum of Natural History
will shortly become the possessor of an
excellent collection of stuffed animals
and szoological specimens from India,
the frults of the recent Vernay-Faun-
thrope expedition. The expedition was
undertaken by A. S. Vernay, an Eng-
lishman, but for many years a resident
of New York, and Colonel J. C. Faun-
thrope, with the object of forming a
complete collection of animals from the
plains of India./ Later it was decided
to present these to the American in-
stitution. .
The collection is by far the most
complete and varied that has ever been
obtained. ‘The hunting of the animals
in this case was most exacting as only
certain specimens were sought in order
to mount the animals in groups in the
American fashion.

The Star of Bethlehem

Among Christian peoples having any
astronomical knowledgé, from the ear-

liest times to the present day, the
identity of the star in evidence at the
nativity of Christ, hus been a matter
of much interesting speculation and
controversy.

That secular contemporary history of
the period fails to make any' definite
reference to- it is not at all surprising
when we remembe that in our own day,
when astronomical knowledge is so
much more diffused among the people
than it was two thousand years ago.
The appearance of new stars and con-
spicuous conjunctions of the most bril-
liant' planets and the appearing of
many of the comets may be really seen
and yet are totally: ignored by most
people, unless their attention is speci-
ally directed to them by some skilled
observer who is sufficiently familiar
with celestial objects to be able to re-
cognize a new arrival or an unusual
displacement.

Visit of the Magi,

That the Magi, the representative of
the wisdom and learning of ancient
Chaldea and Persia really appeared be-
fore the suspicious and jealous Herod,
the {Great—who is credited with having

even members of his own family—with
the questoin “Where is He that is born

King of the Jews? For. we have seen
His star in the East and have, come to
worship Him,” and the subsequent re-
sult as related by St. Matthew, is at-
tested by the historical fact of “The
Day of Innocents,” or “Christmas,” a
festival celebrated in the Latin Church
on the 28th of December and the Greek
Church on the 29th, in memory of the
massacres of the children by Herod.
The early church regarded these inno-
cents as the first martyrs, as early as
the second century of our era. :
Some three centuries ago the cele-
brated astronomer Kepler, thought he
could identify the star with a conjunc-
tion of the planets Jupiter and Saturn
which astronomical reckoning indicated
took place about the time of the birt
of Christ. g

Points to Venus.

The planets Mercury, Jupiter, Saturn
and Venus at times appear with extra-
ordinary brilliance and impressiveness,
Venus perhaps more so at times than
any of the rest. Mercury is very bril-
liant but is only occasionally well seen
on account of being so near the ‘sun.
Venus, sometinres as morning and
again as evening star, often appears un-
usually bright but is never seen more

having attained that altitude and in-
creasing her brightness, rapidly sinks

than half way up to the zenith; when)

nearer the western horizon until she is
lost in the glare of the sun’s light. At
the present time Venus is too near the
sun to be readily observed, but a few
weeks hence she will rise rapidly
higher, and after a time recede.

If one takes pains to observe this
beautiful sight, with the subject under
discussion in mind, one can hardly re-
frain from wondering if this was not
the star that may have guided the wise
men of old towards Bethlehem, This
will not seem so improbable when we
remember ‘that the Chaldean astroho-.

LONDON OPENED BY
DOMINION: PREMIER

Dr. F, C. Banting, Toronto,
is Made an Honorary
Member

HUGE CROWDS SEE
LORD MAYOR’S SHOW

Empire in 1823 and in 1923
Represented in
Pageant

(By Panton House for the Canadian
Press.)

London, Nov. 16—(By Mail)—Two
years ago a Canadian Club was organ-
ized in London, with the object of pro-
moting good fellowship among Cana-
dians, resident in and visiting Great
Britain. Its premises at 29-81 Spring
Gardens, S. W., were formally opened
on Nov. 9 by Rt. Hon. Mackenzie King,
Premier of Canada, before a large au-
dience which included the Duchess of
Devonshire and Lady Strathcona.

