SIMON’S SPEECH
IN REICHSTAG.

Berlin, April 27—Speaking in the!
Reichstag yesterday Dr. Walter Simon,
foreign minfster, declared that as the
Reichstag had regarded.Germany’s offer
to the Allies, made at the recent'London
conference, too high, the members could
not take the new offer sent through the
United States on the basis of an in-{
crease over the previous German offer,
but only on a different basis.

The néutral experts, he said, unforun-
ately had overestimated Germany’s ca-
pacity to pay. He said he always had
emphasized the fact that he was ready
to. enter into new megotiations. The
government had been compelled to adopt
that attitude in view of the enormous
difficulties of the situation for Gérmany.

He said he had not sought mediation
by neutral governments, nor had he
altered his opinion of the demands made
by the Allies at Paris since the London
conference, He admitted that he had
hoped he could come to an understanding
direct with France, but that the feeling
there was such that he had been unable
to retain that hope. Thenefore, there
remained only ‘one power to turn to,
neither neutral nor one of the Allies,
and that was the United States. Another
power, Dr. Simon added, had offered its
good offices, but its efforts were. balked
by the indiscretions of the German press,

The foreign minister declared it was
the government’s duty to take its new
 step, not from fear of new penalties; but
owing entirely to the false views enter-
tained abroad, regarding the reparations
question. “That step was unusual,” he
said, “but a great leader, who . has
acknowledged himself a supporter of the
idea of arbitration can act as arbitrator,
especially as he has been advised by the
great lawyer entrusted by’ the people of
the U. S. with the highest judical office.
'We have appealed on the principle of
justice. 1Is that cringing before our op-
ponents?

tionalist Campaign

Criticizes Proclamation of Sir
James Craig, Ulster Union-
ist Leader—Says Goyern-
ment Should Definitely
State. Maximum Conces-
sions. : :

Belfast, April 27.—Joseph Devlin, whe
has returmed to Ulster to direct the Na-
tionalist campaign, in an interview yes-
terday, termed a recent proclamation
issued by Sir James Craig, Ulster Union-
ist leader, as “the greatest example of
political bankruptey I ever saWw.”

He characterizes it as “the statemenf

of a man groping in the dark, not know-
ing where he is or what he is there for.’
It is not a statement of policy, only an
evasion. He talks about the Unionists’
‘great cause’ It is the first duty of a
leader to state his cause. Craig does not
tell us what his cause is unless it is to
cut off six counties from Ireland.”

Discussing the proclamations in refer-
ence to stabilizing Ulster’s agriculture
and amending the licensing laws, Mr.
Devlin said: “Sir James Craig, on the
one hand, represents the liquor business
and his staunchest supporters, on the
other hand, are prohibitionists. The
Unionists, therefore, will find even more
dificulty in regulating license than stab-
ilizing agriculture.”

The Ulster proclamation, in Mr. Dev-
lin’s opinion, will be a flasco. It will be
faced at the outset, he said, with the
necessity of taxing the people for the
maintenance of Belfast’s 85,000 unsm-
ployed, who are steadily increasing
through  the dismissal - of a thousand
workers weekly from the shipyards. -

Regarding the possibility of a settle-
ment of the Irish question by negotia-
tion, Mr. Devlin was extremely pessim-
istic. He did not doubt that Lord
Derby had ‘come to Ireland with ecre-
dentials from Lolyd George, put' he
added, it is apparent from Lord Derby’s
own statement of his vigit that he ac-
complished nothing.

A child may grow like its parents for
more reasons than because of its germ
plasm, It may grow like them because,
through love and admiration, it strives
with every fibre of its being to be as
much like them as it is possible to be.
This extremely sensitized arent-

aberration and distortions because of
over-emphasis or under-emphasis ad-
dressed to some particular aspect of it,
and the art of parenthood therefore
becomes one of the most difficult arts
to practice successfully.

