Farm products are to be graded and
the price of eggs will be lowered, it is
hoped, by a systematic and careful grad-
ing. The use, in food establishments, of
 eggs which are not fresh will also be

Race Last Night a Rink
Record.

Hilton Belyea of West St. John not
only won the city championship for the
three, one and half mile events in the
Victoria rink last evening, but in addi-
tion, it is said today, established a new
record ‘for the three mile event in that
rink: His time was nine minutes seven-
teen  and one-fifth secomds, beating the
former rink record by ¢ne and four-
Afths seconds. He skated the first mile
in three minutes and fifteen seconds, the
second -in three minutes,and ¢ight sec-
onds and the last mile in the fast time of
two minutes fifty-four and- one-fifth sec-
onds... ‘The time for the last jmile is won-
derful when it is taken into consider-
ation that he skated the preceding ‘miles
in such fast time. In the last mile he
was. ‘only two and one-fifth seconds be-
hind the rink record for one mile, which
he established about six or seven years
ago while skating against Bobby Mec-
Lean, former professional champion of
the world.

Mr. Belyea is receiving hearty con-
gratulations from a host of friends and
admirers on his wonderful performance.

THINKS BUILDING
SHOULD PROCEED

(Canadian Finance.)

The spring of 1920 will soon be here,

and with it will come a very definite and
pronounced reminder to the people in
the larger cities of western Canada that
the housing problem is still with us. Not
only will the question be with us, but it
will also be thrust before us in a more
forcible manner than it has been here-
tofore. In the spring of 1919 conditions
were serious enough, but 1920 brings a
still more serious situation. The home
building carried on in 1919 was of a
negligible quantity and consequently the !
ho}using problem has become more diffi- |
cult. /
In February of last year the domin-
ion government set aside $25,000,000 to
be used to finance housing schemes un-
der the jurisdiction of the provincial and
‘municipal authorities. In agreeing to
furnish these funds the federal officials !
made certain stipulations in connection
with 'the requirements to be fulfilled be-
fore making loans to home builders.
‘Among these stipulations were a num-
ber relating to the maximum amount ts
be advanced on certain classes of houses.
‘The maximum amount allowed is as fol-
lows: On frame dwelling or four or
ffive rooms, $3,000; and six or seven
rooms, $3,500; on brick, tile or concrete
‘dwellings of four or five rooms, $4,000;
and six or seven rooms, $4,500.

it is questionable whether the maximuins |
were placed as high as conditions re-'
quired in western Canada, but at this,
date there is no question that the maxi-
mums need revision. During 1919 the
cost of building increased at least 20
per cent. and experts declare that there
is no likelihood of these costs decreasing
during 1920 and they even assert that
costs will increase during 1921 and con-
tinue with an upward tendency for sev-
eral years thereafter.

Many persons who were ready to build
homes have refrained from doing so be-
cause they expected the cost of building
to decrease. The experiences of 1919
have shown that these expectations were
not based on good foundation and the
knowledge that costs will not decrease

Mother’s Influence and Home

Happiness Essential to Fu-

« ture Well-Being of Father
less — Matter of Pensions
Vital One of Immediate
Concern.

“Child poverty is the only poverty

Shaw;., years ago, to Judge Neil—said
to be the first man to interest himself
in a subject at present engaging the
attention of thinking Canadians—moth-
ers’ pensions. “This,” continues Shaw,
with characteristic insight and ego, “is
the truest thing that I have written—
that any man has written. Men and
women can get over an attack of pov-
erty, or even chronic poverty. But the
children, O, the pity of it! suffer irre-
trievably. \ Their physical growth is
stunted and their little hearts famished
for the affection of mothers who have
neither time nor strength to love them
and care for them, so wearied are these
mothers with going out to earn a wage.
Their souls are seared, they never get
over it.”

An Enduring Bitterness.

They never do. The average child
cradled in want and mother loneliness
carries the bitterness of it so long as
he lives. The report made ready by
Dr. Riddell, deputy minister of labor,
and his committee of twenty-six, is an
illuminating one. With the taking up
of the measure providing for mothers’
pensions by the provincial legislature
during the coming session, Ontario will
get in line with her sister provinces,
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta, in

‘this matter of helping out the widowed

mothers in the important work of rear-
ing their families. The mother is the
proper guardian of her child. Home is
the place for her while engaged in the
task. There is no spot between here and
heaven where it can so, well be done. No
institution, however wisely managed, can
take the place of home and mother.

Clothed, But Not Reared.

The other day the widowed mother of
four children, ranging from three to nine
years of age, who goes out to work six
days a week, made this enlightening re-
plv tqQ the query: “Can you manage to
bring up your children on your earn-
ings?”

“No,” the hopeless bitterness of her
tone spoke volumes. “I'm able only to
‘l;()the and feed them. There is no

ringing up possible.”

Multiply this casc by thousands and
we see a waste of motherhood, home in-

fluence and home happiness appailing to
1 -

contemplate.
Half From the Province.

Those who have studied the question
from all points are of the opinion that
the province should bear half the cost of
mothers’ pensions and the municipalities
the other half. Dr. Riddell recommends
that a commission of five—three women
and two men—have the matter in charge.
The mother and children entitled to tiis
allowance must not possess property
valued at more than two thousana dol-
lars, or more than five hundred in cash
or housghold goods.

“What are you going to do when you
grow a big man?”’ the lady of the housc
asked the little, curly-headed son of her
washwoman, who had accompanied his

mother on this occasion. He lifted his
solemn eyes and looked the lady of the
house over. “I’'m going to buy my maw
a dress all shiny with beads like yours,”
he answered confidently. !
The mother can waken sentiment, the
caretaking spirit, the ambition to make
a worlh while man, where others can-
not. She ought to have the chance.

It is a beautiful story
in itself, still more beautiful in its sig-
nificance. You will remember when
Pharaoh’s daughter, going down to the
river with other maidens to bathe, saw
the ark of bulrushes among the flags, she
had them bring it to her. She opened
it and the babe, seeing”a stranger in-
stead of his mother, began to weep. The
tears of a baby worked their way with

sister’s suggestion she lent a ready ear.

And the maid went and called the
child’s mother.

And Pharaoh’s daughter said unto
her: “Take this child and nurse it for
me and I will pay thee thy wages.”

Thus Moses’ mother received the first
pension and saved her son. Her care and
her percepts inspired him. He became
prime minister of his people and led
them out of bondage into the beauty of
liberty.

The despatch adds, that the Leipzig
fair opened with 11,000 firms exhibiting,
and that 90,000 visitors have arrived, in-
cluding 14,000 foreigners.

PREPARING TO RESUME
SHIPPING AT PETROGRAD
London, March 3—Active preparations
are being made to open Petrograd to
navigation, says a wireless despatch from
Moscow. Merchant ships are being fit-
ted out to resume relations with western

On, account of the great danger of im-
porting the Japanese beetle in shipments
of perennials, herbaceous stock, etc., or-
iginating in Japan and the Far East, all
importers are requested to notify the
dominion entomologist when placing or-
ders for such shipments, and also to ad-
vise the same officer upon their arrival
so that arrangements may be made for
their inspection,

The Japanese beetle was accidentally
imported into a certain section of the
United States in a shipment of iris roots
and is now doing very serious and ex-
tensive damage. Great efforts are being
made to prevents its further spread and
bring about its eradication if that is pos-
sible.

Every precaution must be taken to pre-
vent its importation into Canada and the
earnest co-operation of every importer is
needed and desired.

allied with a belief in material force as
the ultimate power, are real foundations
for the ordered development of the
world’s life.”
