THE STPLEY CONTROVERSY.

Instead of smouldering away the 
Stanley controversy waxes hotter and 
hotter as time goes or. Herbert Ward 
who was with the expedition published 
a letter iu the London Times last Thurs­
day in which he charges his chief with 
collecting and setting afloat the little-tit- 
tle-tattle of tale bearers in order to evade 
the main controversy. Mr. Ward asks 
Why Stanley left inexperienced officers 
in charge of the rear, knowing that they 
could only carry out his orders and drive 
the load-bearers with greatest severity. 
Why had he appointed Barttelot, whom 
he disliked as much as Barttelot disliked 
him, and whom he knew was unsuitable 
for the work to the position of moment­
ous responsibility at the supreme crisis 
of the expedition? What must be 
thought of Stanley turning back to 
Yambuya, assuring Barttelot he had 
made a
him to guard the 
the expedition during his absence? 
Mr. Ward says Mtÿor Barttelot held 
sacred all of Stanley’s instructions to the 
last, and in the face of starvation refused 
to broach the stores that Stanley had 
warned him were essential to the suc­
cess of the expedition. He charges that 
Stanley by his own example on tiie 
march initiated among the members of 
his staff an indifference to human suf­
fering and among the load bearers an 
acceptance of their lot as mere beasts of 
burden. He denounces him for placing 
Barttelot in a position of bewildering al­
ternatives, at the mercy of Tippo Tib, 
and for dementing dead men by 
publishing the affidavit of a negro 
valet. It is very evident that in this 
case much has been told on both sides 
that is unworthy of credence, and it is 
quite as evident that there is much that 
might be told which both sides are anx­
ious to keep concealed. Bat conceal­
ment for any considerable period in a 
matter of such universal interest seems1 
impossible.

SEEDLING 1PPLES.
FUR COLLARS.Farmers throughout the Maritime 

Provinces and all over New England 
have this season had an unprecedented 
demand for seedling apples for evapora­
tion and the manufacture of jellies and 
marmalades. This demand is likely to 
increase ten fold w ithin a very few years 
for the industry is in its infancy a d i-e 
products are among the prime neces­
sities of life. For evaporation, jellies and 
marmalades, the seedlings are quite as 
good as the best table varieties and 
many think them better because they 
retain in a more decided degree tbe 
flavor of the fresb fruit There being no 
question but that there will always be a 

/ demand for seedling apples at a re­
munerative price, say 25 cents 
per bushel, it would not be amiss 
for farmers to consider the advis­
ability of starting orchards, which 
can be done without the outlay of a cent 
Everyone probably knows that apple 
trees grown from the seeds invariably 
produce a different variety of fruit 
from that from which the seeds were 
taken ; the best varieties we have are 
selected seedlings, propagated by graft­
ing. The farmer 'has only to sow his 
apple seeds, or pom ice from the cider 
mill, in rows as he would sow peas, 
either in the fall or spring. Keep down 
the weeds, thin out as they begin to 
crowd each other, transplant when about

WEIGHTS AND MEASURES.
■Traders, Manufacturers and owners of Weights, 
Measures and Weighing Machines generally are 
specially requested to read carefully the following 
instructions and act accordingly:

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when^ieemed necessary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when called upon to 
do so by au inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors o (weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to ,de-
___ d from the officer who makes the inspection,
an official certificate (“Form 0,6” with the words 
“Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to dç so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, map, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over again their verification

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SQUARE-RIGGED VESSELS BOUND TO ST. LARCESTOCKOFSPIRIT OF THE TUBES.A Bridge from Long Wharf to St. Hel­

ena Wharf.

The need of a bridge between the 
Long wharf and the St Helena wharf 
has been much felt lately by those who 
were formerly accustomed to walk the 
railway trestle. Mr. Robert Carson has 
provided the best accommodation he 
could by stretching his floats across 
the slip, but the climbing up and down 
ladders at low tide to reach the floats is 
a bad feature of the situation.

