heard with feelings of very great re-
gret, the premier of this province hurl
across the floor of the hewse at a mem-
ber of the opposition an epi‘het which
we think is without precedent in our
legislative assembly. What must the
rising generation think, what effect mus.
such language have upon their receptive
minds? Is it not really deplorable that
the premier of this province, a gentle-
men for whom, personally, we entertain
feelings of respect, and whom we have
always 'considered to be a well-bred
English gentleman, should so far forget
himself as to cry from his high place in
that house “Liar”? We are very far
from jesting when we declare that Hon.
Mr. Turner’s faux pas-caused us genu-
ine sorrow. It is bad to have such
things go forth into the world; we do
not wish to see the satirists of Eastern
Cansda and the States and of London
holding our provincial legislature up as
something of the New Mexico type. No
doubt, Hon. Mr. Turner felt angry at
Mr. Cotton’s ruthless exposure of facts
as they appear to all people wio came
to the study of the company-mongering
matter with unbiased mind, but that is
no reason why he should have forgotten
parliamentary asage and the temperate
courtesy and self-restraint, which be-
come a gentleman at all times. The
word “liar” applied to an opponent any-
where is a vulgar epithet, unfit for the
lips of a gentleman.

Then, as to Hon, Mr.. Pooley’s extra-
ordinary behavior. We have commented
already upon that scene in a half-humor-
cous manner, but it deserves very serious
treatment; because such behavior is
most injurious to :the dignity and re-
putation of the house. Mr. Speaker, it
is true, checked the ministers for their
outrageous language, but he did not go
far enough. He ought, we think to have
warned them most earnestly that such
talk would not be permitted in that
house .under any provocation, and that
the consequences of disregarding the
warning of the chair would be of a very
:serious character.

It is almost incredible that the presi-
«dent of the council, a Queen’s Counsel,

When the time comes for the people
to express their opinion of the Turner
ministry, we hope that they will not for-
get among the host of other charges
that lie against that weak cabinet, that
the head of it called an opvonent a liar
across the floor of the house; and that
the next highest member of it threaten-
ed an opponent with 2 fist-mauling, the
argument of blood-and-broken-bones, If
the people of British Columbia want
gentlemen of that kind to control the
affairs of the province they must be con-
tent to have the proyince looked upon
by the world as a very “wild, woolly
and western” kind of a place.

TAX UPON MORTGAGES.

In a late number of the Montreal In-
surance and Finance Chronicle, one of the
highest financial journals in Canada,
appeared a brief editorial against a sug-
gestion which had 'been. made to
introduce a bill in the Quebec legislature
during the current session, to impose a
tax upon mortgages. The Chronicle says
it has always opposed-.the imposition of
such a tax, and it does so in the present
instance with characteristic vigor, for the
following reasons:

““We think it will be admitted that as
mugh as possible we should encourage
capital to come to this province, as a free
influx of it is a benefit to the whole com-
munity. Were a tax to be imposed upon
mortgages, it would -undovbtedly fall

apon the borrowers, and it would simply |

mean taxing such peérsons 'twice over.
They already pay their ordinary taxes,
and, if they have to bofrow on mortgages,
the lender will certainly stipulate, either
by charging a‘higher rate of interest, or
otherwise, that the unfortunate borrower
is to pay the mortgage tax, so that, in-
stead of assisting the borrowing classes,

‘Company, and the North
American Trading & Transportation
Company. ; These companies allow the
miners an average of- $15.25 an ounce
for their gold, which is worth $17, and
then charge them' 6 per cent. for drafts
on San Francisco or Chicago, It is to
be hoped that the government will re-
medy this great evil by arranging for
the establishment of a ‘Canadian bank at
Dawson, with comnetent assayers, so
that the miners can get full value for
their gold, and have it shipped out of the
country at a reasonable cost.

“Minirg is not the only industrg, that
can be carried on profitably in the Yu-
kon valley. There is room for hundreds
of farm~ along the river betwecen I'ort
Selkirk and Little Salmon, where hay,
grain. potatoes and ‘other vegetables
coull be grown to supply the mining
camps further dewn the river. Also
where the Dalton trail strikes the Yukon
river there is a fine wvalley from' one to
two miles wide and fifty miles ‘ong, with
bunch grass hills on all- sides. Along
the banks of the river the loam is fine
and black and  vegetables and feed
enough to supply even the big demand
that is bound to arise in the Yukon val-
ley. could be raised here.”

