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A Flutter in Local Politics.

It is interesting to observe that

when the daily newspapers set about

the work of manufacturing a politi-

cal crisis, they are sure to make a

large number of people believe that

the crisis is a fact; and if there is a

portion of the press of the country

particularly successful in making

mountains of this character out of
mole-hills it is the St. John press.

The reasons for these delusions being
generally successful in their way for
the time being, are, we presume, to

be found in two facts: 1st, that the
bulk of city mankind, particularly,
are very slow to acquire that acumen
1n forming correct judgment in mat-
ters political which being often be-
fooled is calcnlated’ to create, and,
2nd, that unthinking people in town
and country do not make sufficient
allowance and discount upon the
overweening conceit that is- the out-
come of living in large centres of
population, where the inhabitants
are, too often, prone to forget that
they do not comprise the whole
commonwealth, while their papers
have not the quality of rising above
the mistaken popular sentiment of
their localities. To “this fushion
must (we) come” in gauging the real
significance of the alleged crisis in
New Brunswick politics which some
very excellent, but superficial, excit-
ed and prejudiced people in St. John
would have us all believe is to be
brought about because the late
solicitor-general has been chosen by
the local government to fill the pesi-
tion of police magistrate of the city
under its new charter, when what is
now known as Portland shattbe
added to it. The question over
which the two local parties of the
province are to be turned topsy

turvy, in the minds of our St. John
triends, is entirely one of spoils and,
if experience goes tor anything, it is
of a class which has always been of
paramount importance to those inter-
ested; and no one else, A very able
man in his capacity as presiding
judge now occupies the position of
police magistrate in St. John, and
the Act constituting the enlarged
city sets forth that he shall hold
office until the provincial government
appoints his successor. The provin-
cial government—wisely or unwisely
—has determined that the ‘suc-
cessor” shall be a geutleman who
has, for some years, been a member
of the government and legislature,
representing St. John. The legisla-
tive representatives of the constitu-
ency. were equally divided on the
question as to whether the present
incumbent or their colleague should
have the officé, while the govern.
ment, itself, was unanimously in
favor of the latter. There is really
nothing, therefore, in the whole mat-
ter to justify the belief on anybody’s
| part that the decision arrived a¥ will
aftect the relative position of the
Government and opposition outside
of St. John. It has about as much
to do with the standing of the local
government in the province at large,
as the Quebec Jesuit question has
with Dominion politics, although we
suspect that some of the same ele
ments enter into it. From the time
the appointment was decided on the
importance of the subject in all its
besring on local politics began to
lessen, even in the city directly af-
fected, and when it is copsidered
that the resignation of the solicitor-
general to enable him to accept the
new office in prospect for him involv-
ed the opening of a chance for the
promotion of some aspiring citizen
of the County to the coveted position
of government candidate for the
vacancy in its representation, the
bestowing of the vacated office in the
government on Mr. Speaker, whose
late position is one that can be
kept as a prospective reward for the
good behaviour of at least a trio of
members to whom the St. John
magistracy business may have given
occasion of offence, and when we all
know that time is a sovereign balm
for the heading of local irritations of
this class, it appears ridiculoys that
anyone should seriously entertain
any other opinion than that the
alleged leading friends of the Gov-
ernment, who are now “breathing
out threatenings’ over the matter,
will by and bye come to the conclu-
sion that they were unduly excited
over what is really a very small thing
save to the parties immediately
and personally concerned.

It is, of course, possible that the
St. John members who have taken
very strong ground agsinst Mr
Ritchie being appointed, may feel
bound to carry out their threat to
resign, but even should they or others
be elected on the opposition side to
fill their places, the government will
still be quite strong. It is very in-
teresting, in connectign with this
little squabble over an office, to hear
the ravings about ‘‘justice” of some
of our St, John triends who have
supported the government, and, yet,
when a whole section of the province
was claiming justice, a short time
since, in connection with the most
important interest of the country,
these same parties had only sneers or
the Janguage of sglfish indifference
tor the petitioners. St. John can be
very calm and indifferent, excepting
when such things as its base -ball
interests, or the disposal of its little
offices are at stake, ana then its

papers set up a din worthy ofa
Bugtown fire. We hope our friends
down by the Bay of Fundy will, dur-
ing the approaching season of fog,
cool off and not have the rest of the
country laughing at their staying
powers in the matter of small excite-
ments.

