Then comes a 
period, «when, if human, they would 
take to crutches or a grandfather’» 
stick, but. as no satisfactory crutch has 
been devised for railway trains they 
are allowed to poller alwut on subur­
ban lines just for all the world as if 
they were in a back garden raising 
tulips.

It may sound st rangely to hear per­
sons talk about a "tired steel axle” 
or a "fatigued iron rail,” but that 
sort of talk is heard along railways 
and in machine shops, and is consid­
ered correct. ' 'The idea of inanimate 
metal Incoming weary !” may be your 
thought, but experts familiar with the 
ways of machinery, say that work 
makes it tired, and that it needs rest, 
as you do.

" What caused the axle to break ?" 
asks the Traffic Manager.

“ Fatigue of the metal,” answers 
the Inspector.

That answer is frequent, and often 
in accordance with the facts, 
times an axle breaks, or a rail parts 
or a wheel separates under much less 
than the usual strhin, and the most 
careful examination possible will show 
no defect or weakness. This leads en­
gineers to charge fatigue of the me­
tal with the result.

Sinews of bteel can tire as well as 
muscles of brawn and metal that does 
not have its rest will cease to do its 
work, and may cause gret damage. At 
least so the engineers say ; and as­
sert that without rest the affinity of 
the molecules of the metal for each 
other becomes weakened, until the 
breaking point is reached. Then comes 
trouble.

Apple sauce, well made, Is a de­
lightful relish; poorly made it is any­
thing but appetizing. Quartered, 
stirred and sweetened only, somewhat 
broken and tasteless, sue hi isC not at- 
t ractive,
Uina ke apple 
pared quarters in sweet cider, till 
tender, keeping all in shape. It took 
a half a day to make it, and cider- 
apple sauce was apparently a neces­
sity in every farmer's larder. Apple 
butter was also thought much of. 
It was made by cooking apples, cider 
and sugar all together, for a long 
time, till of an even smooth consis­
tency, and by stirring continually. Its 
quality depended upon the nmount of 
stirring and it had the appearance of 
a soft marmalade.

But to the govt upplo sauce of our 
own day, a tart apple is called for, 
ripe, yet not too mellow. Pare, slice 
and stexv with a little water, stir­
ring often till of an even, smooth con­
sistency, then iidd a little salt, and 
sugar to the taste, and keep stirring 
till thoroughly incorporated and re­
move at once from the fire. II is 
ready to (put into a dish to cool. A 
little nutmeg «or lemon flavor is a 
matter of taste, and some stir in a 
piece of butter to add to its richness. 
Sugar counts for little if added while 
cooking. We have all its effect if 
added after the fiance, is cooked.

A light nnd quick apple dumpling 
is made in this way. Pare and slice 
four mellow, sour apples into a two 
quart pill or pudding dish, add one 
cupful of sugar, a lit tle salt and sev­
eral Infx of butter, The apples will 
have juice, enough of their own. Over 
these pul. a stiff batter, made < f a 
coffee cupful of flour, one teaspoon- 
fill of Royal Inking powder, a I it tie. 
salt, a tea spoonful of butter, and 
milk to have the batter laid in one 
piece over I lie apples. Press (lowu 
the crust and cover the pail, and 
steam briskly for an "hour and a half. 
Turn out, upside down, on a platter, 
and serve with a hot sauce, flavored 
with lemon. Stir the yolk of one egg 
into the sauce and lastly stir in the 
while, beaten to a froth.

Another way is to roll the pared, 
cored, fart apple in a rich paste, or 
if preferred in a plain "pie crust," 
and bake it. Tlie cores should be 
filled with butter, tiugar and a good 
pinch of cinnamon. To be served 
with hard sauce or both hard and soft 
sauce. These can bo made, very rich 
ur plain, but they are always good.

An apple porcupine is a handsome 
dessert. Pare and core six nice, fair, 
.sweet apples, stew in a large kettle

The British hen is laying even few­

er eggs than usual at this time of 
year. The result is that the average 
town householder can scarcely get a 
dependable new laid egg to put upon 
his breakfast Cable, even at an ex­
tortionate price.

The annual consumption of eggs iu 
Loudon in the compete of a year is es­
timated at 050,000,000. Great Britain 
consumed last year eggs to the value 
of £10,000,000. English farms could pro­
duce all these without the displace­
ment of other agricultural products. 
But so sadly behind his proper place 
is the British farmer that he allow­
ed the foreigner to send in during 
1890 no fewer than 1.940,000,000 eggs, 
to the value of £5,044,392.

