That the human mind is, by its constitution,
intended for a high degree of developement, and
18 not in its Healthy and normal state until a
good degree of such developement has been at-
tained by culture and exercise; and that it is,
consequently, a matter, not of choice or conve-
vience, but of solemn and binding duty that such
culture and exercise be given it,are propositions
which, though seemingly bold, will scarcely be
contested by many who will reason on the sub-
ject in the same manner as in others of no greater
importance. We are all accustomed, half-un-
consciously, perhaps, to look at wants and eapa-
bilities in ourselves and adapttions in the world
around, and to infer obligations therefrom, We
do not hold gui'tless those savage iribes who,
neglecting the cultivation ot their lands and
their facilities for commerce, content themselves
with merely prolonging a miser: ble existence by
such precarious meikods es may afford them
less labor and eare. No one doubts that the
hunger and thirst of the wailing infant, and its
instinetiva turning to the apyuiuted stores, indi
cate a moral law, binding upon its parents, and
no one hesitates to denounce the parert who ne-
glects to supply it with the requisite amount of
food as guilty of the most heinous and unna'ural
of erimes. Scarcely less culpable should we re-
gard thoss who should neglect to teach their
children to use properly \heir limbs and organs
of speech, and to strengthen them by dai'y exer-
cise. And can any one who has observed, or
folt, as who has not, aught of the cravings of the
growing mind, its burning, restless, insatiable
desire to see and know and understand; who
will reflect for 8 moment upon the means of the
gratification of this desire which God has strewn
around in infinite profusion and variety, in na-
ture, art, historv, the Bible—in everything ; and
who knows anything of the elevated and lasting
delight a tendant on this gratification. Can any
such person doubt, f r a moment, that we have
herein indicated a law of God, to say the least,
equally binding wpon int-{ligent crectures? Can
any parent remember further that the capacity
for these pursui's and enjoyments may be in
creased almost indefinitely by a process of cul-
ture without being tremblingly anxious to secure
for his child, daughter though she may be, a
sound and liberal education ?

We have herein indicated some considerations
bearing upon the statement that the mind has
been designed for a high state of improvement,
One or two of these may bear new purticular
menlion,

Its susceptibiiity of increase in strength.
Without attempting to follow any philosophieal
analysis, we may observe that some of the prin<
cipal offices ot the mind are tc remember, to
conceive, to reason and to imagine.

: He' has attached gratification to the
il ‘sxercise of all our faculties. This
subtilties of metaphysical distinctions, we shall
cdll taste, belongs in very different degrees to
individuals, but 1s in all alike dependent on edu-
eation for its highesr resuits. Detecting whatever
is grand or beautiful, whether in the outer or
inner world, in the creations of nature, or art, or
intellect, the cultivated taste opens up to its
possessor a constant series of the most delights
ful and elevated «f worldly enjoyments. As a
characteristic of mind, 1t belongs of course, iu
some degree, to every one, but being not a fa.
culty, but a result of the emoloyment of the fa-
cultjes, its correctness and intensity of enjoyment
are direetly proportioned to their developement
and scope. From being satisfied with tinsel and
tawdry ornament, it may be brought to delight |
only in what is most perfect in art, most pure |
in sentiment, or most elevated in thought. The
superiority of its delights 'o those of sense may
be seen in the fact that it never tircs, is never
vausested, The physical organs may becowe
fatigued, but there is no satiety to mind, rest is
merely a diversion into a pew channel.

We ure aware there are in'ny vbjections to
such views as theee. ' One may say that the
analogy we have atrempted to trace does not hold
os disobedience to physical laws is met by ap<
propriste punishmant: in misery, disease, and
death. And yet, were we disposed to follow out
the parallel, we might inquire what can more ap-
propriately be said of the mind that has never
been quickened to enjoy the beauties of God’s
wor'd, to truce the benevolence of His econo
wies, ar.d the inscrutable wisdo n of lis laws,
than that it is miserable and diseased and dead—
dead to all the higher intents and purposes of
thinking life? Anothcr may say, * such talk is
all very fine, but after all it is the uneducated
who sow the world’s wheat and bake the world’s
bread, and what would we do if the farm and the
househo'd were neglected for education’s sake "
Such a person forgets to how great an extent
science has already diminished the term of
daily labor, and forgets that the reason so few
of the educated now engage in manual labor is
the demand for them in other spheres, that the ef-
fect of a more extended;system of education must
necessarily be, not. diminuition of material com-
fort and wealth, but an increa<e of d'gnity and
honor to active employments.

