IS IT MURDER?

The Body of a Young Child
Found This Morning.

) ' v

Frozen in the Mud Just Above Sus-
pension Briege on Fairville
Side.

—

The white, frozen body of a mnaked
baby was found this morning not far

from the Suspension bridge, buried al-
most out of sight in the ice and flint-

like mud. The pitiful. discovery was
made on the Fairville side, and Coron-
er Robinson of Manawagonish road, to
whom it was reported, is making every
effort to discover some clue to the doers
of what seems to be cruel murder.
The find was made between ten and
eleven o'clock. Willlam Morrison, an
employe of Cushing’'s pulp mill, was
working on the logs in the pond in the
west eddy, just around the point above
the bridges. Moving near the shore his
attention was attracted by something
Witite sTATAZ ih the Sunlight just above
where the water laps at high tide
mark. Jumping ashore he was horri-
fied to see the legs of an infant, frozen

and protruding from a mass of solidly
frozen mud and water.

As quickly as possible he dug the
little body from its grave and carried
it to a place where the congealed dirt
could be washed away. Beneath was
a baby boy, apparently of only a few
days old, perfectly formed, well pre-
served, entirely naked with no signs of
violence upon the body anywhere, It
had, however, undoubtedly lived for
some time after birth.

Mr. Morrison at once conveyed the
knowledge of his discovery to . Con-
stable Geo. Moore of Fairville, who
later wrapped the body up and carried
the pitiful little burden out to Coron-
er Robinson's, who will make arrange-
ments for holding an inquest.

It is impossible at present to ascer-
tain how long the baby had lain where
it was found or how long it has been
since death occurred. But as men are
constantly working around the pond it
is improbable that it has been there
for any time. It is supposed that the
infant, still living, was thrown into
the river and was washed to the place
where it was found and left there by
the falling tide. The hardness of the
mud in which it was frozen indicates
that it must have lain there at least
several hours. \

There is as yet no clue to the perpe-
crators of the deed.

A enowflake, like a hailstane, is form-
ed on a particle of dust in the upper
atmosphere, It begins its career at
the top of a cloud, many miles above
the earth and pasees in its downward
course through many atmospheric
strata, differing in their temperature
and the gquantity of mosture they con-
tain. In a stratum of warmer air it
catches mosture and when it enters a
colder statum below the moisture is
frozen, and so the flake grows until it
reaches the earth., In a thawing air
many flakes come together, forming
larger ones.

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IT WAS HORRIBLE.
Train Crashed Into Trolley car
at Great Speed.

Eight or Nine Children Killed and
Fifteen Injured, Some Fatally
Hurt.

NEWARK, N. J.,, Feb, 19 ~Running
at almost full speed a train on the
Delaware, Lackawana, and Western R,
R. crashed into a trolley car loaded
with pupiss on their way to the high
school this morning.

/Elght or nine children were killed,
At least fifteen were Injured, some
probably fatally. The accident occur-
red at the Clifton avenue crossing, long
noted as a dangerous spot.

The trolley car was one of the special
vehicles which the North Jersey Street
Rallway Co. runs between eight and
nine o’clock, five mornings in the week
for the special accommodation of high
school pupils, It had on board young
men and women from all parts of the
city, many of whom had transferred
from other lines. So full was the car
that the front platform was crowded
with boys,

The motorman saw the train and
threw on the full power of the brakes.
The car, however, slid upon the icy
ralils until the front platform projected
over the tracks, A moment later the
crash came, The pilot of the engine
struck the front platform and swung
the car around and it toppled.over. By
the force of the collision the pupils
were precipitated under the wheels of
the engine. To some death came in-
stantly. Others lingered a. moment in
fearful agony. The motorman’s skull
was fractured. It is thought he will
die.

The scene of the accident resembled a
shamble. Dead and injured children
lay everywhere.

‘Word of the calamity soon reached
the authorities. In addition to the pol-
fce every ambulance in the city was
hurried to the scene,

There is some question as to whether
the crossing gates were down when the
car approached.

