NEW YORK, Sept. 9—The re-open­
ing of the public schools. throughout 
the country is to be the occasion of a 
report on the physical condition of 
school children, by a committee of 
prominent educationalists, headed by 
Chairman Burltngham, former Presi­
dent of the New York Board of Edu­
cation. The inquiry has taken a wide 
scope and the observations apply not 
only to the school children of New 
York, but also to those of Boston, 
Chicago, and other cities.

In general, the report shows that 
about one-third of all the school child­
ren in the United States are behind 
their proper grade because of physical 
defcts that could be remedied.

A synopsis of the report says in part: 
—"Based on the physical defects and 
home condttons of 1,400 school children 
of New York City, it is estimated that 
12,000,000 of the children of the United 
States have physical defects more or 
less which should receive attentions 
frqm parents and physicians. If the

Fate is a queer thing after all. Hu­
manity is shocked almost every day 
by1 the published records of tragedies, 
mistakenly called accidents, and by 
other incidents involving great loss of 
life or property.

Why should this train 
have met with the mishap in such a 
favorable spot; why not have gone 
along until the embankment was 
readied? Why did not the Quebec 
fcirldge find its weakness an hour ear­
lier? Incidents like this are so even in 
everyday life that we scarcely ever 
notice them. We shudder at the fatali­
ties which occur, but feel no gratitude 
for what we escape.

AN EMPIRE BUILDER.

Sir Robert Hart, who, perhaps, has 
done more for the Chinese empire 
than any man living or dead, is about 
to retire from the position of director 
general of the customs. What Lord 
Cromer has been to Egypt, Sir Robert 
Hart has been to China, with this dif­
ference that the one was supported 
by the power of Great Britain while 
the other depended on the whims of 
the volatile Chinese character. Yet Sir 
Robert Hart by his far-seeing states­
manship has brought China from a 
condition of chaos, and started her on 
the road which if followed will lead 
to commercial prosperity. He has 
spent practically all his life in the 
eastern empire. As secretary of the 
commission of allies which met in Can­
ton in 1858 he received his first exper­
ience in that country, and in the fol­
lowing year accepted the office of 
deputy commissioner In the customs 
service. When advanced in 1863 to the 
post of inspector general he reorganiz­
ed the whole service on modern lines, 
end continued so to introduce reforms 
that in 1901 he was made director gen­
eral of the customs both maritime and 
Inland. He has practically created the 
[whole department, has bedn the great 
link between China and the western 
nations, and has been the promoter of 
every commercial treaty which has 
been carried into effect.

In addition to giving China a tariff 
Rip Robert Hart has found time for 
Other matters outside his direct sphere 
pf Influence. He is known as the man 
who put an end to piracy in the Chi­
nese seas by equipping a fleet of 
Bteamers and carrying on a relentless 
fight against the marauders. He es­
tablished along the entire coast a light­
house system equal to any In that 
hemisphere and in addition has out­
lined plans of development for har­
bors. As a side issue he also intro- 
Huced the postal system previously 
Unknown.

Sir Robert Hart was In 1885 offered 
the position of British minister to 
Pekin but declined this honor. He is 
now retiring because of poor heatlh, 
and will spend the remainder of his 
life in his old home in Ireland.

MOORS ASK ARMISTICE;
MAY TREAT FOR PEACE

• .

France Proposes to Send an Army of 50,000 Men to Main­
tain Order — Fifty Killed While Trying to „ 

Examine a Shell,

The armistice was to have expired to­
day but the result is not yet known.

No great expectations are based on 
this announcement, for there is some 
suspicion that the move may be a trick 
of the Moors to gain time to bring in 
re-inforcements. At home the new fea­
tures in the Moroccan question, from 
the French standpoint, are found in the 
opinions of the German press on the 
question of indemnification for German 
losses that grew out of the bombard­
ment of Casablanca and the effect of 
the project to police Morocco by 
France and Spain.

In an editorial article accepted as 
inspired, the Temps suggests that the 
question of damages be submitted to 
an international committee similar to 
that one which was summoned after 
the bombardment of Alexandria.

PARIS, Sept. S—The Echo de Paris 
Madrid correspondent says it is rumor­
ed in military circles that France has 
proposed to Spain to send a Franco- 
Spanish army of 50,000 men to occupy 
the Moroccan ports and to go as far e8 
Fez if necessary. The correspondent 
says it is stated that Premier Maura 
and Gen. Martitegui, chief of the head­
quarters staff, are opposed to this 
plan, but that the minister of war,

Sept. 6—Military 
operations have been suspended for 24 
hours at the req lest of Caid Mazi, 
chief of the Chamulaj tribe who has 
announced his intention of coming in to 
arrange peace terms. He had not ap­
peared up to the time of the filing of 
this despatch. In the meantime the 
armistice is giving the enemy time to 
re-inforce.

It is reported here that the tribes­
men are divided with serious dissen­
sions. The Moors admit that they lost 
heavily in the engagement of last 
Tuesday. At Mzab a number of Arabs 
indulging their curiosity tried to pry 
open an unexploded shell. It exploded 
and fifty of the men standing about 
were killed, while many were wound­
ed. Two similar accidents have occur­
red elsewhere.

PARIS, Sept. 7-А ray of hope for a 
possible solution of the vexing Moroc­
can trouble came from the Moor­
ish empire tonight in the shape of an 
announcement that the tribesmen were 
ready to negotiate for peace. Vice Ad­
miral Philibert confirmed this news in 
an “official cablegram stating that a 
delegation from the warring Arabs had 
asked General Drude for an armistice 
pending a settlement of peace terms. General Frlmo-Rivera supports it.

“If the new treaty achieves its ob­
ject it seems only too probable that the 
commercial policy of Canada will grad­
ually be more and more deflected from 
the lines established by the institution 
of the imperial preference ten years 
ago. Germany is well known to be 
only too anxious to secure the benefits 
of the intermediate tariff."

Other commentators add that Ger­
many is likely to specially welcome the 
French precedent, which shows that 
the Canadian ministers can be induced 
to go below the Intermediate tariff 
rates at the expense of the British pre­
ference.

Lord Strathcona issues to the press 
today a lengthy official statement seek­
ing to counteract what he calls the "Al­
armist crop reports without Justifica­
tion.”
