"While these exciting occurrences are 
reported from the eastern frontier of 
the Transvaal, intelligence from the 
scenes of action on the western bor­
der to filtering through to thé coast. 
That sturdy young soldier Coloriel 
Baden-Powell, shut off from all 
munlcatiom with the outer world, with 
l/is little force "of local volunteers 
compassed by many times the number 
of Boers, has held "his own, and beaten 
off the, foe. atl every attack. Probably 
-when the war is over it will be found 
that he and rile men arg not the least 
among the heroes of the campaign.

Red Cross service, -and feeling prompts 
the people to supply -the boys who go 
to the war with anything that -pan 
add to their personal comfort. But 
this does not Involve a large outlay.

It will, moreover, be agreed that 
forty cents per day, or $2.80 per week, 
is -not large pay -for men, most of 
whom are now earning more than' 
three times that much. The citizens 
may well share the sacrifice that thé 
young men make toy raising a fund to 
add to their allowance.

And the time to 
deal with him and his like is now 
when we have it in our hands to de­
spoil Mm of hie power for evil. Later 
on it may be more difficult to deal with 
traitons.

The great question for Canada to 
decide today is its policy towards Mr. 
Tarte. Tarte, it must be borne in 
mind, is a member of the cabinet. In­
deed, he has assumed the authority of 
the prime minister, for without con­
sulting Sir Wilfrid Laurier or his 
other colleagues, he announced the 
war policy of the government, and that 
policy was such as we have already 
outlined—disloyal and treasonable to 
the empire. Now the great fact to 
bear In mind is that Mr. Tarte pre­
sumes to speak for the people of Can­
ada In this matter. The utterancee of 
Tarte, personally, are of little account, 
but Tarte is assuming to speak for 
the dominion of Canada. Do Can­
adians accept the policy announced by 
Mr. TarteT Do they propose that Can­
adians should go to the front as hired 
Swiss? Do Canadians approve of the 
cabinet being dominated by a man 
who, in an emergency, would side with 
France, a possible enemy of England, 
rather than with England ? Do they 
approve of the cabinet being domin­
ated by a man who would duplicate 
Schreiner when the occasion offers? 
Am long as Tarte remains in the cabi­
net Just so long will the odium attach­
ing to him be chargeable to the gov­
ernment and to the people who clothe 
him with official authority. • There is 
only one method by which Canada can 
atone for the injury its procrastinat­
ing and doubtful policy has already 
inflicted on imperial interests, 
author of the mischief must be cash­
iered. Tarte must be dismissed from 
the cabinet, such a man has no place 
in any British cabinet, especially at a 
time when loyalty to the empire is 
every British «rabjîct’s first duty. I( 
the • government will not eject Mr. 
Tarte, the duty will devolve upon the 
people at large. \

Jos. Finley seconded the motion. 
Fifty cents a day was, he felt, a very 
s nail amount; yet if the city would 
not raise the 35,000 aggregate, he 
would be one cf one hundred to do It. 
(Applause.)

Aid. McGoldrick was In favor of 
having the council vote the entire 
amount, but would put down hto name 
for 225 if private subscriptions were 
called for.

J. V. Ellis, M. P., did not like the 
idea of making a distinction between 
St. John and New Brunswick men. 
All should be treated alike. He fa­
vored starting a subscription at once. 
The provincial government could be 
trusted to do the best possible thing 
in the matter.

Aid. Macrae said that the F. E. I. 
government had given a bonus of 320 

and that the Charlottetown Mkper man
city council would also supplement 
this. In answer to a question from 
the mayor, he said that no word had 
been received from the Insurance com­
panies In regard to rates, but he un­
derstood the men could be insured for 
$20 premium on $1.000.

J. D. Hazen, M. P. P., was thorough­
ly in sympathy with Col. MicLean’a 
suggestion as to supplementing pay.
He would aid personally and he hoped 
that the government would also help.

Sheriff Sturdee thought that there 
would, be no difficulty in raising two 
or three thousand dollars by subscrip­
tion. TWe only question was whether 
it would be more advisable for the 
city council to vote the amount.

Dr. Daniel believed that the entire 
New Brunswick contingent should be 
treated the same as the St. John men.
For this reason the provincial gov­
ernment should be asked to assist. A 
suitable sum should be placed In the 
hands of the Red Cross Society tor 
distribution of underclothing and other 
comforts after the men get out.

Aid. White said that the volunteers 
were practically receiving less than 
the regulars, when everything was 
considered. To give eoeh of the forty 
or so men coming from the city 25 
dints a day extra for six months 
would amount to $3,804. Besides ttos, 
the government should give 25 cents 
per day to every man of the contin­

Rev. John M. Davenport understood Senator Dever 
that 50 oeuto a day wns the baste of 
the scheme. This would mean a vote 
of 34,500.

Col. Armstrong thought that the best 
way to give aid was by bonuslng, as

resolution should be passed asking 
employers to guarantee situations to L. P. d. Tilley 
their employee volunteering.
