On Rnhihlny the House rrsolved itself 

into a C'ofiimitteo ofl the Hill authorising 
the granting of Lend by Instalment. A 
proviso xvits introduced hy Mr. Vnytie, crea­
ted considerable discussion, which had for 
its object to expend part of the purchase 
money on making roads to new settle­
ments. This was opposed because it was 
itifrodticitiff too much machinery inlflhiho 
Hill, nnd giving the Executive tlm appro­
priation of a large portion of tho revenue, 
which may he raised from the sale of land, 
without tho intervention of tho House ; 
and which in nil probability would tiot be » 
faithfully expended. And as there scettf^^j 
ed to he no disposition to part wit it the 
l ight of appropriating tho Ьуе-road mo­
ney ns usual, the proviso was withdrawn, 
having been ably supported by Messrs, 
l’aytie and Htizen.

Yesterday morning the Hill for regula­
ting the duty ott the cutting of Timber, 
by collecting it at the shipping port, was 
recommitted ; when a motion was made 
by Mr. Hill to strike out tlm Proviso, ex­
empting from duty timber cut on the Ame­
rican territory, and shipped to Amcticah 
ports. He grounded bis motion upon tho 
circumstance, that the Hill ns originally 
brought in, did not exempt American pro­
perty from duty, although it was intended 
it should extend to private property. Mr. 
Hoyd said several members of the House 
including himself, were absent on Com­
mittee, when the proviso was passed, nnd 
ns lie was opposed to the principle of th 
Hill, ho should oppose the proviso ; and 
he read a letter from one of his constitu­
ents, expressing much alarm at the pro­
bable passing nf the Hill. Mr. S. Earle
