ors in many cases arriving at their des-
tination only to find all available
claims staked. Such is the story
brought back to Ottawa by D. D.
Cairnes of the Geological Survey, of
the rush to the new Alaska gold field
at Chisana.

Described by Mr, Cairnes as the
greatest gold rush since the historic
one to the Klondyke although there
4s no guarantee that the camp will
prove anything like the find the Klon-
dyke did, its scenes parallel those
which attended the former discovery.
Numbers of lives have already been

Ottawa, Oct. 24—The Septembe
bank statement, just lssued l,by ux;
Finance Department, reflects the in-
creased vol of busi tr t
ed during the month, largely brought
about by the crop movement, but also
due, no doubt, to activity of the fall
trade. As compared. with the state-
ment for August, there has been an
increase of $5,268,605 in bank note
circulation and of $1,207,046 in circu-
lation of Dominion notes. But the
outstanding feature is the large in-
crease in demand deposits, which is
greater by $23,415,588 than on August
30th. There was also. an increase of
$2,216,788 in savings deposits. Cur
rent lpans by the banks show an in-
crease of $8,420,017, and call cans in
Canada an increase .of $2,813,308,
while the banks cut down their call
loans abroad by nearly three and a
half millions.

STATE DEPARTMENT
PREPARING NOTE

—

Administration Officials Main-
tain Severe Reticence in
Connection with Mexican
Affairs— Reaffirmation of
Principles of Munroe Doc-
trine.

Washington, Oct. 24.—The United
States government is preparing to no-
tify the natlons of the world general-
ly. that any interference in Mexican
affairs will be regarded as unfriendly
to this government.

President Wilson, Secretary Bryan
and Counsellor John Bassett Moore
of the State Department, have ex-
changed ideas on what the proclama-
tion to the world should express. It
will be communicated to forelgn gov-
ernments everywhere in line with the
policy established earlier in keeping
other nations informed of every step
taken in its handling of the Mexican
problém,

The proclamation or note also will
serve, it is understood as an explicit
definition of the policy of the United
States toward the de facto authorities
{n Mexico, reiterating the principle
that recognition can be given on this
hemisphere only: to governments
founded on law and order.

Earlier today it was expected that
it would be only a matter of a few
hours when the proclamation would be
made public, but tonight it was prac-
tically decided to hold the matter in
abeyance for several days, at least
until after the elections in Mexico
next Sunday, Two things, it is known,
have contributed to the determination
of the government to define its policy
—the presentation. by Sir Lionel Car-
ﬁr the British minister to ]

The British embassy here today at
the direction of the foreign office of-
ficially advised Secretary Bryan that
the British government pronounced as
unauthentic the now famous interview
credited to Sir Lionel, expressing the
view that the United States did not un.

Another incident tonight that was
regarded with significance was the as-
surance that came from Ambassador
Jusserand to the State Department
that the French government, in send.
fng a warship to Mexican waters did
not intend in any way to embarrass
the United States, Officials expressed
satisfaction over the trend of the
French government's attitude.

There is a possibility that if the
powers indicate further an unwilling-
ness to embarrass the United States
that this government may withhold
its pronouncement, but some officials
were of the opinion that sooner or
later such a declaration, which they
regard as tantamount to a reaffirma-
tion of the principles of the Monroe
doctrine, would be required.

Administration officials generally
maintained a severe reticence in con-
pection with Mexican affairs. They
admitted that an acute and delicate
situation existed early in the day,
when word was received that the ad-
ministration vessel, the Morro Castle,
had been detained. It was not reveal-
ed what orders were in preparation
but there was a noticeable relief in
officials circles when cablegrams an-
nounced the relief of the ship.

BISHOPS AND DEPUTIES
CANNOT AGREE ON IT.

One of Two Bodies Expected to
Eventually Withdraw in Fa-

New York, Oct. 24.—A deadlock be-
tween the House of Bishops and the
House of Deputies, the governing bod-
fes of the Protestant Episcopal chucch
was brought about at the general con-
vention today when the bishops voted
to establish a separate bishopric for
negroes of the south, the bishop of
this district to have a seat in the up-
per houze. The House of Deputies a
few days ago rejected this plan and
asked the bishops to refer the matter
to a joint commission which wonld
report at the next triennial conven-
tion.

