London, Jan. 21—Seizure by the
French of the Greek Island of Corfu
is now known to have been due chiefly
to the location there of an Austro-
German submarine base.

A second base has been located in
the narrow channel between Corfu
and the Albanian coast. Most of the
submarine raids in the eastern Medi-
terranean have been directed from
these two bases, by a fleet embracing
German as well as Austrian craft.

Submarine activities of the Ger-
mans in the North Sea have largely
abated, owing to international compli-
cations and the relentless warfare of
British destroyers, German subma-
rines have been diverted to the Medi-
terranean to such an extent that,
according to the best information,
only two small underwater craft of
the Germans remain in the North Sea.

Perograd, via London, Jan. 21.—The following officlal communication
was issued today: :

“Western (Russlan) front: In the Dvinsk region our artillery has
been successful in action against the enemy.

“North of Czartorysk the enemy attempted to capture a hill we had
occupied, but was repulsed.

REOPEN OLD MINES
IN SYRIAABANDONED
FORTHOUSAND YEARS

Germans .Forced by Coal
Shortage in Egypt to Reopen
Mines in Syria Used by Ro-
mans,

London, an. 21—Germany's cam-
paign in E; t is meeting with unex-
pected obstacles, it is announced, due
to lack of coal to operate the railroad
which they have constructed south-
ward throughout Syria to the edge
of the desert approaching the Suez
Canal. The construction of the rail
road has been largely facilitated by
French rails and material for a simi
lar line which was partially construct:
ed, but the absence of coal prevents
the actual opening of the road to
transportationt

This lack of coal has led the Ger
mang to re-open the old Turkish mines
in Syria, used by the Romans, but
abandoned by them a thousand years
ago. The capacity of these mines is
limited to 500,000 tons annually. A
large force of Turkish laborers is en-
gaged in developing the mines, which
are now the chief reliance in getting
the rallroad to Xgypt in operation.

A Cry For Cotton.

Egypt, land of the mighty dead,
golemm, silent, mysterious as its own
sphinx, is now, according to the
“Rheinisch-Westfalische Zeifung,” the
last hope of the textile industries of
(Germany, the sole source from which
her cotton weavers and spinners can
replenish their depleted stocks:—

In this quarter lies the only hope
for this important industry, which is
now faced with decay and ruin. Prac-
tically no more raw material 'is avall-
able, the little that is to be obtained
being immediately absorbed for war
purposes. A

All supplies of yarn at the disposal
of spinners have been exhausted, and
hardly a day passes but an important
factory is closed somewhere. Within
the last three months the price of mid-
dle quality cotton has doubled, and it
is now three times more expensive
than it was at the beginning of the
war. )

No answer has heen received to the
Cotton Import Company’s proposals to
American producers, although the
terms of the original offer have been
considerably increased. = Factories
which are still working with the ma-
terial placed at their disposal by the
military authorities now only turn out
army blankets, sandbags, and band-
ages. The general supply is practically
at a standstill, It is certainly an omin-
ous outlook.

Private in Highland Regiment, describing his baptism
of fire, sends call for eligibles at home to go out
and help men who are bearing more than their

own share.
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Strathspey Soldier's Baptism of Fire.
A Heavy Bombardment.

“Cursing by Proxy."”

(Strathspey Herald, Scotland.)

A private in a Highland regiment
has written two letters to his father
descriptive of fighting at a part of the
line whici bhas figured often in recent
despatches The young goldier's fath-
er is well known in Grantown. Ex-
tracts from the letters follow:

We were just about to complete our
twelfth day in the trenches when the
Huns broke out on us, and I had my
first real bapugm of fire, Sunday was
the hottest we have yet experienced,
At three a, m., they opened on us
with apparently every gun on that
front, big, medinm, and little. Then
followed a gas attack, the clouds sent
down being very dense and suffocat-
ing. This was accompanied by show-
ers of shells, which made our eyes
water very badly, so that we could
scarce’y see to shoot. This continued
all day, until about an hour before
darkness came on. Then they increas-
ed their heavy fire to an extraordinary
extent during this hour, big shells fal-
ling all around, in front, on our rear,
in our trenches, and especially on the
parapets, knocking the latter to bits.
This was a dreadfil time, and men
kept dropping down on every side of
me or were blown up in the alr, yet
1 never got even a scratch. A chum 1
took most to since coming out got bad-
1y wounded and blinded, at last falling
at my side. When darkness came on
we were set to bullding up the gaps in
the parapets, working all the time
under rifle and machine gun fire from
the enemy. I was one of the builders,
and the bullets were ripping open the
sandbags as they were being put into
position. Yet we labored on as if noth-
ing was amiss. Many in these circum-
stances lose all nerve and go silly, but
as a rule all round me were perfectly
cool and collected.

