KOLCHAK FAILS
IN SIBERIA PRESIDENT DENIES

Ottawa, Out., Aug. 11.—“Sugar sup 

ipdes in Canada are toeing artificially 
restricted, and sugar prices are toeing 
unwarrantably advanced toy combi ne « 
and conspiracies which are absolutely 
pernicious and unlawful,” is the staLa­
ment of Dr. R. J. McFart, Cost of Liv­
ing Commissioner. “Now that the sea- 

hem when the housewife should 
toe preserving and canning fruit, the 
people in control of our sugar have 
seiged upon the opportunity to deal 
another blow to household canning 
ana make the consumer stiti more do 
pendent upon the big canning corn- 
tome. For several weeks the dealer 
has been experiencing difficulties in 
getting sugar to supply his retail cus­
tomers. There have been a few strikes 
at the refineries which have helped :o 
cause a stringency, and on top cf 
these other refiners have seized upon 
the same time to close down their 
piant for repairs. The attempt has 
been made to (blame the shortage of 
refined sugar on excessive exports, but 
this is absolutely untrue as show any 
the facts. The latest avuifealble ous- 
*04113 reoord shows the excess of our 
imports over our exports is very muen 
greater than usual; the sugar coming 
into Canada is sufficient to supply de­
cidedly more, not less, than 
tomary requirements.

Lenox, Maes., Aug. Jl.—Andrew Car­
negie, the steel magnate and phllan 
tropist, died at his Lenox summer 
home, “Shadow Brook,” at 7.10 this 
morning, after an .tineas of loss than 
three days with brojtvMal pneumonia. 
So sudden was hie iream that his 
daughter, Mrs. Roswell Miller, was un­
able to get to her father's bedside be­
fore he died. His wife and private 
secretary were with hi® at the end.

Mr. Carnegie had «pent most of the 
sumhier in Lenox, coming here late in 
May and. up to a few weeks ago, en­
joyed himself to almost daily fishing 
trips on Lake Mohkosnac, which bor­
ders his big estate, and In riding about 
his grounds.

He w&a taken til Friday and grew 
sieadtiy werse. His advanced age and 
lessened powers of resistance hasten­
ed the end

Mr. Carnegie came to Leu ox to maku- 
his home in May, 1917, and had spent 
the past three, cummehs there, fie 
intended* to spend his declining days 
there and when he bought it from 
Speuoar It. Shelter. L was announced 
that Mr. Carnegie -entid -spend ah 
of the spring and summer months

Mr. Carnegie leaves his wife and 
his daughter, Margaret, who married 
last April Ensign Roaswell Miller, of
New York.

Failure of the Allied Govern­
ments to Get Supplies to 
the Admiral Forces Him to 
Fall Back.

Refuses to Make Known to 
the Senate Various Data 
Used in Connection With 
the Treaty of fcace.Archangel, Aug. 11—An appeal to 

the Allied nations not to withdraw 
their troopi from Russia le being is­
sued by ' he municipality of Arch­
angel and the boards of the govern­
mental and district Zemstvos of the 
Archangel province, it was announced 
here today.

The appeal constitutes an indict­
ment of the Bolshevik "as an enemy 
of '.he constitution for which the Rus­
sian Democrats are fighting."

“The moral and material blow caus 
ed by the departure of Allied troops," 
the appeal says, "will make the ntru?- 
gle with Bolshevism beyond our 
strength," but declares that the strug 
ge will not be abandoned.

The Allies, however, are asked to 
con vider the sufferings that would fol- 

’-ow the withdrawal of the troops, and 
the an.i-Bolshevtk authorities, "in 
pain and desperation/’ appeal to feel­
ings of humanity and justice insepar­
able from free democracies.

Collapse of Kolchak in Siberia.
Washington, D. C.. Aug. 11—Com­

plete collapse of the Kolchak move­
ment in Siberia was forecasted 1n re­
porta reaching Washington today. 
Kolchak forces have fatten beck al- 
irioat gPO-^tos' from their former a3r 
vanned lines, and Omsk was said to 
be threatened with evacuation.

Failure of the allied and associated 
governments to get adequate supplies 
to Admiral Koicbak, the advices said, 
had forced him to fall back steadily 
before the grea.ty superior Bolshevik 
forces, composed of veterans whose 
officers include many Germans who 
fled to Russia when the armistice was 
signed.

