"New Brumswick, once on & time, were
men of wealth and weight, and the poor
who econsumed dutiable mo-
Iasses, ram and tobaceo had very Little
woice in the making of laws for the
iraising of a revenue. And so it came
ito-pass in those days that the wealthy
iegislators made laws under which the
owners of vast tracts of land 3nd nu-
merous houses paid little more to the
revenue than the owner of nothing but
a wife and family. Though legislators
are no longer rich, and any poor devil
may become 3 magistrate, the laws of
our forefathers have descended to us,
and the poor man is only just beginning
to inquire who pays the taxes. A sim-
| ple caleulation will convince him that
the class to which he belongs bears the
brunt of the burden. The taxes raised
for the support of the Governmental
 machinery and the construction of pub-
lic works are indirect—that is, duties
on imperts—and a poor man pays al-
' most as much of them as arich one. Al-
lowing that to pass on the ground that the
blessings of self-government are shar -d
alike by all and all should share its bur-
dens, we come down to the question of
local taxation.

The
owner of a tenement house is assessed
$10 school tax and he raises the rent
$50. Who pays thistax? Not the pro-
perty, by any means.

Though taxes are levied principally
for the support of machinery for protect-
ing property the poor are called on to
pay the liop's share of them. The own-
ers of tenement houses and shops saddle
their tenants with their taxes, and the
owners of palaces, mills, snd lands are
taxed only on one-fifth of the value of
their possessions. Merchants for whom
wharves are built, and streets kept in
order, and police and flremen supported,
are taxed a trifle more than their clerks.
And what is the clerk taxed? His in-
come is usually rated at $400, although
it may be one, two ar three hundred
dollars more. On this he is taxed $3.45
for County purposes and sewerage and
water supply, having already paid his
landlord’s share of the tax for these pur-
poses in increased rents; $7.80 for City
purposes—police, firemen, piers. streets,
etc., principally for the benefit of proper-

Johao River, where this skate 15 used
to the egolusion of every other variety.
I is no unusual thing there to skate from
Fredericton to St. John; and the long
reaches of river ice thus traversed render it
specially important to consider the element
of speed in the comstruetion of skates, just
as on our ponds and lakes, which, like Sam
Slick’s garret n London, admit of but
three steps and a turn the skates have to be
made with especial regard to wheeling. A
marked peculiarity which distinguishes
this skate from all others is, that the run-
ner projects at the heel as well as at the
toe. Thus as thesteel is much longer than
that of an ordinary skate the weight of the
skater is spread over a greater level of ice,
while the projection at the heel enables it
to be distributed to infinitely greater ad-
vantage.
From what has been said it will easily
be understood thas the stroke required in
order to takeadvantage of the “peculiarit-
ies of this skate is entirely different from
that which is required in the use of the
ordinary short skate  ‘To make any re-
spectible sj eed with the latter the stroke
must be comparatively short and rapid
and an inspection of the traces left by the
skater would show a divergence of thirty or
forty degrees. With the long river skate,
on the other hand, an accomplished ath-
lete will frequently average from twenty-
five to thirty feet at each single
stroke, and an inspection of the cou- se will
show that the strokes are nearly it not
quite parallel to his main direction, save
at the instant of raising the foot, when a
sharp and sudden impressinn gives the im-
petus by which the succeediog stroke is
accomplished. As there are therefore
pone ofthe **right-hand fallings off,and lett
hand deflections’’ incident to the use of our
common rurcner, the whole force expenced
by a good skater tells on the straight
ahead course, and a degree of speed 1is
reached which is would be utterly impos-
sible to achieve on the ordinary ruoner,
and which could not be obtained even with
the long river skates, -without thorough
and scientific training

