In
this game more money is made on poor
hands than good ones by those who
boldly bluff their fellow players. This

been playing all along. They ha—ebeen
staking heavily on their hand, trying to
bluff everybody iiito the belief that 5..,
hold four aces, and stoutly resist every
request to show their cards.

. Mr. Mackenzie is actually to be
pitied for the completeénéss of his fail-
ure at New Glasgow. We expeoted
that the preserce of Mr. McDonald
would arouse him to make a great ef-
fort. ‘But when & man can only assert
things that have beén proved false, and
make statements that only the most
ignorant of his hearers believe to be
true, and utter insinuations that make
him ashamed of himself, and charge
others with thieé cmént of an in-
quiry wheht he khnows that he and his
confreres are poskponing it, we cannot
' expect him to appear at his best.

The Hamjton Tragedy.

The bloody wiot that occurred at
Hampton yesterday was the legitimate
result of holding a-public pic-nic in the

| vicinity of a rum shop. A Sunday

School pic-tic was disgraced in the
same place, a few days ago, by a scene
that only lacked the tragic element that
brings this one into prominence. Plenty
quarrel—the shutting
of the doors of the tavern—the attempt
to force an éntrance—half drunken men
and loaded pistols within—the fatal
shots: the differenit acts in a tragedy,
from the jovial tfeat at the bar to the
bleeding corpse, follow éach other as
regularly as the acts in 3 stage play.
The shooting of the man who supplied
the rum, by the pistol he had handed to
a friend for the deferice of his house,was
a strikingly theatrical catastrophe, and
would be déclated unreal if introduced
into a sensational play.

The most practical lesson to be
learnsd—perhaps the only one that will
be learned—from this sad évent, is that
public pic-nies must not be held in the
vicinity of tam-sellers. St. Joseph, St.
Peter, St. John, or any other Saint in
the calendar, cannot keep thé pedce at a
rum-cursed pie-nicparty.

People always set more value on what
they have lost than on what they pos-
sess. McMallen long ago lost his cha-
racter, and is instituting heivy suits
against the newspapers for damages. It
strikes us that the libel-suit style of war-
fare is a dangerous game for Opposition
leaders to encourage, for, of course,
Messrs. Blake and Mackenzie are con-
sulted before McMullen makes & move.
Ministerialists may begin the sanie
game, if the decisions of the courts
show that there is profit in it.

As they could not-get in they
commenced ‘throwing stofies #nd - sticks
at the house, and had soon broken the
front and side windows. Campbell, it is

Loss of Life at Shediac.

The gale of Sunday was very severe at
Shediac, the tide rising higher than ithas
been known for years. We regret tohave
to record the loss of two lives by the
storm. Mr. H. E. Bevierand John Laley,
who were living on Shediac Island en-
gaged in canning lobsters, were both
drowned. Theylyed out em the Point,
and it is supposed they were cut off from
the higher parts of the island by the
water rising during the night. Mr. Lal-
ey’s body was washed ashore on Sunday
and Mr. Beviers yesterday . moning,
which was the first information the peo-
ple of Shediac had of the disaster. Mr.
Bevier is the father of Mrs. Thomas A.
Temple of this city, for whom much sym-
pathy is felt by all. . Itisbut afew weeks
since Mr. Temple’s father died, and now
they are again called upon to mourn a
parent suddenly taken from them. They
left this, morning to attend the faneral:
There were three others on the island
with them,two men and awoman,but they
left on Saturday night to spend Sunday
on the mainland, and jthus escaped a
watery grave.

The Lerdly Case.

This case, which has been before the
Police Magistrate several times, was
finished yesterday. Mrs. Lordly gave
evidence which was the same as the ac-
count already published.

4th.—*“Was it reasonable satisfaction
that Milledge offered to indemnify them
against all claims against the vessel Silas
Alward, so as to entitle him to the notes
upon giving such indemnity?”

5th.—*Was the agreement on which
the vessel was purchased upon condition
that all claims against the vessel were to
be satisfled by Milledge before they gave
him their notes?”

Ans.—“It was.” :

6th.—“Was not the agreement upon
which the parties bought the vessel, as
testified by Leunard, that they were to
pay one half in cash, and not to pay the
balance or give thelr notes until the
claims made by Dunn & Co., and all other
claims against the vessel, were settled to
their satisfaction?’

scene of desolation presented there on
Monday morning testified to the severity
of the gale.

Carlist Cruelty.

The frightfal excesses of the Carlists
appear to surpass in their attrocity those
of the French Commune in its maddest
hours.: The terrible massacre at Alcoy
is now followed by an almost equally
horrid display of cruelty and vandalism
at Igualada. a town recently entered and
sacked by the Pretender's army. The
inhabitants bravely determined to resist
the invading army, and gathered all their
resources for defending their homes and
firesides. At noen, as soon as the Carl-

ists were descried in the distance, the
church bells sounded the alarm, and all
the sick, aged, women and children were
ordered into the churches. The inhabi-
tants were met and overpowered by over-
whelming odds, and fled for protection in
the church. They were closely pursued,
and when they refused to come out and
deliver themselves up, the Carlists broke
down the doors of the cliurch by firing
cannon-balls _ into them, pouring in
streams of sulphured petroleum through-
the breeches, setting fire to the liquid as
it lowed. The occupants of the edifice,
blinded and suffocated,’ rushed out into
the open air, only to meet the bayonets
of their persecutors. On the arrival of |
Don Alphonso and his. staff, finding no
corporation with which to confer, they |.
immediately set about the formation of
one from among the wealthiest citizens, |
and then demanded a contribution of
2,000,000 reals, of which 200,000 reals
were collected for him, he carrying off
eighty prisoners as hostages for the re-
mainder of the amount. Don Alphonso
left the doomed town the, next morning
at daybreak, but not until after all the in-
habitants had surrendered, and then balf
their number were shot on the spot, they
h#ving been compelled to sing their own
De Frofundis before their death.
