He may proceed 
to that explanation without, however, 
attacking another hon. member.

Mr. CALDWELL : I had no inten­
tion of attacking anybody. I simply 
wanted to clear up a statement made 
by the hon. member from St. John 
on Saturday as a question of privil­
ege. In that connection I want to read 
the statement the hon. member attrib­
uted to me and then read what I ac­
tually said, leaving the House to 
Judge as to whether the hon. member 
quoted me correctly. He was speak­
ing of a statement I made in the 
House on June 12; it was with re­
gard to an amendment I moved to the 
Dominion Elections Act on that day. 
The hon. member was referring to a 
statement I made about a returning 
officer in my riding during the recent 
elections, and this is what he said:

•“He was charged—”
That is the returning officer, he 

meant— — —-
“He was charged with having made 

electoral subdivisions which were not 
warranted by law.”

Now I wish to quote what I act­
ually did say:

“Last fall, I learned quite accident­
ly one evening, Just two weeks prior 
to the election, that five new polls 
bad been established in my riding.”

The second boom to be built was 
the Sterling, then the Gill, and last of 
all in 1968 the Douglas boom above 
Fredericton. Thet% were no sheer 
booms. Ordinary chain boom was 
used to sheer the logs as far as pos­
sible, the open gape being watched by 
boats.

A few years before the Incorpora­
tion of the Boom Co.," the Glasiers un­
dertook the securing and booming of 
the lumber on the river, but they got 
Into financial difficulties and just pre­
vious to the formation of the company 
it was being done by John aind Isaac 
Burpee.

Before following the lumber further, 
I will describe the method of logging 
and stream driving as conducted to­
day with the improvements we have 
over our predecessors.

In 1876 Levi H. Pond, an American

mixed with theirs, and horses are pat 
to work hauling them into the water 
again, commonly called sacking. As 
every crew Is working Independently, 
the marks on the logs are wattihd 
carfuHy by the men and boss to see 
that only the logs belonging to them­
selves are handled.

Often one crew would overtake an­
other on therlver, when an an effort 
might be made by, the crew catching 
up to drive through, or poeslbly the 
crews might join forces and bring 
the two drivee along together, the ex­
penses. being shared by the operators 
in what they might consider a talr pro­
portion.

At Grand Falls all the boats and 
equipment had to be transferred from 
the upper to the lower basin. It was 
perhaps the first chance the men had 
to get rum since they had gone into 
the woods in the fall, and there were 
many sharks about ready to take their 
money. No wonder there were many 
wild times at the Falls when the 
drives were coming out Every boss 
was thankful when he got bta crew 
started below the Falls and away from 
fruther temptation.

Day alter day the drive continued,

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First let me say that the principle 

is exactly the same as that whereby 
a sailing vessel tacks or heats to 
windward. Instead of the wind, we 
have the water of the stream constant­
ly flowing in one direction; instead of 
the sail, we have the rudders of the 
boom adjustable as the sails of the 
boat. We call them fins. Now the 

• object of the boom is to direct the 
course of hte logs in the stream. To 
accomplish thie we have extended out 
,from the shore, in a slanting position 
.down river, a boom along which logs 
can slide as they strike it, flowing 
(Promiscuously down the stream, to the 
end of it, thus being carried across the 
jiver to clear an obstruction such as 
a rock or an island. How to keep the 
outer end of the boom in the desired 
position In the river without the aid 
of anchors or lines is the trick. To do 
it a string of logs is made the ends 

adjustable, so that the river can be lapplng over ©ach other shingle fash-
