having established two new Light houses on th 
Bahama Islands, the following particulars of them 
are published for the information of Mariners:

Gun Cay Revolving Light.—At two hundred and 
fifty yards from the Southern extre no of Gun Oay, 
this Light House has been erected. Its base is 25 
feet above high water, and the right of the tower 
is 55 feet. The light revolves or €10 every min- 
ute.When within five miles distance, vessels should 
not bring the light to the southward of S. E as the 
ohain of cays and reefs project in a curve to the 
westward.

The undersigned has repeatedly heard it 
stated by old traders that ice was never met 
with to the northwest of the Cape. —Many 
persons also run, with the greatest conf 
cence, in very thick weather during the win- 
ter months, under the impression that ice 
does not leave its frozen regions so early, I. 
therefore take this opportunity * ) inform sue a 
and strangers that the time of the year is a 
very poor criterion to confide in, as I have 
seen it in the four different seasons. On 
this howeward passage from the West coast 
of Mexico, to my great surprise, I passed close 
to a long, low island of ice on the afternoon 
of the 15th August, fat 45. 30, long; 86- 30 
blowing strong from S. W and no more to 
be seen from aloft at night, the weather clear 
but hazy ; during the night from blowing 
hard it fell nearly calm, at daylight found my 
self about five or six miles from three very 
large ones.
