EATING AND DRINKING SMALL-POX.

Some poisons act on the human body,
by being introduced into the stomach,
and others by being brought into direct
contact” with the blood. There is a-
tradition in some paits of our country
that a generation ago, certain individuals
cooked and eat poisonous snakes, as one
would usually cook and eat cels; and
that a good fat Foglish viper was to
certain rustic epicures, by vo mcans a
distasteful meal. It is well known now
that the poison of serpents may be most
fatal when the blood gets directly im-
preguated with it, but that, when intro-
duced into the system through the
alimentary canal, is positively harmless.
Recent investigation also appeard - to
confitm the perfect immunity of pigs
from the venomous bite of even the
deadly cobra. It would be interesting to
koow whether ‘some oats, at least, are
not entirely proot against the poison of
snakes; and many are said to have a
pecutiar habit of bringing reptiles of the
sort into their homes, and it is popularly
believed that cats having this propensity
are always those that have been bordt in
May. If this habit is found in May born
cats alome, it must be from thoir hayiog
partaken of many such dainty meals at
the mouth of the mother of the family.
There is one thing, however, settled, that
the virns of the small-pox, cholera, and
many other coptagious diseases, is direet-
ly propagited by contact with the
mucous membranes—and especially of
those of the mouth and stomach. A
dose of cholera or small-pox may be
iven with effects as certain and caleul-
able as a drachm of opium, a grain of
corrosive sublimate, or an ounce of prussic
acid. There is symething especially
horrible in the idea of drinking small-

our daily bread. But that we are not
free from fatal contingencies of the sort
is proved by many instances, based on
undoubted authority.

It has appeared to us all along that
the government of the Dominion and the
government of Ontario have studiously
avoided interfering in the matter of the
murder of Seott.  No aftempt has been
made to bring the murderers to justice.
Even motions «xpressive of regret have
been voted down by factions, who felt
bound, at all hazards, to support the
leaders of their party; and it is only
during the last week that an expression
of the opinion of the provinee of Ontario
has been made. Tt is surprisiog to’
*"ink of the immunity which has been
. 'owed to Riel and his accomplices in
at bloody tragedy.
As our readers know, the question wes
' ought up in the last serrion in Toronto ;
bt Mr. Sandficld MeDonald and his
lleagues did not feel prepared to give
the simple expression of regret at the
occurrences which had taken place in
connection with that event; and the
'suppotters of that goverament were too
wuch tied up to their party to give an
henest, eonseientious vote.

Mr. Blake, we think, deserves credit
for bringing np the question even at this
late day. . It was supposed by many
.that be would be obliged fo succumb to
the exigencies of his new relations and
to retreat from his position on this ques
tion ; but his manly introduetion of the
motion shows that he has not abandoned
his ‘professions on this subjeet, and his
Cabinet and the House of representatives
iave aeted with Lim like a unit upon it,
only one member, Mr. Cameron, opposing
it.

Already,
it is said, that at Teheran it is not unlikely
that the mob will cause the gold and silver,
stated to be lying idle in the King’s private
treasury, to be disgorged.

For some time past
small pox has been very prevalest in
Shefficld, and.the disease seems on the
increase. This, coupled with the defec-
tive samitary condition of the tows, is
causing considerablc alarm in the minds
of a large portion of the inhabitants, To
meet the requirements that exist for
additional hospifal accommodation, the
GGuardiaus of both the Sheffield and
Eeclesall unions are creeting small pox
hospitals. The present an“"pﬂx ward
in the Sheflield Workliouse is full. and
patients have for that reason boen refased
admission. The Corporation are - also
taking steps to procure a small pox
hospital, and the course they have pur-
sued has caused eg:sidvrnblc anneyance
to a large portiW¥of the inhabitante.
There not being time to erect 3 hospital,
a large house has been taken in 2 densely
populated and respectable portion of the
town. Men are now cmployed wight
and day in comverting it into a hospital,
and the building is to be ready for the
reception of patients in a fortnight. The
owners and oecupiers of property in the
aeighbourhood are up §n arms about it,
and are doing their utmost to induce
the Health Committee of the Town
Couneil to abandon their intestion and
to have a haspital outside the town. It
has been stated that there are 4,000
cases of small-pox in the town, but it is
believed that this is an exagmeration.
The requirements of the Compulsory
Vaecination Aet are being dilizently en—
forced, and in the Shefficld -and Eecelesall
unions the registrars of birthe and deaths
are acting as wvaceination officers. The
sanitary condition of the town is any-
thing but satisfactory. Small pox is
spreading in the West. The Nuisance
Removal and Disease Committee of the
Yeovil Town Council reported on Satar—
day last there were 39 cases in the town,
12 of them, hewever, being very slight.
At Charminster, near Dorchester, the
