The Blunders of the War.
It is easy to criticise after the event, 

and the arqateur strategists are show-, 
tng a great deal of hindsight in dis- 
c u^ing the war situation. All the 
«une, one does not require to be a 
military genius to pick out genuine 
flaws In the British campaign. The 
most serious charge laid against the 
war department is the apparent utter 
neglect to secure, or to attempt to se­
cure, any information concerning the 
enemy’s strength, equipment or re­
sources, or even to get proper topo­
graphical data. The extent and qual­
ity of the Boer artillery has taken the 
British by surprise. Neither do they 
seem to have made any adequate pro­
vision for scouting, which is rendered 
absolutely necessary by the crafty 
fighting habits of the Boers. The re­
sult is that when they «attempt a re- 
eonnotssance in force, as did Gen. 
White at Ladysmith, Gen. Gatacre at 
Btormlberg, and as Gen. aiethuen 
seems to have done in his latest en­
gagement, they walk into a trap. It 
Is incomprehensible to civilians how 
the Transvaal could have gone on 
making these extraordinary prepara­
tions for years, importing great guns 
and vast stores of ammunition, and 
engaging the services of foreign ex­
perts, without the cognizance of the 
British. However, the present re­
verses will have their use in thorough­
ly waking up the British to the en­
ormity of their task. There will be no 
faltering in carrying it through, even 
though disasters should multiply. 
There is the satisfaction that although 
British strategy is for a time under a 
cloud, British valor never shone more 
brightly.

A Noteworthy Institution.
The December number of the Farm­

ers’ Advocate contains a very inter­
esting historical sketch of the Ontario 
Agricultural College, from the pen of 
Principal Mills. The establishing of 
such a college was first recommended 
by Sir John Carling in 1869, and two 
years later 600 acres of land were pur­
chased for the purpose at Mimico, 
seven miles west of Toronto, but a 
change of Government took place at 
that time, and such strong objections 
■were urged against the Mimico site by 
farmers and stockmen, that it was 
abandoned. After much inquiry the 
Government decided to purchase the 
Guelph farm of 550 acres, from F. W. 
6tone, a political opponent, In 1873. 
The school was formally opened on 
May 1, 1874. and 28 students entered 
the first term. The number in the 
regular course is now 164, of whom 26 
are lodging outside for want of room 
in the college. Principal Mills, who 
has filled his present .position for 20 
years, with ability and distinction, 
says very truly that one of the speci­
ally strong points of the Institution 
has been the thoroughly and persist­
ently practical character of its work. 
Many United States agricultural col­
leges are agricultural only in name. 
They have placed agriculture in the 
background, and have broadened their 
courses so as to compete with arts 
colleges and universities. The Ontario 
Agricultural College has not done so, 
but has always Insisted on manual 
labor, and has given special promin­
ence to agriculture, live stock, dairy­
ing, hortieuiture, veterinary practice, 
and other branches of study which 
2iy.ve a direct bearing on the ordinary 
Work of the Canadian farmer.

Prof. Mills remarks that the col­
lege has often been made a sort of 
party footbaK, but thinks that this at­
titude toward the institution has be­
come less marked and bitter. Prin­
cipal Milis is probably right, though 
there Is still much to complain of in 
the professional politicians. The in­
telligent farmers of the Province, how­
ever, understand and appreciate the 
?Blue of the college, and that is a 
fuarantee that it will be thoroughly 
.Supported, no matter how it may be 
attacked tram partisan motives.

Province.

Banda of Filipino Bandits 
Towns Near Manila.

Infest

•Manila, Dec. 14.—A detachment of 
Col. Hayes’ cavalry, under Lieut. Ar­
nold, has captured Biacnabato, the 
mountain stronghold -where the last 
insurrection Was ended with a peace 
treaty. A large quantity of munitions 
of war was secured.

Major Bathcelor’a battalion of the 
24th Infantry is making stow progress 
in the Ap-arri Va’lley. The villagers are 
giving the colored troops banquets and 
balls everywhere.

