The following speech was delivered in
‘Belfast on the %8th of Jamuary,
1890, wnder the chairmanship of
His Grace the Duke ofé'wrcorn:—

My Lord Duke, my Lords, Ladies,
and Gentlemen—It is customary and
proper for persons in a position like
mine to-night to express their regret
that the duty confided to them had not
fallen into better hands. I will not
follow the usual’ routine on this
occasion. ~ Nevertheless, it may be
fairly asked why I should be chosen to
propose a vote of confidence in her
Majesty’s Government, 1t is, perhaps,
first of all because a maif who; in point
of years, treads within a decade or so
of ‘the footsteps of Mr: Gladstone, de-
serves to be credited with a mature
opinion. It is also, perhaps, because
those who have called upon me know
+that T was born under a modest Irish
roof, and that, for the first twenty

problem of problems, he waited until
he was 75 years old to discover that Pitt
was a Blackguard and the Union a
crime. (Applause).” Think of this
master mariner who now ask us, with'-
out a word of explanation, to place the
helm in his hands. He helped to steer
the imperial ship of Britain for more
than 50 years with this tremendous rock
upon his lee, and never once showed.
‘that he was aware of its existence.
When, a few years ago, I pressed upon
an intelligent Nationalist priest Mr.
Gladstone’s dereliction of duty for more
than half a century, he coolly replied
that, until afew years ago, he had not
studied the - question. I ask you,
Radicals, Separatists of England,
Ireland, and Scotland, whether this is a
sufficient excuse ?—whether the ques-
tion which ought to have formed the
very forefront of his political education
could, without criminality, have been
neglected until he became “ A Grand
Old Man.” (Applause.) Is such a states-|
man worthy of the confidence which he
asks you blindly to repose in him? I
say ‘‘No!” * Either heis blind or he is

years of my life, I lived in Ireland in
intense sympathy ~with the Irish
people.

speak_his mind, constitutes the chief
reason why I am here ‘to-night. T
harbour no illusions regarding the
realization -of ideals .in practical life,
«and I am not called upon to contend
that her Majesty’s present Government
i ideally perfect. But, viewing them
im combination with the circumstances
inwhich they are placed—judging their
acts in relation to their environment—
1 am weakened by no® misgiving when
1 say thatthey are worthy of your.con-
fidence. What, let us enquire, is the
power opposed to them? You have a
statesman who has passed his 80th
year, whose y(;uth -was marked by
honest impulsiveness and devotion ;
who smote John Wesley, exalted John
Newman, and was the ardent champion
of sacerdotalism generally. (Hear,
hear.) Yow have this man, in his sin-|
cere and impulsive youth, -gifted with
qualities ;which excited the fears, but
~ which gained the affection of many
* {llustrious persons. - You have him
.mow. in & position, brought about by
the temptations of political life, which
the wise and illustrious among his
friends deschibe as throwing his reputa-

. tion into the gutter. (Hear, hear.) I

conduct of thisextraordinary man. I
have heard him speak, and have been
amazed by hispower of ¢oining langu-
age. (Laughter.) Take up: & copy of
the Times, and/you find five or six col-
umns of that large paper covered with
his utterances. Take upthe magazines
and reviews of all English-speaking
lands, and you find:therein illustrated
the same matchless power of.shower-
ing down words.. The carterérs for the
public tasté in America, as.well as those
‘in England, know that they have here
an inexhaustible tap, which they have
only to turn on to fill their broad sheet
. with eloquence. (A laugh.) The public
stand agaze at this astounding display
of power and versatility.. My lords and
gentlemen, I had the honor of discuss-
ing many+a question with the late
illustrious Charles Darwin. On one
special point we emphatically agreed,

and that was the necessity inall trug

work of combining reflection in a high
ratio with expression, - But in this

‘eternal outflow of words there is no’

room for reflection, and the consequ-
ence is that the strong nd soundest
men of gny acquaintance treat with
contempt that quality which so large a
portion of the public regard with ad-
miration. - (Hear, hear.) Consider, I
would beg of you, the career of this
statesman. ~Throughout his long life
he was continually immersed in politics.
He witnessed the overthrow of Minis-
try after Ministry upon Irish questions.
Hé heard the voice of Dan O’Connell
demanding  Repeal before 100,000
Irishmen on Tara Hill, . He listened to
the voice of his great leader, Sir
Robert Peel, affirming that Ireland was
the English statesman’s chief difficulty;

not. If blind, he is unfit to be our
steersman ; if not his'true and merited
reward would be very different from
the committal to his hands of political
power. (Applause.) The great Thomas
Carlyle, long @go, defined what that
roward ought to be. Radicgls of Eng-
land, Ireland, and Scotland; open your
eyes, and examine the leader whom you
have chosen. God forbid that I should
ascribe to him conscious dishonesty and
falsehood. But there are two words
commonly employed by thephilosop-
hers of Germany—the words subjective
and objective—which will be useful to
us here. . The subjective has reference
to a man’s owr personal convictions;
the objeetive has reference to what
occurs outside of himself. Gentlemen,
1 came here not to mince matters but
to speak the stern truth. Cleanse Mr.
Gladstone subjectively as you will, give
him credit for the most; earnest and
honest personal convictions. Did not
your former Secretary, Mr. Foster, say
in the House of Commons that his right
honorablefriend ¢ould persuade himself
to believe anything he wished to be-
lieve. ‘(Hear, hear.) Wash him clean

view of his political career during the
last five or six years; in view of the
blood vainly shed on Majuba Hill, of
noble Trish, Scotch, aud English lives.
wreeked amid the deserts of the S.u-
dau; in view of the immolaiion of those
splendid Arabs who fought so devoted-
ly for their country and their faith; in
view,,above all, of the sacrifice of the
heroic Gordon at Khartoum—sent out
by Mr. Gladstone to suit his own pur-
poses, and then abandoned to his fate
—in view of this I express not only my
profound conviction, but the conviction
of many sobér-minded wmen, when 1say
that this English statesman judged
objectively, and in reference to acts
brought about, not perhaps by his
intentjon, but by his mismanagement,
cowardice, and vacillation, is the wick-
edest man of our day and generation.
