you most take the trouble to examine them 
you cannot expect to arrive at a knowledge 
of their contents, without doing that, any 
more than you can arrive at the philosophy 
of Newton’s great work, his *• Principle1 
without reading it.

I may say here, however, that the evidence 
in authentication of the divine mission of 
Jesus Christ is of a threefold character—and 
although, not amounting, in a mathematical 
sense, to an absolute demonstration—yet 
concentrates multiplied proofs from such a 
variety of sources, as to furnish a ground of 
belief in no wise involving the least degree

I feel that you are completely ignorant of 
this evidence,—or you would not treat re­
vealed religion with that indifference which 
yoqr conduct manifests : and, in order to pre­
sent iti importance to your mind—the more 
simply—I will specify the character of that 
evidence under its respective heads, and ear­
nestly recommend you to its examination.

i. Historical, external evidence drawn 
from prophecy—miracles—cotemporaneous

hastily imbibed, may have produced in your 1 
mind apathy and indifference towards the 
religion of Jesus Christ—and that before 
you will attend to the subject, the error 
must be destroyed ?

But I put it to your reason, is this right ? 
If you have examined the Christian religion, 
if you have studied its evidences, and made 
yourself master of its doctrines, and can say 
on your own experience, “I Lnew it to be 
false —I have examined it for myself, and 
have discovered i» errors”—then you have 
some grounds for such indifference. But 1 
ask you, as a rational being, is it right to 
rejedt the true religion because there are 
spurious religions in the world—is it just to 
condemn Jesus Christ as an imposter—be­
cause you have met with some of His pro­
fessed followers who have been hypocrites ? 
Is it reasonable to shut your eyes to the 
testimony which can be adduced in proof of 
the truth of the Scriptures, because vain 
men have published the vague speculations 
of a crude and immature philosophy, or be­
cause the “fool hath said in bis heart * No 
God ?’ ”

I will place the unreasonableness of such 
conduct before you, in another way : —

Admit that our world is but one of a vast 
family of worlds revolving round the throne 
of God —suppose, there was no possible 
manner in which men could learn anything 
beyond the confines of their own orb—by 
unaided reason or science—seeing that none 
had gone from it and returned bearing 
tidings back : Suddenly a celestial visitor 

I descends from heaven—His coming was 
made known by himself ages before, through 
certain media employed for that purpose— 

j and He comes, opening the eyes of the blind 
—calling up the dead from their leaden 

j slumber—and “ speaking as never man 
spake.” Suppose, He reveals to men, their 
origin, their destiny, and their* duty— 
“finishes” his mission, and returns to hea­
ven—where He is to remain until the 
“ restitution of all things.” when He will re­
appear, *’a second time, “ without sin unto 
salvation.” This visit convulses the world

If you require more proof on the reason­
ableness of the doctrines, taught in the Scrip­
tures—read Locke, or Lardner, or Lelnnd.

If you wish to ascertain if it is probable 
that the God of nature is the God of the 
Bible, read Bishop Butler's “ Analogy,” 
unquestionably the ablest work on the subject 
in existence.

I trust you will be induced to give this 
all important subject the study it merits ere 
you decide against the divinity of Christian­
ity : in the meantime, let us return to the 
point from which we set out—viz. the vari­
ous causes which produce indifference as to 
religious things.

Now 1 propose, however briefly the review 
may be, to edneider these causes consecutive­
ly, and I will endeavor to show you that it 
is almost a species of insauity—nay—the

Methodism an Instrument for 
Good. '

We need not dwell upon the state ot the pro­
fessedly Christian world at the time John Wes- 
ti.y commenced his apostolic career. 1".very 
student of the history of that perioj, know* that 
on the Continent infidelity was Rampant, and 
popery held its dark sway, that in England and 
Scotland formalism, mixed with Arianism, was 
prevalent, and that the American Colonies were 
in a great measure content with an external wor­
ship. We speak in general terms. Exceptions 
to this deplorable state, we cheerfully acknow­
ledge, existed ; but, as a whole, vital religion 
was in a very low condition.

