At a recent anniversary dmner of
the Newspaper Press Fund, held in, London, he
addressed an audience largely composed of news-
paper men, and dellvered one of the most stir-
ring and eloquent speeches which has ever fal-
fen from his lips..:Newspaper men are not emo-
tional folk where oratory is concerned, but the
reports in London papers tell us that many pas-
sages in the Chancellor’s speech stirred his au-
dience to the highest point of enthusiasm.

Mr. Lloyd George paid high. tribute to.his
leader. “After long experience; and associa-
tion with Mr. Asquith, I can say,” said Mr. Lloyd
George, “that there is no abler or more sagacious
leader for a nation in trouble in Etrope today.”
Turning to the work of the press Mr. Lloyd
George said that journalism had been hard hit
by the war, in common with the enlightened pro-
fessions, but he was glad that the activities of the
Newspaper Fund, like many others, showed that
amid the cruelties and, infamies of this war,
kindneéss, sympathy and tenderness for the un-
fortunate had not altogether been quenched"i'n
the human: heart.

" 'The Press; lie Baid, ha.d never had a greater
responsibility . cast upon it than at the present
time. - Its function in this great struggle was a
very exalted one. It was to inform the nation,
to-sustain the nation, to stimulate the nation, to
inspire the nation. It is a war of nations. It
is nations that will win. "It is nations that will
Jose, and it is the heart of the nation that has
got to be kept right, and there is no more potent
agency for that purpose than the Press. “It is
the great function of the Press to sustain the
courage and spirit of the people and carry them
throngh that they shall endure to the end. For
in ﬂ;is war' itis the nation that endureth to the
end that will win.”

Mr. Lloyd. George prgached the true doc-
trine in proclaiming that in this war, it is the
fation’ ‘thatendureth-to the- end that will win.
Peop]e were ¢onstantly asking him: “How long
t}ne war will last.” The question was put to
Abrabam Lincoln in another war, full of trials,
full of vicissitudes, full of moments of depres-
sion, and Lincoln’s reply was: “We accept this
va.r for an object—a worthy object—and the
war will end ‘when ff is"attained.” And Lin-
coln . added:. “Under God, I hope it will never
end wuntil that time comes.”. This, said Mr.
Lloyd George, must be the sentiment of every!
true-hearted Britisher today.

Mr. Lloyd George.then went on to state the
o!?ject for which we were fighting. That supreme
object is the freedom of Europe from an organ-
lled military caste—a-caste that*sought.to. en-
slave Europe and shackle the liberties“of” the
world. “They thought they had perfected a ma-
chine that would tear throigh Europe and leave
if bleeding andecrushed at their feet. The Prus-
gian meaht—means—to -dominate the world.
“That is ‘a ‘mania which has possessed military
castes almost in every century. Once or twiee
they have succeeded, and that has upset the bal-
ance of many who thought they could follow.
But though they will not succe nevertheless
to overthrow that ambition will cost’ Europe a
ghastly price in blood and in treasure. Our share
of that price we must be prepared to bear, or for
ever sink into degrading vassalage—a poor end
for a splendid Empire that was to lead the world
in the paths of hberty, and we will never ac-
cept it.”

The organization for putting the above
numbers of men into the field isas follows: The
fully trained men are organized in four armies,

consisting of three corps, one cavalry division,
and a number of troops for the lines of commu-
nication... . The.twelve .corps are recruited and
organiied on a territorial basis, each corps hav-
ing its allotted area.

The. Italian army corps, which is larger
than thatin other European armies, is composed
of two active ‘army divisions, with thirty guns
each, one mobile ‘militia division, brought up
to strength from the Territorial- Militia, one
regiment of Bersaglieri, or light infantry, one
cavalry regiment of six batteries (Corps Ar-
tillery), and other technical and administratiye
units.

“Thefirst-line Italian army, therefore which
could be put into the field seven days after mo-

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In an Interesting Letter
a Vivid Description of

to His Father He Gives
the Part of the Great

Battle That He Witnessed Near Ypres.

The Rev. J. F. Fraser has re-
ceived from his son Harold, the fol-
lowing graphic account of the battle
at Ypres, in which Private Fraser was
wounded:—

Torquay, Devonshire,
May 5th, 1915.

I am back again in England in the
hospital here and having a fine timie.
My foot is practically O.K., not pain-
ing at all, but of course I can only
get around on crutches. The bullet
went clean through the instep with-
out breaking a bone, rather a lucky
4it when you consider how many
bones are in a foot. We are being
treated fine here. We have five meals
a day all of the very best. I will be
getting fat again if I stay here long.
1 am going out to see the town to-
morrow if it is fine. I was to go out
today but it is cold and foggy, so they
would not let anv of us out. ~It was
visitor’s day yesterday and we had
thousands and thousands of ‘ladies
around to see us,-bringing gifts of
cigarettes, chocolates, oranges, etc.
i suppose the Canadian papers have
done a lot of head-lining about ‘“the
Canadians saving the day” and all
that. So far as I saw it is mostly

) Our battalion was
in reserve billets south of Ypres (pro-
mounced in France ‘‘Ee-pray,’” in Bel-
gium ‘“Eeper.”’). On Thursday the
Germans bombarded the town ang the
refuges and French soldiers in retreat
came pouring down the road past our
dillets. We were called out and in-
side of ten minutes were on our way
sorth. “We skirted Ypres and ran in-
to the Germans in the act of digging
themselves in. We made a charge|
and drove them back a couple of hun-
dred yards. Our casualties were so
heavy however, that we could not
follow up and then we both dug our-
selves in just as day was breaking.

