Rev. J. F. Floyd preached to a large
congregation in Coburg street Chris-
tian church yesterday evening. His
subject, Are the Dead Conscious at the
Resurrection? occupied considerable
time, the speaker appearing to think
they were. Before dealing with the ser-
mon & number of questions were an-
swered which had been handed in by
thoBe interested in thé subjects dis-
cussed.

The following were some of the qués<
tions and answers: ‘“You mentioned in
your sermon last Sunday that you be-
lieved there would be only one Tesur-
rection and at one time, please ex-
plain.” Mr. Floyd answered this ques-
tion by stating that he believed in only
one general resurrection and this would
not 1a8t sne fhousahd years.

“If the saints are now reigning with
Chri$t, when was Satan -bound that he
would” not reign for 1,000 years?”

“I believe the saints are now in
heaven with Christ. I believe the re-
generation of men and women is going
on all through the ages.” 1

“Most of your ideas regarding our
faith are misconstrued and a minister
in yeur position should find out about
the truth' of his sthtefhents befors ‘he
says them.”

Mr, Floyd said that he would give an
antidote if this was true, for he be-
lieved that antidotes were used in casés
where poison was concerned. )

The third chapter of Acts was quoted
and Mr. Floyd was asked to explain.
He said 'the” “seasons of refreshing”
mentioned here were to come if they re-
pented of thelr sins.’ We must repent
of our sins. People do not need to wait
for forgiveness of their sins until thé
millennium but thig‘ _will  take place

‘|»when Jesus comes.

"“We 'ate told that the prothise made
to Abraham cannot be fulfilled until
the millennial age?”

Mr. Floyd said he believed the pro-
mise will be completed before that
time,

“What became of the five foolish vit
gins?”’ ‘ :

“I believe the Saviour used this par-
able to represent Some classes of peopls
arid churches. I believe there are some
of the five foolish still knocking around
in some of the different beliefs.”

“How shall we. es¢cape punishment if
we neglect.salvatien?’ :

“There is no ne. We must accept
now and wa! o second chance.”

“Shall the wicked be given to ever-
lasting punishment?”

The speaker would not speak on the

i subject of etérnal punishment.

“If the earth fs-to be buthed up how
will God’s promise to Abraham come
true?” “I believe the promise will be
completed before Christ comes again.”

“In & passage in {" ¢ Bible we see that
one generation comes and goes out but
the earth remains forever, and in an-
other passage it states that Jesus will
‘¢ome like a thief in the night and the
earth shall be burned up. Please ex-
plain,”

The. speaker considered that in the
first passage the word forever meant
generation - after generation. He. be-
lieved the earth would be burned up.

“‘How will Christ wind up the gospel
if He doesn't come till after the mil-
lennium?”

"We will have a universal church and
:the gospel will go on. Theére will be a
redction and the people will depart a
little from the gospel, and while they
are éating and drinking Christ will
come Wwith a great shout.”

“There 18 a difference between the
placs that Jesus goés to prepare for His
people and that which He has raised
up since the foundation of the world.”

Mr. Floyd then took up the thread of
his sermon and said we have hoype
of living beyond ‘the grave. “Some
think there is no consciousness with the
resurreetion,” he said, “but I have
every’ reason to beliéve that our spirit
lives.

“Immortality is not applied to the
soul but to the spiritual body. If we
take one ‘passage in the Bible and put
it against another we are not proving
what either one states. It wag never
Intended that we work out a theory
fram blending a paBsage In the 0Old
Testament with one in the new. The
‘bodyremains in the grave, but thare is
a spiritual nature that lives beyond the
grave. The same being that gave us
the Bible gave us nature. Thére i
something beck of the brain and flesh
that takes hold of an individual and
works -through him. Paul saiqd that
though the outward man perished the-
inward man renews day by day.”

The speaker referred to the formation
of man when God modeled his body
from the clay. The life breathed into

TABERACLE CHUGH
WENORIL SERVCE

Appropriate Sermon by Rev.
J. W. Keirstead—The
Year’s Death Roll

st

The service at the Tabernacle church
last night was in memoriam of the

members of the church and congrega-
tion who had died during the year 1907.
This custom of holding an annual me-
morial service was intiated by Rev. P.
J. Stackhouse, the late pastor, and
has come to be regarded as an estab-
lished institution. .

The first four on the roll, said tha
pastor, were communicants in the
church, and though his acquaintance
with them had been brief he was dise
posed to regard them as persons wosa
faith and faithfulness had given therm
4 place in the forward lne of the
church. This was certainly true of the
late Arthur D. Branscombe. The next
three on the roll weére members of the
congregation, and Christians, but had
never fully identified themselves with
the Tahernacle. The last six on the
list were dear children such as Christ
took up in His arms and blessed and
permitted them to lock their baby fin-
gers in His Hair and press their baby
disples against His cheek.

“Be it far from us;” said the speaker,
“to regard the advent and demise of
these little people with indifference.
Though their stay upon the earth is
often. very brief, and ' apparently un-
eventful, they rea fill a larger place
in the economy of the great moral
universe than we are disposed to credit.

“It is my purpose tonight, however,
to speak to the living, rather than to
indulge the tempatioh to talk about
the dead, and in order that the words
I speak may have thelr foundation in
the revealed word, I shal ask you to
turn to ‘Revelation, 14:13, where you
will -find these wordst »i-heard.a voice
fram -heaven saying swrite, bigssed - are.
the dead, which die in the Lord frem -
henceforth; yea, saith the spirit, that
they may rest from .their labors, and
their works do follow them.”

