The most important objective of
this German army is not to capture
forts or cities but to prevent the re-
inforcement of the Russian armies
west of the Vistula.

By advancing. on Pultusk and
Rozjan, on the Narew River, the
Germans avoid the Russian fortresses
and strike directly for the railroads
east of Warsaw. If they can carry
their raid far enough to capture thesc
railroads they will intérrupt the Rus-
sian supply service and greatly weak-
en the campaign of the latter.

The immense numbers of the arm-
ies of the present day make them
peculiarly dependent tipon an efficient
supply service. All the resources of
the country occupied by the enemy
are soon exhausted. The line of com-

The fighting along
Piotrkow to Czenstochowa has for
the time a secondary importance.

Because of its advantageous situation
in regard to British naval operations
against Germany, England undoubted-
ly has a strong fleet gathered there,
hence the report of a German sub-
marine attack is no surprise.

The Firth of Forth is the estuary
cf the River Forth—a baylike exten-
sion of the river, about fifty - miles
long, and where widest, nearly fifteen
miles across. The principal port on
the Firth of Forth, is Leith, the port
of Edinburgh.

At the same time so many unem-
ployed men. women and children be-
came newsvendors, that Paris suffer-
ed for a time from a riot of news.
The military governor decided that
it was too much for the nerves of
Paris, and at the first sign that the
situation was becoming panicky, all
extras were suppressed and the crying
of news or ttiles of newspapers -pro-
hibited.

The temporary disappearance of
the illustrated journals was a severe
blow to those who gather around
the kiosks and get cheap information
and diversion from the dozens of
periodicals displayed:

The cruiser Karlsruhe and the con-
verted- cruiser Kron Prinz Wilhslm,
which were in this vicinity, have fled.
The British fleet, according to latest
reports, has captured and sunk the
colliers and supply ships which were
serving these cruisers. The repoct
states that there were several of
these supply ships whcih were left
exposed and helpless when the Ger-
man cruisers fled. Their crews were
taken off and made prisoners by the
British and ‘the vessels were fhen
sent to the bottom.

The Bremen is another German
cruiser unaccounted for. She has not
been heard of since the engagement
off the Chilean /coast.

BERLIN WITHOUT HOPE

BERLIN, Dec 12—A German semi-
cfficial statement was given out here
yesterday regarding the naval battle
off the Falkland Islands on December
8, when the German cruiser squadron,
commanded by -Admiral-Count Von
Spes, was defeated by a British squad-
ron, under Vice-Admiral Sir Freder-
ick Doveton Sturdee. The loss of ths
cruisers Scharnhorst, Gmeisenau and
Leipzig is conceded by the Germans
and little hope was held-out that the

| cruisers Dresdentand Nutnberg could

long evade capture. The statement
reads:

“Regarding the naval battle off the
Faltla=d Isl-n?s it twan-pires that the
cruiser squadron soon after the batt'e
with Sir Christopher Cradock’s ships
off Coronel, put into the harbor of
Santiago de Chile and: left there after
a stay-of less than 24 hecurs for an un-
known destination. It is -assumed
that' the squadron steamed southward
to seek the British bastieship Canopus

'and the light crufser Glasgow.

“Meanwhile, it appears from the
English newspapers a very strong
British squadron was dispatched to
search for and to destroy our cruiser
squadren; ‘Nothing certain is yet
known by us concerning the battle,
It is reasonable to conclude, however,
that the Scharnhorst, Gneisenau and
Leipzig were sunk, while the Dresden
and the Uurnberg succeeded in es-
caping.

“In view of the superiority of the
enemy’s fleet, which consists particul-
arly of big, fast, well-armed ships,
there seems little chance that our two
cruisers can long evade pursuit. We

loss of both these ships.

“It is hardly to be expected from
British sources that accurate informa-
tion will be given of the course of the
conflict or of the composition of the
British squadron.

It should not be forgotten that our
squadron was four months on the high
seas and that withut being able to
make use of cablegrams or othér
means of information, it assembled.
and dealt a heavy blow to the enemy’s
fleet. No protected harbor was at
the disposal of our ships for most nec-
essary repairs and there was no dock
for the cleaning of the keels. They
succeeded, nevertheless, in - getting
supplies of provisions and coal for
four months without falling into the
enemy’s hands.”

