London, Dec. 10.—The Bulgarians, 

heavily reinforced and well supported 
by artillery, are renewing violently 
their attack upon the Franco-British 
forces in Macedonia. Their assault has 
gone through all the preliminary 
stages and is now approaching the 
climax of intensity.

Although pursuit of the Serbians 
still continues, it is apparent from 
the proportions which the Macedon­
ian conflict is assuming, that the 
jor part of the Bulgarian army ha» 
diverted its attention to the Allies. 
The outcome of the battle now in 
progress is awaited with great 
iety in England, as it will determine 
in a great measure the immediate fu­
ture for the Entente powers in the 
Balkans.

The numerical superiority of the 
Bulgarian forces already has been de­
monstrated, in the initial encounters 
with the British. Grave doubts are 
voiced here as to the ability of the 
British forces to repel the increasing 
momentum of the Bulgaria?) attack. 
There is no indication, however, that 
the British or French have yet found ' 
it necessary to withdraw further than 
the positions mentioned in recent of­
ficial communications. With

Dr. Gray, the well known physi­
cal instructor and director for the 
Y. M. C. A. in India, was in the city 
yesterday and was given a luncheon 
by President Sweet and directors and 
prominent members of the Y. M. C. A. 
at Artemis’ restaurant. Some forty 
guests sat down to an exceedingly 
well served luncheon. The speaker of 
the afternoon was introduced by Mr. 
Sweet in an appropriate little speech.

Dr. Gray, who by the by, is a gradu­
ate of Columbia University, gave a 
most illuminating address. He re­
ferred in glowing terms to the loyalty 
of India to the British Empire and the 
magnificent part taken in this present 
war by the native Princes and great 
masses of the people. They some­
times heard rumors of discontent 
in India. He had travelled the vast 
country almost from end to end and 
outside of a few anarchistic groups, 
had seen no indications of any such 
disloyalty. The British Government 
was a most beneficent one and people 
were commencing to awaken to the 
fact that the vast system of railways 
India has 75,000 miles of track and 
ranks third in world’s railway mileage, 
the educational advantages, the won­
derful irrigation system, had all been 
installed for their moral and material 
uplift. He did not think it was pos­
sible for India ever again to suffer the 
appalling terrors of a great famine.

Turning to Y. M. C. A. work, Dr. 
Gray gave a most encouraging ac­
count of the great advancement being 
made. India had a population of 315.- 
000,000 and the physical and spiritual 
side of these teeming millions was all 
important. The Government of India 
with its vast machinery, was working 
heartily with the Y. M. C. A. physical 
directors in bringing the people to the 
realization of the benefis to be derived 
from physical training. Teachers in 
the native schools were being instruc­
ted and hundreds of the native-born 
were being equipped to teach in the 
gymnasiums, and in the fields of sport. 
He was firmly convinced that the 
great awakening of India to Christian­
ity would first come through the phy­
sical and moral. The call for men 
was urgent. Every Province, every 
state, was asking for physical instruc­
tors. The field was ripe for the har­
vest.

After this war. Dr. Gray stated, he 
was convinced India would take a 
new stand in the Empire. She was 
destined to become the brightest 
jewel in the Imperial crown. The op­
portunity to raise her millions to a 
higher physical ideal to a higher moral 
ideal was never so great as now. The 
future for the Y.M.C.A. was never so 
bright, never so promising. A great 
work of lasting good stretched before 
them in the vast Empire of the East.

In moving a heavy vote of thanks 
to Dr. Gray, Mr. T. H. Preston dealt 
in an entertaining manner on his trip 
to India, and his impressions of the 
Delhi Durbar. Mr. Goodwin, in sec­
onding thq vote of thanks, referred 
to the fact that his predecessor in the 
Brantford Secretaryship, Mr. Crocker, 
was doing the same noble work in 
China that Dr. Gray and his loyal 
band of assistants were accomplishing 
in India. A most instructive hour or 
so was brought to a conclusion by the 
hearty singing of the National An­
them and benediction by the Rev. Dr.

