Paris, May 7.—The Germans 

concentrated their efforts yes­
terday morning in attacks on 
the region of Laffaux and in 
the afternoon on the eastern 
section from Braye to Craonne. 
But the French held the whip- 
hand and beat off wave upon 
wave of the enemy’s dwindling 
reserve, with terrible losses 
More than that the Frenchmen, 
after hours of stiff fighting 
still had the energy to dash for­
ward and gained fresh posi­
tions naturally fortified.

The desperate resistance of 
the Germans and the frequent 
counter-attacks in force are 
comprehensible when it is rea­
lized that if the French capture 
Allemant and Pinon they will 
outflank the whole line running 
north to St. Quentin. General 
Nivelle, however, has no sine­
cure as he is confronted by the 
famous Siegfried line, a system 
of fortifications on which the 
Germans have lavished weeks 
of work and which is of the 
most formidable type.

On the right wing German 
battalions streamed out of Fil- 
ain wood to attack Froidmont 
Farm, which stands midway be­
tween Chevregny and Hill 185. 
They were practically annihil­
ated. It would seem difficult 
for the Germans to prevent the 
French from reaching the Oise 
canal and the Ailette River on 
this part of the front, 
famous Chemin-des-Dames, the 
key of the whole section is now 
in great part in possession of 
the French, in several places 
they have even gone far beyond 
it. It was the possession of 
this road which enabled the 
Germans to hold up the French 
advance for so long. Its cap­
ture alone shows the import­
ance of the success gained by 
General Nivelle in the battles 
of Saturday and Sunday.

Washington, May 7.—The third 

week of the visit of the British miss­
ion began to-day with conferences of 
eight sub-committees among which 
the various questions of America’ t 
participation in the war against Ger­
many have been divide* During the 
week some of the committees pro­
bably will report back to the main 
conferees who in turn may make an­
nouncements of decisions reached.

As the conferences develop it be­
comes more evident that all quest­
ions are extremely complicated in 
their various inter-relations to other 
questions, and that the most difficult 
part of the work consists in harmon­
izing the various conflicting needs. 
For instance, the sending of an Am­
erican expeditionary force, desired by 
both French and British missions in­
volves not only military considera­
tions, but also the question of wheth­
er it is wise to divert the tonnage 
necessary for troop transportation 
from its present work of carrying 
food and munitions. Likewise it Is 
essential to restrict exports to the 
materials most vital to the allies.

Every day the British mission 
stays shows an increasing controliza- 
tion of power and a more marked 
change of the government from a 
peace to a war basis. Much proposed 
new legislation has been inspired fcy^ 
England’s experience under similar 
circumstances and American officials 
are taking advantage of every min­
ute of the stay of the British mission 
to develop the United States central 
war organization. It is along this 
line that new bodies such as a muni­
tions board, a railroad executive, a 
centralized intelligence office, and an 
export supervision board have been 
or will be formed.

Washington, May 7—Another of 

the difficult problems in putting the 
army on a war footing is the dispos­
ition of aliens in the United States, 
unnaturalized and still citizens or 
subjects, of the Entente powers, and 
who wish to fight under the Amer­
ican flag.

Applications are pouring into the 
war department from such people 
acting as individuals or through 
committees. In most 
seek permission to join the United 
States army in national units from 
companies to legions.

The War department prefers that 
the men return to the countries ol 
their origin to serve in their armies, 
but although most of them have seei- 
military service and are now reser­
vists they insist upon serving under 
the American flag. Were they con­
tent to enlist as individuals they 
might easily do so by simply, as a 
preliminary to enlistment, making a 
declaration of intention to become 
American citizens.

Separation'“We’re through.” said one of the 
Germans as all of them put their 
hands above their heads. The cor­
poral did some hasty thinking. He 
could see plainly that he and his 
party were well outnumbered al­
though he did not know at that time 
that the ratio was twenty-five to one.

“Advance three at a time," he 
commanded, ' lay down your arms 
and pass out. You're my prisoners. 
If one of you make a false move I'll 
kill you all with this grenade. Ready 
now—the first three."

