To
produce the ideas lin mind the inter-
fors of the/big tanks must be arran-
ged with the same care as a stlage,
This was te produce the effect of sea
jungles of waving growth, in which
roams the devilfizh, or caves wherein
these monsters lurk. There was ma-
terial for rocky labyrinths where fish
find shelter, sea prairies where the
crab Yegions congrezate, and the
walls of the reefs on which live the
beautiful corals, star fish and sea
urchins.

Special settings were also arranged
for one of ‘the most remarkable crea-
tures which Mr, Ditmars declared he
ever captured. This lis the smoking
caterpillar, an' animial ‘that walks
about on the sea bottom in upright
position ‘and appears to proudly
throw out its chest while it smokes
a cigarette. To unbelievers it is ex-
plained that the ‘“smoke” comes
from a white 'tube and is a limy se-
cretion used to drive enemies away.

To photograph creatures in deep
tanks of sea water and follow their
movements among rocks and tangles
of ocean growth there is mulch to be
done in the matter of lighting. Then
again most lof the particularly inter-
esting forms prowl only at night.
These nocturnal forms were illumin-
ated by huge arc lamps, giving a
total of 40,000 candle power. Tt was
necessary to make the bottoms of
some of the tanks of glass o that
beams of light could be projected
‘among the rocks from beneath. The
walter 0f the tanks lis slowly filtered,
beling constantly in moderate circula-
and passing through screens
which ecatch accumulating particles
that might cause it to be hazy,

Mr. Ditmars has already ‘accumu-
lated wonderful material among hlis
marine movies which wlll coon e
available for the.schools. His movie
lectures of the past have embraced
an aggregation ranging in size Irom
elephants to the most minute insects.
This is what he now explains has ac-
cumulated among his motion pictures
of creatures that roam the ocean
floor.

There is probably no body of men
in the world with a more bitter and
determined hatred of the Germans.

land from Belgian factories; it is sig- |
nificant that some of those who es-
caped from Germany itself were help-
ed in their flight by German women
who took pity on them. They were
usually at starvation point, utterly
destitute and showing terrible traces
of the treatment they had received;|
so much so that even German hearts |
were touched.

No comprehensive attempt has been
made as yet to collect the stories of
these men while in captivity, partly |
because their stay is often so short, |
but a few related their adventures. |

A private of the 13th Siberian regi-|
ment states: “I was captured near|
Warsaw on September 26th, 1914,
and was taken to the prison camp at
Altengrab, near Magdeburg. After
going through the various camps and
being employed at various places. I
was taken with eighty other prisoners |
to the French front at Verdun, where
much fighting was taking place. We'
were all to carry ammunition to feed;
the German guns. Those of us who |
refused were starved and punished. !
During that time many of my com-|
rades were killed by French shrapnel. |
I was severely wounsed in the chest |
and leg, and taken to hospital, where |
I spent four months znd from whence
I escaped.”

River municipalities as wish to be
represented for the purpose of dis-
cussing the movement.

Mr. Holjinrake went on to state
that not dnly would the river, if
developed, be a benefit to Brantford
through the power derived from it
and the use of it for navigation pur-
poses, but for pleasure purposes,
which would give to the working-
men of Brantford a cheap means of
amusement during the summer
months.

Some years ago the river was the
only means of communication that
Brantford had with the outside
world and the remains of the old
locks and piers and some of the old
.canals are still in evidence in qif-
terent parts of the river. Mr. Hol-
linrake contended that the canals
should be cleared out, and the locks
and dams be repaired. The river
would then be navigable for boats
drawing four or five feet of water
from Port Maitland ‘to Brantford.
Coal schooners from Pennsylvania
could come across Lake Erie to Port
Maitland and up the river to Dunn-
ville. At this place the coal could
be loaded onto small barges by
means of electric cranes. A small
tug could bring up four or perhaps
five barges. The coal could be got
to Brantford much quicker, much
cheaper and the service would be
much better than by rail. The
opening of river traffic would tend
to reduce freight rates on the rail-
roads.

Speaking on the river as a pos-
sible power utility, the speaker
stated that between Elora and
Brantford thete was a drop of sev-
eral hundred feet in the river. In
the course of the river there were
numerous dams, but these were for
the most part, not used. Mr. Hol-
linrake quite plainly stated that he

was no engineer, but he believed )

that enough power could be derived
from the Grand River to supply the
needs of all the communities border-
ing its banks. A dam might be put
where the river goes around Bow
Park to Newport. There is a gully
between these places and through
this a canal might be dug. ‘There
isra drop of perhaps fifty feet in
this part 21‘ the river and the har-
nessing ofythe water there would
derive for use of Brantford a
congciderable amdéunt of power,
IFrom Newport there is a clear
ctretch of water as far as Caledonia,
casily navigatable. As the river
nears Seneca therte are several rap-
ids. The dam at Seneca has become
decayed and a new dam would n:ze-
essarily have to be built at this
point. Between Brantford and Sen-
c¢ca new locks would ba nceded.
North of Brantford no navigation
could be carried on account of so
many rapids being in the river
course. The river-developm:ant ad-
vocate stated that wherever locks
were built power could be develep-
ed for electricity. High dams at
Seneca and at the Cockshutt Road
toll gate would be the most advis-
able places. He was satisfied that,
from a common-sense point of view,
not only would there be enough en-
ergy derived for the Grand River
Municipalities hut there would also
be good river navigation from Brant.
ford to Caledonia and thence down
to the lake. People would come ¢n
boat excursions from other places

The project
would not be a benefit to laboring
men. This was Mr. Kyte’s plain
opinion of the matter, and though
he did not want to knoek any good
thing down he could not with a
clear conscience act on a committee
for Grand River improvement.

Delegate Crowley Dbe-
lieved that, had he anything to say
in the remodelling the river, that
he would dredge it both ways.

Delegate Palmerton said that na-
tural resources that were allowed to
go undeveloped reflected on the
saneness of the peoplein the neigh-
boring communities. It was g crime
to let the noble Grand ‘“‘go on for-
ever’” and deriving neither pleasure,
Ipower, navigation or commercial in-
fluence through it.

Delegate Alderman Symons spoke

of the great benefit to everyone it

Dele-
gate Palmerton seconded. the rsolu-
tion, and it was passd by the coup-
cil.

The commitiee was formed of
President Stinchcombe, Delegates
Crowley, McGrattan, Palmerton and
Innes.

Alderman Symons then spoke on
the plumbing by-law, which has been
brought up in the city council pre-
viously but nothing done in its con-
nection. The bill, he said, concerns
the fact that no citizen can do any
plumbing for himself without first
getting an application to the city en-
gineer signed by a licensed plumber.
This clause was a joker in the mo-
tion, and made the resolution worth-
les§ so far as the laboring man was
‘concerned. He proposed to amend
the resolution so that it would be
possible for any citizen to do plumb-
ing work for himself, so long as the
work was done properly. He asked
that the members consider the ques-
ltion at their leisure.
