The selection, which was
pl.l&ed on the srgan by Miss Kincaid,
with trombone ace., by Mr, H. Kincaid,
was excellently rendered. The serip-
ture lessons and the hymus were se-
lected on account of their fitness for
the oceasion, the latter, as well as the
anthem, being well rendered by the
choir. The sermon was one of Mr.
Pullar's best efforts, and we present a
brief summary of it, which will not,
however, give our readers any concep-
tion of its excellence. The text was
taken from Matt. xii. 12 ;—

How much, then, is a man “¢tisi th
sheep ? $ T

Since the creation, some six thous
and years ago, the hnman race had
been multi‘)lying itself. The question
of where ail the multitudes who have
lived now are, would elicit the answer
that, like sheep, they have been sub-
ject to death and lave passed away.
The immortality of the soul and the
resurrection of the body of man had
been disputed. But if death was the
end of man—man who, according to
scripture, was made only a little lower
than the angels and crownéd with
glory and honor—how much better
wag man than a sheep? When Jesas
utteredthe words of the text he was
in the midst of a eontroversy with the
pharisees, a class of men whosa qual-
ities Jesus despised -above all other
kinds of impudence and presamption.
The phariseés of all ages were essen-
tially the same in spirit, and on this
occasion Christ answered the question,
with which they hoped to ensnare
him, by a direct appeal to their self-
intereat. The animal in the ditch, if
not-rescued, would be a direct loss,
while the man with a withered <hand
might suffer without hurting their
feclings, and was treated with indif-
ference. - The preacher did not argne
against the possession of great wealth
in money or land ; but he deplored the
locking up of money in bank coffors,

strongly. condemned the withdrawal
of large blocks of land - from cultiva-
tion, in order that game preserves
might be formed. The tendency of
people in general was tojudge men by
the strength of their musclés} or the
extent of their intellectnnl cunning,
as used to advance their material
interests, to Lhe detriment, perhaps, of
their- fellows. If men were to be
judged by such a standard, how much
belter were they than sheep? God
weighéd a man by his immorfal quali-
ties. Belfishnoss, the prime caunse_of
“man’s inhumanity to man,” came in
and contradicted the divine estimate
of man, making him no better than a
sheep.  An illnstiation was drawn
from the dangerous exploit of rope
walkihg, and it was pointed out that
if a fatal accident occurred the gaping
crowd could not be held guiltless of
the blpod of the foolhardy acrobat.
Man did not liyé to himselt alone, but
was entrusted/with the good of his fel-
lows; and if’mankind in general at-
tained the divine standard of unscl-
fish consideration for the welfare of
others, the world would,take Tfmmense
strides forward towards happiness, and
difficult social problems would be set-
tled satisfactorjly and for the good of
all. There were indications of a good
time coming, for which we should be
thankful. The present age was re-
markable for activity in philantrophic
and christian efforts, and among the
prominent agencies in the' good work
was the Independent Order of Odd-
fellows. - There was controversy as to
whether the work of secret societies
was carried on in accordance with di-
vine - law.  Christ had said: “By
their ‘fruits ye shall know them.”
Judged by this standard, the Order
stood the test. The preacher was not
acquainted personally with the acts
nug workings of tha Association, but
he knew several active members of it
who were noted for their piety and
ohristian zeal, and he could not regard
an Order of which they were mem%‘ers
ag-being antagonistic to the Church of
God. When the officer of the lodge
visited the destiute, he was perform-
ing'a rite almost religious. The ma-
terial benefits conferred, great as they
were, did not constituto the chief ben
efit dispensed by the order. There
was an inculcation of moral virtues
and a practical application of brother-
ly love, whieh made the members bet-
ter men in the family, in society, and in
the Church. There could, therefore,
be nothing-but rejoicing at the im-
menge growth of the Order. The in-
fluenee of such a Bociety could-not be
otherwise than to hasten the day when
men's minds would be entirely influ-
enced by divine precents of right.

Pure Milk for Factories.