The Prime Minister of Canada con-
gratulated Major C. Lionel Hanington,
the president of the club and his offic-
ers on having added another link in
the history which united in happy re-
lationships the Dominions and the
Motherland, and announced amid
warm applause, the names of those on
whom honorary life membership had
been conferred. Among those are Dr.
F. C. Banting, of Toronto; Sir Leicester
Harmsworth (who presented to Can-
ada the Monckton manuscripts and
other original - historical documents,
Col. R. W. lLeonard, of St. Catharines,
Ont., and Mackenzie King, himself.

For International Affairs,

On the same day the Prince of
Wales, on behalf of the Empire, thank-
ed Col. and Mrs. Leonard for their gift
of Chatham House, 10 St. James’
square, as a home for the British In-
stitute of International Affairs. His
Royal Highness said that the generous
donors had given the trustees, of whom
Lord Curzon is one, not only the free-
hold of the building, but a cheque for
£8,000 as the nucleus of an endowment
fund, which they looked on with con-
fidence to the rest of the Empire to
complete. Already Cecil Power, an
Englishman, had followed their lead
with a promise of £10,000 for the erec-
tion of a hall behind the house.

“Our joint task here,” said the
Prince, “will be to create a library
where the student can lay his hand
upon every book, treaty and published
document relating to the study of
foreign affairs. Besides this, the result
of their studies must be made acces-
sible in printed form to everyone who
has use for them in all parts of -the
Empire.”

Big Crowd at Lord Mayor’s Show.

#Huge crowds, in which were many
visitors from the Dominions, witnessed
the Lord Mayor’s Show on Nov. 9—
probably London’s most popular free
entertainment, never twice alike, but
always containing a strong military
element, and representing the ancient
but very lively institutions of the city.
Nelson’s tars, escorting a model of the
Victory, and Grenadiers of 1823, re-
called the Navy and Army of the past,
and were followed by bluejackets and
Royal Fusiliers of today. Small boys
with kites,- and a gilded Montgolfier
balloon, “first venture in the air,” went
before a detachment of the Royal Air
Force with a model aeroplane.

The Empire in 1823 and in 1923 was
suggested by two cars, one of small
boys in early nineteenth century cos-
tume, seated on school benches and
learning geography from a small
globe; the other with representatives
of the Dominions and India grouped
around a much larger globe. Over

cach a charming Britannia presided—
fortified, it is said, against the weather,
by hidden hot-water bottles.

All the city companies took part as
usual. Sir Louis Newton, the new
Lord Mayor, is a member of two, the
Feltmakers, who were also makers of
hats, and the Loriners, makers of bits,
spurs, and the metal mountings for
saddles and bridles. These had cars
emblematic of their trades, the Felt-
makers’ hats being seen in course of
construction, and smartly displayed in
a miniature shop.

Another car showed prehistoric man
toasting cakes over a log fire, and
modern woman preparing to throw
them on an electric stove—deaf to all
requests to “throw us one.” 'The wire-
less lorry, with several loud speakers
transmitting a concert- taking place
miles away, would have been more
impressive if the various bands in the
procession had not been at work at the
same time.

HE PASSENGERS
MADE WELGOME

Arrivals From Europe Greet-
ed and Well Fed at
Sand Point

There is one thing that is most im-
portant when passenger steamships ar-
rive at Canadian ports, and that is to
make the British and other European
passengers feel on landing that they
are being made welcome to their new
homes, and that this idea is being car-
ried out to the letter can be easily wit-
nessed when a large ship docks at
Sand Point. The immigration and cus-
toms officials are most obliging; the
steamship and railways officials are
only too anxious to look after the new
arrivals. The Red Cross Nursery with
its very efficient staff are on hand
to look after the children and infants,
thus taking a great amount of worry
from the mothers; but last but not
least, is the government lunch counter
in the immigration building conducted
by the Immigration Department under
the capable management of J. Byrne.