One of the most frequent of the many
possible aberrations of the relation is
produced by an attraction between par-
ent and child which is too close, too
long continued, and results in impairing
the ability of the child to finally break
with home dependence and become inde-
pendent. The typical setting for such
an outcome is produced when there has
been but one child—a boy—and the
mother has been early widowed either
by death of husband or by separation or,
what amounts to the same thing, there
is an absence of love between the par-
ents. Under these circumstances the
mother turns to her son as a love-object
and lavishes upon him notonly the love
which under ordinary curcumstances
would go out to him, but, because an-
other avenue of love expression to-
wards the husband has been closed,
lavishes this additional quantity of love
also on her son, In this way the son
gets too much love and, too, love which

is not just a mother’s love, but, in addi-

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tion, a love that should have had an

adult form, of expression, as that is the
kind of expression of which she has been
deprived. Mother and son under these
circumstances grow up more like sweet-
hearts than like parent @mnd child, and
the quality of the mother’s love offers
such a pleasure-premium to the child
that it is unable to detach itself from
the mother as love-object and find a
wife and independence. Such “mother’s
boys” are well known. They are wonder-
fully attentive to and appreciative of
their mother, but remain in the house-
hold, never marrying. They are gentle
in disposition and, from. having been too
much loved, are ill-adapted to withstand

'the hard knocks of reality. They are

therefore thin-skinned and sensitive to a
degree and under severe stress may de-
velop a psychosis. A mental ‘upset may
happen also, when the mother dies, be-
cause the love is not capable of detach-
ing itself from her and becoming at-
tached to another love object. Or, on
the other hand, the mother’s death may

|h-ee the child. Some of these “mother’s

boys,” it is worth noting, never are able
freely to accept this domination of the
mother love, and their ordinarily affec-
tionate conduct toward her may be in-
terrupted by storms of reproach and
violence, as if in a violent attempt to
separate themselves from what they feel
to be a restricting and paralyzing in-
fluence. . A similar picture might be
drawn of the relation of father and
daughter.

This need not be the only relationship
to produce this result. For example, an
only child may be the occasion of such a
crippling love, or a favorite child, or a
child who on account of illness has had
an excessive amount of love lavished
upon it, especially if the parents are not
harmoniously related; for it should be
borne in mind that a great number of
our neurotics, if not most of them, come
from unhappy homes. The discord in

the home has been absorbed by the
child, and later expresses in itself in dif-
ficulties and failures of ™~ adjustment,
Unhappiness thus propagates itself from
generation to generation by more obvi-
;ms means than the much blamed hered-
ty. ; i

This fixation upon the mother has
still! further implications probably be-
vond that of a similar fixation upon the
father. The mother not only represents
love to the boy but love in general to
the chjldren of both sexes, and not only
love but, what is quite as important,
protection. We have seen chickens run
to get under their mother-hen’s wing at
the coming of the hawk.- You will re-
member that the young chickens all act-
ed the same irre§pective of sex. It is
the same with young children. When
trouble is in sight they seek their
mother. The mother then comes to
symbolize all those protective features
of the family and home. That is, she
becomes the goal on the regressive path-
way.. We originally came from our
mothers, and now on the approach of
danger we ‘turn and go back to her.
Much more than the father, then, she
represents all those attachments of love
and dependence with which the child, if
it is to be successful, must break.

Thus this fixation upon the mother
not only ‘may mean a ecrippling depend-
ence and an absence of ability to make
good as an independent individual, but
it symbolizes lack of character develop-
ment in general. Complete depcndence
is equivalent to failure and uselessness,
lesser degrees to less obvious and less
severe defects.

Unfortunately, his strength was over-
taxed, and he was forced to abandon
further! study until his health should
have improved. A friend of the family,
who owned vessels, gave him an oppor-
tunity for a sea voyage. This oppor-
tunity he embraced, and joined a whal-
ing expedition, as surgeon. Returning,
he apprenticed himself to a relative
named Thompson, who was engaged in
the engineering business. On becoming
o journeyman, he removed to Belfast,
and married a Miss Leatham, by whom |
he had one daughter. After the death |
of his wife, he decided to take passage'!
for America, and locate in the State of
Ohio. ‘The vessel encountered very
rough weather on the voyage out; and
eventually was wrecked on our coast.