Some weeks ago Mr. Carson and Mr. 
Hamilton offered to put a foot bridge 
across at this point at their own expense 
if the bridge company would permit 
them to build it on their property a few 
feet outside the railway track. The offer 
was refused, but Mr. Carson was deter­
mined to have a bridge provided by 
some means. He has obtained permis­
sion to land the ends of it on the wharves 
on both sides of the slip, and will 
begin the work of building a foot 
bridge across this week. The bridge 
will be about 6 feet in width and have 
a railing on each side. It will be a 
great accommodation to the large 
number of persons who formerly walked 
tha trestle and to many more wbo did 
not like to take that risk for fear of being 
run down by trains. The bridge will also 
be a convenience to Mr.Carsou in his work 
of caulking and [repairing vessels about 
the two wharves but he thinks, very 
reasonably, too, that the large number 
of other persons who will find the bridge 
an accommadation will contribute some­
thing towards the cost of its construction. 
Several persons have already promised 
to do So-[end those who intend to sub­
scribe can generally find Mr. Carson 
about the St. Helena wharf.

When this bridge is built it will com­
plete a roadway for foot passengers from 
Acadia street to Mill street independent 
of the trestle.

THE LIME BUSINESS.

A Good Tear's Work Nolwlthstand 
log Low Prices.

The lime burning season is about over 
for the year, and all but a few of the 
large number of kilns in the vicinity of 
the city have been shut down for the 
winter. The prices of lime this year in 
the United States markets have been 
lower than usual owing to the demand 
for that article being smaller. But St. 
John lime has won a name for itself and, 
despite the opposition to its use from 
some quarters, those who want lime of 
first class quality now look for the St. 
John article. The export of lime from 
St. John since the business began to as­
sume large proportions has gone mostly 
to the New York market, and with the 
exception of small shipments by rail the 

* New England states got very little of it 
This season, however, there haabeen—*- 
large increase in the shipments to the 
eastern states and quite a footing has 
been gained in the Boston markets.

The business on the whole, boweve r, 
has not grown quite as rapidly as has 
been the case in some recent years. The 
lime exports from St John to the United 
States market during the year from the 
1st of November 1887 to the same date 
in 1888 were valued at $99,080. From 
Nov. 1st, 1888 to Nov. 1st, 1889, $137,877 
worth of lime was exported showing an 
increase in that year over the previous 
one of $38,687 worth, This year ending 
Nov. 1st the total lime export was valued 
at $146,447. Owing to the[ low prices 
and the
market many persons 
idea that this year’s shipments 
would be smaller than those of last 
but these figures show an increase of 
$8,570

In anticipation of the increased duty 
on lime under the McKinley bill -the 
shipments were heavier than usual, 
$48,867 worth having been shipped in 
the July, August and September quart­
ers, or over $400 worth mere than was 
reported during the same months of the 
year previous, and $8000 worth more 
than in July, August and September of 
1888.

When the McKinley bill went into 
effect, putting a duty of 6 cents per 
hundred pounds on lime, equal to about 
13 or 14 cents per barrel, there was a 
slight falling off in the shipments, the 
amount for October being $10,049 worth 
this year as compared with $11,163 
worth in October of last year.

It is not known jnst to what extent 
this increased duty will affect the busi­
ness, but there are those w%o think tha * 
what has been the case in regard to 
potatoes will apply to the lime business, 
as well. When the Yankees want good 
potatoes and haven’t enough of them on 
their own side of the line they will come 
to this side for tliem, pay the market 
price, and add the extra duty to the price 
in their own market This is 
being done right along this fall. 
But others contend that the Americans 
should be met with retaliation in the 
way of an export duty on wood. Said a 
lime burner the other day, "Put a good 
export duly on the kiln wood taken to 
Rockland. They must have it Then 
we would have the best of it in spite of 
them.”