Like all others who have ‘come out,
Mr. Sullivan says there is no fear of
starvation, although the Indians may be
a little short, as last fall they ‘were vn-
able to purchase their usual supply of
provisions from the stores.

¢“Ag for my assistant and myself, we in-
tend to make as quick a trip as possible
with the aid of the Mounted Police. The
present inténtion is that we get to Lake
Bennett as soon as possible and put the
timber laws in operation. Neither we nor
the government knew much about the re:.
sources of the country, and it is our busi-
ness to find out something about them. We
will probably establish one office, where Mr.
Macfarlane will be stationed, in the lake
district, and I may go further inland; any-
how, we will investigate first. We will
apsist in any way Wwe “can the companies
who have licenses and operate mills in the,
timber districts, but some of these other
people taking in mills will find themselves
in a sad predicament.

LANDS AND WORKS.

Annual Report of the Chief Commission-
. er Presented to the Legislature.

The annual report of the Chief Com-
. missioner of Lands and Works, for the
vear ending December 31st, 1897, had
been issued. The report shows that there
were only 462 pre-emption records issued
as against 486 for the previous year, but
the certificates of improvements issued
numbered 204 for 1897 as against 144
for the year 1896. There was a notice-
able increase in the nnmber of certifi-
cates of purchase issued, being 977 as
against 694, over 50 per cent. of which
were credited toc Kootenay. ' The total
aéreage deeded for the:year was:609,507
aeres, as against 36,821, Seo that it may
be assumed that considerable of the land
deeded this year went to railway com-
panies as’  subsidies. The acreage of
crown lands deeded during the past year
is 50 per cent. greater than that of any
ybar since 1884. During the year 1892
the acreage deeded was 309,878 acres,
and during 1896 the acreage was but
36,821 acres. The coal prospecting
licenses issued during the year numbered
10, -but no acreage was issued under any
coal licenses for the year. No coal acre-
age has been granted since 1895, when
the acreage amounted to 14,461,

Fhe report of the: timber: inspeetor
shows that during the year; the timber
and-cordwood cut, éxclusive of that eut
upox -Dominion or the E. & N. Railway
lands,- was: On crown lands, 61,961,647
feet ; on timber leaseholds. 39,012,010
feet;. on privufe property, 4,963,740 feet
which was net subject to royalty. The
royalty payable upon timber:cut was set
at $50,487.82, and the estimated amount
allowed -for rebate on exportation was
$17/358.57, leaving a net revenue of
$33,129.25. To this should be added the
royalty collected on cordwood of §12,-
354.40. making a total net royalty of
$45.483.65. -The revenue accruing for
titnber leases -in ~ 1897 was $46,931.29,
together with special and general licenses
Aggregating $4.880.00. The total net
revenue derivable from all timber sources
was set at $97,294.94.

According to
this explanetion a secret compact ex-
isted between Russia and Germany be-
fore the Franco-Russian alliance was
arranged. Under its terms Russia un-
dertgok to supply Germany with all the
information obtainable by spies or other-
wise regarding French military affaivs,
Germany: supplying Russia in retuen
with information coneerning ancther
power, presumably Austria-Hungary.

Some exdlanation of
the attitude of France may be found in
the desire of her governcient te draw
French attention from the inquisition
provoked by Zola, .vhile it wust 10t be
forgotten that the minister for foreign
affairs bears upon his sheulders the bur-
den of the elections, close at band, a
has to face the thseatenings ¢f the col-
enial party to swamp the government if
it shows the faintest sign of yielding:

The
French have already possessed them-
selves of territory behind - Gambia and
Sierra Leone. Nobody need grudge them
this territory for its own sake, but what
has happened? The coast colonies are
eut off from trade with the interior, The
most vital point now in dispute is the
eontrol of the Niger river.. We -assert
our right to its use as far:.as Say, and
do s¢ mainly in order to secure the free
navigation of that great waterway as an
avenue of trade.”
_The Daily News appeals to the par-
liamentary opposition to avoid the temp-
tation to make parliamentary capital out
of national embarrassment, but rather
to strengthen his none too. vigorous
hands, In maintaining the vital inter-
ests of the country.