We give the following trom the
Sun and Telegraph which will assist
our readers in understanding how
purely local the matter is. The Sun
says :
According to our advices the appoint-
ment of Mr. Ritchie was decided upon by
the government on Friday. Itis known
on the street that a dispatch was sent
late the same day from the attorney
general to Dr. Alward and Dr. Stockton,
askiog them whether they would consent
to legislation at the next session of the
house separating the office of police
magistrate from that of judge of the civil
court. The generally received opinion is
that in reply it was stated that no ob-
jection would be made to that proposition,
provided Mr. Peters was not displaced
from his position, meanwhile. This is
a matter which had been brought up
several times before, the idea being that
the offices of common clerk and city
judge combined would make a respect-
able and remunerative position for Mr.
Peters, leaving the police magistracy to
Mr. Ritchie. Thereis reason to believe
that the despatch from Fredericton was
intended to place Dr. Stockton and Dr.
Alward in an awkward position, iuasmuch
as Ly consenting to the displacement of
Mr. Peters after next session they would
not be in a position to denounce the gov
ernment on public grounds for displacing
bim new. If thetwo members have with
a clear understanding of the meaning of
the question expressed their approval of an
arrangement by which the expense of city
governmeut will he largely increased,
without increase of efficiency they have
made a great mistake. When Mr. Ritchie
is appointed it may be necessary to relieve
him of the civil department of the ‘court.
But Mr. Peters can transict the whole
basiness with ease. The proposition there-
fore is, first that Mr. Peters be set aside
to make room for a member of the govera-
ment, and secoudly that the new magis-
trate shall be relieved of a large part of
the work, which another man is to be paid
to perform. Our idea is that the attoroey
general when he sent this despatch to
Messrs. Stockton and Alward had no in-
tention of delaying the appointme i

not weigh against any man, admittedly
otherwise qualified for office at the dis-
posal of the government of which Attor-
ney Blair is leader.

The Army’s Parades.

In the famous test case at Quebec to de-
cide the question of the lezality of the Sal-
vation Army’s parades in the public streets,
the Court of appeals sct aside the verdict
of the jury in the court below, tinding the
Apmy guilty of commiting a public nui.
sance and ordered a new rial, In rendering
the judgment of the court, however, Chief
Justice Sir A. A. Dorion said it should be
well understood that the new trial was
granted more from a doubt as to whether
the evidence adduced before the jury le-
ally supported the verdict rendered than
from any hesitation inthe minds of the
Bench on the question of the Army’s as
sumption of the right to parade, sing and
shout 1n the public street. He said the
Court was unanimous in holding that the
Salvationists had no right to parade as
they had been in the habit of doing, if they
annoyed or obstructed the public in the
public streets, There was no law which
confeired on Salvationists or any one else
privilege of doing so. Such practices
might be tolerated, but toleration ceasel
when they became a nuisance when they
obstructed the pablic, impaled tiaf:,
frightenad horses, endangered life and pre-
ventsd people from sleeping in their
houses, . The streets were for circulation,
and any obstruction tothe latter was a
nuisance. So much was this the case that
in all large and well conducted cities even
any one standing in the street was regard-
ed as obstructing and immediately told by
the police to move on,

Our intelligent and educated temperance
friends, who have expressed their disap-
proval of the Advocate’s raw and uncul-
tured mode of discussing the Scott Act
question, will not, we think, find fault !