The Poultry Organization Society 
of England defines new-laid eggs as 
not more than three (lays old in warm 
weather or five days in winter. Its 
expert says : If the home farmer 
would only arrange for his young liens 
to commence laying eggs by Nov. 1 
—and it can easily be done by hatch­
ing early, there would soon be a bet­
ter supply of new-laid eggs.

Here is a little illustration showing 
the proportion of foreign ones import­
ed. The eggs consumed in Great Bri­
tain iu a yeur, if loaded into railway 
wagunis would make a train 150 miles 
long, containing 43,000 trucks, 
these 150 miles, seventy-five would be 
foreign, fifty British and twenty-five 
Irish.

in 3-lb. bigs, free th-on^h the mail, to fann­
ers in all parte of the Dominion. The object 
in view in this distribution has been to add 
to the productiveness and improve tie 
quality of these important agricultural pro­
ducts throughout the c >untry, by placing 
within reach of every firmer, pure seed of 
the most vigorous and productive sorts. 
This woik hai met with much appreciation, 
and a large measure of success.

Under instruction of the Hon. Minister of 
Agriculture another distribution will be 
made this season. Owing to the very large 
number of applications annually received, it 
is not practicable to send more than one 
sample to each applicant,—hence if an 
individual receives a sample of oats, he can­
not also receive one of wheat, barley or pota­
toes, and applications for moie than one 
sample for one household cannot be enter­
tained. Theee samples will be sent only to 
those who apply personally, lists of nsmes 
from societies or individuals cannot be con­
sidered. The distribution will consist as 
heretofore of samples of oate, spring wheat, 
barley, field pease, Indian corn and potatoes.

Applications should be addressed to the 
Director of Experimental Farms, Ottawa, 
and may be sent any time before the 1st of 
March, 1901, after which date the lists will 
be closed, so that the samples asked for may 
all be sent oat in good time for sowing. 
Parties writing will please mention the sort 
of sample they would prefer, naming two or 
three different varieties of their choice. 
Should the available stock of all the vari­
eties named be exhausted, some other good 
sort will be sent instead.

Thh samples of grain will be sent early 
but potatoes cannot be distributed until 
danger of injury in transit by frost is over. 
No provision had been nude for the general 
distribution of any other seeds than those 
named.

Letters may be sent to the Experimental 
Farm free of postage.

Insurance, you know, on most 
of the dry goods stocks in our town ranges 
from 2J to 3%, and no business in a town of 
6<XX) inhabitants should have suffi a handi­
cap. We have, it is true, been txccp’ionally 
fortunate as to great losses by fi e on Water 
Street, but the firms who have to pay the 
above high rate of insurance on their stock* 
are not in a businesslike p isition. I would 
strongly urge this Board to agaiu approve of 
the desirability of the construction of only 
brick or stone buildings in the business 
Ctutre of the town, and that 1 urge 
the Town Council to pet proper leg shtion 
for making the bye-law t flee live.

Alderman Moore has returned from Doak- 
town where be has set up a specially tioe 
monument and grave enclosure elected in 
memory of the late Mr. John L. Murray and 
two daughters, the monument having been 
manufactured at Moore’s marble woiks in 
this city. 1 he monument is a handsome 
grey granite of cottage design, Gothic finish. 
Tbe base, which sits upon a concrete founda­
tion, is a block of g»aoite 2 ft. 2 in. square 
by 1 ft. 6 in. thick and has bash hammered 
faces. It is chamfered to meet the plinth, 1 
ft. 6 in. square by 1 foot thick and which is 
polished on its four faces, one of which 
beare the surname MURRAY in bas relief. 
The plinth has buffi hammered washes to 
receive the die, which is 3 ft. 9 in. high and 
the faces of which are finely polished. In 
sections at the head the initial M is traced, 
and beneath this is fine tracing of ivy

One face of the die bears tbe inscription : 
la memory of John L. Mot ray, born at 
Dornoch, Scotland, Oct 12, 1828 ; died Aug. 
16, 1900. Upon the opposite face t he names 
of two deceased daughters, Annie and 
Jennet, are chiseled. The burial lot is en­
closed with granite posts connected by gal- 
van z-d iron bare. The result is one of the 
most striking and handsome monuments 
and burial lots in the Doaktown cemetery.—

MURDERERS AT LARGE.
Of the murders, of which there were 

21, the police were unable to connect 
anyone with four ; but only one of 
the four is considered of a suf­
ficiently extraordinary character to 
make it worth a reference in the re­
port.

It seems that, on a Sunday after­
noon in February, Bertha Russ, a 
child between five and six years of 
age, disappeared after leaving Sun­
day school at East Ham. Two weeks 
after her dead body was found in a 
cupboard in an unfurnished house in 
the neighborhood.