There is yet another class of persons f r whom
we have the greatest respect, who seek to regu~
late their views and their conduct solely by the
bighest standurd, the Bible. One plain and cu-
mistakable precept from its pages will have more
veight with thewn than the most powerful argu-
ments on other grounds. Such may be inclined
w ask why, if the duty inculcated be une of such
magnitude, we cinnot point to some passage
there, in which it is enforced? We reply, such
is not to be expected. The Bible has bueen given
to teach truths which our depraved natures left
us no other means of ascertaining. To such
truths its plain teachings are confined. It is
only from incidental allusions, and by reference
to principles involved, that we may get informa-
tion on other topics. By such inferential meth-
ods the views of the pleader for educa‘ion may be
abundantly supported. Apart from the two sig-
uificant facts that the whole design and compass
of one of its books is * to know wisdom and in- |
siruction, to perceive the words of understand~
ing, to receive the instruction of wisdum, justice,
judgment ond equity, to give subiilty to the
simple, to the young man knowledge and discre-
tion,” and that the pioneers of both its dispensa-
tions were-chosen from the best educated ranks,
trained, the one in an Eastern Court as the son
of the King's daughter, the ather * st the fe.t
~of Gawaliel,” no one can thoughttully peruse
the “ Great Teacher’s” parables and teachings
without feeling their striking adaptedness as a
secondary result, to waken new and elevated
trains of thought, and thus tell most powerfully
upon the intellect. And, if we take the lofty
old Bible sentiment, that “man’s chiel end is 10
glorify God and to enjoy him forever,” can we
doubt that this can be most effectually done by
those who are enabled to understand most of the
wisdem and goodness of his unsearchable charac-
ter, as displayed in all his works, and pre-enii-
nently in the great work which his Adorable Son
came to earth to accomplish ? ™

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{ RECOLLECTIONS OF NAPLES.
{ No. 6.
POPETI.
One can scarcely .naginea more striking coo- |

trast than exisis between Naples and  Pompeii.
Wo pass through the Largo Csstello; and. the

Pulehinello attract throngs of delighted spee-
| tators; where the scund of the fife, the flageolet
| or.the pipe unceasingly greet the ear, where all
{ with whom we meet seem to be brim full of ani-
‘mal life. Ih a fow moments mors, we have left
| the gay throng:, and the cars stop at Pompeii,

the long buried city. Wecnnat first scarcely

realise that we are away from the abodes of life.

These walls, streets, houses, baths, theatres sud

temples, are not ruins, time has scarcely left his

mark upon them, snd we unconsciously expect
to see the forms and motions, and¥o hear the
sounds which elsewhere greet the eye and ear.

iBut all is mo junless and silent as the grave.
’ We are in no hurry to trace the marks of de-
cay which on a close inspectien appear, or to be-
come wenry with innumerable details, but walk
through the silent streets and deslate forums—
and allow iwagination to repeople the desert
and repair the rente and gaps which the centuries
and the volcano together have made, and to res-
tore to the city its original giiety and splendor,
But even imaginati: n with all the aid furnished
by the venerable yetyperfect forms which sur-
round us cannot form a picture without deforma
ity. It is a picture in which we see al! the splen-
dor ‘which wealth can pirchase, all the beauty
genius can ereate, marrecd by the disgusling
forms of vice, which dims this splendor, and be.
fouls this beuuty.

Two thirds of ancient Pompei still lie buried
under ashes and pummice stone. It is possible
thatihe portion excavated was mainly peopled by
the more degraded and vicious of the population.
However this may be the traveller passes through
entire streets, in which the porial of almost
every house presents an imige Jof th e obscene
God.

As we walk through Pompeii wejare surprised
by the excellence of the ancient streets,
Though narrow, they are straight, we'l paved,
were originaliy well dramed, have raisel side
walks and in every respect are superior to the
thoroughfares of the generality of modern [talian
cities, 'The Via di Mereuri andjthejViaDomitian,
are broad streets, lead through tne m st magni-
ficent portions of the city, and 1n ancieat times
must have been the favorite promenades of the
Pompeians, For the accommodation of foot
passengers in wet weather, these streets are
crossed by large oval shaped stepping stones, so
placed us not to impede the progress of ecattle
or chariots. The pavement in every quarter of |
the city bears the the marks of chariot wheels,
and in some places is worn to the depth of five or
six inches., It was net of sufficient width to al-
low two vehigles to'pass each other, except at
the crossiogs or in the broader avenues, conse-
quentlys each chariot was obliged t» follow in
the ruts made by its predecessors.