The engineer was dazed at the sight
and it was almost necessary to drag
him from the engine,

SYDNEY, N. 8., Feb, 19.—Fire this
morning destroyed the big washing
plant of the Dominion Iron amd Steel
Co. at the coke ovens, entailing a lost
to the company estimated at anywherq
from $100,000 to $300,000. The fire starte
ed shortly after 7 o’clock in the pase
sageway adjoining the main building
and in a short time the massive wood
structure 1S in flames, The city firg
brigade s called out after the fire
was discovered, but could not do much
to battle with the flames, as the water
at the hydrants was frozen, {\ strong
breeze was blowing from northwest,
fanning the flames which spread be<
fore it, but there being no other build«
ings in the direction, the fire was stop«
ped after the w ing plant proper and
a few small buildings adjoining had
been completely destroyed. The build«
ing was literally filled with valuablg
machinery, the motive power for run«
ning the same, consisting of thirteen
motors and two engines, all of which
were destroyed. The buildings and
machinery were fully insured.

It is learned the company varries
about $900,000 insurance on its whold
plant, and of this $125,000 is on thq
property destroyed. Practically all the
big insurance companies are interested
to the extent of $7,000 to $10,000 each,

An Expon of Green Goods in Prose.
outing the Two Fausts, the Dis-
triot Attorney Does a Few
Sleight of Hand Tricks.

(Brooklyn Eagle, 16th.)

For a few minutes in the criminal
term of the county court this morning
before Judge Aspinall and a jury, Dis-
trict Attorney Clarke acted as a thor-
oughly up-to-date prestidigitateur. He
mystified twelve jurymen, who looked
with astonishment as he made two one
dollar -bills into three, the third being
as good a bill as the other two. He
then did what is not usually done by
the magician; he exposed the trick.

The case in which all of this mystery
was accomplished was the prosecution
of Samuel Faust and Henry Faust,
under an indictment charging them
with being green goods operators. The
trial of the two men began this morn-
ing with Mr, Clarke as magician-in-
chief and the complainant, Zeidel
Schammes, as his assistant. Police
Captain Maude and his detectives also
gave valuable assistance in the de-
monstration by their testimony.

With the indictment of the two
Fausts the police and the district at-
torney claim that two of a gang of the
most clever green goods men in the
business have been brought to‘hook. It
was known to the police for some time
that there was a gang operating in the
Hebrew section of Brooklyn and Man-
hattan, bul the difficulty in getting
testimony made it almost impossible
to catch any of the swindlers. Scham-
mes, who assumed the name of Finkel-
stein, was secured by the police to help
them out, and he was given a sum of
money to go to the swindlers with
Just what the scheme was and how it
was operated was told the jury by Mr,
Clarke this morning while giving a de-
monstration of the device with which
they deceived their alleged victinss,

The two men were indicted under the
section of the code which makes it a
felony for any person to operate, or aid
and assist in the operation of any
scheme or device whatever offering, or
pretending to offer, for sale, exchange
or distribution any countgrfeit money
whether it be called green goods or
otherwise,

In his opening address to the jury
Mr. Clarke said in part:

“It has been known to the police for
some time past that the defendants
have been operating:in and about
Brooklyn, in the Hebrew sections of
the borough. The difficulty about ar-
resting the defendants was that in
every instance the person who was ne-
gotiating with the defendants for the
purchase of counterfeit money was as
guilty as the operators. It was the re-
luctance of the victims to expose them-
selves that has secured the defendants
from arrest long ere this.

‘The defemdants’ methods were sub-

stantially as follows: They had agents
who became acquainted and vomlden-‘
tial with the more thrifty Hebrews in
various sections of the borough. The
attractive offer made was that for $35
they would get in return $100 of money
80 closely resembling the genuine
money that it was guaranteed to pass
the inspection of a bank cashier. Sam- |
ples of money were shown, which, in
fact, were ®enuine bills. The victim |
was invited to see the mechanism of the
counterfeiting plant and inspect it in
operation. The invitation was usually
accepted and a meeting was had, us-
ually at some room secured by the
Tausts. Here, with great secrecy, was |
xhibited a copper box, about two feet
square, with a cover which could be
removed. The box has a false bottom,
which consists of a square plece of cop- |
per exactly fitting the bottom of the
box.