The honuses having reached diver-
gent conclusions in what is regarded
as one of the most important problems
that has ever come before the present
convention, one of the two bodies is
expected to withdraw  its vote and
coneur in the action of the other. The
pishops have asked the deputies to do
this. The lower Louse will consider
the matter probably ' tomorrow. No
hint was forthcoming tonight as to
what its action would be.

The House of Bishops voted that

the Episcopal church shall sanction
religious committees within the dio-
cese. This was suggested in a speech
early in the convention by Bishop
Franklin S. Spaulding, of Utah, and
was introduced later in the form of a
proposed canon. The bishops re-
quested the House of Deputies to con-
cur.
Under the legislation voted by the
bishops, & religious community seek-
ing recognition would have to gubmit
to the church for approval the rules
and constitution, no change in which
could be made without the' consent of
the bishop of the dioceses containing
the mother church of the community.
The community could elect a chap-
lain, who would be responsible to the
Episcopal bishop for his ministration,
the same as a parochial clergyman.
The real estate and endowments of
the community would be held in trust
for it by the Episcopal church.

Ms on the Side of Mexico,” El Inde-
pendent says:

“In London everybody is taking
‘note of the possibility of Anglo-
American complications. The United
States has not taken into account
that at the back of England there are
many other nations interested in the
solution of the Mexican problem. On
this line it is known absolutely that
three chancelleries are working in
perfect accord—namely, those of Lon-
idon, Paris and Berlin.

THE PASSING DAY

BATTLE OF CHATEAUGUAY.
Chateauguay—to the people of the
Dominion that name stands for the
valor and patriotism of French-Cana-
dians, for the triumph of the princi-
ple of “One people, one flag.” On the
memorable fleld of Chateauguay, Just
a century ago, all doubt as to the de-
votion of Canadian Frenchmen to the
land of their birth was swept away on
the tide of victory. To the American,
on the contrary, Chateauguay is a syn-
onym for di aceful defeat. It marked
the beginnig of the end of the Cana-
dian occupation, the blasting of high
hopes that that occupation might re-
main permanent.

It was just one hundred years ago
today, Oct. 25, 1913, that General Wade
Hampton, the South Carolina soldier
arrived at Chateauguay with 7,000
men. At that point, on the night of
the 25th, he was met by Col. de Sala-
berry. in command of 300 French- Can-
adians and a small party of Indians.
De Salaberry was there joined by Col
McDonell with another body of
French-Canadiang, 600 in number, who
had made one of the most rapid forced
marches in the history of warfare. The
total Canadian force numbered only
about a thousand, while the Ameri-
cang numbered 7,000, Between Mont-
real and an American oc cupation was
but the “thin red line” of a thousand
French-Canadians.

At night, Hampton's men charged
upon the first line and forced it back
by overwhelming numbers, Col de
Salabery ordered the bugler to sound
the advance for Col. McDonell, in com-
mand of the second line of Canadian
troops, and this served as a signal for
a stratagem that was responsible for
the defeat of the Americans, Buglers
had been placed at long distances apart
around the battlefleld, and the sound-
ing of their instruments, together with
the fierce cries of the Indians, caused
Hampton to believe that he was sur-
rounded by a greatly superior force. In
reality, there were only fifty redskins
in the Canadian force, but they made
a noise like thousands, and brought to
Hampton vigions of massacre and
scalping. The result of this ruse was
the utter defeat of the American army,
and {ts retreat on the following day
The American loss was fifteen killed
and twenty-three wounded, while the

British had five killed, sixteen wound-
ed and four missing.

THE HUMAN PROCESSION

SIR HORACE PLUNKETT.

The Rt. Hon. Sir Horace Cruzon
Plunkett, the father of agricultural co-
operative finance in Ireland, and a
member of the British Parliament, will
begin his sixtieth year today. He is
well known on this side of the Atlan-
tic, having made several American
trips, the last early this year, and is

the author of “The Ru Jdfe Prob-
lem of the United State published
threé years ago. He is a practical far-

mer and live stock breeder, having
been engaged in cattle ranching for
ten years, and is owner of a fine farm
in County Dublin.

Sir Horace was the third son of the
sisteenth Lord Dunsany, and his moth-
er was a daughter of Lord Sherborne.
From his young manhood he was inter-
ested in agriculture and live stock, and
after years of study of the problems
connected with Irish farm life he
originated the Irish Agricultural Or-
ganization Society, of which he has
ever since been president. In the
course of his American addresses Sir
Horace has placed the responsibility
for the high cost of living on the far-
mers, because of their fallure to co-
operate in eliminating the middleman
and reducing the cqst of distribution.