All the times we have been in the
trenches previously we had a hot few
minutes occasionally, and practically
all the time shells were flying over
head and frequently all round us, but
this occasion was our first real hot one.
Curiously, too, it came on our last day
in, as we were being relieved by the
new divigion that night, I can assure
you it was a welcome sound when
“packs on” was given, Then we filed
down the communication trenches till
we struck the road 'in the rear, but
were still under shell fire along the

transport road until we were ten miles
from the actual front, It was moon- |
light, and it was a ghastly sight to seel
dead men, mules, smashed motors, |
and transport waggons all along the
way. Shells were flying at random,
but although on the rearguard, I again |
escaped unhurt, We marched all the !
remainder of the night and entrained
after a journey coming to a large town
far in the rear, where for the first|
time for months re to have a most |
welcome rest for about filvé weeks to|
recuperate. Wasn't it curious that{
this desperate attack should come on |
our very last day? We were all look-
ing forward to this period of rest and
enjoying a merry ( stmas in peace,
but instead many are dead and many
more lying in various hospitals more
or less severely wounded. L——-'s8
men (a local battalion) were fortun-
ately relieved the night before, and so
escaped this attack—luckily, as they
suffered heavily on a recent occasion.

During the last spell in the trenches,
only 40 yards from the enemy’'s, we
had practically no sleep, and the
weather was consistently bad through-
out. I was most of the time, however,
down a sap underneath “no man’s
land,” as bayonet man to the sappers.
They checked a German sapping party,
and blew up their saphead. It was a
weird experience, as all the time we
knew not what a second might bring
forth.

The trenches at times are indescrib-
able. I need not cure the mud; it has
80 often been done by proxy. We are
being very well done to in the way of
food, the supply, if monotonous, being
ample and good.

_John A. Wheaton, who for many
years was one of the best known rail-
way contractors of Eastern Canada
and Maine, died yesterday afternoon
at his home on Bentley street, He
bhad not been il for any length of
time and was out walking last Mon-
day. Death was due to the infirmities
of old age.

John A. Wheaton was born at Whea
ton Settlement, Parish of Salisbury,
Westmorland Co., in 1838. He was
brought up on a farm and at an early
age showed an aptitude for business.
When a young man he entered the em:
ployment of a railroad contractor after
the construction of the European and
North American raflroad from St.
John to Shediac, which road was built
a8 a link of the system under the
same name which exténded to Bangor.
Eventually the Intercolonial, New
Brunswick railway and Maine Central
took over the system, the Canadian
Pacific later purchasing the New
Brunswick Company’s property.

Mr. Wheaton became associated
with E. P. Clark and A, E, Trites of
Salisbury and engaged in the construc:
tion of thousands of miles of railroad
bed and trackage in New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia, Prince BEdward Island
and Maine.

He built the northern division of
the Intercolonial in his younger days
of contracting. He also constructed
the Albert road from Salisbury to Al
bert and Alma, known as the Harvey
and Salisbury; the New Brunswick
and Prince Edward Island road, from
Sackville to Cape Tormentine,. of
which Lieut. Gov. Josiah Wood of
Sackville was the principal sharehold-
er and which is now part of the Cana-
dian Government Railways system;
the Cape Traverse branch of the
Prince Edward Island railway of the
Canadian Government system, the Pet.
itcodiac, Elgin and Havelook road,
between the places named in Westmor-
land, Albert and Kings Counties, the
Moncton and Buctouehe road, from
Moncton to Buctouthe, Westmorland
and Kent Counties; Central, later the
New Brunswick Coal and Railway's
property, fromNorton, Kings Co., to
Chipman, Queens Co. leased to the
Canadian Pacific road which extended
the line to Fredericton; Inverness and
Richmond road in Cape Breton, and a
section of the Bangor and Aroostook
noad in Maine.

Mr. Wheaton came to 8t. John about
20 years ago. He is survived by a
wife, six sons, four daughters, five
sisters and a brother. The sons are
Freeze of Belleisle Station, Kings
Co.; Hartley of Seymour, Conn.; Myles
of Buctouche, Trueman, John and Her-
man of this city. The daugliters are
Mrs, W. R. Carson of Norton, Mrs. J,
McCready of Simcoe, Ont.; Mrs. D. F.