Officials here are known to regard 
Kolchak's efforts at

Washington, D. C., Aug. 11—Exist- 
ence of the secret treaty between 
Japan and Great Britain regarding 
the Shantung peninsula was “conceal­
ed" from Secretary of State Lansing 
by Viscount' Ishi, Japanese ambassa­
dor to the United States, Mr. Lansing 
testified today before the Senate for­
eign relations committee.

On September 6, 1917, Mr. l-onstog 
eakk during the negotiations leading 
up to the I-ansing-Iahl agreement, 
Viscount Ishi told him that he had 
assured Sir Edward Grey, the British 
foreign minister, that Japan would re­
turn Kiao Chow to China “but would 
have -to retain the German Pacific is­
lands because no Japanese govern­
ment could stand without retaining 
them.”

“Did Viscount Ishi make any fur­
ther statement regarding) the disposi­
tion of German claims to China" ask­
ed Senator Borah, Republican, Idaho.

“No," replied Secretary Lansing.
"But you know now that at that 

time Japan had an understanding 
with G res'b Britain for Japanese con­
trol of Kiao Chow and that Ishi con­
cealed that from the secretary of the 
United States."

“That's the tru:h.“
The secretary said he first heard of 

the secret treaties on the subject be­
tween Japan and Great Britain, 
France, Russia and Italy in February 
of '.his year at Versailles. He said he 
had investigated! “very thoroughly" 
and that these secret treaties 
were published in Russia.

Carnegie 
for mome time had led a secluded lire 
and his withdrawal from all public 
activities gave rise to frequent state­
ments concerning his health.

Ottawa, Aug. 11.—The embargo on 
the export of hides and leather to 
the United States, passed at the ur­
gent Insistence of Dr. R. J. McFXll, 
coat of living commissioner, is not 
likely to be withdrawn despite much 
trade pressure.

thews, Assistant District Attorney.

Such prosecutions wla toe Invoked 
under section 6 of the Lever act, whddh 
provides a punishment of not more 
than two years In prison or a fine not 
exceeding $36,000, or tooth, in case» of 
persons or corporations found guilty of 
hoarding. Section 7 provides that the 
hoarded supplies may be seised 
marily by the United States Marshal 
and condemned anc sow under the 
order of the Court.

The statement follow» in pert:—
'•This office is In receipt of a tele­

gram from the Attorney General re­
questing it to give right of way to 
prosecutions and forefflare proceed­
ings under sections 6 and 7 of the 
Lever act which forbids the hoarding 
of toods feeds, fuel and fertiliser. 
These instructions will be complied 
with to the limit.

At first "it was 
thought that this stand would be built 
on the slope on Prince William street 
between St. James and Britain streets, 
but it was placed on the whorf near 
the -passenger entrance to the Eastern 
Steamship Company boats, the place 
where the Prince Is to land 
Friday morning.

The stand was well buBt and proved 
a credit to those who had this part 
of the woric in hand. In addition to 
having a suitable stand It 
another purpose for It covered up an 
old building and a large pile of old 
Junk from the view of the distinguish­
ed party When they landed here, their 
first place of visit In Canada.

Yesterday General Macdonnell paid 
a visit to Reed’s Point and was at 
once in disfavor of the stand being 
placed there, as it left very little 
room for the military guard of honor 
and other military arrangements to be 
carried on when the Prince arrived. 
The General at once ordered that the 
stand would have to be removed from 
the present site and placed elsewhere. 
Accordingly the city which has been 
placed to considerable expense is forc­
ed to remove the stand and it will be 
placed across the railway tracks to 
the north of the present site.

On the last visit of Sir Joseph 
Pope to St. John he was unaware 
that the stand was to have been plac­
ed where it is, and in fact it is said 
that he did not know of the children 
taking part In the programme. It is 
said that if these arrangements had 
been known by Sir Joseph he would 
have informed those in charge of the 
arrangements that the stand could not 
be placed on the wharf, but at mil 
events the mistake was made and the 
city of St. John will be placed at the 
expense of doing the work all 
•gain.

The city workmen will start In at 
seven o'clock this morning to eear 
down all the good work that tt has 
taken them three or flour days to ac­
complish, and they wifi be obliged to 
work day and night In order to have 
the stand re-erected on the new site 
In time to be ready before the arrival 
of the Prince on Friday morning.