The density of the
smoke in Fellows’s warehouse, and the
natare of his stock, prevented the saving
of much of his property. On Saturday he
had shipped all the Hypophosphites on
hand, and there was very little in the place
except apparatus. In the cellar a large
quantity of sagar, chemieals, etc., was
stored, and it is believed that these
goods are not much icjured. A long pro-
cession of men and boys, laden with paper
boxes, filed from Miss Sharp’s store for an
hour or so, and ribbons, laces, bonnets,
bustles, corsets, feathers, flowers, and all
the other mysterious articles that ocontri-
bute to woman’s make up, were piled up
in the stores on the opposite side of the
street. The furniture in Lordly, Howe &
Co’s was got out and piled up
in the streets. 1t was taken out at the
ront door, and passed out the windows
into Church street, much of it being car-
ried into Canterbury street for storage.
The density of the smoke and steam ren-
dered the removal of the goods from the
upper flat difficult, but nothing was left
behind except a portion of the unmanu-
factured stock on hand. W. Lee’s stove
and tinware store remained un-
opened until long after the fire
was discovered. Mr. Lee was away
from home, and ther: seemed to beno-
body to look after his interests. We
shogld suppose the police would look after
unprotected property in such cases. His
store was opened after & time and part of
the stock removed: Mr. Climo saved part
of his furniture and apparatus, and about
all the stock of pictures, frames, etc., from
the ground flat. Mr. Dalsel got out ap
imwmense pile of furniture and lumber, all
his stock.

‘While busy hands were removing their
goods from the flames the firemen were
fighting steadily to prevent the fire from
breaking out of the building in which it
originated. On one side is a three story
wooden building, occupied by C Valpey’s
sewing  machine ~ warerooms, Bus-
tin's piano and music store, and
Mrs. Anderson’s and Mrs. Ferguson’s
boarding houses. This was seriously
threatened, and its inmates hastily re-
moved their goods. Pianos were tugged
through the snow, sewing machines were
bundled out into the street, and furniture
and bedding were carried out by boarders
and others. This building was preserved
unscathed, and the damaged farniture
and stock has been carried back. If the

persons in the city were overrated was that
in the outside parishes a iarge number of
persons enjoying good round incomes es-
caped taxation altogether.

Justice W. M. Jarvis said it was abso-
lutely necessary that any assessme t law
should be so well defined that assessors
could know exactly what they had to do
He read some clauses of the oll
law showing how loose the wording
of the old Jaw was lsadin to innumerable
mistakes. He referred to the resolutions
betore the board and said the original reso-
lation introduced by the Committee was
founded in justice to the laboring man and
to men generally of small incomes.

Justice Marshall claimed that the new
Bill will include in its operation a number
of incomes now entirely overlooked, and,
in the valuation of Real Estate, a numbcr
of properties now largely undervalued will
be broaght up to the mark and thus relieve
greatly a number of persons who are now
largely overrated. The Committee bad
not sought to make radical changes in the
mode of assessment, but properly to adjust
the bardens of taxation.

Justice Nowlan, in answer to the re-
marks of Mr. Jarvis, denied that the mu-
nicipal laws of England were so perfect
that they should be copied here.

Justice Donaldson thought that the taxes
in this city were not at all oppressive when
you considered the expense fairly entailed
by the work upon the streets.

Justices 1. Robertson, Gilbert and Da’e
made a few remarks each not very perti-
nent to the resolution, but rather reflect-
ing on or defending the Committee as to
their work.

The amendments of both Justice Gregory
and Dale were put in order and lost, and
the original resoluti)n that incomes of
$600 and upwards be rated at their full
vilue minus $400—was also put and lost.

Justice Marshall then moved Section 8,
$1at real and personal estate be assessed
as at present at one-fifth of its gross value,
and proposed also to test the opinion of
the Board as to the 26th Section of the
pew law before any rurther proceedings
should be taken, in view of the fact that
several Seotions of the Law had been voted
down. The 26th 3ection relates to the
appointment of a General Board of Assess-
ors.

Justice Jarvis objected in toto to the
appointment of & General Board of Assess-
ors, unless the present law is altored as to
the relation between the assessment of in-
comes and real estate. He then moved
that the Board be adjourned until Tues-
day next, at 11 o’clock, to give the Com-
mittee time to consider further the new