Washington, Dec. 14.—Gen. Otis says:
’’Manila, Dec. 13.—fifty men of the 

navy and 50 men of the army, trans­
ported by the navy, took Lao&g on the 
10th inst. Gen. Y-oung, with staff, fol­
lowed next day. He reports Howse, 
with Pennsylvania battalion of the 
34th, followed by a portion of the 33rd 
Infantry, passed north to Bidding, east 
of Laoag. -March’s battalion of the 
34th was at Qayan, province of Le- 
panto, on -the 7th inst. The 3rd Caval­
ry was along the coast and in the 
mountains, pursuing -the enemy. Young 
states his extremè northern force pass­
ed over mountains, driving the insur­
gents under Gen. Tino, who was bad­
ly wounded, killing 50 and wounding 
many. He made large captures of 
rifles and property with all insurgent 
transportation, &ed released all the 
Spanish prisoners in that section, to 
the number of about 2,000. Our casual­
ties were two wounded. Our troops 
are still pursuing the remnant of Tino’s 
command.

“March’s battalion of the 33rd re­
ports frocn Cayan, Lepahto province, 
Dec. 7, that he has destroyed Aguinal- 
do’s bodyguard, killed Gen. Gregorio 
Pilar; received -the surrender of Gen. 
Concepcion and staff; killed and 
wounded 62 insurgents; released 575 
Spanish, prisoners, including 150 friars, 
and captured considerable property. 
His toss was two killed and nine 
-wounded. My information is that 
Agunialdo has disguised his individu­
ality, atoand-oriied Iris troops, and is hid­
ing in the province of Ba-nguet.

“Rear-Admiral Watson informs me 
that the province of Cagayan surren­
dered unconditionally to Copt. McCalla, 
of the Newark, Dec. 11, all arms being 
surrendered. Major Batchelder is 90 
miles south of Aparri; command in 
good condition. Navy will take supplies 
te Batchelder in launch at once; this 
surrender doubtless includes the prov­
ince of Isabela.

“Gen. Bates, at Zamboanga, reports 
affairs there satisfactory. 'Nearly all 
rifles stfr tendered; Mac Arthur at Bay- 
ambong reports that he holds as pris­
oner of war Meihini, the ablest of in­
surgents. and founder at the l-kte gov­
ernment.’*

iModder River, Cape Colony, Tuesday,

among the wounded British and Boers 
give some idea of the desperate nature 
of the fight at Magersdxmteln. The 
Highlanders did all that the most gal­
lant troops In the world could £o, but 
it was impossible to face the terrible 
fire of the Boers. The British artillery 
again

SAVED THE SITUATION, 
and divided the honors of the day with 
the Scotchmen. The batteries worked 
for hours under a galling rifle fire. 
According to the Boer stories, it was 
impossible for the burghers to escape 
fearful loss. One Boer prisoner said 
a single lyddite shell killed or wound­
ed over 70 Boers, and that two other 
shells burst over two bodies of Boers 
ensconced behind the range,

DOING FEARFUL DAMAGE.
All agree that the Boers fought 
throughout with the utmost gallantry. 
Their sharpshooters seldom missed the 
mark.

SINGLING OUT OFFICERS.
A Seaforth Highlander says that 

while he was lying wounded on the 
field he saw a Boer, of typical German 
appearance, faultlessly dressed, with 
polished top-boots, a shirt with silk 
ruffles, and a cigar In Ms -mouth, walk­
ing among the anthills, picking off the 
British. This Boer was quite alone, 
and it was apparent from his frequent 
use of field glasses that 'he was sing­
ling out officers. Another wounded 
Boer says that a lyddite shell fired on 
Sunday fell in the middle of an open- 
air prayer-meeting held to offer sup­
plications for the success at the Boer 
arms.

GROWL.

While the outwardly calm attitude

The Boers 
made no serious attempt to reply with .

Account of the Fight at 
Magersfonteln

London, Dec. 14 (6 a.m.)—(Special to 
Toronto Globe)—This morning's news­
papers do not attempt to minimize the 
fact that Gen. Methuen’s repulse at 
Magersfonteln le one of the most seri­
ous events the war has produced.

F. W. Hodson,' secretary, of the Fat 
Stock Association; Professor Mills, of 
the Guelph Agricultural College; W.
E. 'Skinner, Chicago: J. S. Woodward, 
New York: W. H. Taylor, M.P.P., 
North Middlesex; John McMillan, M.P., 
South Huron; Jams» Mattinson, presi­
dent London board of trade; W. A. 
Patterson and W. F. Stewart, Flint, 
Mich.; Richard Gibson, Delaware; 
Henry Wade, Toronto, and Capt. T. E. 
Robson, rider ton.