To Wesley and his coadjutors, then, may be 
justly attributed that revival of religion which 
became speedily manifest,—a revival not result­
ing merely in the conversion ol those souls 
gathered into the Methodist Societies, but which 
extended it* blessed influence to the Established 
and other Churches of the land. In the evange­
lism of Methodism, popery and infidelity were 
destined to meet with an opponent more formida­
ble than any they had encountered since the 
days of Lather ; and it is to this awakened evan­
gelical energy, nurtured and sustained by the 
Word and Spirit of God, that we look for the 
final overthrow of the “ Man of Sin," and the 
subversion of all that opposes itself to the know­
ledge of God.

Methodism, aa an organized body, has existed 
a little over a century, though its doctrines and 
principles claim to be of apostolic origin. During 
this time it bas been called on to sustain the 
shock of battle from foes without, and from dis­
affected brethren within. It is deserving of re­
mark, that no secession from this Body has taken 
place on the alleged charge of a departure from 
the original faith, but separations have occurred 
principally on the ground of some matter of ex­
ternal government. All the branches from the 
parent-tree, as far as we know, still hold to the 
doctrines and principles of evangelism.

The recent trial, through which the Old Body 
bas passed, has served to concentrate its energies, 
whilst it has by no means incapacitated it for 
good. We do not say, that its power of opera­
tion on surrounding masses of men and on the 
world beyond, would not have been greater, if 
those who have seceded bad continued faithful 
and zealous members ; but a smaller number, 
free from disaffection, and influenced by the 
spirit of true religion, will doubtless be more 
potent for the accomplishment of the purposes 
designed to be effected by church-instrumentality, 
than a larger number in which are wanting unity 
of design and oneness of action. Whilst, there­
fore, we deplore the infatuation of those, who, for 
mere secondary and comparatively inconsiderate 
ends, have abandoned the Church, in which they 
had been nurtured and edified, and who have 
greatly imperilled their spiritual interests, by 
yielding to a spirit of anti-Christian agitation ; 
we have cause for gratitude, that the members of 
the Old Body are determined to pursue their 
wonted coarse of aggression on the world and 
the powers of darkness, “ through good report 
and through evil report,” and that the God of 
their fathers is animating them with renewed 
zeal, and crowning their efforts with success.

The world, at this time, cannot spare the evan­
gelical agency ot Wesleyan Methodism. Not 
only does the home population, but the pagan and 
anti-christian world, require its effective and 
zealous operations. The absence of Methodism 
from the field of the world, note, would leave a 
blank not easily or readily supplied. Other kin­
dred Churches have not agents more than are 
necessary to supply the demands pressing upon 
them, and the withdrawal of Method!«tic instru­
mentalities would leave spheres now usefully 
occupied to be overspread with superstition, irré­
ligion, infidelity, and sin.

However other evangelical denominations may 
differ from their Wesleyan brethren on minor 
points, which affect not personal salvation, we 
think, that, generally speaking, they would re­
gard the dismcmbêrment of the Methodist 
Church as an event portentous of evil to the 
world.- That Romanists would hail it with un­
mingled joy, and observe an universal Jubilee 
to commemorate it, we have no doubt, but to do 
we not believe evangelical Christians would re­
joice, were the existence of Methodism from this 
time to cease.

But why speak we thus ? Not because we 
think there is the slightest apparent cause for 
such an apprehension, but to place in a striking 
light the difference between Christian and anti 
Christian principle. The one can bear diversity 
on points not fundamental, and will lead those 
influenced by it to wish well to, and pray for 
success to attend the labours of, a pious and de­
voted people, whose polity, doctrines, and usages 
may be somewhat peculiar,—the other, shutting 
itself within the circle of repulsive cxdesivism, 
is intolerant of any diversity respecting its own 
distinguishing dogmas, and impels those who are 
actuated by it, to anathematize all who own not 
its bead and worship not the image of clay it has 
set up.