Looking out ‘over the tremch in thel’

morning, it was rather & lick‘ening
sight The ground was coyered. with
deld and wounded. The de*d ‘were
luckier than t'he wounded as it was
llnpouible to get any of theln in and
they wére all except for an odd one
or two who }nanaged to get cover,
ﬁdﬂled by the fire between the tren-
ches and the shrapnel. . During that
day (Friday) we deepened our trench
coweeonldaitnpinitnndbuﬁu
that, we were kept: busy preventing
the Germans using a-hedge as cover
and getting a position near the end of
our trench where they could enfilade
us. Wae got quite a number of them
as they took all kinds of chances. I
got two myself, both on the run. Our
position  was somet.hing like , this
(plan given).  That little wood in
front of the Highlanders’ trench is so
full of dead bodies that it is impos-
sible to walk without tripping over
them. Well we hung on to our posi-
tion wuntil Saturday at noon. We
had not a bite to eat, no sleep and not
even a drink of water, so we were en-
joying ourselves much Saturday af-
ternoon we got the order to retire to
the reserve trenches as the French on:
our left had been forced to retire nnd
we were likely to be aurrounded
retired by platoons, one ‘platoon a
time, jumping over the back of tln
4rench and beating it while thers
kept the Germans ‘hack rnpfd
fire.

I "nt:

was hit for a minute or two. After
a few seconds, however, I decided it
would be better for my health if I
moved on, 890 I got on my feet and
was much surprised to find I could
walk and even run without much
pain. - I got under cover and when the
fire had died down a little set out for
the dressing station, about a mile and
a half away. One of the men in my
se¢tion came along and helped me
and further along I met another chap
who was with the 9th and with two
of them I got along fine. After I got
to the dressing station my foot stiff-
ened up and was rather bad and I
ha.ve not been able to put it on the
ground since.. There were some aw-
ful sights.in that station, some men
practically blown to pieces with
shrapnel, and all kinds of hopeless
cases.

They shelled the town so we had
to get down into the cellars. As soon
as it was dark the ambulances came
along and took all the cases that
could be moved and brought us down
along a road that was continually
under shell fire but luckily we got
through all right to Popenhenge. We
stayed there until next day when the
Germans started to shell again. As
we were going out into the ambulance
the shells were bursting right behind
us in the town. Our next stop was
"We spent a
night there and then went on the
train to Boulogne where we went into
the Canadian Hospital. We spent
another night here and then had to
‘get out again to make room for an-
other convoy. This time we had a
14 hours trip to Rouen in a very poor
train. The next day we had to move
on again and took train to Havre
where .we were at once put on the
Hospital Ship “Carrisbroke Castle”
and shipped over here.

‘So you see we had a rather stren-
uous time of it, but we are having a
xood rest up in the hospital and are
to be here until we are cured I think.
The people are all making little her-
oes of the Canadians, so we are hav-
ing a fine time.

What kind of casualty lists have
they: published in Canada? The ones
1 have seen here give a very small
proportion of our losses. I don’t sup-
pose a full list will evér be published
‘at one time. I have not seen my own
name nor the names of lots I know
were killed or wounded, in any of the
lists, yet one of our ecompanies, con-
sisting of about 240 men, now mus-
ters only 11 altogether.

By the way that poisonous gas that
the Germans used was not used
against our trench, so I don’t know
‘just what it is like, but there are sev-
eral men in the hospital completely |
knocked out by it.

They will be born of Imraued moth-
ers, reared either in a lonely house-
hold or by a mechanical institution.
Their chidhood will be spent in pov-
erty, for war babies are born to the
poor, and they will be deprived of the
normal relations of the family, a fact
bound to influence deeply their emo-
tional and mental development,

War babies are not,in spite of, the
New York Times; & product of etigen-
ic impulse. They are the untortunate
consequence of fgnorance amid "the
glamor of the training-camp and the
dissolution which always follows in
the wake of an army. The impulse to
tredt them a little more charitably is
about as humane, and not more 8o,
than the intention not to employ
dum-dum bullets. If there must be
fighting let it be as painless as possi-
ble; if there must be unwanted chil-
dren, let an effort be made to rescue
them from the worst stigma and the
worst neglect.

For the immediate needs of the ex-
pectant mothers there is no choice but
the one suggested by Mr. Ronald
M’Neill in his letter to the London
Morning Post. They must be dealt
with in as kindly and self-respecting
a way as the world knows. No one
can dare to advocate for them the
sort of punishment which Mr. M’Neill
describes, ‘“the ‘prospect -of child-
bearing in unprepared conditions, al-
most certainly without proper atten-
dance ‘either of midwife or doctor,
and, as regards loucs, with & choice

| between theéir own narrow, crowded

home among angry, outraged, and
censorious Trelations 'and neighbors,
and flight they know_not- whither.”