Speaking from these words he said:
“It. is probeble that this voice  was
heard by John while B8 was still in
Iohély exile upon thé I8lé of ‘Patnios,
whither he had been panished by Dem-
atian the emperor of Rome, Thé apostle
was. now no longer young, and most of
thé friends of his youth and the co-
laborers of his later days had been cut
off by the scythe "of time or by the
ruthiess sword of persecution. And so,
it is no reflection on his faith to say
‘that the old man often bore a lonely
heart in hig bresat Which needed to be
chéered by some frésh assurance from
the soul of immortality concerning the
immeraality of the soul and: concerning
the consgious blessedness of the de-
ceased saints, whom he had loved and
lost a while.

“I think you may take it as an axiom
of religion that when any true heatt
longs and ' hungers for a reaSsuriig
word that it will not be left to suffer
this soul hunger in vain.” A voice came
out of heaven and spoké to John, and
we shall not stop to ask whether it
came out of the héaven within him, or
from the heaven above him, for it
might be that we would find that these
two héavens are ohe. {

““This voice from heaven spoke an ims-
portant message--a message that was
to have unjversal application. The
truth that brings comfort and joy and
inspiration to me would soon leave mo
more depressed than eéver if it should
fail to apply and to give é¢omfort and
joy to my feéllow beitigs. The woman
who has gotten ‘a perfeet love of a bon«
net’ 1oses half the jo¥ of wearing it be-
cause she fears that the woman next
door, who admires it 86 much, may
have it eopled and lest she shall lose
the joy of being pointed out as the wo-
man who wears the pretty bonnet. But
inasmuch as this féar has any moral
quality it is eternally wrong. .

“I can well believe that the very chief
comfort which came to John through'
the agency of this heavenly voice was
the prospect of sharing this ¢comforting
message with all who had suffered bers
eavement as he had. And If any of you
friends find comfort in thess words, you
will not get halt what you might un-<
less ‘the truth they convey awal;ens i
you & desire to pass It on to still othe
sorrowing hearts. e I

“In order that this might be the more/
readily done Johfi was told to commit
the message to writing. Written rece
ord is better than téstimony. The one
may be changed or 16st while the othes
is permanent. Write it that the sor~
rowing husband who' lorgs - for the
touch of the vanished hand may know
that his late wife is bleesed since she
dled in the Liord, and that. broken
hearted parents may knew that it is
well with theif little ones. Write ft in
the good book and thér send thesa
books broadcast to the ends of\thd
earth. Write it upon your hearts and
when it has burned in and becothe_
flaming hot, write it, stemp it, impress
it indelibly upon other hearts.

It is a solemn thing to die, but, .le#
me say, it is a morc solemn thing to
live; for it is life that determines our
relation to God and whether we shall
be amoéng the blessed dead, or among
those who are ifi the outér darkness of
remorse and despalir.

“We may cherish the. larger hope if
we will, bt we mus: remrember that it
is but a hope and a very slender one.
A drowning man- clutches at the pro-
verbial straw, but the straw does not
save him. Sentiment asifle we must
recognize the fact that there is a great
gulf fixed betwseen the penitent follow«
er of Jesus and the hard, cruel impen-
itent eriminali This gulf does not- dis-
appear in the hour of death, so far as
we are able to discern, and no one has
yet come back to tell-us how it may
be bridged, at a later time: - If we dev
sire & blessed future let us not forget
that our future will be condition==. b¥.
our present.” .

Mr. Bryce is coming on his annual vigit
to Canada, and will naturally’ make use
of the'occasion to put himself en rap-
port with <Canadian affairs and- with
the Canadian viewpoint on all matters
affecting the Dominion relations with
the United States. At the present time
there are good prospects of an agree=
ment being reached with regard to the
fisheries of the Great Lakes and of the
St. Lawrence River along the interna-
tional boundary. - At present owing to
lack of uniform regulations these fish-
eries. are being rapidly depleted and
the ‘desire of both governments is to
effect an arrangement looking to their
presentation through adequate joint re-
gulations. ‘Mr. Bryce will discuss.with
members of the government regulations
now under way for the settlement of
this question.

RAILROADS DO NOT WANT .
THEIR GARS SENT HOME

Pecufiar Gondition Arises From Depression
in Business—May Suspend the
Per Diem Law.

=

CHICAGO, Jan. 20—A special meeting
of the American, Railway Association
has been called for Chicago February
% for the purpose of adopting meas-
ures to stop the tremendous loss occa~
sioned .by the present movement of
empty cars on the railroads of the
country. It is the first special meeting
in the history of the association and
the emergency is regarded as great. It
is stated that since the falling off in
traffic began several million dollars
have been wasted by the railroads in
their efforts to send the empty cars of
other railroads home and thereby e~
¢fpe the penalty of fifty cents a day
for the use of a foreign car. This pen-
alty was imposed by the Assoclgtion
less than one year ago to_accomplish
the very thing which the rallroads are
now anxious to stop. At the time that
the fifty cent penalty was imposed,
however, the railways were more than
150,000 cars short of the number re-
quired to take care of the traffic offer-
ed. It was therefore desired to insure
the speedy return of freight equipment
to- the road owning the cars and to
prevent. roads which were short of
equipment from retaining and using
cars belonging to other lines. Now the
situation is so materially changed that
there are at least 350,000 idle freight
cars in the United States and no road
desires the speedy return of its equip-
ment ° It is stated that fully one-fifgh
of the entire freight car movement re-
cently has been that of empty cars
being hurried to the owners or home'
roads. This movement costs an {im-
mense amount of money and the rail-
roads have come to the conclusion that
it would be better to permit the cars
to remain where they are until they
are needed. It is therefore purposed to
suspend the operation of the per diem
rules beginning:March 1, and continu~
ing until the situation again dema®tds

St. James Park and White Hall were
unusually crowded, and the soldiers
who guarded the way had their hands
full in keeping the people back. A
thousand officials, . including Peers,
Members of the House ‘of Commons,
Bishops and ° Diplomats all - attired,
wherever possible, in robes of state,
filled the chamber af the Lords when a
fanfare of trumpets at 2 o'clock an-
nounced the eqtry of the state pro-

“ cession.