The British official statement, an-
nouncing that the German cruiser
Nurnberg also had been sunk on
December 8, apparently had not been
made public'in Berlin when the fore-
goi:ég semi-official statement was is-
sued.

ARMORED CAR WORK.

The driver of ohe of the Allies’
armored motdr cars, fitted with three
Maxim guns, oné at each side and
one in front, which_have been doing
such splendid work during the last
fortnight, gave me yesterday the fol-
lowing nagrative. He is a landowner
and sportsman, aged 33, who volun-
teered to do anything required of
him three weeks ago. He is a skilled
motorist: and practical mechanic,
owning several cars himself:—

“I have been learning to fly,” he
said, “and though I have no pilot’s
certificate, I managed to pass the
test, and was put in the flying corps
with the grade of chief airman me-
chanic. I did not know where I was
going. I simply wanted to strike a
blow at the Germans, I just wrote to
my wife to say that I had joined, and
as she is a soldier’s daughter, I knew
she would understand. In less than
a week I was driving an armored
motor car in France and Belgium and
have driven over 2000 miles in a fort-
night.

. We have eight men in each car, in-
cluding the driver and a man who
sits beside him .o take the wheel .f
he is hit, and the lieutenant who
commands, We generally start out at
2 a.m. and go to look for the enemv.
We always find them, ang/we seem to
frighten them to death/’ We dash
straight on with all our guns going.
If there is an obstruction in the road
we have to back and turn. They al-
ways throw down tree trunks after
we have passed. but we never go
back the same way. We have good
maps and know all the roads, We
just rush on at 40 miles an hour till
we come to a suitable sideroad, and
then turn up it and off we go. Twice
we have dashed through and past
great colmuns of Germans, firing as
we went, and must have done tre-
mezious damage. The Germans
seefned panic-stricken.

A TIGHT FIT. :

“The tightest fit I have been in
was when we went over a dead horse
and the steering gear jammed. There
were Germans rushing up on both
sides, and I had to clear the gear
while the others kept thep off. We
got through five belts on each gun.
There are™4s50 cartridges in each belt
and we can fire 600 a minute. We
must have killed a lot of Germans
that time. It was just getting day-
light and their fire went wide. They
were shooting each other mostly. On-
ly two of us were hit and not seri-
ously at that. The other day one of
our drivers was shot through the
head, and the commander beside him,
a famous: airman, took the wheel.

“Once when we were dashing along
at about 30 miles an hour with our
head lamp on—sometimes it is
‘lights out—We saw a man standing
dazed in the middle of the road. He
was an English photographer, and
had been stunned, he told us next

The first act of the Board appointed
by the government to superintend
the opérations of ‘the Ontarioc Work-
men’s Compensation Act is such as to
call ‘forth the strong disapproval of
the organized workers and the wage-
earners throughout the length and

‘breadth of the Province. The an-

nouncement that the scope of the leg-
islation accepted by the workers of
Ontario in good faith is to be cir-
cumscribed and that many who were
to have been benefitéed by the act are
flow. to be excluded, looks like a
manifest breach of faith upon the part
of the government, if it is prépared
to allow what many have already de-
signated to be an irresponsible board,
to coolly overturn and amend legis-
lation that was passed by a vote of
the local House and make it of none
effect.

The only body in Omtario that
should have the right, or, as we main-
tain, has the right to exercise such
power, is the representatives of the
people who enacted and are dirctly
responsible “for the passage of the
Workmen’s Compensation act, and
they alone, being directly responsible
for the passage of the = Workmen’s
Compensation act, and they alone, be-
ing directly responsible to the elector-
ate, have the prerogative of making
such drastic changeés as it has been
stated the 'Compensation Board has
decided to putinto effect.

Such action, it may, be confidently
predicted, does rot redound . to the
credit of the new administration, and
looks as though the reorganied cab-
inet has made a surendert o the man-
ufacturing interests. It is well to re-
member that Labor, the most intérest-
ed party in the administration of the
act, is entirely ignored in its compo-
sition. While the manufacturers have
a direct representative on the board,
the workers of ‘the province are en-
tirely' ‘unrepresented, "'a manifést in-
justice' on“the face of it.