The Chancellor’s Speecli
A complete reading of the speech 

of the German Chancellor confirms 
the first impression that he took 
throughout the high and mighty tone 
that Germany had conquered, and 
that peace proposals would have to 
come "from the Allies as an admitted­
ly beaten aggregation. In this regard, 
he artfully took the theme that any 
continuance of the bloodshed and : 
misery now filling Europe would rest 
upon Great Britain and the others. 
He further, by every possible ingenu­
ity, perpetrated the arrant falsehood 
that Germany had been attacked and 
that she had only been forced to take 
up arms to defend her own dignity 
and safety. This view of the matter 
undoubtedly prevails tl roughout the 
Fatherland.

! the church bells of Dulverton, Somer­
set, happened to be out of repair, a 
bugle was blown by a local volunteer 
to call the parishioners to divine ser­
vice.

At Holywell, North Wales, a curi­
ous ancient bell is preserved which 
was formerly used to call people to 
church in a very strange way. As the 
position of the sacred edifice caused 
a bell rung there to be inaudible in 
some parts of the town, a walking 
ringer was employed, and a few old 
people still remember him. A leather 
strap was hung around his neck, with 
a large heavy bell attached to it, 
which rested on a' cushion buckled 
over his kee. Thus equipped he par­
aded the town, jingling his bell to 
summon the congregation. He was 
known as the “Walking Steeple.”

We are told that in another Welsh 
parish, when the bell got out of 
dcr, the sexton mounted into the bel- 

i fry on Sunday morning and sum­
moned the leading parishioners by 

» shouting a sort of sing-song.
A still older method of summoning 

the worshippers was found about 45 
years ago in a remote village called 
Fordon, perched high in the wolds oi 
the east riding of Yorkshire. Fordon’s 
tiny church on the brow of a hill had 
neither bell turret nor bell, and when 
the parson from a neighboring par­
ish came at rather irregular intervals 
to hold a service he tied his horse 
outside the church, opened the door,

A new 
Deputy Speaker will be selected from 
among the English-speaking Conscr­

it was anticipated 
that had an English-speaking member 
been selected to succeed Dr Sproule, 
the choice would have fallen on Mr. 
Richard Blain of Peel, 
stated, however, that Mr. Blain is 
likely to go to the Upper House to 
fill one of the Ontario vacancies in 
the not distant future.

Estimates for the year 1916-17 have 
already been prepared, and will be 
submitted to Parliament very soon 
after the opening. The budget speech 
will be delivered at an early stage of 
the session, and will it is understood, 
contain some important announce- 

j ments bearing upon the programme 
of war finance. It is not expected 
that there will be much, if any, rail­
way legislation.

The question of the extension of 
the term of parliament will arise. The 
Liberal leader still withholds his con­
sent to an agreement looking to an 
extension, and there will probably b; 
no change in the situation until th. 
question has been put before an Op­
position caucus, which will be called 
within a few days of the opening of 
the session. The Liberals have taken 
the position that there is no need for 
an agreement or for any action in 
this regard until the latter part of the 
session, as the term of parliament doss 
not expire until October, of next 

It is pointed out, however, 
that if action is taken at all it can 
only be effective during the session of 
the British Parliament, as Imperial 
legislation is necessary. There is no 
indication that the British House will 
be in session during the latter part of 
the summer, and may not be in ses­
sion at the time of the expiration of 
the Canadian parliamentary term. An 
address passed by both Houses of the 
Canadian parliament during a recess 
of the Imperial House would be use­
less.

Rome, Dec. 9.—^Greece’s present 
position towards the Entente powers 
may be likened to that of the dog 
which barked when about to commit 
an offence, and would fain bite its 
master, but being in fear of the whip, 
had to content itself with snarling. 
Surliness and pin-pricks are its pre­
sent characteristics, which have their 
roots in King Constantine’s engage­
ments towards Germany, coupled with 
his powerlessness to carry them out.

For it has become practically 
possible for the part assigned to 
Greece in the well-laid Balkan scheme 
of the Central Empires to be played at 
this juncture. And it has become im­
possible solely because the Entente 
powers have at last borne in upon the 
King the reality of their resolve to 
adopt drastic measures in case any ac­
tion of a disployal character is begun 
or attempted.

It would be unfruitful to enumer­
ate the measures already condition­
ally decided upon. The statement of 
the broad fact must suffice, that 
Greece is now convicted, and con­
demned to unprofitable and irksome 
innocuousness, 
trembles.

But her rulers seem still resolved 
to show their teeth and put little 
spokes in the Entente’s wheel when­
ever they can do so with impunity.