Three Germans moved forward 
cautiously, laid down their rifles and 
side arms and took positions along 
one side of the dugout.

“Three more,” came the command 
and three more stepped forward. The 
procedure was repeated thirty three 
times and then the party was taken 
up the stairs and back to the British 
lines as prisoners. There were ninety 
nine German privates and four offi­
cers, who, by the way, were mad 
with rage when they learned that 
their command had been captured by 
four British soldiers.

When the Corporal jjot back to the 
British lines he collapsed from loss 
of blood. He was taken to a field 
hospital and brought to London a 
few days ago. The wound is not ser­
ious and he will be out again in a 
few days.

POTATOESBOATS LAID UP.
By Courier Leased Wire.

London, May 7—Special despatch­
es from Holland say that the persist­
ent torpedoing of Dutch trawlers has 
caused the fishermen to lay up their 
boats. The trawlers were guaranteed 
safety within prescribed limits and 
a supply of German coal on condition 
that they supply fish for the German 
market.

Thomas Muir, sixty years, of To­
ronto, gave his experiences as fol­

“I have lived in Cuba for eight 
years and have seen many demon­
strations and uprisings. The last re­
bellion is by far the most serious of 
all. The rebels having taken us by 
surprise before we could offer resis­
tance, made us captives, sacked oui 
houses and then burned them.

The sig­
nificance of it becomes all the greater 
when it is remembered that ever 
since the war of Independence there 
has been quite an anti-British under 
current in the States and that over 
the Venuezlan matter at the time 
Cleveland was President, actual hos­
tilities would undoubtedly have tak­
en place had not Old Country states­
men kept their heads.

Our neighbors in every possible 
way have demonstrated their satis­
faction over the fact that a man of 
Balfour’s calibre should have been 
selected to head the British delega­
tion. Here is a characteristic refer­
ence taken from one New York 
paper

“The best men of all nations are 
a good deal alike; alike, at least, in 
their aims and mental attitudes. 
They see things from the viewpoint 
of humanity, and are likely to be 
able to reach agreement in conclu­
sions. There are no wiser, abler, bet­
ter men on earth than the best men 
of England, and if there is a better 
Englishman than Mr. Balfour we do 
not know who he is.

"Pretty well all that English civil­
ization can do for a man has been 
done for Mr. Balfour, and nature 
gave him a good start besides. He is 
both a thinker and a doer, and a 
great gentleman into the bargain. He 
is a man of conscience; a man of un­
derstanding; a man to be listened to, 
and to be trusted. Our brethren ot 
the Allies did well when they sent 
here such a representative.”

Township Council E. B. Crompton & Co., Limited

A grist of business was put 
through the mill this morning' by 
the township council. The estim 
ates of the cost of installing hydro 
electric power in the suburban dis­
tricts of Parkdale, Echo Place and 
Grand View were submitted by the 
engineering department of the Hy 
dro Electric Power Commission, Tor 
onto and Mr. J. J. Jeffrey, repres­
enting the department addressed the 
councillors. A resolution was pass 
ed authorizing the presentation of 
a Union Jack to every school in the 
township, that is successful in or 
ganizing and maintaining a cadet 
corps. This action nas been taken 
hy other municipalities with the ob­
ject of encouraging this work among 
school children. The balance of the 
session was devoted to a numerous 
list of communications.

Mr. J. J. Jeffery, engineer of the 
Hydro Electric Power Commission, 
'was present, and addressed the coun­
cil in connection with the installa­
tion of Hydro power in the districts 
of Grand View, Parkdale, and Echo 
Place. A communication from the 
engineering department, stating that 
the engineers have completed the 
estimates ot>the cost of re-construct­
ing system purchased from the Wes­
tern Counties in these districts, in 
addition to the original cost of the 
system, which amounted to $4,000, 
an expenditure of $6,746.17 in Grand 
View, $8,084.21 in Parkdale and 
$5,593.95 in Echo Place. The esti­
mated cost of the line on the Bur- 
lord Road to supply the Matthews- 
Blackwell factory was placed at $2,- 
173.98. This estimate includes 351 
consumers, and 135 street lights, and 
it was recommended that a money 
by-law for $27,000 be placed before 
the people.