We have been asked by several
rominent dairymen to publish the
ollowing letter from Mr. Robt. Rob-
inson, of Tweed, which first appeared
in the Hastings News:—

There are still - some = farmers,
even in this very intelligent
community, who. plead ignorance
and therefore innocence when eaught
in the act or aceused of tamipering with
their milk before sendingsl to the fac-
tory. Now, I think the factis well
established “that ignorance of the
law excuscs no one.””  Nevertheless,
in order that such persons may be in-
formed or reminded, I thought I would
write a few lines on the subject, show-
ing as clearly as, I possibly can a few
things patrons ought not to do as well
as a few things they ought to do.
Cheesemaking in Canada was yetin its
infancy when it was found' that some
legislation was necessary to pre-
vent dishonest men from taking advan-
tage of their honest neighbors by wat-
ering, skimming or otherwise adulter-
ating their milk. In 1867 Mr. K.
Grabam, who was M. P. P. for West
Hastings at that time, got what is gen-
erally known as “The Act to Protect
Cheese and ‘Butter Manufacturers”
passed in the Ontario Legislatuare, and
it is one of the very few acts of par-
liament that conld be understood with-
ouf the aid of a Philadelphia lawyer.
The, principal clause reads thus :—

Whosoever knowingly and fraudulently sells,
supplies, brings or sends to be manufactured to
any ¢hi or buttor manufactory in this pro-
vince any/milk diluted with water, or in any
way adualforated, or milk from which any
cream has been taken, or k)a%mmon!yknown
ag *‘skimmed . milk,” or whoever keaps back
any part of the'm * !trlnpl nzs.",or

Here is what
Prof. J. B. Harris, of Néw Yﬂl‘g\‘(nnd
we have nd better authority in A\yeri-
on) says: “If fifty patrons each abi]
stract a quart of eream the resalt is a
logs equal to 500 lbs. of milk, and
should this be repeated 100 times dur-
ing the geason we reach a total of 60,-
000 1bs. of milk. The value of this is
$500, to steal which, by the laws of
any civilized country, is larceoy; and
the damage in the cheese is not cov-
ered by these figures.” Now I will
put.it in a different way, if one patron
takes a quart of cream every day for
say 150 days of the season ibis equal
to 1,500 1bs. of milk stolen from the
rest of the patrons. A patron poars
a pailful of water into say 200 Ibs. of
milk and he cannot ses the water and
to his inexperienced eyes the milk
looks the same as it did before ; so too,
in skimming a quart or two quarts of
cream off the night's milk
and then mixing the morning’s milk
with it, he seems to think it looks all
right, and that the theft is fo small it
will not bo noticed. To all such I
would just say that the experienced
cheesemaker ean usually see something
wrong the moment he looks at such
milk and immediately applies the test.
Seience has given us a number of test-
ing instruments, but for common prac-
tico I prefer the thermometer and lac-
tometer for water, and the eremome-
ters for oream tests, With these in-
sttuments properly used it is simply
impossible to tamper with milk to any
extent without being detected

Surely they are “sufficient to
make every person eay to himself—
not to his neighbor, not to the cheese-
maker, because if the promise is made
and carried out he will know it and
be glad—but say to himself, *none
but the best and purest milk ghall
leave my stand. I will not rob myself,
my family and the whole of my forty
or fifty neighbers, among wlom ave

WHERE ARNOLD LIES,

The Burial at Laleham Charch—Some
of the.Distinguished Men Who:Were
Present,

A 'London cable says : ‘Matthew Arnold
was buried on Thursday afternoon at Lale-
ham Church, two miles frora Staines, on
the Thames. Large numbers of friends
went down fromLondon by train, arriving
at-Staines just befere noon, and thence
driving to Laleham. Among them were
Mr. Browning, Lord Chief Justice Cole-
ridge ; the Master of Balliol, Dr. Jowett ;
the historian, Mr. Lecky; Mr. Henry
James, the American ; Mr. Mundella, Mr.
Leonard Courtney, Admiral Egerton, Sir
George Russel, Mr. and Mrs. Humphry
Ward, Mr. Lyulph Stanley and SirEdwin
Arnold. Mr. Frederick Macmillan repre-
sented one firm of ‘Mr. Arnokd’s publishers,
and Mr. Arnold’s staunch friend, Mr. Geo.
Smith, with his son, the other—the firm of
Smith, Elder & Co., who issued nearly all
bis prose works. Many otherd came, but
there was;no representative’ of either the
Government or the Court.