It proves a surprise to the passen-
gers when they reach the large build-
ing to learn that they can procure
lunches. The lunch counter is not be-
ing conducted as a means of making
large profits, but apparantly to please
the new arrivals and make them feel
that they are.being treated very fairly.

Passengers can secure a staunch
lunch box for $1.25 which contains the
following: Half pound soda biscuits,
one pound can corned beef, one pound
can of boiled dinner, half pound can of
condensed coffee, half pound can of
salmon, can of condensed milk, and a
can opener; and should the purchaser

wish to change any of these articles
for another, their request is complied
with, Then for $2 there is given a
double assortment. The prices are
not made by the government.

In addition to the above, detained
people are served with excellent break-

fast, dinner and supper, and among |

the food served are soups, roasts, fish,
vegetables, puddings, etc., while at any
time during the day or night 'vomen
and children are served with fresh
milk free of charge.

Dusseldorf, Germany, Dec. 11. =
Paper currency in the occupied areas of
Germany is to be replaced soon, prob-
ably before the Christmastide, by a
new currency backed by gold. The
new bill will be of four marks, twenty
ptennings or the value of the dollar.

Instead of being financed by private
concerns, it is planned that the issue
will be made by the Landshank of the
Rhine Province, aided by the German
Government.

'This arrangement came as a com-
plete surprise, as it had been intended
to cstablish a Rhineish issue bank at
Cologne, financed by German, Belgian,
Freuch, Dutch and Swiss capital. Ne-
gcliations have been in progress for
some weeks between representatives of
the Berlin Government and an or-
ganization known as the Union of
Municipalities and Communities in the
cccupied territory with the purpose of
pulting out the new issue.

The originators of the new system
have expressly avoided use of the term
“Rhenish mark” in connection with the
pew issue, or anything suggesting
separation from the Reich Government
1t, therefore, will be known as the
“gold mark.”

W. B. Main, who is to be the super-
visor for the classes, is in the city at
present and last night addressed a
special meeting of the auto-motive sec-
tion of the Retail Merchants’ Associa-
tion, at which J. Royden Foley, the
cheirman, presided. Mr. Main spent
one month in England this year study-
ing methods in the English vocational
schools and since his return he has
been studying auto-motive conditions
in Detroit, Windsor, Ont., and other
centres in Michigan and Ontario. He
is a native of St. Stephen and a gradu-
ate of the U. N. B. and the Michigan
State Auto School. Last night he ex-
plained the scope of the courses which
will be given and which cover, storage
batteries, auto-motive electricity, oxy-
acetylene welding and cutting, and
motor mechanics.

ENTERS CAMPAIGN
IN KENT COUNTY

Wakes Strong Appeal at
Harcourt in Behalf of
Mr, Bourgeois

Harcourt, Dec. 11—For an hour and
forty-five minutes Hon. Dr, P. J.
Veniot, Premier of New Brunswick,
thls eveanlug expounded the policies and
particalerly the specific acts of the Lib-
eral Government at Ottawa which, he
declared, should move the people of
Kent county to cast their ballets in
favor of A. E. Bourgeois if they wished
to promote the best interests of their
own constituency, He brought out
into bold rellef the acts of the Conser-
vative and Unionist governments from
1911 to 1921, which the Premier de-
elared should convince the electors that
a vote for A. J. Doucett, the Conser-
vative candidate, would be a vote cast
against the best interests of the Do-
minion in general and of the Maritime
Provinces, New Brunswick and Kent
county in particular. The occaslon of
the Premier’s address was the largely
attended meeting of both men and
wdmen of the parish of Harcourt in
the town hall here, at which L. J.
Wathen presided.