Foulis found many friends in the town
of Halifax, among the Scottish inhabit-

Foulis was personally interested in the
development of steam navigation, and
was employed by Messrs. Ward to fit up
the steamer “John Ward,” the second
boat placed on the St. John river. This
steamer, for the times, was most expen-
sively and thoroughly constructed, hav-
ing costly copper boiler, and other parts
of the machinery on a like liberal scale.
It was put on the route to Fredericton
in the year 1831. In 1838, Robert Foulis
established a school of arts, where he
lectured on practical chemistry. He also
opened classes for teaching figures, archi-

tectural and mechanical drawing.

Prior to the year 1854, there was no
fog horn on Partridge Island, and warn-
ing was given to mariners by means ot
a bell, which, operated by clock-work, |
rang out at intervals. Foulis was the|
first to solve the“problem of more effec-'
tive means to warn vessels, in a fog, ap-|
proaching the shore.

“Robert Foulis, the inventor of the
steam fog whistle; surgeon, mechanical
and civil engineer; artist, engraver,
foundryman, lecturer and scientist, died
at St. John, Jan. 26th, 1866, in ver® poor
circumstances: He was a man of very
remarkable gifts, but as a business man,
a failure, and lost the chance of reaping
a reward from his inventions.

french Heavyweight Will Do
His Training for Dempsey
Bout in Private.

\ (New ¥York Times.)

Unless his plans are changed before he
segins his camp grind, Georges Carpen-
tier, contender for the throne of Jack
Dempsey, will do his training privately
in preparing\for the world’s heavyweight
championship battle, scheduled for Jer-
sey City July 2. At present the French
heavyweight’s plans include the exclusion
of all save camp attendants from his
quarters while he is training for the
Dempsey engagement. Tex Rickard, who
will promote the contest, made this an-
nouncement yesterday, declaring he had
been so informed by Captain Mallet,
Carpentier’s friend in this country.

Promoter Rickard attributed  Carpen-
tier's plan for training secretly a na-
tural avérsion on the part of the French-
man for' the lfmelight or the plaudits of
admiring crowds. The modest Carpen-
tier, Rickard said, is intent upon thor-
oughly preparing himself for the battle
of his life, and in the most secluded sur-
roundings the European heavyweight
champion sees the best means to attain
this end. Carpentiér, it has been /in-
nounced, has decided to pitch his train-
ing tent in Manhasset, L. I, instead of
Summit, N, J., where he trained for his
match against Battling Levinsky.. This
selectiom has been made because of the
atmospheric conditions at the Long Is-
land resort. Carpentier prefers the cool
seashore and ocean bathing to the moun-
tains.

Joe Jeannette to Help. !

In his preparation Carpentier will be
assisted by half a dozen sparring part-
ners selected especially’ for the occasion.
The French heavyweigh has cabled Joe

of Hoboken, to assist him in the work
of preparing for Dempsey and to Jean-
nette will be assigned the duties of chief
sparring partner and camp adviser. In
addition, Carpentier is reported to be

Champion Dempsey probably will do
his training at Atlantic City. It is un-
derstood the title holder, after his rest
period at Freddie Welsh’s farm near
Summit, N. J., will repair to the popular
New Jersey resort for the strenuous pre-
paratory work. Dempsey probably will
begin hard training May 4, when, it is

. expected, facilities for training will have

weight, who is regarded by Manager
Jack Kearns as one of the leading boxers
of his weight in the country.

Darcy is reflected in his eagerness to
match the Oregonian® against Tommy
Gibbons, St. Paul boxer, or Harry Greb
of Pittsburg. Kearns has offered to ar-
range a'match between Darcy and either
Gibbons or Greb.

Charles W. Paddock of the University
of Southern California broke world’s re-
cords for 100 meters, 200 meters, 800
yards and 300 meters at the Southern
California A. A. U. meet on Saturday,
according to official timers.

The official time credited to Paddock,
who holds the Olympic 100 meter- title
and the national 220-yard championship,
shqves one-fifth of ‘a second off the
world’s record for the distance on" the
Amateur Athletic Union boows to the
credit of Donn F. Lippincott, who cov-
ered the distance in 1912 in 10 8-5 sec-
onds. In equalling the world’s 100-
yard record of 9 8-5, Paddock accom-
plished this feat for the second time.
The 100-yard record was first made by
Dan Kelly in 1906 at Spokane, Wash.,
and was equalled in 1914 at Berkeley,
Cal.,, by Howard P. Drew.