The  foregoing comments. represent a
Iarge section of public opinion. On the
other hand, the evidence is not wanting
that, though the negotiations drag and
promise to be prolonged snd tedious, no
immediate rupture is necessarily to be
apprehended, and that the danger lies
father between the military Chauvinists
of both countries in the disputed hinter-
lands.

Still, as we stand to-day, Eng-
Jand and France are in the meshes of
intermingling spheres of influence, and
there is no sign of yielding on either
side. While the frontiers are left un-
decided, the interest and friendship of
Both nations are at stake. The mischief
lies with those dreadful kings, who al-
ternately claim protection . from both
sides. The representatives of France
and England will fairly compare with
some of the so callled treaties, and I
am sure that M. .Hanotaux will be most
eonciliatory. You must not forget that
the French minister of foreign affairs
bears on his shoulders the burden of the
elections, which are close at hand.

“On the French side,” continues the
writar, “I was able to gather something
more than confirmation of the above.
“You must not forget,’ said a French
statesman, with whom I spoke, ‘that
there is a gad-fly which is egnstantly in-
citing a quarrel between France and
England. The German Emperor, with
his fertility of resource, never loses a
chance of being amiable towards
France. He considers that he has al-
ready soured France on hér Russian al-
liznce, and the commercial rivalry be-
fween his empire and Great Britain is
evident.

Question of Privilege.

Mr. Forster rose to a question of priv-
ilege. He said that he had risen to a
question of privilege on Friday last in re-
gard to the organization of the publie
accounts committee. That after the close
of the session on Friday, he had spoken
to some of the members of the committee,
and had endeavored to obtain the organi-
zation of the committee, but that he was
unsuccessful. The result was that the
public accounts committee had doné joth-
ing at all, and members of the committee
had been refused all information by the
officials of the treasury office. He under-
stood- that it was ‘the custom to grant
such information, but it had been  re-
fus-d this year, and he wished :o ciier
a protest against such treatment. The
contention of the government members
of the committee was that they could not
get along without a certain member of
the committee, who was out of the city.
Mr. Forsten asked whether the other
members of the committee should be sub-
mitted to this annoyance throughout the
session. He called the attention of the
house to the faet that the question put
by Mr. Kidd, with respect to the balance
to the credit of the province on Februnary
10th had not been/answered, and he re-
iminded the house that had ‘tﬂgg ommit:,
rtee Bean' glfowed ‘to Bét to work the ques-
tien could have been answered forthwith.
he held that the failure of the govern- !
ment to get the members of the commit-
tee to work was due to the unwillingness
of the government to allow this informa-
tion to go before the house, He said that
he for one did not propose to stand any
such nonsense.

Hon. Mr. Tarner said that he was
sorry that the hon. gentleman was so
warm upon the matter as there was no
reason for it at all. He held that the
opposition members were afraid to have
Mr. Rithet upon the committee. He said
that he was disappointed in that Mr.
Rithet had not arrived, and to overcome
the difficulty he proposed that Mr. Han-
ter should serve upon the committee dur-
ing his absence. This was agreed to.