The Herring Cove factory owned by
W. S. Loggie Esq., is under way and
business there is rushing. A great many
improvements have been made and with
Mr. Loggie’s well known enterprise has
made the Cove quite a stirring place. He
has Mr. Harrisson Davidson in charge of
the whole arrangement, both the canning
and the ountside part of the business. This
factory has five boats engaged, aud,
besides there are two more boats fishing.
These two boats have theré own lines,
traps and all the rigging connected with
the lobster business, and they land
the lobsters at the Herring Cove
factory for Mr. Loggie. Thereare fifteen
girls and women employed and about ten
men and boys, not including the boatmen.

All the factories are busily packing now,
but lobsters are very scarce.

Saturday the 10th was a very rough
day down here, A few boats came ashore
and got badly broken, but were not total
wrecks.

The “Bridgetown.”

Everybody who has seen the new
steamboat, Bridgetown, which was, on
Monday last, placed in the hands of her
owner, Mr.  Edward Sinclair, by her
designerjand builder Mr. Joseph Ruddock,
agrees that in all points which go to make
up efficiency in a craft of her class, she is
the best of the many small steamers that
haye been built on the Miramichi. She
is, essentially, a Miramjchi production,
the birch, hacmetac and pine of which the
hull is composed, having grown here,
while the machinery was designed and
manufactured by Mr. Buddock. We
would like to ray that the boiler was also
built here, but it happens that while
Chatham has facilities for building a few
of the boilers required on the north, that
is one item of manufacture that we often
go abroad for, when it should hLe dong at
home,

In her main features the Bridgetown is
a combination of the tug-boat and steam
yacht on a small scale. She is 47 ft. long,
9 {t. wide and 4} ft, deep. She is decked
over, like other tug-hoats and has the
usual wheel house, engine house and
cabin, in all of which there is more room
than one would expect to find in a vessel
of her size. The deck houses are in
excellent proportion to the hull, the lines
and shear of which are true to the eye
giving the whole a pleasing and harmoni.
ous appearance. The engines are of the
“Ruddock” pattern —doublg—the cylin-
ders 6x6 in. heiog side by side in a ngat
frame, the columus of ;which are neatly
turned and, like many of the working
part>, worked to a burnished surface.
The 3 ft. propeller, which is of the
adapted “Thorny craft” pattein is of bell
metal and unbreakable,  The steel boiler,
4 ft. diamneter and 5 ft. long is of the
marine—fus and teturn tubes --pattern,
ghe shell being made of one sheet.

The Bridgetown’s frame is of juniper,
the keel anl plnking to a few inches
above the wateriue of birch aud the
topsides pine. Messrs. Blake and Fieiger
made a creditable job «f the hull and Mr
John McDonoald of the joinec work and,
le, the Bridgetown i3 a boat of
which both Mr. Ruddock and her popu]ar
owner may be proud.

Royall
is 8 Democrat and an aspirant for political
honors,

In his interview he said: ¢If the
voters of this district should think me
worthy of a seat in Congress, my aim will
be the disfranchisement of the negroes.
No white man in the South would, for a
moment, entertain a proposition to re-
ens’ave the negro, or to treat him unfairly
in respect of his rights of person or pro-
perty, but all of us know and feel that it was
a crnel piece of injustice to us to put the
ballot into his hands in his present half
civilized state,

This is the time of year when the
window-sash question breaks loose and
runs rampant in all direction. One says
that the windows should be up, and an-
ther says they should be down. One
demands fresh air, aud another clamors
against the danger of chills. Every house
at such times is divided against itself.
Mother array herself against son, wife
against husband, lover against sweetheart.
Peéople who never before quarrelled about
anything do the Kilkenny cat act on this,
And for all this, the question is never
settled. Rows and wrangles leave the
subject just where they began with it. As
fast as Doxie Ann puts up the window
Keturie Jane shoves it down—and vice
versa, Oh, well, fly-time will come along
by-and-by and then the seething, roasting
heat will wipe out the line of division, and
there will be no more fuss about the
window until fall.