Just outside one of the city gates we meet
with a speet cle similar to that which greets the
eye of the visitor to Rome when he looks forth
on the Appian way. We see the tombs of the
illustrious dead of Pompeii,and thei~ monuments
though less magnificent than those of Rome, are
in a finer state of preservation. Those who
reared these splendid memorials of their depart.
ed,little_thought that they themnselves would find
their tomb and monument in the houses, baths
and temples of the city itself. Just by the gate
of the city is a stone centry box, which isa far
more touching spectucle than thése mausoleums
of the great. Here a Roman sentinel kept
guard on the night when Vesuvius sent forth
that herrible tempest whick overwhelmed Pomp-
eii. While others fled he remained faithful at
bhis post, and perished by a slow and horrible
death, ~ Ages after his skeleton was found in
that stone centry box, and though his name is
unknown, his stera fidelity will ever be remem-~
bered, and render his tomb the most interesting
of all those which line this ancient Necropolis.

None of the houses of Pompeii were very
lofty, but the mansions of the wealthy occupy a
large area. The larger houses were divided
ioto two distinct portions, one public, the other
private. ‘I he former consisted of the vestibule,
the court yard, ard halls of audience ; the latter
included & court of smaller dimensions, library,

ord nary genius, taste and immorality of the
people who adorned or inhabited these ‘dwell-
ings. Neither the fires of Vesuvius, nor the long
burial of centuries have purged Pompeit from its
cortuptions, its inhabirants have long smee per-
ished, yet vice rendered ghastly by death, meets
us in the public streets, the temples of religion,
 and lee rs upon ue from the portals of the por,

8o far as. we can remeinber, the houses of
Pompeii are generally but one storey in height,
quudrangularin form, and lighted from the court
yard, which the.edifice encloses. The vestibale,
the hall of audience, and the sleeping ap y
were in general sufficiant for the accommodation
of a_people who lived much in the open airi—
The name of the owner was before the decr, on
the pavement, in mosaic. The most. splendid,
instructive and touching of all the private man-
sions of Pompeii is the villa of Diomede, with its
gardens, courts, baths, and 2 legant apartments,
all displaying the wealth. if not the taste of the
owner. In the wine cellar rows of jars capable
of holding from twenty to thirty gallons of wine,
but now full of ashes, .ara arranged against the
wall. In this wine cellar was discovered the
skeleton of a wan, with a very valuable vase.

But not even the mansions of Pompeii, won=
derfully as they have been preserved, fill us with
8o much surprise at the gentlepess with which
time has dealt with this city, or summon up so
vividly the ancient people, iheir manners, and
degree of civilization, as the places for business,
or the resorts of pleasure. In the bake houses
we find all the apparatus for grinding flour and
making bread. Here are not only kneading
troughs and ovens, but in one of the bake houses
we discover four large stone mills for grinding,
and even the stalls for the donkeys which turned
the mill st-nes. Every article remains unmoved
and uninjured, just as when the last customers
left, expeoting soon to return. We could even
now fancy that the original owners are merely
absent, vot dead for many long centuries.

The Pompeians scem to have been wel sup-
plied with wine, The gentry were not averse to
liquor trade, and indeed ofien used or rented
one of ttel® rooms on the street for the traffic,
Even tl@8 p :adid mansion of Caios Sallust con-
tains @ wine shop. Ths topers did not confine
themselves to pure wine, but used some more
poweiful liguor, or wine mixed with some cor-
rosive substance, as the marks on the marble
counters testify. These wine shops vividly re.
cal the past, and render it difficuit to realize that
80 many years have passed since they were visit-
od by the gay or the vicioas. The stamns of the
wine, the corrosions in the marble made by some
strong drink, the marks of the drinking vessels,
the witty or obscene scribblings on the walls,
remain uneffaced, unchanged, since. the hour of
the great destruction,

We turn from the wine shop to the theatres.
The ** Comic theatre” is a s miciroular structure
—capable of contnining some eight or nine hune
dred spectators, and alwost unimpaired. The
Lragic is larger, but exhibits greater evidences
of decay. These theatres are similar in form and
arrangement, being semicircular, without cover-
ing of any sort, the seats rising one above
another, and the stage and orchestra placed in
the diameter of the semicircle, and occupying
the space between the extremities. The Mue
seum of Naples contains the tickets formerly
used at thesc theatres. The Amphitheatre, some
distance away, would a~commodite almost 30,~
000 spectators. Its bloody sports were evidently
mere popular than the fictitious representation
of the stage. This Amphitheatre is, we believe,
the best preserved of any in Iialy.