“The visitor {s asked for two
Faust moistens the front of one bill
and the back of the other with a cer-
tain liquid preparation, which he claims
is made of a chemical compound, a
secret known only to himself. Between
these moistened bills is placed a piece
of tissue paper. The bills are then
placed in a large envelope and put in
the box; the false bottom, however, is
then raised up against the side of the
box, behind which is an envelope with
three genuine one dollar bills. When
the cover is put on the false bottom
falls to the bottom of the box, thereby
covering the envelope with the two bills

and the tissue paper, and leaving the |

three genuine bills exposed at the bot-
tom of the box.

““The electric appliances which are at-
tached to this box, are then put in op-
eration, emitting sparks of electricity

and creating strange nolises, the pur-|

pose of which is to conceal the noise

made by the falling of the false bot- '

tom in the box, and it i{s this myster-
jfous electrical agency which
posed to work the miracle, for on the

removal of the cover Faust presents |

the customer with the envelope which
is supposed to be the one that contain-
ed the two bills and tissue paper, But
which in fact contains three genuine
dollar bills. The dollar bill in the cen-
tre is supposed to be the counterfeit.
The customer is then told to go to some
bank, present it to the cashier, and see
1t the cashier will change it, which
certainly in all cases is done without
any hesitation.

“Relying partiy on the representa-
tions made and deep mystery making
up the rest the customer is fuily con-
‘'vinced that this method is a more
profitable way of making money than
his ordinary occupation. In some in-
stances it is known to the authorities
that as high as $2,000 has been pald
Faust by a victim. It is estimated that
Faust has secured $50,000 by his
schemes In Manhattan and Brooklyn.

TREASURY BOARD

Discussed Harbor Revenue and Oth-
er Matters Yesterday.

The civic treasury board had a long
session yesterday , afternoon, when
matters relative to the harbor revenue
and other matters were considered.
Ald. Robinson presided, and there were

present: Aldermen McMulkin, Bullock,
Stackhouse, Millidge, Maxwell and
Christie, along with Chamberlain San-
dall.

Asked what the harbor revenues
amounted to, Mr. Sandall submitted
the same, about as follows:

Harbor master's fees
Anchorage
Side and top wharfage..,
$32,837

The committee decided to place the
collector of harbor revenues in the
office of the chamberlain, the collector
to be under the control of the cham-
berlain.

The board next decided that a record
book of all arrivals and departures of
vessels at this port be kept at the
chamberlain’s office, the harbor mas-
ter to furnish daily the imformation as
to the movements of the vessels.

The meeting then took up the ques-
tion of the collection of the North and
South market wharf revenues,

It was stated that the present har-
bor master's clerk collected §1,967 from
these wharves in nine months in 1901.
In 1902 the collections amounted to
$2,230. The commissions were 10 per
cent. on these sums.

After @ short discussion the board
decided to recommend to the Council
that the North and South Market
wharves and the slip be advertised for
sale for the year by tender.

It was pointed out that last year the
clerk to the harbor master earned in
the performance of the dutles there
and in the collection of the revenues
derivable from the Market slip and the
wharves on either side $827.

It was decided to make the following
recommendstions to the council: That
the collector of the harbor revenues
be paid 3 per cent, on all moneys col-
lected in the way of harbor revenues.
This means a salary of between $900
and $1,000 a year; that the collector
make daily returns to the chamberlain;
that the position be offered to the
present clerk, F. D. Alward, under the
above mentioned terms; that the col-
lector attend to the duties formerly
performed by the harbor inspector;
that the c¢ollector be called upon to
furnish a guarantee bond of §2,000, the
city to pay the expense,

The chairman of the board and the
chamberlain were authorized to pro-
cure the necessary books for use by
the proposed collector. .