Sir Horace was the leader in the
arrangements for the recent visit to
Ireland of the United States and Can-
adian agricultural commission, and,
thanks to him, many of the commis-
sioners agreed .that in Ireland they
came nearer to a solution of their
problems than in any other country
visited.

The Irish Agricultural Organization
Society was launched in 1894, after
several years of vigorous propaganda
by Sir Horace. The society assembled
a staff of trained workers, who went
about the agricultural sections of the
Emerald Isle explaining the working
of the continental co-operative associ-
ations, and advocating the founding
of similar associations in Ireland. In
the matter of organization the Irish
farmers are now far ahead of those
of England and Scotland. The scheme
has, in fact, werked nothing short of
regeneration in rural Ireland.

“Prices of apples this fall are good,
but sales are rather slow,” said 8. L,
Peters, Dominion Fruit Inspector, who
was in the city yesterday. “The
apple crop in the province has, how-
ever, only been up to our expecta-
tions; that is, it has been poor.

“A matter of interest to fruit grow-
ers is the fact that a change has
been made in the Dominion Fruit
Act, placing responsibility for the
quality of fruit offered for sale upon
‘both the packer and orchardist. Every
barrel must contain a card, showing
who the packer was as well as where
the fruit was grown.”

Mr. Peters said the wet weather
this fall'had interfered with the har-
vesting of potatoes and other root
crops, but that the resuits of the sea-
son would be fairly satisfactory.

American Tariff and
Shipping to United States
—Local Shortage.

By the terms of the new tariff cattle
admitted into the United States
free, St. John has in the past de-
pended to a very large extent on the
product to supply local de-
mand. The western cattle, however,
since the passage of the bill, are go-
ing over into the States, the guantity
coming this way is curtailed and the
eflfects of this are being felt, a short-
e of beef being in evidence during
Of the beef im-
ported here for home consumption a
very large proportion comes from the
west or Upper Canada, The diversion
of the western product to the States
instead of eastward means therefore
a considerable reduction in the local
supply as the home production is not
adequate to the consumption. While
the New Brunswick farmers are rais-
ing beef cattle on a fairly large scale
they are not, however, raising as many

Another circumstance which is tend-

found in the fact that of late the west
is beginning to draw on New Bruns-
wick's already limited supply. During
the past few months considerable ship-
ments of cattle have been taken from
the province by western people, where
they are fattened and prepared for
killing to supply the American mar-
ket. Good prices are being received
)y the New Brunswick farmers who
dispose of their cattle in this way and
another contributory cause to the

Of course cattle raising in New
Brunswick is not carried on exten-
sively enough to warrant the exporta-
tion of a very large amount, but nev-

this, together with the cutting off of
some of the western product, is mak-
ing the scarcity such as to cause dis-
quit and noticeable advance in prices
is bound to follow. As it is prices
have gone up considerably during the
past couple of years and if the pres-
ent scarcity continues it should not be
very long before American prices pre-
vail here.

St. John, however, is not the only
place to feel the effect of the new tar-
iff. In Montreal and Toronto, accord-
ing to a government official, whose
duty it is to watch the meat trade
generally and circumstances surround-
it, the day after the new tariff ‘went
into effect the price of meat jumped
from a dollar to a dollar and a quar-
ter per hundredweight.. In amticipa-
tion of the passage of the tariff Am-
erican dealers got in on the ground
floor and bought up all the cattle of all
classes they could get for exportation
to the American market,

The American dealers likewise in-
vaded Montreal and gathered up what
they could, sg that that city too is
facing & gerious meat problem. Prices
have gone up accordingly and dealers
there are getting perturbed over the
situation.

New Brunswick farmers, who make
a specialty of cattle raising, are bene-
fittting by conditions and in the Am-
erican market are finding good prices,
while at the.same timeé are not sacri-
ficing anything in return as would
have been tho case under reciproclty

“I had a narrow escape from this,
he said with an eloquent wave of th
hand as he entered The Standard of
fice this week, “You were lucky,” wa
the response but how did it happen
Most of us who get in it can't escape
And then Mr, Meharry told his tale.