SIR JOHN CARLING.
The chairman, on rising to deHver 

his opening address, was greeted with 
applause. He referred with pleasure 
to the presence of so many distinguish­
ed visitors, particularly >the Dominion 
and Ontario ministers of agriculture. 
To agriculture, the most important In­
terest in Canada, and in the world at 
large, the speaker had given much at­
tention. He had for a time been Iden­
tified with the interest® of agriculture 
in the Dominion. The produce of On­
tario was being sought in the markets 
of the world, and especially In Great 
Britain. It was gratifying to know 
that the different interests—cheeee, 
fruits and farm products of all kind»— 
were being well looked after.

HON. JOHN DRYD0N.
Hon. John Dryden said he had re­

ceived a command on Tuesday to pre­
sent himself, as the head of the de­
partment of agriculture In Ontario. 
(Applause.) He considered that Lon­
don was peculiarly well situated for 
such a show. It was the center of a 
rich agricultural district. Its railway 
facilities were good, enabling represen­
tatives of the best skill and thought of 
the agricultural section to come here. 
These men deserved well of the people 
of the cities and towns. They had an 
industry affording scope for the keen­
est brains. They had to deal with live 
animais. Those engaged in this Indus­
try have an ideal. It existed In the 
mind of the breeder. He must have 
eyes like X-rays. He must study not 
the outside form merely. - The work 
was made more arduous (because the 
determination erf success or failure had 
to be waited for. If they were success­
ful it would add milieus to the wealth 
of the country. Their (wprk -had to be 
done in comparative isolation. Each 
man did his own life’s work. A11 over 
the country were men working with 
their hands and meditating with their 
minds. They were noiw gathered to 
show the effects of this work. People 
who were not ipersoniaMy Interested 
should encourage such men.

Mr. Dryden dealth with the objects 
of the show. It would stimulate the 
men and encourage them. The judges 
had an important position because it 
was not simply a matter of giving so 
much money to each man, but it 
would mean the placing before those 
concerned a certain standard of excel­
lence. Buyers could also assist in giv­
ing to the young men an ideal to which 
they should aim. He desired to com­
plain of the fact that we have not 
enough discrimination in the purchase 
of our live stock. This was not so in 
England. In England a better article 
brought a higher price. This exhibition 
should be an educative medium, reach­
ing out through all classes of the com­
munity. He wanted the average of all 
stock in the country to rise above the 
present standard. Only the best should 
be sold from this country- He desired 
to say at this juncture that he would 
like to show that the man Who places 
splendid apples upon the top in a bar­
rel, with poor ones beneath, 1s a crimi­
nal. bringing injury ito his neighbor 
and his country. 60 also aibout bacon. 
The object was to produce the best 
quality. He thought that some effort 
should be made to bring the packer 
and buyer more closely together. In 
regard to the bacon trade, he toild thosi 
present that they should be more care­
ful in their export, because, as the 
English market dropped off in certain 
seasons, they should not export during 
the months of October and November.

velopment and prosperity of the coun­
try.” Mr. Fisher then pointed out 
that the development of live stock in­
terests during (he past year had been 
most marked. The business both in 
the home and foreign markets had 
been exceptionally good. Better 
prices had been obtained for cattle, 
sheep and horses. And though hogs 
had not brought so much per pound, 
the aggregate business would make a 
greater total than ever before. Poul­
try and eggs had also been sold in 
greater quantity. The market in the 
mother land was constantly growing 
better and better. Dairy produce was 
winning high distinction abroad. Can­
adian cheese had attained the first 
position and Canadian butter had 
commanded two cents a pound more 
than ever before in the English mar­
ket. These various .products were at­
tribute® of the live stock business. 
The speaker was pleased with Mr. 
Dryden's words of warning and ad­
vice. He was glad Mr. Dryden had 
insisted upon live stock men keeping 
in. view a high ideal. The great bulk 
of the farmers, who had it in their 
power to keep the standard where it 
was or raise it, did not realize the im­
portance of breeding to type. Insti­
tute workers should realize the im­
portance of impressing this on all 
audiences .they addressed. We go to 
the old land when we want an animal 
toatimprove our herds. There the 
breeds were named after counties or 
districts. Certain communities were 
characterized by certain types of 
animals. This was distinctive of the 
localities where thé best breeds of 
animals were to be found. In Canada 
good herds were found here and there, 
but for the most part the animals 
were criss-crossed with every con­
ceivable class. Stock associations 
should continue their efforts to rem­
edy this. A buyer looking for a cer­
tain class of animals would be sure 
to find the most of the animals in1 anv 
one district not at all suited to his 
purpose. Breeding to a type should 
be encouraged.