During the year past, Methodism has been 
pursuing its career of usefulness, nourishing its 
mem! ers, and building them up in tailh and love, 
and striving to recover lost sinners to Christ. It 
has also been devising liberal things for the 
benefit of tfie pagan world, and we rejoice to 
learn, that the total amount ol ordinary and ex­
traordinary contributions lor the sustentation of 
Missionary operations, in the last year, amount 
to the noble sum of £ 114,198 14s. Sd. “ The 
people," says the Watchman, “ who have stood 
by the cause which they have so much at heart, 
because it is, in their own emphatic phrase, * the 
cause of God,’ are still comparatively a poor 
people. Many ol them have found employment 
precarious and food dear during the twelve­
month They have, within about the same 
period, contributed £80,000 to another great 
Connexional object. But their faith has been 
unbroken by difficulties, undismayed by opposi­
tion, unexhausted by efforts and sacrifices ; and 
they have not permitted ‘ the cause of God ’ to 
want support." "

We are far from making money the criterion 
by which to judge of a Church’s strength and 
prosperity ; but it must be evident to the most 
casual observer, that a Church, weak and dis­
tracted, would have neither inclination nor abili­
ty , to raise such sums by voluntary subscriptions 
as the above. By the reports which have ap­
peared during the year in the Watchman, we 
perceive that revivals ot religion have taken 
place in Circuits not a few, and the arrival of 
still more prosperous days, at no distant period, 
for our Church at home, may be safely 
predicted.

in free discussion upon subjects of much less 
interest than this one,—and that with a plain­
ness, which, if followed among us, with our ex­
treme sensitiveness on this point, would greatly 
shock our notions of propriety—but a plainness 
which, in the estimation of wise and good men 
among them, is entirely compatible with the law 
of Christian love.

In conclusion, I can but strongly hope that 
He who relgneth over all, will interpose His gra­
cious help at this period,—will calm our troubled 
spirits,—will pour largely into our hearts the 
grace of Christian charity,—will pardon the in­
firmities of our well-meant, though short-sighted 
purposes, and cause the whole to redound to the 
advancement of truth and righteousness, and to 
the glory of His grace.

injurious. With your permission, therefore, Mr. 
Editor, l am desirous of communicating to the 
public, through the same medium which convey­
ed the letter referred to, some additional expla­
nation of my sentiments, in order to prevent 
prejudices being cherished to the injury of the 
cause of Temperance as arising from my well- 
intended advocacy of that cause,—and more 
especially to remove, as far as it is possible for 
me to do so, every thing that would interfere 
with the maintenance of that good feeling and 
Christian harmony which ought pre-eminently to 
prevail among fellow-labourers in the Church of 
God.

I know that owing to the occurrence of cir­
cumstances over which yon had no control, you 
were led to determine that no further commun! 
cation on either side should be admitted into 
your columns. But I have too much confidence 
in the soundness of yonr judgment, and in your 
right feeling with regard to the interests of the 
Church, to believe that you would not be dis­
posed to alter that determination, if there ap­
peared a probability that thereby misunderstand­
ings might be corrected, evil feelings allayed, 
and Christian peace and harmony promoted 
therefore venture again to trespass upon your 
kindness in this matter, that I may not hereafter 
be chargeable with consequences which by any 
legitimate means on my part might have been 
averted ; and in the earnest and prayerful hope 
that in this effort to promote peace and to pre 
vent painful collision with my brethren in the 
Ministry I may be successful. In doing so I 
would beg leave in the first place to copy a few 
extracts from a letter on the same topic, publish­
ed by me a few days since in one of the public 
Journals of this city—