But- once these immediate needs
have been met, it is surely the great-
est folly to pretend that illegitimac
is desirable or a service to the race.
The argument against bearing illegit-
imate children is mot derived from
the sexual illegitimacy of the parents.
It is based on the fact that to bear un-
wanted children is a crin3e against
the children, a way of starting a hu-
man soul handicapped upon its career
That handicap can probably not be
removed, even though all the social
stigma were aholished. It will re-
main because any child which is
reired by Only one parent is spiritu-
ally impoverished, and because the
child of a deserted mother lives:in a
weakened and saddened emvironment
This argument -against illegitimacy
| will survive the ‘0ld black notions of
punishment, since it rests on plain
and well-ventilated observation. it
applies equally to the illegal child, to
the children of hasty war-marriages,
.and to the children of any marriage
where decent nurture and attention
are impossible.

A race can not be strengthened by
mere multiplication. -Only the whole-
sale barbarism of war and capitalism

H * and imperialist expansion would ever
i1l nave made mere quantity a standard
of morals.

That is why the senti-
mental appreciation of war babies is
so disheartening. It is not a flare-up
of liberalism, not a new sense of thé
sanctity of life, but a worried and
careless attempt to recoup the. losses
of war. Against the proposal to;drop
the savage punishment of the meglti-
mate no sane persop will say a word.
But against unwanted and promis-
cuous childbirth all decency rebels.
It asserts that the way to replenish
the race is not to stampede women
into childbearing, but to acquire a
fresh sense of the terrible wastage of
life in the normal pursuits of peace.

race. The selection of general offi-
c¢ers is, in time of peace, a delicate
matter, because it is hedged in by a
number of traditions. - In ordinary
times the officers of an army are pro-
fessional; they intend to spend the
best years of their life in the service.
They expect to be promoted each in
turn. ' This is everywhere the case
within the sphere of reglment
and -as generals are selected from
among those whom lapse of time hasg
raised to the rank of colonel, a gen-
eral officer is usually a middle-aged
man. He will hardly attain to the
command of a division or of an
army corps before his hair has turned
grey. _

Promotion by survival has long
been exchanged for. some kind of se-
lection. A nation at war requires
victory, and, if it is wise, entrusts the
command of its. brigade and divisions
only to those who are qualified for
the- work. The notion that length
of service alone gave an officer a title
to rank, to authority and to command
has given place to the view that to
entrust the lives and fortunes of the
men of a brigade or a diyvision to any
man not specially: qualified for such
a eommand is criminal folly. Armies
have adopted various methods of
selection. The Prussian army in the
fiineteenth century introduced a sys-
tem of training general officers by

to this knowledge, because the ele-
ment of danger is wanting, and an
officer whose knowledge and skill are
of the best may possibly be less for-
tunate in the matter of nerves and
coolness than some of his less favor-
ed ¢omrades. What is never in doubt
is incompetence. All the officers and
all the men perfectly well know who
are the incapables. What cannot be
fully  known is exactly how good a
good officer is.

All this is true of peace conditions;
it applies with much greater force to
the conditions of war. Certain it is
that in the armies now in the field
there are thousands of young officers

Early Hour Today
(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Five thousand dollars’ damage at
least was caused by fire at three
thirty this morning when a number
of barns and.storehouses were des-
troyed or gutted on'the west side of
Front Street, just opposite Victoria
Avenue.

The fire is believed to have origin-
ated-in or near the premises occupied
by Messrs Thompson Bros. Some
military police detected smoke in the

vicinity and upon discovery of the fire
sent in the alarm.

The firemen responded rapidly and |,

their fire fighting calls for the highest
praise. Chief Brown and his men
managed the fire with great skill and
succeeded in restricting the confla-
gration to a few buildings.

All were steel-clad. This fact and

the excellence of the fire department
alone prevented perhaps the destruc-
tion of several blocks for a heavy
west wind was- blowing.
The barh and store house of
Thompson Bros. were destroyed with
the contents, including hay, grain,
three cutters, wagons, harness, and
many other things. From these sheds
the fire spread into the second storey
building used by W. S. Smith of the
Dominion Bedding Company and
wronght over ﬁve hundred dollars’
loss in mattresses, springs, ‘carriages
and other supplies. Mr. Smith ecar-
ried only two hundred dollars on this
company’s stock. Other sheds west
of these also caught fire and were
saved with diffieulty. Messrs. Huff-
man and Bunnett suffered consider-
able loss to their machinery and the
rear of their building Other damage
was done by smoke.

Messrs. Huffman and Bunnett esti-
mate their loss at about $1,000 cov-
ered by insurance. Messrs Thompson
Bros. could not estimate their loss.
Their stock was insured.

The premises occupied by Thomp-
son Bros and The Dominion Bedding
Company belong to the Forin Estate.
The loss to buildings is considerable.