King Edward redd the speech . from
the throne. Queen Alexandra was
seated on a chair of state at his right,
the Prince and Princess of Wales were
on his Majesty’s left, and he was sur-
rounded by a group of state officers.

The menace ,6f an outbreak on the
part of the women suffragists of Eng-

land gave an unusual interést to the’
formal proceedings of today. While it

was not anticipated that the women
would disturb the king, they threatened
to make things most interesting for the
mgmbers of the House of Parliament,
particularly if there -was no mention of
suffrage in the speech from the throne.
Greater precautions’. could - not have
been taken if an anarchist uprising had
been feared. The only ladies admitted
to the galleries . of parliament ~were
those. whose members vouched for in
writing as their wives or relatives, and
the police_who were on duty around
‘Westminster “and’ throughout  the
Houses of Parliament, were. instructed
to_keep special watch over all women.

pushing the Sooxallslic propaganda by
the strong organization and ‘wealthy
treasury of the Labor party, though it
is true that . since  the Hull meeting
some non-Soclalist -members of the
party have condemned its actions and
threatened to break away.

Nevertheless - it now seems plain
enough that unless other political par-
ties can succeed in breaking up the So=
cialist party, nothing short of a pali-
tical revolution ‘can be expected, There
are already indications that the pre-
sent Liberal government will attempt
to obtain the early support of the So-
clalists' in the. pending fight against
the House of Lords, and that if this
ald be forthcoming the next session of
parliament, beginning Wednesday is
likely to be the most exciting in many
Yyears.

E; the Liberal government itself
has a™rogramme that is rather start-
ling to conservative British voters, in-
cluding, as it does, rapid progress with
the old-age pension bill, to further im-
prove the ¢onditions of Ireland, and
other measures whlch will entail bitter
/ fights.

Imperial observers in some quarters
declaré that the middle and upper
classes of England, who have such
good ground to fear the present Soctal-
istic movement, have only themsélves
to blame for the Labor party’s sudden
change = of - front. In other words,
laboring en seem to be practically:
driven to take their latest radical s'gg
from sheer desperation at their pres-
ent deplorable plight—the growingrar-
ity of employment and the rise in the
cost of living.

CHANNELS

In a speech at a luncheon given in
his honor by the town council of Col-
lingwood, Ontario, Hon. William Pugs-
ley, discussing the problem of keeping
Canadian trade within Canadian chan-
nels. said:—"“This is a gquestion which
involves the problem of transportation
by water as well as by land, and.this
work should be done by Canadians.
The. railways of Canada are managed
by Canadians and to. a considerable ex-
tent are owned-and controlled by Can-
adlans, and our lake and ocean carrying
trade should be carried on hy our peoe
ple as far as possible in Canadian siips
owned by Canadians. I know that it
means, some sacrifice on the part - of
certain. interests, but it does not seem
to the there could be a more patriotic
alm than- to endeavor to keep Cana-
dian trade in Canadian channels.”

This is but-a matural and logical ek~
tension of the trade and transportation
Dolicy ‘enuneiated by the Liberals when
they took office in 1898 and adhered to
consisténtly ever since—the policy to
which Bt: John owes not only%its re-
cent rapid advancement but'its very
existence as a national port! "‘“Fa the
governmeént’s determination’” 0 encour-
age in eVery possible way the handling
of Canadian traffic by Canadian hands,
this port owes the large assistance it
has received “in wharf building,' the
subsidizing of the many transatlantic
lines now" concentrating here, and that
mest’ recent concession—thé. egonstruc-
tion in its entirety of the new whart
in Rodney B8lip.

The Grand
Trunk Pacific; rapidly approaching

the abalition of the eoasting privileges
of foreign nations is anpther; and
within a few years the limitation of the
British preference to goods+Which come
direct to Canadian ports 'will'mark an-
other great advance in this dlirection.

It is regrettable that in a matter so
appealing to Canadian ambitiod and
patriotismn, and so obviously in the in-
terest of Canadian ports and transport-
ation channels there should be politi-
cal difference of opinion. This should
not be made a party issue but if the
deliverances of Mr, Ames, Mr. Foster
and others who have made strong pro-
test against the government's intention
to limlt the French treaty's application
to goods sent directly to Canada repre-
sent Conservative policy, the vote of
St. John and other Canadian ports will
certainly be influenced thereby .in the
approaching’ elections.

MIXED FARMING

The advice to avoid the temptation
of putting " teo much money and in-
dustry into one crop, which Hon. a PRGN 4
Farrls has been glving to New Bruns-
Wwick faymers, is being urged forcibly
upon the’ western wheat growers. these
days: by’-:all agricultural authorities.
And that'the western farmer’ in’ com-
mont with all ‘who hope to make per-
manently profitable returns from their
land, ‘must  be' compellsd td follow
mlxedj-tarmtng is"the opinion of most
men who study agricultural conditions.
No soil,” however fertile, can produce
an exhausting crop indefinitely. Some
brovision must be made for the sys-
tematic and adequate return-to-the goil
of those elements required by the an-
nual crop, S W B

The inevitahle change iis regarded by
many men with favor. Years ago J.
J, Hill 4n-his gentle: way dintimated to
the farmers: of the West that “whatever
hardship they suffered was not due to
the extortionate rates..of the railroads
but to the fact that they were not
engaged: in‘ productive laboy through-
out the long winter months. We may
well supposa that the West, ‘‘or any
oth.er section of Canada, will not nave
attained the height of: its prosperity
until the rural population finds means
of productive work the year round.