It is just as  necessary that the
workers whom it is now claimed are
to be placed outsidé the scope of the
act should havé their rights = safe-
guarded as wher the government isoa
the eve 'of a general election passed it
and appealed directly to ‘the working
class voters for support largely on its
record in having kept faith with thiem
in' placing on the statute ‘books a
measure along the lines pledged by
the late Premier, Sir James Whitney.

If the Workmeén’s Compensation-act
is to be mutilated it should be done
on the floor of Legislature itself by
the men who' voted for its passage,
and they should take the full réspon-
sibility for such action, = which 1s
clearly a violation of the pledges
given by the goveérnment ¢o the work-
ers and the people of Ontario.

What Organized Labor has #&dvo-
cated is not a harrowing but a broad-
ening in the scope of the act. It is
well-known that in order to appeasc
-the manufacturing inferésts, certain
classes in the community at first em-
bodied among those who would re-
ceive compensafion urder ‘the act
were finally placed outside of its
provisions. . This' was strenuously op-
posed by the Labor represéntatives,
who were acting in the interests of
the workers; now this is to be fol-
lowed up, apparently, by another sur-
render to the corporations, and that
under cover of a board that as ap-
pointed, not to change but administer
the law.

He speaks from the
heart and éarries convietion as ‘re-
spects his  gineerity., ' He said in
part: {

Every unbiased student of the Bi-
ble surely will agree that our Re-
deemer and_H!s disciples manifested
great humility, in contrast with the
clergy of our day and of centuties
past. None of our Lord’s disciple
were Reverends, Right Reverends,
Most Reverend®—none of them were
clergymen. 'They knew nothing
whatever about the distinction be-
tween clergy and laity which subse-
quently developed. Jesus indeed did
EOCeE gD the title of Lord, or Master,
le,_«her; but with great humility He
gointed out that His teaching was
not His own, that He spoke the Mes-
sage of the Father. 'Similarly the
Apostles glorified God, and declared
t!{emaelves “men of like passions
with yourselves,” Jesus taught His
disciples that they should not be self-
seeking, that they should not seek
the honor whiech cometh from men,
but only that which eometh down
from Above. ‘“One is your Master,
even /Christ; and all ye ar> brethren,”
was His way of forewarning us
against the -error which afterward
divided the Lord’s people into clergy
and laity.

It is but reasonable to assume that
thany Christian ministers have nei-
ther studied deeply nor thought care-
fully on this subject, but have mere-
ly followed the beaten path of their
various denominations without in-
quiring for the Divine authority of
their ordination, titles, and honors
of men as titled ecclesiastics. But
our sympathy should not hinder us
from freeing our minds of the shac-
kles of ignorance and superstition,
nor hinder us from helping others to
the liberty wherewith Christ makes
free.

The pérsecutions of the Second
and Third Centuries undoubtedly
tended to keep the Church humble
and free from hypocrites, but the
prosperity dating from the beginning
of the Fourth Century had a bad
effect. Many of the hishops, accord-
ing to Church history, neglected to
follow the example of Jesus and the
Apostles, and became lords, digni-
taries in the Church, seeking to im-
press the worldly, especially the rul-
ers, with their importance.

In the year 330 A.D., under the
patronagé of the Emperor Constan-
tine, all Christians who acknowl-
edged the Niceme Creed were not
only protected but honored, the Em-
peror seeking to strengthen his poli-
tical power thereby. By him the
Bishop of Rome was granted special
honor as a chief amongst the Bis-
hops, this also suiting the Emperor’s
plans of making Rome the centre of
both political and religious influ-
ence, In the century following, the
power of the Bishops was greatly
increased by various false doctrines
which gradually crept in. The doec-
trine of a fiery Hell of torture was
one of these, followed later by a
theory that members of the true
Church would never be sent to it, but
instead to Purgatory, the tortures of
which would furnish them & second
chance for purification and prepara-
tion for Heaven.