The Toronto Hospital for Incur­
able, wrote, stating that owing to 
increased expenses, the rate charged 
for non-residents has been increased 
from $5 to $7 per week to take effect 
May 15th.

The finding of the Dominion Board 
of Railway Commission in the St. 
Paul’s Avenue subway was submitted 
to the council.

The township of South Dumfries 
submitted an account of $21 as half 
the cost, Brantford Township’s share 
of improvements made on the bound­
ary line.

In reply to a letter written by the

This was announced Saturday by W. 
L. Saunders, chairman of the board. 
He said the plan in his opinion was 
i practical solution of the U-boat 
problem. He said it was not purely 
theoretical, but that it has been pro 
ven by actual tests along the Atlan­
tic coast.

The scheme is not merely a defen­
sive measure against the submarine. 
Mr. Saunders said it called for “of­
fensive operations on an extensive 
scale.”

Thomas A. Edison, who is presi­
dent of tile boat'd. did not originate 
the scheme, Mr. Saunders said. Iiut 
Edison, lie said, had been working 
tirelessly to perfect its many phases. 
Since declaration of war against Ger­
many. Mr. Edison and his assistants 
have been triyng thousands of 
schemes suggested to block Ger­
many's under-sea warfare, now ad­
mittedly the "reatest menace to the 
European allies and their new Am­
erican partner, the United States.

Behind the programme submitted 
to the Navy Department is all the 
Edisonian practicability and all of 
Edison’s deft skill in accomplishing 
the seemingly impossible. Announce­
ment of the scheme by the chairman 
of the board dispelled doubts that 
it might be merely another academic 
idea devoid of practical use. And 
that the board made experiments 
before making their find public left 
little doubt in the minds of naval of­
ficials that at last the war’s greatest 
problem had been unraveled.

If the plan works, as few doubt it 
will, American brains will have done 
what European cannon balls and bul­
lets have failed to do in three years 
of warfare.

No announcement was made of 
the details of the scheme. Mr. Saun­
ders explained that announcement of 
it had been made at. this time to al­
lay the fears of Americans aroused 
by recent expressions by American 
and British officials that the U-boats 
were beginning to crush tlie lines 
of traffic between the United States 
and her European allies.

Fifteen sub-committees of the 
board have been concentrating their 
efforts on the U-boat problem which 
now has been solved to the satisfac- 
faction of the board’s head.

Mr. Saunders took pains yester­

day to dispel any suggestion that he 
was theoretical in his endings.

"I am not a believer in theory,” 
he said. “I believe in practical work. 
The Germans have been doing all the 
offensive work so far while the allies 
have been on the defensive."

“The new plan contemplates offen­
sive operations on an extensive scale. 
The result will be to harrow the field 
of operations of the submarines.

“Mr. Edison is not directly re­
sponsible for the new device, but he 
is responsible for the development 
of certain important phases of the 
plan. Mr. Edison has been giving all 
of his time to laboratory work for 
some weeks.

“The Naval Consulting Board has 
been considering inventions at the 
rate of 35 a day for the last three or 
four months. Each of these sugges­
tions, or inventions, has been con­
sidered and tried cut by a special 
committee of the board. Out of the 
vast number a few suggestions have 
been obtained which are to be used 
in the proposed plan."

He said the new device would be 
effective on land as well as on the 
seas.

nests. That’s what we propose to do 
now. The field of operations will be 
narrowed gradually.

“My statement, giving my person­
al opinion as to the ultimate success 
of the effort to solve the submarine 
problem, was not authorized by the 
board, nor the Navy Department.”

The hoard has been active since 
the Winter of 1915. Mr. Edison is 
reported to have been working 1 IS 
hours a day in his intensified fashion 
to sound the depths of every propo­
sition that offered any promise.