Laleham Church is a very small and
seemingly & very ancient building of ex-

brick, ivy-covered, square tower. Here lie
three of Mr. Arnold’s children in the nar-
row churchyard. Honses crowd close up
to it, and the place is quiet but_not soli-
tary. The hearse and carriages following
with the family arrived just after 12. The
Dean of Westminster and  Archdeacon
Farrar went out from the church to meet
the body, which lay in a plain oak coffin
embosomed in flowers. It entered the low
porch with friends on either hand. The
church was filled and the service was said,
the coffin resting near the entrance. The
service'at the grave was read by the Dean
of Westminster amid heavily falling rain,
and with two or three hundred mourners
about the grave. Very solemn was, this
sorrowing company, “and singularly im-
pressive the scene in its perfect simplicity
and perfect singrity. All was over before
1, and the last “** good-bye " - said to the
great writer and beloved friend.

A London cable says: - The latest con-
vert to.

He had just re-
marked that France now enjoys too much
liberty when suddenly a number of stu-
dents who weré present in the church
called upon the preacher to drop politics
and keep to religion. Dr. Loyson was
extremely angered by this interruption and
sharply rebuked the young men. He called
them foolish and bade them behave more
wisely. The students thereupon rose and
walked out of the church in & body. Pere
Hyacinth argues that France is fast going
down hill for want of a steady hand togovern
her. He has lost, he declares, all faith in
a Parliamentary regime as applied to
national affairs in France, and he would be
glad to see a return to any eort of dominant
_power like an empire or a monarchy.

Mixed
with water, it turns into a repulsive milky-
white fluid, and those who have been inthe
habit of drinking it assure’ us that they
close thegnostrils while doing so, eating
immediately thereafter lozenges of a power-
ful- odor to overpowér the taste eaun de
cologne leaves in the mouth. Itis no un-
common thing for a man or woman to
drink three small bottles (costing a shilling
.each) or even more, per day. Pleasure in
80 doing there ia none; while au contraire,
those who affect wines, spirits or liquors do
certainly. derive some enjoyment. The
only possible advantages eau de cologne
possesses as against other common alcoholic
beverages are—that it canbe taken secretly,
is in & highly concentrated form, can be
carried about easily, and is rapid in its
action. Many there are who are unable to
break themselves of the habit of drinking
the poison, except under restraint of the
most stringent character ; and we have it
on the authority of one who has gone
through this trying ordeal, that the first
week after he is debarred from the use. of
the perfume, the suffering is intense. A
fortnight, however, will in most cases see
the worst over, and within. a month the
body will resume its natural functions ; re

freshing and undisturbed sleep will have
returned, and the appetite will reassert
itgelf, nervousness will * melt into thin
air,” and the feeling of despondency and
abject misery will give way to comparative
eare and. comfort.—London Globe.

I put them in my
cellar on the 20th of October, and to-
day I returned them to their old
stands, thisday and the two preceding
it being the first of the season suitable
for the work. .Confined just six
months, my bees emerge from their
winter quarters in perfect health.

The hives and combs are pure and|'

sweet, and to all appearance the bees
would have remained contented and
happy-another month. I acted under
the advice and with the assistance of
of W. 8. Hough, and the result is as
near perfection as I could wish. Ican
winter 100 colonies or more in my cel-
lar, just as well as the twelve were
wintered. My'bees do not “appear to
have been wintered at all, but go to
weork as quietly as if they had never
been removed from their stands. Mr.
Hough is right in his contention that
stands and hives should be numbered
and each hive returned in the .spring
to the identical position occupied the
previous season. His plamr of forest