The campaign in Kent county in the
contest for the seat made vacant
through the recent death of the sitting
member, A. E. Leger, is warming up
with increasing vigor. The big guns
of both sides are being brought up to
the front. Hon. Mr. Veniot, Hon.
Ernest Lapointe, Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, and Hon. A. B. Copp,
Secretary of State, are to speak in St.
Anthony and Buctouche tomorrow
afternoon and evening and probably in
Richibucto on Thursday.

R.-B. Hanson, M. P. for York-Sun-
bury, is to speak here tomorrow even-
ing and in other centres during the
week, while Hon. Dr, J. B. M. Baxter
will go to Buctouche on Monday and
other places later.

Candidate Speaks.

Mr. Bourgeols preceded Premlier
Veniot in a fluent, substantial but brief
address, for the Liberal candidate is
suffering from three carbuncles on his
neck. This affliction, which he has
borne for two weeks, is occasioning
him constant pain but in spite of this
he is standing uncomplainingly to his
guns. Mr. Bourgeois and the Premier
both were well received. Premier
Veniot especially was welcomed to
Kent county as a native son, for he
was born in Richibucto, near the birth-
place of the late Rt. Hon. Andrew

Bonar Law. The Premier delivered a
strong address in which he stressed
time and again the alleged inconsist-
ency of the Conservative champion,
Hon. Dr. Baxter, whom he accused of
turning political somersaults on the
railways and winter port issues. He
accused the opposition speakers of
throwing dust in the eyes of the elect-
ors of Kent county in order to blind
them to the real issues. More than
once he challenged them to a joint de-
bate during the present campaign and
concluded with the rather astonishing
invitation to the audience to be sure
to return to the meeting tomorrow
evening to hear Mr. Hanson, the op-
position speaker, for he was convinced
that no sound arguments that the Con-
servative speaker could advance would
overcome the case which the Liberals
were able to advance in support of the
election of their candidate.

Tackles Railway Situation.

Hon. Mr. Veniot dealt fully with the
railway and freight situation as well
as unemployment in Moncton shops.
He declared that when men were being
discharged in 1920 and 1921 from shops
at Moncton and when the residents of

2,000 freight cars but, notwithstanding
that a large number of men was laid
off at Moncton and the most of the re-
mainder were working only part time,
not one of these cars was repaired at
Moncton, but 500 were . repaired at
Montreal, 500 at Hamilton, 500 at Am-
herst and 500 at New Glasgow. “Where
was Dr. Baxter then? Why did he not
protest on behalf of the men at Monc-
ton who were being daily laid off?”
asked Premier Veniot.

Says East Given Go-by.

To show the discrimination by the
Meighen Government against the Mari-
time Provinces in the unemployment
situation, Mr. Veniot declared that on
the same date an order for 75,000 tons
of rails was given to the Algoma Stecl
Works in Ontario and that not one
pound had been ordered from the Syd-
ney Steel Works. “Why again Mr.
Baxter’s silence, when a word from
him would have helped the unemploy-
ment in the Maritimes,” asked Mr.
Veniot.

Discuss Freight Rates.

Speaking of freight rates, Hon. Mr.
Veniot dealt with the arguments touch-
ing the Crow’s Nest Pass agreement
and pointed out that when Hon. Mr.
Kennedy, Minister of Railways, in 1922 |
proposed to have a special committee |
of the House appointed to obtain all|
possible information as to whether the
agreement should be restored after
1923, the whole Tory party opposed it
by moving an amendment that the
Railway Commission and not a special
committee of the House should pro-
vide the information. Dr. Baxter was
not even in the Commons during the
discussion and was not paired when
the vote was taken. This went to
show, the Premier declared, the deep
interest Dr. Baxter was taking in these
matters of vital importance to the
Maritimes.

Says Baxter Somersaulted.

Hon. Mr. Veniot next dealt with Mr.
Bux.c s attitude towards the old I
C. R. and its relations to the Canadian,
National Railway system. He pointed;
out that while Dr. Baxter was deading.
the Opposition in the Provincial Leg-
islature in 1921 he seconded a resolu-
tion proposed by Hon. Dr. W. E. Fos-

Kent and Westmorland counties were!
clamoring for repair work to be done
at Moncton, Dr. J. B. M. Baxter did
not then show the solicitude for the
workmen in shops that he tried to dis-
play now. !