Paddock’s wonderful performances-
had caused him to be recognized as one
of' the best sprinters ever developed in
this country, and great speed was ex-
pected on Saturday.  The blond-haired
University of Southern California  flier, |
within the past few weeks, had twice
been credited with improving on Bernie
Wefer’s nty-five-year-pld mark of
21 15 seconds for the 220-yard dash, in
addition to his latest track . exploits.

Critics in the eastern section of, the
country and recognized authorities on
athletics were skeptical about Paddock’s |
sensational 20 4-5 seconds for the 220- |
yard dash in the recent meet between]
the University of Southern California !
and . the University of Californla at
Berkeley, but, when, & few days later,
Paddock registered 21 seconds flat for
the distance—again getting under the

place credence ‘in the performances.

W}.nether the records will be accepted
remains to be seen. A thorough investi-
gation will be made by the A. A. U.
record committee before the, marks re-|
ceive official recognition. To date none.
of the record performances of Paddock
has been accepted.  With regard to his
performances yesterday, reports declare
that Robert Weaver, A. A, U. president,
fnade special preparations for the occas-
ion in order to remove any doubt as to
the genuineness of Paddock’s work. Pres-
ident Weaver arranged to have extra
timers available for the purpose of catch-
ing Paddock’s time in his, record at-
tempts,

Better O1d Marks, P

Paddock’s fime of 211-5 seconds for
the 200-meter dash clips two-fifths of a
second off the world’s record, made by
Archie Hahn, old Milwaukee A. C.
sprinter, who held the national 100-yard
and 220-yard titles back in 1908.. Tahn,
in 1914, sped over 200 meters in 21 8-5
seconds. The 800-yard mark of 801-5
seconds made by Paddock marks another
assault on the record of Bernie Wefers,
which has stood since 1896. On that oc-
casion Wefers Sr., then the country’s
crack sprinter, spurted 800 yards in
803-5 seconds, |

In attributing to Paddock the time of '
83 4-5 seconds for the 800-mgter run, the |
Western track officials are giving the
sensational California collegian credit for
eclipsing the world’s mark by two' and
three-fifths seconds. The accepted re-!:
cord is 86 2-5 seconds, made first by |
Faillot, French sprinter, in 1908, and
equalled by F. Mezei, Hungarian, in
1913,

Eastern track followers were eagerly
looking forward to the opportunity of
witnessing this latest sprinting sensa-
tion in action. Paddock was originally
scheduled to participate in a special 100-
yard dash, which will be held in connec-
tion with the annual Pennsylvania relays
at Philadelphia, Friday and' Saturday.
The University of Southern California
crack, howevér, cancelled the prospective
trip just after his record achievements in
the University of Southern California-
University of California dual feet.

But, at the present time everybody is
. sick. Everybody is sick, and because
the necessary care cannot be given in
the hames, the hospitals are overflowing.
You can read in the papers any day of
the need of enlarging this public hos-
pital or that, 2

Well, when they are enlarged ‘who is
going to fill them? The same people who
fill them now. The very people who
have filled hospitals since' hospitals be-
gan. People with ailments which might
easily have been prevented. People who
have not had the proper foundations for
health laid in their childhood. Children
themselves are being admitted there in
greater nuxinbers every day—children
with a tendéncy to tuberculosis who,
with proper care, could have been made
healthy, but who have been allowed to
become a prey to the disease and must
go to the hospital for sfich painful op-
erations as the removal or scraping of
tubercular bones; to suffer agonies dur-
ing a vain attempt to drain and heal
tubercular ahscesses; to be put into casts
which will keep them on their backs for
months when they should be playing out
of doors in the sunshine. THRere are
children with infected eyes and ears,
which trouble might have been prevented
but which will probably end in the loss
of hearing or sight.