Mr. Cotton in resuming the debate
upon the address, said that the house had.
been discussing the address for one -week;
but that the members of the opposition
had failed to, extract a single answer
from the members of the government
upon several important points in connec-
tion with the discussion of the matters
mentioned in ‘the speech. He said that
it was doubtful if any other parliament
covld produce such a Scene as had been
witnessed in the house during the past
week, He asked the leader of the gov-
ernment if he thought that in any other
house the members of the cabinet would
sit still for a whole week and not at-
tempt to get up and defend the policy of
the government or say what that policy
was? It was the duty of the govern-
ment to lead such’a debate and stand up
and defend the principles which had been
put into the hands of its supporters. In
complimenting the mover and seconder
of the address in reply Mr. Cotton said
that he c¢ould compliment them ‘not so
much upon what they had said, as the
manner in which they had said it. Both
were careful not to seem to give any
credit te the government for auything.
Major Mutter flew to Kipling and Mr.
Rogers to Providence. Neither of them
had ventured to say that the government
was entitled to any credit for the'condi-
tion of ithe province at the present time.
Mr. Cotton reminded the house that they
had ‘dwelt upon the increases in taxes in
certain districts. No one disputed the in-
crease, but he thought that when the
figures were analyzed that instead of a
matter for congratulation both hon. mem-
bers would admit that they could mot
have brought forward stronger condem-
nation of the government of the last ten
years, The members of the house were
told that as an evidence of the ability
and capacity of the present and preceding
governments, that the net revenue of the
country had. increased from $608,678 in
1887-8 10 $1,383,048 in 1896-7, an increase
of $774,370, or 127 per cent. If that in-
crease had been obtained in a natural
way, by the gradual development of the
province, by a growth in . population and
in the increasing wealth of the people,
and their ability to pay taxes, there would
be something satisfactory in the state of
things. Such, however, was not the case.
An analysis of the accounts would show |
that in regard to the wealth of the pro- i
vince and the ability of the people to pay
taxes the province had retrograded.

Still more the
general condition. of the province could
not be as satisfactory as the members
of the government made out, Of the
increase of $605,000. which was figared
out for 10 years, $301,000 was made up
of two items, largely from Kootenay—
free miners’ certificates, $155,000 and
$159,000. Taking these items away
there remained bvt $304,000 or an in-
crease of but 493 per cent. of an in-
crease for the 10 years against an  in-
crease - of 120 per cent, in population.
These figures showed that the rate of
of ‘taxation was more than the people
could bear.

Mr. Cotton then gave his attention to
the iexpenditures of the government. He
said that every year since he had been in
the ‘house the government had always
tried to excuse the increases in‘the gen-
eral,. expenditure, and the necessity for
keeping up and increasing the taxes by
the statemént that certain itemsof ex-
penditure neeessarily increased with the
opening up of the couniry. The net ex-
penditures for 1887-8 were $745,975 as
compared with $1,567,071, for 1896-7, an
incresse of $821,096, or $1104 per cent.
in the ten years, Taking the civil list,
which included the general expenditure
of .the government, for 1887-8 the civil
list expenditures were $69,000, as com-
pared with $1854,000, for 1896-7, or an in-
crease of 123 per cent, Compared with
the percentage of the revenue this ex-
penditure was 11.34 of the revenue for
1887-8 and 11.14 of the revenue for
1896-T7 or a decrease of only one-fifth of
one per cent. in the ten years., This, he
‘held, showed that there was something
wrong, Those who knew the conditions
prevailing ten years ago and those of to-
day, would be aware that the cost of the
civil service, in comparison with the
revenue, should be less than it was in
1887-8. The miscellaneous item had
been growing, In 1887-8 it was $47,000,
or 773 per cent. of -the revenue, and in
1896-7 it was $123,000, an increase of
162 per cent., and an increase of 1.16
in its relative perecentage to the general
revenue. He next took up the question
of the educationa; expenditures, one
item upon which there has been con-
siderable discussion. He said that the
house had often listened to Colonel
Baker telling that his department was
having enormous demands msde upon it.
That the demands of education were
growing so fast in proportion to the ex-
penditure that some change must be
brought about. There was, however, no
truth in this statement. In 1887-8 the
‘edcational expenditure was $99.000 as
against $220,000 for the year 1896-7, an
increase of 122 per cent., but of course
it was only relative. The population had
increased 120 per cent. and therefore the
educational grant appeared to have kept
about even with the growth in popula-
tion, In 1887-8 expenditures upon educa-
tion represented 16.28 of the revenue,
while in 1896-7° they represented but
15.90, or a deecrease of .38 per cent. It