A Paris letter writer describes some
queer suicides :—A mechanic was work-
ing along the banks of the Seine, when he
observed a pair of wooden shoes with a
string attached and connecting with the
river. A piece of paper was in the shoe,
requesting the passer-by to bring the
dead-cart, as a corpse was at the other
end of the cord. The suicide signed his
name. His last request was attended to.
In a hospital ward a man to terminate his
agonies, tore a strip from the bed-sheet
tied it round his throat, covered himself
beneath the clothes and expired. The
deceased boasted he knew a better mor-
phine than what the doctors gave him,
A publican, suffering from an incurable
disease, sent two bullets into his head
with a revolver. He called his family to
bid them farewell. Next, he went to his
bed-room, sponged his face, undressed
himself, got into bed and expired fifteen
minutes afterwards.

Because Bishop Potter, of New York,
drew a striking comparison between the
politics of Washington’s day and those of
the present regime, greatly to the dis-
paragement of the latter, he has been
pretty severely criticised for his utterances,
His allusion to the plutocracy of to-day is
also resented, although there are quarters
where the preacher’s admonitions are
taken in good part. The Bostan Herald
says: “‘One does nct need to be well ad-
vanced in years to remember a time when
the number of families in Boston who
kept private carriages could almost be
numbered upon one’s fingers ; when social
entertainments among the wealthy classes
were extremely simple; when the dwelling-
houses in the so-called aristocratic parts of
the city were modest, unpretentions man-
sion, and when the general scale of living
of those who resided in them was not
much over what a clerk or salesman hav-
ing a salary of $2,000 per annum would
now consider essential for the comfort of
his farcily.” That all this is changed the
superficial observer of American society
knows well.

PHILADELPHIA, May 7:—A sea of phos-
phorescent fire, extending as far as the eye
could reach, was passed on Tuesday last 185
miles east by north of Cape Henlopen by
the Allan line steamship Monitoban, from
Glasgow, now here. ‘‘Early on Tuesday
night the heavens suddenly became over-
cast and intensely dark, and I left the
bridge temporarily, leaving Second Officer
Johnson in charge. I had hardly reached
the chart.room when the cry of fire was
announced on the starboard bow, and I
rashed on the bridge and found the sea to
be like a mass of flame, presenting a scene
of sublime grandeur. Whenever a sea
broke over the bow of the vesael the drops
of fire spread over the rigging and decks
like the flying enibers of a genuine conflag-
ration, where sparks were driven by a
strong wind. Everywhere on the deck
were found tiny, sparkling, phosphores.
cent beads, which did not disappear until
next morning. For two hours the vessel
was steaming through this sea of fire,
causing considerable alarm to the super-
stitious sailors and passengers. In a dis-
tance the sea appeared to be breaking on
a strand, but a dip of the log without find.
ing bottom indicated that shoal water was
not near at hand.” Thie unusual phen-
omenon has caused considarble interest
among scientific men, a similar sea having
been seen several months ago in the Bay
of Bengal, which has puzzled the lgamed
heads of Europe. An elaborate report
will ba prepared for the Hyrographic
Office.

0zARK, May 10.—Dave Walker,chief of
the “bald knobbers,’" his son William and
John Matthews were hanged to-day for
the marder of Charles Green and Wm,
Edens in March, 1887. This order of
masked regulators was instituted in Taney
county in 1885 and the needs of lawless-
ness and crimes committed by the “‘Re-
gulators” were such as to terrorize the
whole community. An old man named
Edens had denounced the bald knobbers
and in revenge they attacked his house,
shooting the inmates without regard to sex
orage. Wm. Ededs and Charlers Green
were killed. Four of the bald knobbers
were finally arrested, but two escaped
from jail, the gther two, Dave and Bill
Walker, refused to leave jail. John and
Wyley Matthews were the ones who es-
caped, but the former gave himself up ;
the other has not yet been captured. The
condemned men believed up to within 48
hours of execation that they wounld never
be compelled to pay the extreme penalty
of the law, Pleas were made to the Gov-
ernor for commutation. but he declined
to interfere. Bald knobberism is now de-
funct in this section.