We now visit the public baths. These, though
not of the gigantic proportions of the Roman
baths, were yet almost uninjured by time, and
more extensive than uny of the kind in modern
Raly. In the hall where we first enter, are seats
for the accommodation of the bathers, over these
seats are holes in the wall for clothes pege.
At the upper extremity of the hall is the Frigi-
darium, a circular structure, surmounted by a
dome. In this is a skylight, which contains ex-
cellent window glass: Here the bathers could
iudulge in the luxury of a cold bath. The Tep-
idarium is an oblong hall, and ooe of the few
structures in Pompeii, whose roof ramains entire
The ceiling ie frescoed, and the walls niched. This
ball was once magnificently adorned, At the
upper eatremity is a brazier of bronze very ele-
gaot in form and ornument, and cf vast dimens
sions. Adjoining this hall is the Calidarium.

fumily temple, baths, and sleeping apsrtments.
In the main court was a eistern for rain water,
which was drawn through a marble tube. These
tubes are of sufficient size to ellow of the pass-
age of a bucket up and down, and many of them
present marks of the ropes used in drawing the
water. At the further extremity of the court
was a fountain ornamented with shell and mo-
saic work, Many of these fountains are very
beautiful, A row of pillars, composed of brick
and covered over with stucco, surrounds the
court yard and supports the edifice.

The chambers are all highly ornamented with
carved work and fresco, buj they are not of di-
mensions which accord with modern ideas; the
bed chambers are particularly diminutive, and
resemble clothes presses cather than sleeping
apartwments. The most beautiful and the most
vile of the frescoes which once adorned and
polluted these chambers, have been removed to

Naples, but enough remain to prove the extra-

The ceilibg is covered with very excellent stucco
ornaments. At the extremity of this chamber is
& huge marble bath for hot water. These baths
bave been preserved wonderfully well, and
doubtless a little expense would yet render them
an inviting plaee of resort.

The Pompeians were putrons of religion as
well as pleasare, and, like the Athenians of old,
“ wete in a'l things very religious,'”” Near the
Forum are several very beautiful temples. The
Temple of Jupiter has been well preserved, is a
noble edifice, and not only shows ve the form
and arrang-m ‘at of a heathen temple, but also
exhibits the modes of Pagan worship. The
Paotheon is of greater dimcnsions, being 280 feet
in length, by 230 in breadth. In the centre is
an altar, surrounded by twelve pedestsly for the
various divinities. The Temple of Isis, not far
distant, is in an excelient state of preservation.
It is composed of brick, covered over with &
exceedingly hard and durable stucco. Th
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altars, and the niches for the 1mages still
remamn as when used by the differeat worship-
pers of old. Here also under the pavement is
the place where the priest concealed himself
while pronouncing the oracles which the multi-
tudes believed came from the lips of the goddess.

Now let us return to the Forums. In these
places the ancient Pompeians passed much of
their time;these were to them what our exchanges
city halls, and meeting houses are to us. Here
business was transacted, nDational festivals held,
and religious eeremonies celebrated. The For-
rum Nundiarium is of an oblong shape, and bor-
dered by a portico. Behind the row of pillars
that support the portico are Bumerous apart-
ments of moderate dimensions, probably used by
deslvrs in fancy goods.

Our space will not permit ue to notice more
of the monuments or curiosities of this * strange
ci'y, nor to indulge in those reflectivns which a
visit naturally sugeests. Though almost every-
thing of a poriable nature has been removed to
the Museum at Naples, we yet are lost in won-
der at what remains behind. Nothing seems to
indieite the moarnful destiny of this city, but its
roofless houses, and the profound silence which
reigus throoghout its extent.

We can wonder at the singular destiny which
befel this city and its inhabitants, we can feel
some sadncss at the thought of the fe<rful dese
truction which overwhelmed them, but in visiting
Pompeii, in learning from still existing relics the
state of its morals, we can only feel that its
doom was just, and understand more clearly,that
God is known by the judgment he executes.
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The Wants of the Home Field.