Chamberlain Sandall reported that
he had asked for tenders for the pay-
ment of the interest on the sterling
loan on the other side. The Bank of
Montreal tendered to do it for $10,-
625.08 and the Bank of British North
America agreed to do the thing for
$10,608.27. The chamberlain stated
that he accepted the tender of the
Bank of British North America.

deported or treated at the general pub-
lic hospital or privately in the deten-
tion rooms of the immigration build-
ing. ' This movement is the work of the
Elder-Dempster people, who have suf-
fered the most from the discovery of
these dangerous and infectious dis-
eases among thelr passengers,

The bullding, when d, will
have beds for sixty-five patients,
thirty-five on the ground floor and
thirty up staivs, A greater number
than this can be accommodated if
@ecessary, By agreement with the
United States and Canadian immigra-
tion inspectors all who are infected
with either trachoma or favus in a
curable form will be confined there and
placed under expert treatment until
cured. Those who are at present in
the general public hospital will be
brought over to the new building,
where the rates charged the patients
will be only 75 cents a day. Each one
will be inspected and treated every
day by the doctor in charge, while in
the city hospital with the present staff
this is not possible. The cooking for
the inmates will all be done in the im-
migration shed. The new hospital will
be well fitted from a sanitary point of
view and will be heated by large stoves
above and below,

The institution will be placed in the
charge of Dr., Fahér who recently lo-
cated at the West Side as a specialist
in the treatment of trachoma of favus.
He has had several of the diseased
immigrants under his care privately
and the results were successful enough
to justify his present appointment. He
will be assisted by a watchman, who
will act as interpreter and by a cap-
able male nurse, If the results this
winter are as hoped, it is possible that
next year may see a much larger and
better equipped building devoted to
that purpose,

“The regular nurses, Miss' M. A.
M#ller and Miss A. M. Pitts, have been
constantly employed during the year,
Whilst in the summer the calls made
by the medical men for the services of
the nurses were so great and numer-
ous, an extra nurse, Miss Stella Mc-
Cafferty was engaged for one month,
and during the pericd “of holidays of
the nurees, Miss Blanche Fenwick was
temporarily employed.

“During the year the nurses in the
general run of their work attended
fifteen surgical operations, they visited
148 families or “cases” and to those
they made 3030 visite, and considering
the cases extended over the whole city
and that some visits occupled the time
of two hours, it will at once be seen
the great amount of work the nurses
are called upon to perform.

“The average number of visits made
during the working days of the year
‘was about ten, although visits were
made on Sundays in extreme cases.

“At the last annual meeting, letters
from quite a number of the city physi-
cians were read, testifying to the value
of the work performed by the nurses
of the order, and the testimonies then
glven are fully corroborated this year,
when we find the great number of them
making requisitions for their services.

“The board feels that the many
citizens who do not subseribe would
cheerfully do so, it they would look
carefully into the work being perform-
ed. There is ample room to extend the
work and it is only the need of funds
that prevents the board from install-
ing a third nurse in the permanent
work.

Immigrants afflicted with that dread-
ed eye disease, trachoma, cannot now
find an entrance into either the United
States or Canada. If their case is in-
curable they are sent back whence they
came at the expense of the steamship
line that brought them here, If the
trouble is so slight as to be amenable
to treatment and if funds are avail-
able the patient is cared for here and
cured before he is allowed to proceed.
In any case he is closely detained in
rooms set apart in the immigration
building until he is either deported or
cured.

Naturally the one so imprisoned is
anxious to get away and try his fortune
in the new country, mot knowing the
difficulties facing him. Some have es-
caped, but in no instance have they got
far. Four of them who wanted to go
to the States got away a few ’S ago.
Search failed to.locate them and a
strict watch was ke pt at possible aven-
ues of escape. They were too well in-
formed to try and get across the bord-
er by the ular lines, nd
through friends to get their
changed or to raise enough money on
them to enable them to ek other
means of ingress into the d d coun-
try. But all tt re in vain,
and after spending nearly a eek in
hiding around St. John, they tired of
the cold and the lonesomeness and yes
terday they came back to the immi
tion officials and gave themselves up.
They are locked up in their old quart-
ers again and will probably tomor
be transferred to the new hospital
which the Elder-Dempster S, S. Line
is aranging in the old Carleton Station.