Intended for Newspaper Man,

“After I came to the United State
1 started as a printer and was heades
for an eventual graduation to the new:

“What did happen?”

“Well, I had a friend on the stags
and he had a chance for me, so
took it. The first six months I go
the princely salary of $4 a week ant
expenses, I don’t know whether I mad
good or mnot, but, at any rate, afte
working a half year, I managed to ge
a raige to $6 per week and I neve
missed a pay day. It was hard work
but I stuck to it. Gradually I manage
to get better parts and better chan
ces,

“I suppose there was disappoint
ment amony my folks that I did no
go into some other line.

have been a clergyman. There was ¢
tendency in that direction in our fami
ly. My uncle, Rev, Dr. J. B. Meharry
was moderator of the Presbyteriar
church in England and the church at
mosphere seemed to surround us, |
can well remember the Sundays, wher
it was regarded as a sin to look oul
of the window, let alone to indulge ir
any amusement.”

Has Seen Active Service.

Mr. Meharry has also seen active
gervice In the American army, going
to the Phillipines with a Dakotah regi
ment. “I was a year and a half on the
fighting line,” said he, “and won mj
promotion from sergeant to a lieuten
entey.”

Anotker line of effort in which the
talented young actor has had some ex
perience is in the practice of dentis
try for he is a graduate dentist.

In consequence he is, in a way, in
dependent, for if the time should com¢
when his art fails to pull at the heart
strings of his audiences he can take
an awful revenge on their molars.

Director D. L. Hutchinson,
In Interviews Supplies
Interesting Description

TIME OBTAINED BY
OBSERVING STARS

Instruments TUsed Ex-
plained---Standard’s Rep-
resentative Sees “61 Cy-
gni” inMeridian Telescope
---The New Observatory.

The scene was the office of D. L.
Hutchinson, Director of the St. John
Observatory of the Meteorological Ser-
vice, and the questioner a representa-
tive of The Standard. “When will the
new observatory on Douglas Avenue
be completed? The Standard would
publish any information you can give
us with regard to it.”

“Well,” replied-Mr. Hutchinson, gen-
ially, “under the contract the new
building will be completed next, March
and we shall certainly occupy it dur-
ing the Spring.”

“8t. John will then possess a build-
ing devoted exclusively to the work
of the observatory?”

“Yes. All the instruments and ap-
paratus connected wih the Meteorolog-
ical and Time Service will be transfer-
red to the new building, where a prop-
er exposure for the outside meteorolog-
ical instruments will be obtained, as
well as a much needed suitable hous-
ing for the excellent equipment of the
observatory which has outgrown the

present location in this building. The
only apparatus that will remain here
will be the Time Ball at the top of
the tower and the storm signals. The
ball will be dropped by wire from the
observatory on Douglas Avenue,”

This change,” suggested the Stand-
ard’s representative, “should certainly
make the work of the observatory
more widely known.”

“I believe that it will,”” was the re-
ply, “for under present conditions the
work of the observatory is, perhaps,
somewhat overlooked by people in
general, being in the Customs Build-
ing. After our removal the observa-
tory will assume its own identity.”

The Opportunity.

The tenor of Mr. Hutchinson’s com-
ment was not lost on The Standard’s
representative. Glancing around the
office of the observatory he noted the
numerous instruments and apparatus
and taking advantage of the opportun-
ity asked the director if he would con-
sent to supply the necessary informa.
tion for an article relating to the Time
and Meteorological Service, and if il-
lustrations of the principal instru-
ments and an explanation of their use
could be given. Thg article, he
thought, would prove of interest io
many readers of The Standard.

Mr. Hutchinson readily consented to
give the necessary interviews and it
is through his courtesy that illustra-
tions are included with the text.

In this article, explanatory of the
Time Service and descriptive of the in.
struments and apparatus connected
therewith, it will be necessary for the
sake of clearness to divide the subject
into two parts. The first will deal with
the methods by which observations for
time are made. The second will have
reference to the distribution of time
from the observatory throughout the
Maritime Provinces.

SIDEREAL TIME.

In regard to the source from which
Standard Time, as rem;nlzedv‘by the
St. John Observatory, is' derived Mr.
Hutchinson’s clear and detailed ex-
planatioa will come as something of
a revelation to many people. “The.no-
tion is prevalent,” he stated, “that
our Standard Time is obtained from
the sun. The truth is that while in
the Maritime Provinces our time-|
pieces are adjusted to keep mean solar|
time of the 60th meridian, the astrono-
mer takes his time from the stars.”