Last year the speaker had asked 
for a grant to promote live stock In­
terests. The department had made a 
valuable acquisition in Mr. F. W. 
Hodson — (Applause) — whose energy 
and zeal would be of greater value. It 
was thought, in a wider sphere. Mr. 
Fisher hoped they would be able to 
organize the stockmen of the other 
provinces as they were organized in 
Ontario.

Dr. Mills, principal of the 'Agricul­
tural College, at Guelph, delivered one 
of the brightest and most interesting 
addresses of the evening, which lack 
of space prevents us ‘tram publishing 
at title time, but which we may use 
later.

Mr. Charles W. Paterson, of Cal­
gary, deputy minister of agriculture 
for the Northwest Territories; Mr. W.

tlon of the lungs noted was usual in 
death from apoplexy. Cerebral hemorr­
hage In the right side of the brain, 
as In this case, would probably cause 
the patient to fall to the left. If in 
falling a cut were sustained, con­
vulsions usually followed. The pa­
tient might, after such a seizure, get 
up and walk some distance, or per­
form ordinary work before dying. A 
fall, with convulsions, might cause, 
under certain circumstances, all the 
wounds found on Mrs. Cavanagh’g 
body. Dr. Neu would not swear posi- 
ively that the cartilage of the nose 
was cut; It might have been torn. Re­
garding Dr. Teasdall’s evidence as to 
the number of blows required to cause 
the wounds on Mrs. Càvanagh’s face, 
■witness did not agree that the number 
of blows could be deduced from the 
wounds. Witness did not see any posi­
tive evidence of a blow on the skull. 
He did not think the wound on the 
nose caused death. Dr. Neu could 
find no connection between the ex­
ternal wounds and the hemorrhage of 
the brain. The post-mortem revealed 
no absolute evidence that the rupture 
of the blood vessel was not spon­
taneous, but one might draw the con­
clusion that It was produced by what­
ever caused the injury on the face. 
The chances were even, however, that 
the rupture was spontaneous. The 
discoloration of the stomach might 
have been caused by excessive use of 
alcohol, which would be a strong pre­
disposing cause for apoplexy. Old age 
was another predisposing cause. If 
the patient bad recently taken a con­
siderable amount of alcohol the pre­
disposition to hemorrhage of the brain 
would be greater. To Mr. Magee, Dr. 
Neu said that, under all the circum­
stances. he would conclude that the 
suffusion of blood to the brain had 
not occurred away from the spot 
where the body was found. The blow 
which blabkened the eyes might have 
caused the suffusion of blood upon 
the brain. A blow that would cause 
a suffusion of blood upon the brain 
might also have caused the congestion 
of the lungs. In answer to Mr. Mc­
Evoy, witness said, a heavy fall, under 
certain circumstances, might have pro­
duced the wounds upon the face and 
the fracture of the ribs.

Morgan Gray and Henry Fountain, 
who live near the Cavanagh residence, 
added nothing new to the evidence al­
ready ln.

Police Sergeant Crawford, In de­
scribing the condition of the house 
when he arrived, mentioned a blood 
■tain on the piece of wood that sup­
ported the slata of the bed. There 
was a apace between the mattress and 
the aide of the bed, and the bleed stain
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was about three feet from the head of 
the bed. It was about l1^ Inches long 
and %-lnch wide. The defense ap­
peared to attach much Importance to 
this stain, their theory being that in 
falling Mrs. Cavanagh struck the bed 
at this spot, receiving the cut on the 
nose.

Wm. Murray, a clerk in Ward’s li­
quor store, said he had sold Mrs. Cav­
anagh a half-pint bottle of whisky on 
the day before her death. He had sold 
John Cavanagh a bottle of ale and a 
half-pint bottle of gin, between 6:30 
and 7 o’clock. In reply to Mr- Mc­
Evoy, witness said he sold liquor to 
Mrs. Cavanagh quite often,