“ I regret exceedingly that any of my Rever­
end Brethren should have so misunderstood the 
tenor and spirit of my letter in the Provincial 
Wedeyan of the 20th nit., as to have supposed 
that it contained a reflection upon them for not 
having thought proper to become associated with 
the Sons of Temperance. A censure of this 
nature would have been absurd, and ttpoa such 
a body of men as are the Wesleyan Ministers In 
this Province, and especially from one of their 
own number, would assuredly have been unjus­
tifiable, and deserving of reprobation. But I 
hesitate not to say that no language employed 
by me can be iairly made to bear this construc­
tion.” * * * * *

“ It would 8e ridiculous in the extreme fbr 
any person, however attached to the Sons of 
Temperance, to make union with this Order a 
Mine qua non, or to condemn other Temperance 
men who cannot see it to be their duty to co­
operate with the * Sons.’ Temperance organi­
zations in their various forms, are but so many 
different modes for the achievement ot the one 
great object,—the deliverance of mankind from 
the cruel evils of strong drink.'

“ I certainly never intended to insinuate that 
any of my brethren in the ministry were not in 
practice total-abstainers, or that any of them 
were opposed to the principle. I did not give 
any opinion one way or other upon this point. 
I but expressed my regret, that of Ministers in 
general in the Province, including those of our 
own denomination, there were not a greater 
number of earnest advocates of the Temperance 
Cause, and avowed and zealous members of 
Temperance Associations, the wants of the times 
demanding the hearty and united labour of all 
who wish well to the movement.”

“ Not even by fhe most remote implication, 
can it be made tp appear that 1 designed to cast 
a stigma upon the character of any of my Chris­
tian brethren. Their reputation is as dear to 
me as life. Much rather would I have put un­
hand in the fire, than to pen a word that woo 1<I 
tend to lessen their usefulness, or that would 
lower them in the estimation of the public ; and 
and that any of them should have so greatly 
misapprehended the bearing of my observationst 
has occasioned me much pain. Instead ot,sup­
posing for a moment that they would afford en­
couragement to the drinking usages of society, 
I have the fullest confidence in them as being 
men of rectitude and integrity—as sustaining an 
unblemished reputation, and as being above sus­
picion in this matter, highly and deservedly es­
teemed as servants of God by the people among 
whom they labour, and who have had the best 
opportunities of knowing fully their * manner of 
life.’ Yet 1 could not but regret that with their 
other excellencies, and their general usefulness 
as Ministers of Christ, they did not all feel it to 
be a duty laid upon them, zealously to labour for 
the promotion of the Temperance Cause. Most 
happy shall 1 he to make reparation if I have 
done any one of them an injury : and to confess 
my mistake, if it should appear that a greater 
number than I had supposed are openly identi­
fied with this reform, and throwing the weight
of their influence in its favour.”

‘ I nevet desired to claim for myself any pe- 
CU iar distinction above my brethren in the 
Ministry, because of my efforts in behalf of Tem­
perance, or my position in the Order. Others 
may with all good conscience entertain a differ­
ent opinion from me as to the courae of duty to 
be pursued. I should be among the last to 
cast upon them an unworthy reflection, or to 
utter, respecting them a disrespectful word — 
On the best method ot promoting this reform 
we may, with all charity, agree to differ.”

Benefit of Railroads.
At a Breakfast Meeting recently held at To­

ronto, the Rev. Dr. Duff' made the following re­
marks illustrative of the benefit of Railways to 
a country :—