But though great advantages must
come frem such- g change, it will as-
suredly inyvolve .eertain disadvantages
also. In: the first place mixed farming
demands a much larger investment of
eapital than wheat farming. for in-
stance. With a pair of horses and a
few simple.implements bought on gen-
erous terms -the newly arrived west-
erner has been able to start his farm-
ing operations with the assurance that
prosperity would wait upon his indus-
try. To, secure equal returns from
mixed farming requires a much larger
cash outlay. Again, to raise wheat is a
comparatively simple operation. A man
with no_previous experience in farm-
ing and . with no scientific knowledge
of agriculture can, with the exercise of
a little common sense, compete with
the average farmer in the cultivation
on a large scale of that single crop.
Also an advantage the farmer
with one talent has aqver the
man who must resort to . mixed
farming -is * the fact that ihe
former is comparatively independent of
hired labor, while the latter has be-
come increasingly dependent upen such

assistance. For a few months ‘in the 1 eo0d 'Donservatlve;,‘baug&es that there is

summer the wheat fields reauire the

attention of labor which heed ndt’ of

necessity possess much skill or receive
much oversight. Indeed, in many in-
stances one man with but
occasional agsistance farms to
advantage his quarter section.
In the Bast, with our enforced methods
of agrictlture, such a condition is im-
possible. A farmer’s success is con-

Since the Highiway . Act . was takeh
out of politics and their financial
charges- agalnst: the Qovernimelt | oxs,
bloded, opposition o¥ators and organs
have devoted considerable #ttention to
the system of school bopoks at present
in use i) New Brunswick, And it is
characteristic of the opposition that
their consideration of this guestion is
wholly eritical; that, though they find
fault with copious vehemence,  they
suggest no ;‘emedy. It ig also charac-
teristic that their criticlsms .are in the
main unfair and@ without foundation.

The most familiar allegations . are
that the prices of school hooks in New
Brunswick are twice or three times
what they ought to he, more than
twice as much what they are in On-
tario, and that the books are chaneed
so frequently that the outlay for the
poor man .is, unbearable. The. attack
seems to be goncentrated upon - the
present system of readers, the prices of
which are compared with the prices
of Ontario readers to the great sat-
isfaction of the critics. :

It is surprising that men to whom a
reputation for faitness and adcuracy,
should have som¢ attractions should
commit thémselves to statements “so
eagily disproved, The asseption, for in-

stance that the bodks in this provinge |

are changed too frequently only draWwi"
upon opposition leaders , the ~ridfetis’
of those who ' are ififormed on the
question “and who know that the only
reasonable complairit against New
Brunswick school beeks is that they
are not changed frequently ‘enough,
to keep pace with the times. For in-
stance, the readers now in use have
only been changed once in forty years,
the geography' ence’ In twenty-three
vears; the speller once in fiffeen yeard;
arithmetic once in éleven years; gram-
mar once in sixteen years. These few
are more generally used than any
others, but even in the books less fre-
quently in use, the government has
been careful, too careful perhaps, not
to make changes burdensome upen
the man who has children te educate.
The health Series now studied have
been 'In use in the province for feur~
teen years; the nature lessons twelve
year; geometry twenty-five yearsj
physiology thirteen years; and the
botany fifteen years.: These figures
should dispose sufficiently ‘of that ob--
jection. ; #

The ‘criticism basad .upon alleged ex-
orbitant pricés is' equally lacking in
foundation. Compare for instance the
price of the series of New Brunswick

binding. When the newschool books are
prepared, the cost in Ontario will be as,
high or higher than in this province,
the government having made no pro-
vision to the contrary.

These statements--can all he easily
verified. from the records eor by.any
bookseller.

And even more effective than thege
figures, in answer to opposition charges
of exorbitance and graft in school book
prices, stands the fagt that.in cases
where the text books in use are not
published in this province the govVern-
ment _has made provision for the right
to have them published in New Bruns-
wick, provided.local printers will agree
to produce books as excellent in qual-
ity and as low in prices So that if any

The horrors and ‘moral sufferings
which the unhappy consumptive who
ig witheut independent means hasg teo
endure at the hands of society, were
never meore pathetically or poignantly
described than in the posthumaus MS.
left behind by Mecislas Gelberg, who
died a few days ago at the Avon Sana-
torium, near Paris, of phthisis.

Meoislas Golberg, wha was thirty=
eight years of age, was very nearly a
literary genius. He was a Pole, who
arrived in Paris fifteen years ago at
the age of twenty-three. With his
remarkable accomplishments he might
have risen toa high place in the world
of art or literature, seience or medi-
cine, for he had a good knowledge of
all these things. But handicpped by
the terrible disease which had afflicted
Him for years, ‘he went to the wall in
the battle of life.’ He was a poet of
no small talent,-and dreamt dreams of
& higher seclety than that tg which we
live. At one time he ran a sociolo-
gical periodical in Pars. He 'was an
ardent advoeate of “att ¥or art's sake;”

theatre in Paris, where only master-
pieces shoyld- be staged, - He himself
wrote g clagsical tragedy, which he en-
titled “The Repefiténce of Preme-
theus.”