The clergy gradually grasped more
and more of power and money for
gervices in this world and beyond.
Every marriage not performed by
them would not be valid. Those
married otherwise would be living
in sin. The theory of infant damna-
tion made the ministers additionally
necessary to sprinkle the babes, to
preserve them from eternal torture.
Then followed classification of sins
and the fixing of penalties and ar-
ranging for masses for the  sooner
deliverance of the culprit from Pur-
gatory. Rites and ceremonies com-
pected with the dead were also de-
clared necessary. - All of these serv-
ed to bind the people to .the clergy,
and more and more separdted them
from the simplicity of the Gospel and
the exaniple of Jesus and the Apos-
tles, to which we are seeking to re-
turn, but are fought at every step
by ignorance and superstition within

-1 am discussing the Church of
Rome only, because for a time there
was no other. ;Indeed, for a time it
was dangerous to even suggest an-
other. The Pope and the College of
Cardinals, representing the Almighty,
instruected the people who should be
their kings and princes; and; as a
matter of course, they were instruct-
ed to be obedient only to such as
recognized the papal power, and
they were absolved from obédience
to others. .

Thus the separation amongst
Christ’s followers of clergy and laity
was established for centuries before
the Protestant denominations of to-
day were born. It was but natural
that the Protestants should more or
less copy the practicés and many of
the 'doctrines with which they had
been familiar from childhood. The
Creck, Armenian and ' Anglican
Churches copied very eclosely the
‘“Mother.” They ‘still préserve the
likeness 1in  mdany ' respects, eéven
though théy came out of her as Pro-
festants and have sought to réturn
to the Bible teachings and methods.
But ‘Power and ceremony are diffieult
matters to get rid of. In consequence
we see everywhere forms of godli-
ness without seeing much manifesta-
tion of its power. We see much lip
reverencé without much manifesta-
tion of the Spirit of Christ.

Protestants are much confused re-
specting thé"pdpal claim that Christ’s
Kingdom Has been sét up. They, of
coursé, deény that the Popés are
Christ’s - vicegéerent. Nevértheless,
they have followed Papacy’s lead in
telling earthly kingdoms and’ rulers
that they .are part and parcel of
Christ’s Kingdom — ‘“Christendém.”
They send their chaplains with the
armies and navies of these kingdoms:
They receive financial support and
recognition from them, and call upon
the civil power to suppress so-called
heretics, refuse them license to
preach, ete. Thus they follow close-
ly in the footsteps of their Mother.
Altogether these false doctrines are
surely responsible, not only for many
of the wars of the past, but also for
the present Européan war.

We may assume that some of the
clergy, Catholi¢c and Protestant, are
thoroughly confused and honestly
doing what they believe to be the
Lord’s will in these matters. But,
on the other hand, we are bound to
assume that in the light of our day
there are thousands of ministers who
dre not deceivéed—who know full
well that the world is ruled, not b,
Christ and His teachings, but by self-
geeking kings, princes, nobles, findn-
cers, politicians, eéte.

But knowing these things, seeing
the peoplé in ignorande, what have
the miinisters of so-¢alléd “Christén-
dom™ done to opén the eyes of ' the
peoplé to thé truth on"this subjéct—
to tell thém that these kingdoms gre
not Christ’s kingdoms in any semse
of the word? How feéw of them ever
even refer to the Second Coming of
the Redeémier! How few of them .
have ever pointed their people to St.
Peter’s words respecting the: glorious
Times of Restitutiom whkich Messidh’s
Kingdom will usher in: “Repent ye,
therefore, and be converted, that
your sins mdy be blotted out, when
the times of refreshing shall come
from the presence of the Lord; and
He #hall send Jesus Christ, which
before was preached unto you, whom
the Heavens must retain until the
Times of Restitution of all things,
which God hath spoken by the mouth
of all His holy Prophets since the
world began.”—Acts 3:19-21.

Policy, self-seeking, lack of can-
dor, are certainly manifest in the
course of the preachers of all de-
nominationis. Now as the hour of
their judgment approaches they de-
serve our sympathy. They have held
on so long to the errors of the past
that they are ashamed now to turn
about and make confession. Many
of them think that the safer course
is to “bluff” the people. But it will
.pot do.. The light is shining too
brightly for that.. Knowledge is in+
creasing every moment. Many in the
pews are as well, educated as the oc-
ecupant of the pulpit; and decline to
be any longer fed on chaff and wind.