I. C. R. from the whole system of Gov-
ernment railways,” Premier Veniot as-
serted. “How can Mr. Baxter expect
the people of Kent to look upon such
sudden changes of attitude on so im-
portant a question with any degree of
confidence,” asked Mr. Veniot.

Says Baxter Trying to Cloud Issue,

Taking up the question of the re-
sponsibdity for the railway and trans-
portation difficulties existing in Can-
ada today, Mr. Veniot maintained that
Dr. Baxter’s contention that the Lib-
erals were responsible because of the
encouragement given to the Canadian
Northern Railway between 1903 and
1911, was only an attempt on his part
to cloud the real issue. “Mr. Baxter

No member of a Christmas party is
so welcome as the guest who has the
ability to perform a little sleight-of-
hand and there are a number of simple
feats of conjuring well within the pow-
ers of the youngest amateur. The ama-
teur conjuror should, however, bear in
mind that it is not advisable to show
the same trick twice to the same audi-
ence because there is a possibility that
the secret may be discovered if it is
shown a secand time. The performer
should try over his tricks in private be-
fore presenting them as a little practice
will ensure a neat performance.

Mysterious Dessert.

The conjuror picks up an apple,
places it on an inverted glass and cov-
ers it with a paper cone. When helifts
the come, the apple has changed to a
reel of cotton and the paper is shown
to be empty. This trick should be per-
formed while seated at the table. The
apple is prepared beforechand by cut-
ting a piece out of the end opposite the
stalk; the cavity so formed should be
large enough to conceal a reel of cot-
ton. This prepared apple with the
reel inside can be placed among other
fruit on a dish. The conjuror picks
up the apple, taking care not to expose

_ the hole and places upon an inverted
\ glass so that it may be clearly seen and
with the concealed reel uppermost. The
cone is made from fairly stiff paper
and placed over the apple. When the
cone i lifted the sides are slightly
pinched and the apple is brought away

inside the cone, leaving the reel of cot-
ton in view. While attention is drawn
to the reel the conjuror allows the ap-
ple to slide out of the paper into his |
lap, and immediately opens the cone to|
show that the apple has disappeared.
A large walnut may be substituted for
the reel of cotton if desired.

An Envelope Trick

A large envelope is shown empty,
sealed, and marked by a member of
the audience so that the conjuror can-
not change it secretly, Several slips of
paper are then shown and the perform-
er asks his audience one at a time to
name their favorite magazine. He
writes the names on the slips of paper,|
folds the slips and drops them into a|
hat. A lady is asked to take one of
the slips out of the hat and to read out
the name on it.

The conjuror then opens the empty
envelope and takes from it the front
cover of the chosen magazine.

As a matter of fact, although the en-
velope was shown empty at the begin-
ning of the trick, the cover of the
magazine was there all the time. The
envelope is prepared as follows: Take
two foolscap envelopes exactly alike
and from one cut the address side with
the flap. Slip this into the other en-
velope, thus making a double front.
Tear the cover off any magazine, fold
it and insert it between the two envel-
ope fronts, then stick the two flaps to-
gether by moistening the gums of the

flap on the real envelope and sticking

it to the other flap. The envelope can
be shown at quite close quarters and
will appear empty. It is sealed in the
usual manner and when the conjuror
opens it he simply tears off the end
and takes out the magazine cover. The
envelope should be crumpled up and
thrown aside out of reach.

But how does the conjuror know which
magazine will be selected? That is very
simple. As the conjuror writes ‘down
the names called out, he writes the
same name on every slip so that the
lady who draws is bound to choose the
cover in the envelope. If the conjuror
is clever he will pretend to be doubi-
€ul about the spelling of one of the
names and this will remove any sus-
picion in the audience that he is writ-
ing the same na'ne on every slip.