In the hospitals are babies of a' few
months, suffering from malnutrition
(starvation) whose mothers, either from
necessity or choice, have withheld from

them the food which God intended themy

to have, and being unable to feed, them
successfully otherwise, have watched
them change from lovely infants td wiz-
ened skeletons.’ Then when the fear of
death entered their hearts, they were
willing to send them anywhere where
they might be brought back to health.
There are children with brondhitis, with
appendicitis, with pneumonia—with any
one of the hundreds of preventable ail-
ments from which we suffer today.

And the adults who fill the hospitals
today and who will fill them whén they
are enlarged—Mothers, with the usual
poor foundation for health, who ' have
felt the need of rest for years and years,
but lacking the opportunity, have gone
on from bad to worse until in any one of
a thousand ways they have become .fit
subjects for surgical or medicinal treat-
ment in the hospital. Fathers, with the
same miserable foundatien for health,
whose strenuous attempt to meet the ex-
tenses of living and of sickness and
death (with often the addition of house-
hold cares while the fnother is sick) have
had to give up at last: !

There are hundreds of instances which
1 could mention, but I shall speak of

y one more, which, though last, is far
from'the least:—Patients who have been
in the hospital before and who had to
leave before they were able in order to
make room for'cases needing immediate
attention. For example. a boy is having
a tubercular leg treated. He has been
put in such shapé (with pain that needs
no description) that he can walk with
the help of two crutches. He is just
.then in the condition whes something
can be done for him—when he might be
placed for weeks or months in the fresh
air and sunshine and properly fed until
he is a real boy once niorg. But there is
another child whose leg or spine or some
other part of his body needs immediate
attention, or he will die. There is no
room for him in the crowded hospital.
So the poor little fellow, with his white
face and poorly nourished body, who has
been tinkered just enough to set him on
his—two crutches—must leave.

His leaving is all right. The general
public hospital is no longer the place for
him. But because there is no convalesc-
ing hospital, with sunshine and fresh air
pouring through it, and plenty of food
for a hungry growing boy, he must go
home; and in many cases to face all
the conditions which meéan a quick return
to the hospital, and certain death in the
end.

But I was speaking of patients in the
hospitals; not out of them. There are
hundreds of beds in the hospitals today
occupied by patients who should not be
there at all, but since there is no other
place for them they must remain until
they are actually crowded out. And
they will get no lasting benefit from re-

_maining, because, even at the best, they
must be sent out long before they are
. fit, Therefore they return in a few
weeks or a few months to oécupy those
beds again until they must be sent out.
Then, those succeeding them will leave
in their turn, for the same reason and in
the same state. In their turn, they will
soon be in their beds again. And to
meet their desperate needs once more,
some other half-fit patients will be sent

§

. we build convalescing homes where peo-
iple may go from the hospitals and take
'all the time necessary for oomplete re-
covery, under the best conditions for
that all important end.

Prevent sickness. Prevent it. The
so called cure is (in some case) better
than death; but it is beginning at the
wrong end of things.

- RIGID- BAN ON
IMMIGRATION

Rigld restriction on fmmigration was
recommended Tuesday of . Secretary
Hughes in official documents transmit-
ta to the Unitea States congress. They
-were interpreted by house and senate
leaders as reflecting increased needs for
the immediate passage of the immigra-
tion bill, reported Tuesday by the House
| committee, limiting admission of aliens
ifor fourteen months beginning next May
10, to three per etnt. of each national-
ity resident.in the United States in 1910.
Debate in the House will begin’ Wednes-
day under special X

“Qur restriction _on f¥inmigration
should be so rigid,” Mr, Hughes’ report
isaid, “that it would be impossible for
imost of these people to enter the United
States.” Particular reference was made
to undesirable classes from Balkan cit-
jes, Armenia, Russia and Georgia.

The report said 606,292 passport vises
were granted by American consuls in
Europe in 1920, reflecting a stimulated
desire in most European countries to em-
|igrate to America before the anti-immi-
! gration laws were passed. The principal
| yestraining influence was said to be lack
'of funds due to depreciated currency
values. ¢

“The director-general of police of
Roumania,” the report adds, “has issued
an order excusing all Jews from military
service and permitting their discharge
from the army if they desire to emi-
grate to America.”