M. Cotton. then gave his attention to
some of the finance measures of the gov-
ernment.- He had shown that as the
reveiie had increased the debt had in-
creadéd, not in regard to public works,
but e administration of - goevern-
ment, items which certainly should have
comerdown. Mr. Cotton said ~that the
finance minister must confess that the
poliey‘pursned with regard to loans was
a faifure. In 1891 a scheme was pro-
posed. to consolidate the whole of the old
loans_into 3 per cent. inscribed stock.
Mr. Cotton at that time had held that it
was not a wise move to attempt the con-
solidation, because he felt sure thut the
old loans could not be called in and that
therefore the aim of consolidation- could
‘not be carried out.  There was also no
object in converting them. If the prov-
ince went ahead it was clear that it
could:float loans at better terms. Such
had been the case, but the government
had spent large sums of money. in try-
ing to convert the old loans. The finance
minister had offered a larger percentage
for those loans than the market value
warranted, but he could not succeed in
the conversion. and he had recently aban-
doned-all further attempt at the conver-
sion of the loan of 1877. The railway
policy-of the government was then taken
up. None could venture to say that the
guarantee of the Shuswap & Okanagan
railway campany’s bonds was a success-
ful piéce of work.  The government
guaranteed interest upon an amount
greater by 1-3 than the railway cost.
The result had been that there was a
large amount to be provided for every
vear, and it would be many years béfore
the railway account would balance. He
was sure that the government was not
proud - of the Nelson & Sheppard ar-
rangement. In 1894 this road was going
to pay right off. The government guar-
anteed 'both principal and interest upon
this railway company’s bonds. Although
the road has done a large amount of
business the amount received by the gov-
ernment was not sufficient to meet the
interest alone. Having guaranteed both
principsil and interest upon these bonds
the government chartered the Kn_otena_v
& Southern railway to compete ngh the
N. & 8, railway. The government’s pol-
icy let the province down _thh one hand
and helped another railway with the
other.

Mr. Cotton—The leader of the govern-
ment voted against the K. & 8. bill, and
pointed. out its absurdity. Was. it right
for the government to give the hard cash
of the tax payers to build one railway,
when another railway was willing to
come in, build, and compete without any
subsidy whatever? Were it not for the
traffic which the K. & S. took from the
N. & S. the latter road would probably
have soon had a surplus over working
expenses. There was no disputing that
fact. The Vietoria & Sydney railway
scheme was denounced as an absurd
piece of' legislation. The province was
pledged to the expenditure of a large
sum of money and what good was the
road? :Mr. Cotton then referred to the
railway poliey of the government which
was hinted at last year.

“It may be that Canada is not the only
country that furnishes cause to grumble
when the question of duties on miners’
effects are considered.

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THE WRECK FOUND

The Charred Remains of the Cl'ara.
Nevada Seen by the Steam-
er Thistle.

Numbes’ of Those Lost Greater Than

‘Was Supposed—Rustler's Inef-

fectual Search.

Steamer Thistle, which arrived = this

morning 3
down passed the wreck of the ill-fated
Clara Nevada, lying in four fathoms
with some broken spars ;nark_mg the
spot. - The wreck is on the western point
of Eldred rock and was visited by the
steamer Rustler, of Junead.

After finding the wreck . the Rustler
went across to Sullivan making a circugt
of the island, then to the mouth of Ed'dx-
cot river, down the mainland to Point
Whidby to the Lynn Sisters and ﬁ}mlly
across to Barlow islands, covering in all
200 miles in its search for any survivors
of the steamer, but not a sign of life was
to be seen, and heavy snows have fallen
since the wreck which would have cover-
ed up any of the dead cast ashore by the
waves. 5 5

The Rustler steamed sixty-three miles
of the mainland close enough to distin-
guish objects with a glass but could see
no one or discover any signals of distress.
Wreckage was strewn along the main-
lund and not a vestage of wreckage was
seen on the west coast nor on Sullivan
island, in the centre of the channel. On
the night of the disaster the wind was
blowing a hurricane from the north down
Chilkat inlet which would account for
the wreckage being found on the main-
land. No small boats could live in the
sea ou the night of the wreck; according
to the direction of the wind the boats
would have been smashed to pieces on the
rocky shores of the mainland which are
said to be perpendicular for twelve miles.
One life boat was attached to the wreck-
ed ship. :

On examining the wreck it was found
the smoke stack had gone and a large
hole, black and charred in the middle of
the hull told the tale of' the beiler explo-
sion.