A PEW HORSE HINTS,

Don't breed a common mare to a high
bred trotting stallion, and pay & good
round service fee, with expectatiom that
you are going to get a 2:40 trotter. You
will surely be disappointed. If you have
one or more good work mares, and want
to raise colts which will sell early at a
good price, breed to agood draft or coach
stallion. You will get a good return for
the money invested, and with less trouble
than if you were breeding for speed. If
you breed to a weedy trotting “stallion,
with nothing to recommend him but his
pedigree, if you do not get speed you will
not get anything, and the probabilities are
you will not get speed. If you havea
good trotting bred mare, it is, as a rule,
best to beed her to a trotting bred stallion,
and the better he is bred the more favor-
able are the chances for getting a valuable
colt. But the stallion should be good
enough individually, as well as free from
blemishes and hereditary defects, as to
insure you getting a fine colt even if it be
not fast.

Mr. Robert Burgess, of Rurgess Bros.,
Wenona, IlL, in reply to the question :—
«‘What do you consider proper feed for a
mare that is sucking a foal,” answer—

*Good pasture and plenty of slop-bran
i all that isnecessary. When the foal is
about to be weaned,the mare should be kept
on dry hay for a few days. A little light
work will also assist in drying up her flow
of milk.”

“Do you feed your foals when sucking.
If so, what ?”

““Yes, Our foals, while sucking, are
allowed to run at will to a trough of
sound, whole oats. For this purpose a
trough is fenced off in the pasture by
boards high enough to keep out the mares
and allow the colts to get under, and oats
are supplied for the colts at all times.”

“Wher do you wean you colts, and at
what age do you breed your fillies ?”’

““We wean our colts at from four to six
months of age, according to the season of
the year. If the foal is dropped early, we
wean it at four months ; but if it is a late
colt, we allow it to suck longer. The best
age to begin breeding a filly is at two year
old past—say, about twenty-six months,
She shoald then be allowed a year’s rest as
a three-year-old.”

“‘There is one thing that demands close
attention after the horse has been bred
and grown, and that is his feet. What is
your practice in regard to keeping the
hoofs in order,”

“We fill the feet with soft blue clay, in
order to keep them in good condition.
This is the greatest preventive of hoof
troubles, as it supplies plenty of moisture
tothe feet.”

It blew a small breeze all
day from the southwest, the weather
keeping fine. It was ten o’clock in the
morning 'when we started om our
labour, and the sun had been sunka
few minutes by the time we had rigged
the last whip for the lowering and
poising of the powder. This left us
nothing to do in the morning but light
the matohes, lower the powder into

_-position, and then withdraw to the
schooner and await the issue.

Next morning I went to the cook-
room very early and lighted the fire;
my companion presently srrived, and
we sat down to our morning meal,
which being soon ovet I rose and said,
¢Tofus now see what the gunpowder
is going to do for vs.” .

He exclaimed briskly, ‘“‘Ay, now for
the great experiment,” and made for
the companion-steps with an air of
bustle.

The wind as before was in the south-
west, blowing without much weight.
‘We got upon the ice, and went to work
to fix matches to the barrels and bags,
and to sling them by the beams we had
contrived ready for lowering when the
matches were fired, and this occupied
us the best part of two hours. When
all was ready I fired the first match,

" and we lowered the—barrel smastly to
the scope of line we had settled upon;
80 with the others, as well as the bags.
‘We then returned to the schooner, the
Frenchman breaking into a run and
tumbling over the rail in his alarm with
the dexterity of a monkey.

Each match was supposed to burn
about an hour. It was three or four
minutes ﬁut the hour and I was look-
ing breathlessly at my watch when the
first of the explosions took place.

1 durst not look forth till all the powder
bad burst, lest 1 should be struck by
some flying piece of ice, but unless the
schooner was injured below she was as
sound as before, and in the exact same
posture, as if afloat in. harbour, only
that of course her stern lay low with
the slope of her bed.

I called to Tassard and he lifted his
head.

“No, no,” he answered. ‘‘ Tis a
Spaniard’s trick to fling down toa
broadside.