When we consider the number and importance of
the claims made upon the Baptists of this Pre-
vinee, and the inadequate resources at hand to
meet these demands, we feel that there is ground
for anxiety. Besides a College to be sapported,
and a foreign field which deserves attention, we
have in our Province many weak and perishing
churches—and all around, d«stitute distriets which
require Missionary labor. We need more minis-
ters; yet, we have already more than are support-
ed. The slender pittance which many of them re-
ceive is altogether inedequatejto supply their wants,
and compels them to turn to some secular avoca-
tion, or to draw from private resources. Yet, if
the number of our ministers were at once to be
doubled, and the sums raised for their support
quadrupled — we would still have some weak

churches unsupplied with pastors, and some im- ,

portant distriots destitute of the preached word.
What are we to do ? As our Missionary operations
are at present conducted, how long will it take us
to respond to the claims made upon us? Shall we
advance as a denomination, or are we content te
rémain in our present condition ?

How were Missionary operations conducted in
that age, in which the progress of religion seemed
to be miraculous ? By what means did the churck
at Jerusalem, poor and insignificant in the estima-
tion of the Jews, succeed in propagating the truth,
in Judea, Samaria, Galilea, in the chief cities of
Asia Minor, Greece and Italy, in less than one
generation. With modern views as to the best
mesns to be employed in the evamgelization of a
oountry, how long would it have taken to have
produced such glorious results ? The members of
the primitive church bad net much money, or
many ordained ministers, but- they had faith in
Christ, and zeal for his cause. Hecce, when
scattered by persecution, they went every-
where preaching the word, Their Missionaries
could implicitly obey every call of duty without
fear of consequences, feeling that the Lord would
sustain them. There is yet a Holy Spirit, and
well directed efforts put forth in faith and love, can
be as fruitful of results as in the days of the Apos-
tles.
‘The progress of the Baptist cause in Germany
reminds us of Apostolic times. These people were
few, poor, illiterate, obnoxious to t!e government,
and despiscd by the people ; yet, through them the
truth has advanced with wonderful rapidity. In
Germany—nay, in Denmark, Sweden, and even in
Russia many souls have been converted to Christ

|the Crucified. The results have been without

parallel since the days of the Apostles.

Now, it would sound strangely if we were to

urge the Baptists of New Brunswick to imitate the

example of the converted Karen, the German Bap-

tist, or the primitive Christian,—and like them te

consecrate to the service of Christ, and for the ad-

vaneement of his cause, not only their money, but

their time and talents also. Yet, does not Christ

demand such entjre consecraticn to his service ?

Is he satisfied with the meagre offerings we prezent |
to Him, or the feeble and fitful efforts we put forth |
for the propagation of the truth? It is not enough

that we should pay aminister, and attend punc-

tually on his ministrations ; nor is it enough for

us to coutribute occasionally, when solicited hy the

agent, to the funds of the Home Missionary Board.

Beside all this, we must put forth personal effort,

we must strive to win souls to ¢ hrist, we mu t use

all our influence in his behalf. In this way only

can we receive those blessings which have been

dispensed to othars. 5

‘We need all the ministers we can obtain, and all

the money that can be collected ; but we need still

more the personal exertions of every professed be-

liever. We also greatly need lay preachers, who

can support themselves, and yet preach the gospel
tojfeeble churches, or eupply the pulpit while the pas-

tor is proclaiming the word in some more destitute

locality. It is a matter of deep regret that su few

are to be found willmg to aseume an office so hon-

orable, and yet so useful.

Mr. F. A. Benson remarked that as teachers and
superintendents they loved their Ministers, and
would like nothing better than the encourgement
afforded by their presence, example, and aid;
but be desired o know what they were to do when,
the pastor would rot aseume the headship of the
school. Suppose the Minister will not come into
the school without a written invitation—he had
known such cases. Many a Minister will not dis-
charge his duty to the Sunday School, and, there-
fore, cannot properly be considered os its head.

Rev. E. Mason briefly stated his views of the
qualification of a Superintendent to be—first, o
love for Christ, and then a love for the souls of the
children, and having these, he would then be in-
cited to the other duty of desoending to the lowest
places to save a soul.

Mr. W, Lithgow remarked that in two things Su-
perintendents were often greatly in fault, some-
times they did not talk enough, and sometimes they
thlked too much. It depended upon their gift of
speech.” Bome who were slow of speech made no
attempt at improvement; and others abused the
privilege.