The time obtained by the meridlan
observation of stars, he went on to ex-
plain, is called Sidereal, Hence the
problem reduces itself to observing
the meridian passage of Standard
Stars, comparing them with a clock
regulated to keep Sidereal Time, the
uniform rotation of the earth on its
axis being takem as the basis of meas.
urement. “Comparisions,” he added,
“are then made between Sidereal and
Mean Time clocks and after a prop-
er allowance for the observed error
in the Sidereal clock, Standard Mean
Time is computed.”

The mistake in supposing that the
sun is responsible for the time, it
would appear, 18, in part at least, due
to a fact mentioned by Mr. Hutchin-
gon that our civil standard, the mean
solar day, is an artificlal standard,
equal in duration to the average solar
day, or to the solar day as it would
be if the days were all equal.

The Sun Unreliable,

“The sun,” he explained, “is usually
thought of in conneetion with the
length of a day, but solar days are un-
equal; the time between successive
passages of the sun across the merid-
jan varies from day to day, due to the
fact that as the earth turns round it
also travels along the obital path in
the same direction as it rotates. If the

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Expects to Make Long Strides
in Foreign Commerce when
the Panama Canal Opens
for Traffic,

Tokio, October 22.—Japan expects
to make long strides in her foreign
commerce as a result of the opening
of the Panama Canal. The ports on
the eastern coast of both South and
North America are at once opened
up to her export trade, and everything
possible will be done to find markets
there for Japanese goods.

The present trade routes from Jap.
an to European ports by way of the
Suez Canal will not be affected by
the operation of the Panama route.
Japanese steamers will continue run-
ning by way of Suez, for they are
thereby enabled to pick up frieght at
many ports on the way in China, India
and in the Mediterranean. Hence it
has been decided here that it will be
unprofitable to divert steamships to
BEurope by way of Panama, as mno
frieght can be delivered or obtained in
the long stretch across the Pacific.
But new lines of steamers eventually
will be sent to New York and to the
eastern coast of South America, where
Japan hopes to find big markets for
her china and lacquered ware, her
straw mattings and straw braids, as
well.ds her teas, and at the same time
ircrease her markets for raw silk.

Another important result of the op-
ening of the canal will be ‘the diver-
sion of much of the freight which no
is transported to points on the Pacif
United States, and
either despatching this merchandise

steamers, or sending it round from
thence shipped by rail to eastern
states. A considerable economy in
freight charges will be affected by
San Francisco, after Japenese steam-
ers have called at the Pacific mettro.
polis.

An exhustive study of the effects of
the Panama Canal on Japanese mari-
time commerce, both for the present
and the future, has just been compiet-
ed by the Ministry of Commerce. The
department's experts figure that a 50
per cent. economy will be made by
shipping direct to New York by steam-
er, instead of sending it across the
continent by rail from the Pacific
coast. It is unlikely, however, that
any change will be made in the man-
ner of shipping raw silk, of which
the exports to the United States,
amounted to $57,000,000 last year, as

So far clocks have been installed
in the Post Office lobby, many of the
banks, the Public Library, the Western
Union.

Frequent comparisons are made at
the observatory on the chronograph
between the sidereal and mean time
tranemitting clocks, the latter being
corrected for any appreciable error,
while the sidereal clocks are permitt-
ed to accumulate error, which is al-
lowed for by their rates between ob-
servations.

A Quutlon‘ Answered.

Why this great exactness of scienti-
fic time keeping? Possibly some of the
readers of The Standard, having per-
used this article, may ask that
question. The answer {s that the
country needs a standard of time as
much, or even more, than a standard
of weights and measures. The time
balls are welcome signals to naviga-
tors, for they know by them that they
can accurately determine the errors
and rates of their chronometers. They
are none the less acceptable to the
general public. The transmission of
the exact time throughout the Mari-
time Provinces is a convenience which
could not well be dispensed with. Tele-
graph signals from the St John Ob-
servatory also regulate the time of
the Intercolonial' Railway, the correct

Put the pudding
mold on folds of brown paper in a
deep pan, fill half full of water and
cook very slowly till the pudding is
set. The water in the pan must never
boil and a sharp knife insert in the
pudding will come out clean when the
custard is done.