“ 1 had an exemplification furnished me the 
other day of what this railway which has been 
opened westward from Niagara to Detroit, is like­
ly to do for this region. A respected friend, a 
brother minister, mentioned to me at London, 
that the person who had managed the stage line 
between Niagara and Detroit told him that the 
average number of passengers conveyed in a 
whole twelvemonth, used to vary somewhat be­
tween 1,500 and 2,000. The other evening—and 
the railway is not yet quite completed, there 
being still some quicksands that tumble down 
now and then—all which, however, will soon be 
rectified—it so happened that there was an acci­
dent. The engine took it into its bead to run 
off the line, but happily it was noticed in time 
to prevent the passenger cars from being over­
turned- In this train there were between six 
and seven hundred passengers, and while they 
were detained another train came up with three 
hundred more.—Tbs train from the east next 
came up with six hundred passengers, so that it 
really happened that at that station, in the 
neighbourhood of Paris, there were congregated 
at one and the same moment of time that even 
ittg, not fewer than 1,500 passengers, nearly as 
many as used to be conveyed by the stage in a 
whole twelve-month. That was in one day, and 
that not in the travelling season of the year. 
By and bye, you will have floods of what 
going on in Canada. But this shows what you 
have to expect from the railway, and you can 
see, already, that short as the time has been 
since the railway first passed through certain 
regions, it has awakened a new spirit of enter­
prise among the Canadians. In travelling along 
through the forest, you see new leg houses 
erected and trees beginning to be felled, indi­
cating that the moment the railway was opened 
the spirit of enterprise took a spring forward. 
I believe that within a short space of time the 
whole of the track opened up by that railway 
will be turned into as thoroughly cultivated a 
garden as will be found in the whole world.”

The Dobrudscha.
The following account of this desolate district, 

which lias suddenly risen into interest and im­
portance, is taken from the forthcoming new 
edition of Murray’s Turkish Guide. At Tcher- 
navoda the Danube approaches within thirty-four 
miles of the Black Sea, but is separated from it 
by a peninsula or tongue of high land, extending 
north, nearly opposite to Galatz, called Dobrud- 
seba From Tcbernavoda a road runs to Kos- 
teudje, on the Black Sea, partly parallel with a 
stream, or rather a chain of lakes, called Karasou. 
At Bourlaek (four hours), the stream ceases, and 
the valley is shut in by hills crowned with downs, 
from which the sea is visible. Kostendje (Con­
stantin»), a small village on a height above the 
shore, has a little port, with remains of a Roman 
mole, now destroyed. From a point a little south 
of this, to Rasaova, on the Danube, runs a ram­
part of earth called Trajan's Wall. It is certain 
that no branch of the Danube ever flowed into 
the sea across this tongue of land, which presents 
on the side of the sea an uninterrupted range of

The British Churches.
The FInglish correspondent of the Chris­

tian Observer (a New School Presbyterian 
paper, published in Philadelphia) gives the 
following observations in his last letter :—

The question cannot but recor to the de­
vout Christian—What effect will the war 
spirit, which is now carrying everything be­
fore it, have upon those schemes of benevo­
lent effort, which have grown up under the 
influence of peace ? War may sometimes 
be a stern duty, but it has a tendency to 
foster a savage spirit ; and we confess, we 
tremble for our Missionary and Bible Soci­
eties, and all movements and organizations 
whose life-blood is Christian love. It re­
mains to be seen what effect increased tax­
ation, to meet the expenses of the war, war- 
prices and war-risks, and hinderances to 
commerce, will have on the amount of money 
contributed for religious purposes. It must 
be conceded, that the tone of mind of those 
who permit themselves to be freely swayed 
by the prevailing influences of the day, runs 
a great risk of serious injury, especially if 
the war should be very deadly or very pro­
tracted.

The May meetings of the great religious 
societies, which will soon occur, will furnish 
some kind of criterion, by which we shall 
be -able to judge to whgt extent the war- 
mania is likely to shed a blighting influence 
upon their interests. As to the past year, 
although the reports are not yet made pub­
lic, it is confidently anticipated that the in­
come of all has received a considerable 
augmentation. This is true of the Bible 
Society, which must, during the past year— 
its jubilee year—have largely increased its 
adherents and its resources. The largest 
Missionary Society in this country is that 
connected with the YVesleyan Conference. 
This Society, too, with its vast machinery, 
its wise and gifted executive, and its noble 
income of upward of £100.000 or $000,000 
per annum, is taking a yet firmer hold upon 
the hearts of the Methodist people ; and its 
anniversary, to be held ill about a month 
from this date, will, it is believed, transcend 
in interest, enthusiasm, and large-hearted 
liberality, all that have gone before. The 
London, the Baptist, and tltqç Free Church 
Missionary Societies are also partaking of a 
large share of prosperity, t