(he writed) is & modern leper; he is ac-
cursedy, ‘afid:-there is no room for him|
in the work-a-day world: Since tuber-
culesis haa-daid its grip ppon mé I am
treated ag an outlaw; I live béyond the
_pale of all'moral law.” Just as 'in’ the
Middle  Ages people fled .at the ap-
proach of g leper, who gave notice of
his coming by means of a rattle which
he was compelled to ecarry, so now-a-
days do people avoid the consumptive,
with his betraying cough, as they
would a man stricken with bubenic
plague.

He goes on to say that in meodern
society the poor consumptive ia a
pariah, ®He describes how he secured
& room in 4 small hetel, but hia cough

In the room adjoining mine was a
professional singer, a tenor. He would
practice his veice for hours together,
until one day, in the midst of his
scales, he' suddenly stopped to listenm,
struck by the sound of my deep, hol~
low cough, which I could not conceal.
He must have made inquiries at the
hotel office, for when he passed me on
the stairs next day he hastily put his
handkerchief over his mouth and nese,
and kept it there until ‘outside, afraid’
2s he wag of breathing the very air
in which a ¢onsumptive moved. Then
the landlord came to me and explained
in an embarrassed manner that he
must ask me to give up my room at
once, for my next-doer neighbor, the
tenor, was afraid of losing his voice if
I lived near him. Other regular cus-
tomers of the hotel, too, had objected
to the presence in'the house of a man
in' an advanced stagé of consumptiog
and had threatened to leave.

HOW HE LIVED.

So' Meclslas Golberg had to go, and,
‘having né home'bf his own, he wan-
dered from one smalil hotel to anether,
being ordered away as soon as the
eustomers grew alarmed at his pres-
ence.

I took my meals at a cheap restau-
rant of the wine-shop order, where the
food was wholesome and modest in
price. The plage suited my pocket;
but, alas! my cadaverous features and
my hacking cough soon created a void
around me;’ nobady weuld sit at my
ctable, and at last the customers began
te quit, Then the proprieter, in a8
kindly a manner as possible, aaked me
to, go elsewhere, as my presence was
ruining his business.

In the cafes, in tramway-cars, -and

away from' him and avoided him as &
spectre. Did he apply for employment,
he was dismjssed as soon as his &fs-
ease was discovered.. Persons ' with
whom he wished to de busihess avoid-
ed making appointments with him, his
acquaintances ranp away from him, or
showed great embarrassment when
conversing with him. '

" Onee when I was obliged {o take a
long journey, my wan and wasted
frame, my bright and sunken eyes,
the hectic flush in my cheeks, and
the wheesing, painful ‘breathing of my
chest, must have struck the two pass-
engers already in the compartment, for
presently they both gathered up their
belongings and got out. The guard
came to me: “If monsieur wishes to
travel alone he has only to say so; I
can -easily frighten peaple off.” The
man was looking for a tip, of eourse;
but it will be seen that a consump-
tive's life is not without occasienal
advantages.

DREAD OF DEATH AND HOPE OF
LIFE.

Golberg goes on to explain the con-
sumptive's dread of death and his al-
ternate hope of living on:

When one first learns for certain
that there is no hope of a cure, one
thinks of death. Death is always in
one’s mind, but by thinking so much
on the grim subject it becomes worn
and one tires of it. Then, as the
‘months drag on, and‘you find yourself
still living, and begin to hope, to hope
against hope, a strange, weird,despair-
ing hope, that perhaps after all your
care may not be a common one, that
you may live for years.

And death every often delays a long
while in taking the consumptive;—

One evening I dragged myself with
great effort to a meeting to hear a
‘speaker on a subject  iLat deeply in-
terested me. How I envied him. -his
powerful leather lungs, hig loud, bass
voice, which reached to the farthest
-211d of . the room. Yet a year later
the speaker with -the powerful lungs
was dead—he had- died of sunsump-
tion—and I was still alive.

Later on I went'to thank that great
and admirable poet, Mongieur J, M, de
Heredia, for the kindly interest he had

OTTAWA, Jan. 27.—Mr, Justice Bar-
ker was today named Chief Justice of
the SBupreme Court of New Brunswick,
apd Hon. A, 8. White of Sussex was
appointed to the bench to fill the vae~
ancy occasioned by the resignation of
Chief Justice Tuek. The appointments
are thought well of ameng NewBruas-
wigkers, as Judge Barker is regarded
as gne of the best judges on the bench,
and Hon. Mr, White is recognized as
cne of the best legal minds in the pro-
vinge

——

Chief Justice Barker

Chief Justice Barker was bern in
Sheffield, N, B., Dee. 27, 1838,
educated at the Sunbuyry Grammar
school and at the New Brunswick
University, becoming a B. A, in 1856,
an M. A. in 1858, B. C. L, in 1861, and.
D, C. L. in 1866, He was called to
the bar in 1861 and practiced his pre-
fession with much success in St. John,
He was ereated a Q. C. by Lord Duf-
ferin in 1873, and served on the com~-
mission then appointed respecting the
law and practiee and the constitution
of New Brumswiek courts. He was
elected in the Conservative interest to
represent 8t. Jehn in the House of
Commons, November, 1885, replacing
Sir Leonard Tilley in the seat, and
continued therein up to the general
election of 1887, when he was defeated
by J. V. Ellis by a majority of 213,

He was appointed a puisne judge of
the supreme caurt .of New Brunswick
on December 28, 1893, and served as ad-
ministrator of the gevernment in this
previnee yntil 1896. He was appeinted
chairman eof the board of school com-
missioners of St. John in 1896, and was
also an examiner in civil law in the
University of New Brunswick.