Old English

Christmases

Four or five centuries ago, long be-
fore invention and the industrial age
had made travel anything more than a
huge adventure, when the art of print-
ing had barely become established and
books were as scarce as flies in winter,
and when public entertainments and
amusements were something of a no-
velty, the Christmas festival occupied a
very large and important part in the
lives of the people and much time and
energy were consumed in the elaborate
preparations. The spirit of joyousness
and revelry must have sufficed to take
the dullness off the monotony of the
daily toil for thousands throughout the
following year.

There was no part of England so
isolated that it was not visited by
itinerant singers, jugglers, performing
animals and stage plays including the
immortal Mr. Punch. The mummings,
strolling minstrels and disguisings must
have made at least a month of carnival,
when all business, vexations, quarrels
and worldly affairs generally were for-
gotten for the time being. KEven during
the siege of Orleans in 1428 there was
a short truce for Christmas, “with a
night of minstrelsy with trumpets and
clarions” in the English camp.
Gambling was penmitted in the reign
of Edward IV during the twelve days
of Christmas and the Lord or Abbot
of Misrule was paid by the court for
his services; up to the time of Henry
VIL he received the equivalent of $33
for his services but this fee was in-
creased to about $90 by the “Merry
Monarch” Henry VIII. who threw him-
self with great enthusiasm into the
Yuletide frolics.

Indeed the magnificence of  this
monarch’s entertainments very prob-

ably had something to do with his
popularity; the King himself indulged

freely in the revels, maskings and
joustings which were usually held at
Greenwich. -

SITUATIONS VACANT.

During Henry VIII's reign vizors
during Christmas festivities were for-
bidden as these led to too much dis-
order and abuses. : :

“Unlawful games” (which included '
Lowls!) were permitted at this season
to the working classes; and they were
even allowed these games in the pres-
ence of their master in his house.
There was always a “Master of the
Revels” in every large household and
in the household book of the Northum-
berland family (1512) the fee for this
personage is entered as twenty shil-
lings. The Inns of Court, particularly
Lincoln’s Inn were famous for their
Christmases; the King of Cockneys
wes the potentate who presided over
these revels. i

In 1594 Queen Elizabeth was enter-
tained with great splendor of Gray's
Inn. Christmas rejoicings were carried
on more or less sub rosa during the
time of Cromwell who banished the
festival by enactment but the old do-
ings were restored to the full vigor of
former days in 1660,

In 1675 Christmas Day hegan to be
celebrated in the infant Navy with:
“trumpets” a rib of beef, plum pud-
dings and mince pies, and plenty of |
good wines of several sorts.”

Mince pies were almost taken as a
religlious test; in shape representing|
the manger and filled with the spices |
brought by the three wise men, they
were regarded by many as a symbol of
Popery; as such John Bunyan is said
to have refused to nartake of them
when in Bedford jJail. Thers is a re-
cord of another ple of late date (1770)
which was made for Sir Henry ‘Gray’s

It is fair to presume that at
least 60 per cent. of this money was
spent right here in Boston.

The figures show beyond any ques-
tion that New York is the great sport-
ing centre of the world, for admissions
and tax amounted to $10,652,334. The
Chicago sports spent close to $7,000,000
and Californta dropped 26,500,000 into
the coffers of the sporting magnates.
Approximately $78,000,000 swas spent
on sporting events in the United States.
If the great college football and base-
ball games were taxable, this would
bring it up to $100,000,000.

WOMAN’S DESIRE FOR CAREER IS NOT
REAL LIFE

AS IT ID I8

(By Maurice Henle.)

New York, Dec. 11—A vehicle has
come to the screen that, despite its
ability to afford two hours of fair
amusement, belies actuality. It is
“This Freedom,” taken from A. S. M.
Hutchinson’s book, and featuring Fay
Corypton.