From news brought down by the This-
tle the number of those who met death
in the sad catastrophe was greater than
at first thought. She carried a crew of
28, and latest reports from Skagway say
25 passengers embarked there. One of
these was E. W. Sapartos; of New York,
cne of Skagway’s most prominent citi-
zens, who was heavily intereste_d in the
new wagon road and other improve-
ments on White Pass trail. * His brother
accompanied the search party on the
Rustler. Others who are new known to
have embarked at Skagway on the Clara
Nevada were Messrs. Benicke and Noyes
of Juneau, A. J. Selang of New York,
Frank Whitney of Cripple Creek, A.
Novies of Dyea, — A. Ross and wife.

Varying estimates have come down of
the number of passengers who left Skag-
way on the Clara Nevada. One estimate
places the number at thirty-five. The
warfinger at the Skagway dock says she
did not carry more than ‘eight or ten
from that port.

‘In a letter written from Skagway, W,
F. Saportas, whose brother was a vic-
tim of the disaster says: A

“There were at least thirty-five passen-
gers on the Clara Nevada, and two of
them were from Dawson. No one knows
their names. You ‘probably have heard
by this time of the death of my brother
E. W. Saportas, on the :Neévadd. The
only passengers I knew.by Tiame were as

.follows: B. W, Saportas, New York city;

A. J. Selang, New York city; Al Noyes,

“On her up trip the Nevada was laid
up one day at Fort Simpson to have her

At #&ome
point on the journey the rope broke,
leaving the two squaws with the “cpa-
poose behind the men, careless or: ob-
livious of their com}ganions fate proceed-
ing on their way. The poor women suc-
cambed to the cold and were found a
short time afterwards by a party .of ‘men
Journeying over the trail, frozen to
death, but with that devotion for ‘her
offspring which is characteristic of the
mother, the papoose had been ecarefnlly
wrepped up and was comparatively well
when found. The finders brought the
'littllle one into Dyes, where it was doing
well.

According to it
the men deliberately abandoned the
squaws and made their way to a place
of safety, when the women crawled to
a point where the storm was not so
keenly felt. The mother, realizing that
the child would die unless it reached
some place where warmth could be
found, took off her own clothing, wrap-
ped the child in it, and placing it in the
arms of the other woman begged her to
make for some place of safety. In this
attempt the other woman succeeded, and
the following day, the fury of the storm
haing abated, the mother was found
stark naked, cold in death.

MINERS SHOURE-LICENSES,

Steamers Queen and Alki Make Long Stay
in Port to Allow Passengers to
Get Licenses. i

The Americans, notwithstanding the mis-
representations of some of their less
scrupulous journals, are beginning to realize
that ‘“‘the Klondike is In Canada,” for some
thousands of them,  passengers oRr the
steamers Queén, Alki.and Farallon, wowld
not take passage th under the cofdi-
tion that the steamers- should remain - at
Victoria long enough'<té"allow them ‘to
sécure - the necessary -‘“‘free ‘miner’s lcense'
from the collector of. customs, The stedm-
ship companies were obliged to grant the
request of the passengers, and the steamer
Quéen, which usually makes a brief stay
here, remained in’ port about thirty hours.
The Alki, another vessel of the Pacific
Coast Steamship Company, which rarely
touches at this port, called in yesterday
morning and remained until this afternoon,
her call here being made solely to allow
pagsengers to secure licenses. This morn-
ing the Farallon called on her way north-
wal and soon the streets in front of the
custdm house were filled, each man Jingling
his ten dollar gold piece, ‘which he was-to
exchange for a license. The clerk who: is-
sued the licenses was so hard pressed that
assistance wasg called in, and besides C -
tor Milne ang Appraiser Marchant, both of
whom were Industriously writing licenses,
several extra clerks: were hard at ‘work.
The numbe&iﬂf licenses Isdued ‘this morn-

ing (the ac number_coyldimot be ascer-
tpfned). is estimated at ld‘?;oo to 400.