It is gratifying to be able to note any 
improvement, in matters directly religious, 
among the British Churches. The alarm­
ing and widely-prevalent apathy is in some 
degree disturbed, and the pulsations of a 
more vigorous spiritual life are being felt 
Revivals have been almost entirely confined 
to the various Methodist bodies with us, 
and have been by the large and influential 
Independent, Baptist, and Presbyterian 
Churches, too often proscribed as productive 
of more evil than good. But the visits and 
labours of American ministers in past ysars, 
particularly those of I)r. Patton, of New- 
Y'ork, Rev. E. N. Kirk, of Boston, and 
Professor Finney, of Oberlin, have greatly 
modified the views of some of the leading 
divines and preachers of this country, as to 
the necessity and valae of revivals. It is 
no longer an anomaly for others, besides the 
Methodists, to preach and labour for revi­
vals ; and wherever special revival services 
have been held, the result has been—the 
Church was revived, end sinners were con­
verted to God.

We have nearly 
double the number of Baptists, nearly quad­
ruple the number of Presbyterians, more 
than seven times as many as the Congrega- 
tionalists, thirteen times as many as the Pro­
testant Episcopalians, sixty-four times as 
many as the Lutherans, and about double 
the number of all the other sects, seventeen 
in number, in the entire country, with the 
exception of the Roman Catholics. These 
are estimated at 1,093,479, which is 21G,- 
329 less than ours ; but as they include, all, 
men, women, and children, within their in­
closure, as Church members, and as we may 
reckon three outward court-worshipers to 
one member, this would give us 3,917,424, 
more than three times as many as the Roman 
Catholics.— Western Ch. Ad.

'Papieu Mâche.—Two modes are adopt­

ed in the manufacture of papier nmelie. 
First, by gluing or pasting different thick­
nesses of paper together: and second, by 
mixing the substance of the paper into a 
pulp, and pressing it into moulds.• The first 
mode is adopted principally for these arti­
cles— such as trays, etc.—in which a tolera­
bly plain and flat surface is to be produced. 
Common mill board, such us forms the 
covers ttf books, tliay give some idea of this 
sort of manufacture. Sheets of strong paper 
are glued together, and then so powerfully 
pressed that the different strata becomes as 
one. Slight curvatures may be given to 
such pasteboard, when damp, by the use of 
presses and moulds. Papier maelie, pro­
perly so.called, however, is that which is 
pressed into moulds in the state of a pulp. 
This is either palier maker’s pulp, or is 
made of coarse paper cuttings, boiled in 
water and beaten mortar until they
assume the consistency of a paste, which is 
boiled in a soliuio/y'ot Gum Arabic or glue, 
to give it tenaerky. The moulds are curved 
in the usual way, and the pulp pressed into 
them, a counter mould being employed to 
make the cast nothing more than a crust or 
shell, as in plaster east.— lb.

lilt: Almond.-—'Ih'- almond grows wild 
in Barbary* but its fruit is very Inferior to 
that obtained from the cultivated trees in 
Palestine and otlu'r parts of the Levant. 
In commerce it still retains the name of the 
•Ionian Almond, but is no longt-r exported 
hither from the banks <-f that river, our 
supply being now chiefly derived from the 
soutli of Europe. 1 Inophraslus, who wrote 
about three hundred years before the birth 
of our Saviour, remarked that it was the 
only tree in Greece which produced its 
blossoms before its leaves. YVe all know 
that such is its habit in out ow n shrubberies, 
that those blossoms are among the earliest 
that adorn the spring. Man has been justly 
compared to an almond tree, because, as ho 
becomes wise by experience, so this tree 
becomes more fruitful as it advances in 
years—a fact well known to the ancients ; 
for Pliny says, “ The almond and the pear
are injtheir old age„ most fruitful.” (Rat. 
/fist., I. xvi. c. 27,) So also is extreme old 
age as beautifully T-ompared to an almond 
tree easing off its flowers. With us the 
almond has pink blossoms ; but in the Flast 
the flowers are snowy white, and a fitting 
simile of those while locks, the falling off of 
which lilts ever been named as a symptom 
ot extreme length of years.—Cot.