Higs Honer Judge White

Hon. Albert 8. White is g son of the
late J. E. White, g retired merehant of
St. John, He was born at Sussex in
1855, and: recetyed his; artetainfng at
Sackville University, He graduatedsin
law at Harvard with the degree of
LI.B, in 1877, He practiced law in Sus-
sex for many years, and was regarded
as one of the ablest lawyers in the
province. He was elected to the legis-
lature in 1886, and in 1880 was unani-
mously elected Speaker, In 1892, after
the defeat of Solicitor General Richard,
he was sworn in a member of the ex-
ecutive and re-elected without opposi-
tion. He was solicitor general in the
cabinet pf Premier Mitehell and attor-
ney general in the administration of
Premier Emmerson.

Mr. White oppoged Mr. Fowler in
Kings County in 1£04, but was defeated.

Since that time he has devoted him«
self to his profession, acting as counsel
in many impeortant eases.

The fact that the Sussex bar with~
out exception petitioned the govern-
ment to appoint Mr, White, indicates
the high esteemn in which he was held
as a lawyer.

BELIEVE FRE. WAS
SET MALIGOUSLY

Hotel at Florenceville Burned
to Ground Yesterday Morn-
ing—Loss About $5,000, .

The hotel at Florenceville, Carleton
Co,, owned and formerly condueted by
Scott McCain, was burned 1io. the
ground at 2. o’clock yesterday morning.
The barns and other outbuildings on
the property were also destroyed.

- A portion of the contents of the ho-
tel were saved but everything in the
barns including five horses, pungs,
wagons, harness and utensils, were
consumed. The fire started in a shed
which cennected the main house with
the barns. The loss is estimated at be-
tween $4,000 and $5,000.- The hotel was
partly insured but there was no in-
surance on any of the contents,

The hotel has been under the mans
agement during the last few months, of
Fred, Greer, formerly of St. Martins.

There were rumors of incendiarism
and it wouwld seem as if there were
some foundation for such assertions as
the sheriff was summeoned from Hart-
land in the morning and left hurriedly
for the scene of the fire,

Mr. Greer was away from home at
the time of the fire and did not learn
of his loss until he reached Florence-
ville. .

When the occupants of the hotel
were aroused the flames had such a
hold on the building that nothing coufjl
be done to check them. The neighbors
quickly resporided to the glarm and as-
sisted in saving some of tHe contents of
the hotel until driven away by the
flanes. An attempt was made to get
into the barn to liberate the hoerses but
it was yseless as the flames from the
shed .first found their way into the
barn and with the hay and straw the
building was soon like a furnace. The
fire quickly worked its way into the
main building and in a couple of hows
there was nothing left but a pile of
burning debris.

ELABORATE PLAKS FOR
MILTON TERGENTENARY

"American Participation in the

Celebration is Fully
" Expected
e

LONDON, Jan. 27.—Proposals of a
definite nature for commemorating the
tercentenary of Milton will, I under-

stand, be laid before the British Acad-

emy offieials at the forth coming meet-
ing, with especial reference to Ameri-
can participation in the celebration. As
Milton was born in Broad street,
Cheapside, on Dec. 19, 1608, the tercen-
tenary will take place a little less than
a year hence, and such early discussion
of the plans seems to indicate that the
event will be celebrated on a grand
scale.

One suggestion for the celebration is
the production of Comus, written when
the poet wasg only 26. Another sugges-
tion is that a Milton oration be en-
dowed, something after the manner of
Harvey's oration at the College of
Physicians, commemorating Harvey's
discovery of the circulation of the blood.
St, Paul's School, where Milton re-
ceived his early education, and Christ's
College, Cambridge, where he after-
wards went, will, of course, he invited
to take g prominent part in the coms
memoration eeremonies.

The suggestions for American partlm-
pation have not yet taken definite form,
but the supporters of the movement
here believe they can count on not only
active but enthusiastic support from
the American followers of the bhlind
poet,

By an interesting coincidence another
name famous in English history, but in
another sphere, is also the subject of
discussion for a great celebration. The
question of observing the fiftieth anni-
versary of the anouncement of the
Darwinian theory has already been
raised by the council of the Linmeau
Society, It is especially appropriate
that this society gshould have the initia-
tion of any steps thought desirable, as
to it Darwin first communicated his
historic thesis

Although there has been in some parts
of America a steady decline in the

many years the death rate among the
male population at ages ranging be-
tween twenty and sixty remained al-
most wholly unaffected, while for the
female the decline in the death rate has
been considerable at all age periods.

“We have therefore,” says the medi-
cal officer of the local - government

{. boand, “the extremely interesting fact
' that in England, Wales and Scotland,
as also in certain parts of the United
,States the tuberculosis death
emong females has fallen at a more
rapid rate than among males. It thus

appears that in all these countries there

has at one-time or .another been at
work some force or forces, industrial or

rate |

other, certainly not a direct preventive
force in a sanitary sense, which, while
in some degree inhibiting’a fall in the
male rate, has not exerted any corres:
ponding restrictive effect upon the fall
in the female death-rate. It has been
suggested that better wages, whenever
they are received, might, generally
speaking, have the eﬂec't of improving
the resistance of the female to a great-
er obvious extent than to the male.
‘When wages are low and the family is
in finencial straits the last to suffer
from deficiency of food, it is suggested,
is the male. Hence the resistance of
the female under poverty conditions
would be likely to be less than that of
the male. With, however, an advance
of prosperity, the female would share
equally with the male and with cor-
responding increased resistance her
death rate from tuberculosis would
fall,”

The following important statement is
made by the local government board:

‘“The public attention which has been
drawn tp the subject of pulmonary
tuberculosis during recent years has led
to the belief that the malady #s in-
creasing; whereas it has undergone an
altogether phenomenal decline, which if
‘continued in years to come may result
in the total extinction of the disease.
‘A proper appreciation of this fact is
essential for anything approaching to a
correct estimate of the value of cura-
tive and preventive measures,*

TWO LIES LOST N~

Temperance Federation League.