If you aren’t familiar with the book,
here’s a brief summary. Rosalie (Miss

Compton) grew up in one of those|

families where men are masters. So
completely does she see the women-
folk dominated that she vows. Ay heck,
when she grows up she’ll be'tree. She
takes a job in a bank. Then marriage
enters her life, but she continues with
her career, and in time occupies a high
position with her firm. Her husband
apparently is also successful, so that
their three children are raised in lux-
ury. ik |

Years go on, and her dream tum-
les. Her son is sent to prison. Her
daughter dies from some mysterious
cause. I forget what happens to an-
other daughter. Then, only then, does
Rosalie realize she is a failure because
she has neglected her children for her
career.

Hutchinson, the author, in a note on

the programme, compliments the pro-
ducers of the film for a faithful per-
formance. But he goes on: “Many
working women are also mothers, and
in both capacities to be honored. The
point is that they work, directly or
indirectly, for their children. Rosalie
worked. for herself alone.”

It's too bad this fine philosophy
wasn’t brought out in the picture. Be-
cause the way the character was drawn
out, the spectator is given the impres-
sion that Rosalie represents all work-
ing women.

Perhaps one explanation of the queer
views on working women expressed in
«This Freedom” is that it is complete-
ly English. Miss Compton, an English
actress, is supported entirely by British
players. They didn’t have the Ameri-
can viewpoint on the delicate question
of matrimony. .

As far as the mechanics of the pic-
ture go, all I can say is that it is spot-
ty. There are times your interest is
intrigued, such moments, for instance,
as in -the courtroom scene when Rosalie
parts with her son.

But other moments are dull, unin-
teresting and laborious, due probably

to the director’s painstaking care of
getting the point of the author over.

Mark Hambourg Will Ar-
rive on Montrose—Native

Among the passengers due to arrive
in St. John next Saturday on the
steamer Montrose will be one of in- °
ternational repute—Mark Hambourg,
known as one of the world’s greatest ..

Mark Hambourg was born in Bogut-
char in the province of Voronezh, South”, .
Russia, on 80th May, 1879, and showed _. .
promise of great musical talent at such i,
an early age that his father, himself a
professor of advanced piano-playing,
personally took his musical education
in hand, and brought him out at Mos-
cow as a juvenile prodigy in 1889, af-
terwards taking him to tour in Eng- ..
land. In 1891 he left London, whither e
his family had migrated, and went to
study under Leschetitzky in Vienna, = .
where he remained three years. After -
winning the Liszt Scholarship during '
that period, Mark Hambourg made his,
debut as a full-grown pianist in 1894 "~
at a Philharmonic Concert in Vienna
under the conductorship of Dr. Rich-
ter, and a year later, made his bow to ., .
the London public at a concert of the
Philharmonie Society, following this up ..
by giving four recitals of his own as i
well as fulfilling a number of import-
ant engagements in the principal cities i
of Europe. !

In 1895 came Mark Hambourg’s first
Australian tour, which was a sensa- -,
tional success. During the following =,
year he played at many important con-
certs in England before leaving for a
second tour in Australia in 1897. For -
two years after the conclusion of this * _
tour Mark Hambourg devoted himself =~
more particularly to general study, his"
public activity being confined to a few
concerts in England, Germany and
Switzerland. This period of study’
paved the way for further achieve-
ments during the first American tour "~
upon which he embarked in the autumn e
of 1899. A period of great activity fol-"
lowed in England and on the Con- e
tinent, the pianist’s engagements in-"""’
cluding a series of recitals at the
Queen’s Hall, appearances at the Car-
diff Festival in 1902, and at Lamour-
eux and Colonne Concerts in Paris. A
second American tour of 80 concerts,
followed by a third visit to Australia
and a tour in South Africa, which
latter was undertaken primarily for
change and rest, but which proved also
to be a most successful venture, fully
occupied Mark Hambourg’s time until
1906, especially as he had to fulfil many
engagements in England as well.