Stewart enters the Yukon about 68
miles 'above Dawson, and is a large and
dangerous stream. Its mouth is divided
into six openings, and at the point of
contact with the Yukon the river is
about a mile wide. At the lower, or
7 western mouth, the one nearest.to Daw-
: son, there is an encampment of . seme
400 or 500 people, haying gone up there
during the various rushes which have
taken place, and settled down at that
¢ the first place of arrival.
¢ .My, Beall siys, reports to the con-
trary notwithstanding, the Stewsrt is
. practicaly an unknown rviver, the only

menshaving gidededed in- geting wp -any-

distance being two dentists, a doctor, a
preacher, a “tenderfoot* and three pros-
pectors, Of this number five only reach-
&d'MeQuestion creek, 125 miles from the
mouth of the river, and the other three
turned back long before that. The Stew-
are is said to be a very peculiar and
« treacherous stream; the current is ex-
i ceptionally strong and it needs very
. skilful navigation, indeed on the part of
anyone ‘who attempts the trip down.
Mr. Beall, in company with five other
men, started on the trip down on De-
cember 3rd with 18 inches of snow on
the ground and the thermometer re-
gistering 72 degrees Dbelow zern. They
took  about 800 pounds of provisions,
tents, blankets, stove, tools and other
necessaries, hauling the whole lot on
three sleds, which they dragged them-
selves, Averaging about seven miles a
day, the first sign of life they struck was
a cabin wherein the doctor previously
spoken of was encamped, bhaving with
him a man who had been nearly killed
by the falling of a tree, and who was
suffering from broken ribs and a fractur-
ed arm. The two men had commenced
to sink a shaft in a gulch where ihey
were encamped, and when the unfortu-
nate accident happened Rad succeeded
in getting -down a depth of thirteen feet
without having struck even a color. \Mr.
Beall and party continued the sinking
of the shaft and at fifteen feet commenc-
ed to find colors. 'They continued to a
depth of twenty-six feet receiving en-
' couragement all the time from the
colors they were obtaining when they
struck a large boulder, which, as they
: had no giant powder, defied all their ef-
:forts, osing heart, the party decided
: 10 cortinue on their way up the river,
i and travelled 14 days, prospecting the
i barg as they went along. Provisions
; running short, they made an attempt to
: locate & cache of moose meat, said to be
i the vicinity of the voint they had
! reached, but were unsuccessful, and in
danger of starvation were compelled to
réturn.

The Story of their return jourmey is
harrowing. The continuous snow storms,
thé intense cold and the difficulty of
making their way, hampered us they
- were” with their stock of provisions,
made” the trip of more than usual se-

verity; even in those régions of hard-
ship. * The ' storms finaly became so se-
vere that it was impossible to withstand
them, and shelter was sought by the
party in a deserted Indian cabin which
afforded them sufficient>shelter to break
the fury of the cold .winds. Here they
remained for two days, snd, continuing
their journey, they found the intense
cold had caused the ice to drop, and for
the remainder of their journey to the
mouth of the river they were wading in
from four to ten inches of water. Once,
two of the men, in the lead, breaking a
trail, fell ‘through the ice, and were res-
cued only with great difficnlty. Nine
and a half days were occupied in makin-
35 miles, six men drawing 350 pounds
on the ‘three sleds, Mr. Beall says

rich in flour gold, very heavy and easily
saved, but in the various gulches and
streams they prospected nothing was ob-
tained except light flake gold, which it is
nlmost_ Impossible .to save except with
quicksilver. He says most emphatically:
that whatever gold-there is in Stewart
river he is willing t» part with his incer-
est without any comsideration’ whatever.
Anyone who wants it, he adds, is wel-
come  to it, for after having walked 600
miles from Dawson to the coast he would
prefer to make that trip ten times over
rather than ge fifty miles up the Stewart
river. One man whom Mr. Beall met on
his trip claimed to have ascended the
Stewart 260 miles three years ago, and
he states that at that distance vegetation
ceases and theré is nothing but a vast
field of snow and ice on every hand.
Steamboat bar and Porcupine bar,
both now completely worked out, have
yielded together something like $80,000