A Heartless M **.—The Western Ale» Yorker 
gives the following account of a aad accurience 
in the town of Ripley in Chantinqoe county 
We lesrn form » private source that a Mr. Welle, 
residing in the town.of Ripley, had a child 18 
months old bitten by a rapid dog one day last 
week, which caused its death shortly alter. Also 
two other children, the names of whom we have 
not learned, were immediately taken to Buffalo 
for medical assistance. The particulars of the 
affair, as near as we can learn, are ae follows:— 
It appears that on a day or two previous, e man 
came along with a dog which Mr. Welle wished 
to purchase, bat the owner then refused to part 
with him He proceeded on hie journey but ■ 
short distance before the animal was attacked by 
another dog, evidently rabid, and bitten severely. 
The owner seeing thi#, and fearing that he should 
be compelled to part with hie dug without any 
remuneration whatever, immediately returned to 
the house of said Welle and concluded to part 
with the dog. Mr. W. seemed to take a peculiar 
fancy to the animal, and without hesitating a mo­
ment paid for the dog, and permitted him to run 
arliberty through the house. A few days after*

. wards the dog showed symptoms of hydrophobia, 
and while in a fit, bit one of the children. 1 
few day-e the child began to show symptoms of 
the disease by biting its own arm in a horrible 
manner, leaving the bone almost destitute of 
flesh, and died in a short lime. This sod affair 
led Mr. W. to believe that he had made a bad 
bargain, and instantly proceeded to destroy the 
dog lest he might do further damage, but did not 
succeed in killing the animal until he had bitten 
two other children. We understand that the for­
mer owner of the dog has been arrested, but have 
not learned the particulars of the trial.

The Ericsson Steamship Capsized—Asm 

York, April 28.—The caloric steamship Ericsson 
was capsized last evening at Jersey City Flats, 
during a squall, ajid went down in twenty feet 
water. It m believed that all on board were sav­
ed. Two steamers were nfar her.

New Yoke, April 30.—The Ericsson remains 
in the same position, perfectly straiit, with her 
upper deck just under water. One or two small 
steamers are employed about her.

Those on board of her were much pleased with 
the result of the day’s experiment. They report 
that she made twelve revolutions per minute du­
ring her trip, and attained a speed of about eleven 
miles per hour. The party were in the cabin 
surrounded with all the requirements of social 
enjoyments, and making congratulatory speeches, 
when the were suddenly interrupted in their en­
joyment and were compelled to flee to the deck 
for safety, in consequence ol her capsizing.

The Journal of Commerce says that the steam­
ship Ericsson, now ly irig partly submerged on the 
Jersey flats, is insured tor $323,000 and is consi­
dered worth $500,000.

Willow Dock — Somethino New.—The La- 
Crosse (Wis.) Democrat, of the 7th inst., states 
that the “ willow dock nt that place is nearly 
completed. It will cost about $3,000. It is con­
structed entirely of willow twigs, about 12 feet 
long, bound in bundles one foot thick, which are 
so ingeniously arranged and woven together, a 
la Rhine. that it is impossible for the sand to work 
out or the w.ater to work in."

These docks are used freely upon the banks of 
the Rhine, in Germany. The one at La Crosse 
,e 235 feet front on the river, I6(J feet deep, and 
12 feet high ; each bunJIe contains about 100 
small trees, and it will take about (#0,000 bundles 
of these willows to complete the work. It is said 
that these willows will sprout up and grow, root­
ing firmly together, thereby forming a living su­
perstructure, which will last for ages without the 
least tendency to dec iy.