The committee retired, and during
their absence a long and animated dis-
cussion took place upon the appoint-
ment of a delegation to wait on the
Municipal Council and urge the ap-
pointruent of a Scott Act inspector and
constables who are in sympathy with
the most stringent enforcement of the
law,

Before any decision: was reached the

| platform committee returned with the

following report:

‘“Whereas, this federation stands for
law and order in all things relative to
our national.life and especially for the
overthrow of the forces -producing
drunkenness; and whereas, the legisla-
tors of our land @re custodians of our
national lnterests, matertal, educational
and imoral, and whereas a provincial
election is announced by order in couh-
cil to be held on March 3rd, 1908 there-
fore, we delegates from - the-various
churches, Sunday schools and temper-
ance societies of the county of Kings,
convened as the temperance federation
of each county, resolve that we approve
and ask to have submitted to all can-
didates i the approaching ° provincial
elections the following platform:

“First—As a candidate for the local
legislature will you in conducting your
campaign observe, and in so far as it is
possible cause your ‘agents and sup-
porters to observe the laws of the land
relating to bribery and corruption, in-
cluding the providing of ‘meals for
voters?

11' elected will you as a law=-
maker and cuStodian of all laws con-
stantly: and fearlessly insist upon the
observance-of all laws upon the sta-
tute book, and will you in this connec-
tion and so long as necessity may re-
quire, give special attention to the en-
forcement of the Canada Temperance
Act?

Fourth. Will you, should you become
a member of the legislature, refuse to
patronize for the purpose of securing
or drinking ligquor any place where you
belleve that it is being illegally dis-
pensed ?

Firth. In the event of your being
called upon by the government to make
recommendations for appointment to
office, will you give the preference to
men who were not patrons of the drink
traffic and who favor the enforcement
of all laws wlthout exception or dis-
crimination ?

“Sixth—Will you, if elected, advocate
and support the enactment of legisla-
tion the aim of which shall be the com-
plete suppression of the drink traffic.”

To the Editor of 'The Daily Telegraph:

8ir—In your issue of the 22nd inst.;
there a,ppears in large headlines the
following: “Land Grant in Model Set- |
tlement Held Out to Induce Immigrants
to Come Here. One Sad Result.” Now,
sir, don’t you think that in justice to
one of your own people in this country
you should have made some inquiry as
to the truth of this before publishing
this story?

I have beenm building ra.ﬂways in all

parts of Canada and in” parts of the;
United States and I defy any working
man or' any business man that I have
had employed or with whom I have
done business to say that 1 have not
paid them every dollar that was com-
ing to them; .or have wrongfully dealt
with them or misrepresented anything
to them. Inquiry will easily prove this,
éven in your own city of St. John. Ask
any of your business men.

Referring to the letter from the Every
Day Club received from a Mrs. Annie
Dwyer, it is strange that this woman |
says nothing about'the $5 that T, Mal-
colm sent her by post office order from
Campbellton at the request of her hus-
band.  Now, sir, I wish to say this
much, I have handled men of every na-
tionality all my life, but a bigger lot
of scoundrels of the lowest and laziest
type I have never handled or seen, and
this Willlam Dwyer was one of a lot |
of two hundred and fifty that came/|
from Liverpool on the Allan line steam-
er to Halifax to work on the Interna-
tional Railway at ~Campbellton. In,
April last I entered into a contract with |
Capt. Ridley to bring out from Eng- |
land several hundred first class labor-
ers. They were to be good able-bodied
men that could stop on the work, I toq
advance the fare from Liverpool to
Campbellton, which was to be deducted
from their wages. The wages was to
be $1.50 per day and '$3 per week for
board. I also agreed that men wishing
to settle in the eountry would secure
land ‘that was suitable for settlement
burposes along  ‘the “line of railway
under our present Land-Aect. ‘I had
seen the government in reference to.the
matter and they agreed to do this the
same as with any other settler who
complied with the:Land Act.

The. first lot of ttwo hupdred and fifty
men was to be deljvered here not later
than the 15th of May, but they did not
arrive in Campbellton until the 28th
June, when they were immediately
ta.ken out on the line to be kit to
work; but I soon discovered that it
was not work they were after, it was
to see how much they coild do me for,
and I must say that-they succeeded in
doing me in good shape. Two hours
after they had landed at the end of the
track and had their breakfast the sup-
erinténdent of comstruction, J. V. Mec-
Donald, telephoned me to Campbellton
that t‘he Englishmen were all on their
way out with the exception of about
thirty. I immediately took an engine
and went out the line about twenty-
eight miles. I met one hundred and
thirty of them. coming int I asked
them what the trouble was. They
tried to put up an excuse that there |
were no play houses or beer shops out

on the works, but the main excuse was
that they were not going to work, and
I could go to the devil. They had a
free ride from Liverpool and they were
going out to look over Canada. We
had those who came out via Campbell-
ton arrested, to make them pay their
fare or go back :to work. Some of
them went back to work; but the others
we could do nothing with, they would
not go back to work under. any con-
sideration. This man Wiillam Dwyer
was one of the lot that went back to
work; he wanted to work on the bal-
last train, so we put him there; but
he was only there a few days when he
skipped out again, but not before he
had got me to advance him $5 to send
his wife in England. This I sent her
by post office order and tHe “moment he
knew that this order was gone beyond
recall, he cleared. There were several
others who did the same trick; but
this man was not only a loafer, he tried
to get other men to leave the work as
well.