Latest from Europe.
The R. M. Steamship America arrived at this 

port on the evening of the luth inst. We give

Paris. Tuesday morning.—The Vienna pa­
pers of yesterday evening gives intelligence from 
Constantinople of the 14th that Odessa had been 
bombarded by the allied fleets, and nearly burnt.

Learn Thoroughly,
We once knew an old lawyer, who, when 

a new student presented himself, put Black- 
eletie into the young man’s hands. ” Read 
that for a year," he was accustomed to 
say, " and then I’ll give you something 
else.” To spend a year over a single trea­
tise, comprised in but four volumes, seem­
ed, at first, a useless waçte of time. The 
student, if a quick reader, had generally 
finished the book in a month.

But 
the thorough old common-law advocai*- 
soon caught him again. When Rlacksiuue 
was finished at last, it was finished ns 
it were, for life. Every line almost 
was fixed forever in the student's mmd. 
He could look back, mentally, over the 
four volumes, a* a apectalor gazes from 
a mountain lop over a wide champaign 
country spread beneath him, and map out 
ihe whole without a single omission or 
blunder. He had a life-long clue to the 
labyrinth.

The old lawyer’s plan of teaching law i 
ihe only correct plan of leaching anything. 
Boys or girls, educated on a similar tho­
rough system, at least know what thev are 
talking about, when they talk at all. They 
have acquired discipline of mind, and dear 
ideas with it. If they (jndertake to write, 
they write sensibly and correctly. If they 
converse, they speak to the point. If they 
are called, in the duties of life, lo decide in 
some novel combination of circumstances, 
they think accurately, because ihey knoyi 
immediately where to look lor tlie keystone 
of the problem. The vast field of know­
ledge is iio longer a laybynmli to them, fur 
they hold a clue to it in a disciplined mind 
alul a capacity to study properly. It is nev­
er difficult to recognize such persons, even 
in a five minutes’ conversation' They are 
distinguishable, at a glance, from those im­
perfectly educated individuals of either sex, 
who, to use a simile of Lord Bolmgbmke, 
rattle on as meaningless as alarm clocks 
that have been sprung prematurely.—Phil­
adelphia Ledger.

not melted, but is passed through heated 
iron rol'ers, Ihe heaviest of which weighs 
twenty tons, arid thus worked or kneaded, 
as dough is at a bakery. The rubber is 
nearly all. procured from the mouth of the 
Amazon, in Brazil, lo which point it is 
sent from the interior. Its form upon ar­
rival, is generally that of a jug or pouch, as 
the natives use clay molds of that shape, 
which they repeatedly dip into the liquid 
caoutchac, till a coating of the desired 
thickness accumulates, when the clay is 
broken and emptied out.

The rubber, alter being washed, chop­
ped fine, and rolled to putiy-like consisten­
cy, is mixed wiih a compound of metallic 
substances, principally while-lead and sul­
phur, lo give it I tody and firmness. Those 
sheets designed for soles of shoes are passed 
under rollers having a diamond-figured sur­
face.— Front these the soles are cut by 
hand, and the several pieces required lo 
perfect the shoe are put together by females 
on a last. • The natural adhesion ol the rub­
ber joins the seams. The shoes are next 
varnished and baked in an oven capable ol 
holding about 2,000 pairs, and healed to 
about 300 degrees, where they remain sev­
en or eight hours. This is called the “ vul- 
caggxyig” process by which the rubber is 
hardéÿed.

A yge quantity of cotton cloth and cot­
ton flannel is used lo line shoes, and is 
applied to the surface of the rubber while it 
is yet in sheets. Not a panicle of any of 
these is lost. The scraps of rubber are re- 
melted, and the bits of cloth ere chopped up 
with a small quantity of rubber, and rolled 
out into a substance resembling pasteboard, 
to form the inner sole. The profils of this 
business have been somewhat curtailed of 
late, by the high price of rubber which has 
varied within a year from twenty to sixty 
cents per pound. The demand, however, 
is very large. A specie» of rubber shoes 
lined with flannel is extensively used in 
some parts of the country for the leathern 
shoe.