Of the two hundred 'and fifty there
were only twenty-eight men who stop-
ped on the work and paid their fare,
and some of the men are still here and
can vouch for the truth of this.

I might also say that in place of $1.50°

per day, as agreed up, the men that
stopped on the work were paid $1.756
per day, 256 cents per day more than
they were hired for.

Now sir, there were some six hundred
othez7 men working for me on the In-
ternational and I would be very glad

i if you would kindly find out if they had

any complaints to make against me,you
can find lots of them right here in
Campbeliton; but they are straight,
i honorable men not. ).zy loafing,damned
scoundre‘.s like Capt. Ridley sent me
from Liverpool. I noticed that through
the kindness of Wm. Thomson & Co.,
this man Dwyer secured passage honie.
I think this is rather strange? I paid
Wm. Thomson & Co., $8,2560 for the pas-
sage of those scoundrels from Liver-
pool to Campbeliton and Wm. Thom-
son & Co.were aware thatthose men
had left me without paying any pas-
sage money, they might at least have
notifled me that this man Dwyer was
in ‘St. John as I would have ltked to
have caught him and put him in Dor-
chester where I understand some of
those scoundrels are now. I also notice

" that there are some of those men in

St. John yet waiting for free passage
home. T am glad to hear it for I will
be in St. John shortly and would be
glad if the Every Day Club would
kindly let me know where to find them
as probably I could get them a free
pass to another kind of a home in a
hurry.

In answer as t> how has this affected
the reonutation of this Province in the
Old Country, I would say that the peo-
ple of The Old Country must be de-
lizhted to knpw that there is a man
in the Provinfe of New Brunswick fool-
ish enough to put up good hard mon-
ey to relieve them of so many of their
miserable “Hobos,” but T don't think
they will be delighted with the Every
Day Club in getting them free passage
back to the O!d Country.

F. B. Ellis
occupied  the. chair and the introduc-
tory remarks were delivered by Thos.
F. Allen” of Andover. ‘Before the ob-
ject of the meeting was thoroughly un-

expressed by the fishermen and sports-
men ‘dealing’ mainly ‘upon sawdust de-
posited ‘ in- the-rivers by miils and
driving. the trout’ " gnd. salmon from
their 'beds,and also the restrictions’ up-
on -the number of ﬂremns used ln a
lumbering camp.

Mr:' Allen spoke of the.great neces-
sity of forming ‘an association in this
city to protect the salmon a.nd fish in
the ‘St. John river as well as othets.
He believed that action taken by such
assoclation would grea.t!y preserve the
fish, ' afid' instead of decreasing their
numbers, would increase them.

He stated that not only must the
fish be protected, but also the spawn,
and related how, in his experience,
with the entorcement of the fish and
game laws on the Batomic River, the
enforcement of the law, torbidding the
use of nets in non-tidal waterts, was
a great benefit and salmon lncreased.
Mr. Allen directed his discourse to fly
fishing for salmon and said he be-
leved there was opportunity for this

‘secretary traasurer;

sort of fishing between Grand Rapids
and St. John. In these waters the fish
can see the bait and that is all that
is necessary. The fish must also be
left alone and not ehased from morn
until night with net and spear.

Mr. Allen did not think that saw-
dust affected the old salmon to any ex-
tent, but would cause trouble to the
younger fish.

He stated thaif the refuse and dis-
charge from a pulp factory caused
more trouble than sawdust could. Re-
garding fish ways through dams, he
considered most of these were not
properly built and this prevented the
fish from passing through.

J.Fraser- Winslow,a delegatc from the
Fish,Game and Forestry Protection As-
sociation of New Brunswick followed
with a short address. The main obiect
of the meeting was tQ form a branch

of the association in St. John and thus |

protect the game,\fish and forests of
the province.The association. during its
course of business, would suggest laws
with this object in view, and these
would be forcibly brought before the
government. Another of their aims
would be to see that the Government
enforced these laws. Some of the game
laws were not strict enough ‘and con-
ditions in the lakes and rivers respect-
ing the decrease of fish,were becoming
80 alarming, something should be
done at once to prevent existing cir-
cumstances continuing. Steps had al-
ready been taken to have the import-
ance. of preserving the forests taught
in the schools.

Mr. Winslow was asked the reason
that trout were not protected. He ans-
wered that the wardens appointed to
protect the fish were not doing their
duty, The laws against fishing, dyn-
amite and fishing with lights were not
enforced by these men and the only
way to correct the present state of af-
fairs was to closely follow up the war-
dens.

After the addresses it was decided to
organize a branch of the association for

‘St. John. The following officers were

The 'meeting ‘glso’ recommended
that the convention Abpoint a central
execcutive : to soliclt‘wbscrimions to
the fund and to #ct as trustees of if,
to prosecute either the givers or takers
of bribes, and generally‘to superintend
the ‘work of organization. Anothér re-
commeéndation was that local commit-
tees be appointed to:disseminate neces-
sary information in regard to the elec-
tion laws and corruption, to watch the
polling booths for the purpose of se-
curing evidence of Vviolation.

The resolutions and recommendations
passed unanimously. Rev. James
Strothard of Moncton said that he had
spoken to Premier Robinson regarding
the matter of prevepting corruption in
the coming contest, and the premier
had assured “him of hearty sympathy
with the movement toward this end.
It was also announced at the meeting
that several subscriptions of $100 have

.been promised for the fund.
