POR OARRIAGE OF OCHEESE.

The Department of Agriculture at
Ottawa has arranged wit the ' Canad-
ian Pacific Railway Company and the
Grand Trunk Railway System to pro-
vide a number of refrigerator cars for
the carriage of cheese on through bills
of lading and on local shipment to
Montreal for export. For the limited
number of cars available’ the Domin-
ion Department of Agriculture is pre-
pared to pay the‘icing charges to per-
mit this service to be started. Ship-
pers using these cars will be charged
only the usual carload rates. Appli-
cations for these refrigerator cars
should be made through the usual
channels of the local railway agent or
the district freight agent, as the case
may be. The Department of Agricul-
ture does not undertake to furnish cars
but only to pay icing charzes up to
one hundred cars per week during the
two hot months from the middle of
July to the middle of September. The
G.T.R. and CP.R. will have some
specially improved ventilator cars
ready this-month for the carriage of
cheese. These are being fitted with
special ventilating cantrivances design-
ed by Prof. Robertson. There will
not be any extra charge for them, s

IMPROVE QUALITY OF CHEESE.
At the last” meeting of the Eastern
Ontario Dairyman’s Association, the
matter of proving the quality of cheese
produced in Ontario formed an import
ant topic in the deliberation of that
association. It was decided that some
radical steps should be taken in the
watter of advaucing the trade, im-
proying the quality 'of the goods,
and in fact doing what was deemed
Tigh reputa-
tion of the Canadian goods. Numer-
ous complaints had boen received from
the British dealer in reference to the
inferior quality of the Canadian chesse,
which threatened considerable injury to
the trade, and the association had that
in view when it was decided to create
what is known as model districts in
Ontario. The Western Association is
conducting one in the vicinity of Lamb-
ton, and the Eastern Association has
charge ot the one in the Brockville
section. The last named is under the
immediate supervision of Chief Inspect-
or Publow. A certain set of factories
were selected for experimental purposes,
which are visited by the instructor as
gular intervals.

3 < CANAL SCHEME.

:
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Of excépuional importance is a mea-

sure for a new system..of canals |

which has just been adopied in Aus-

‘tria. According to Mr. Carl B. lurst,

United Stutes Condul-General at
Vienua, *“‘this underiaging will do
more than anything yet enagted in

Austria Lo promote the commerce of !

the country. jt not only bring
the various proYinces into * closer
touch, but will also afford the cheap-
conuections  with Gep-
many and Russia.”

- The measure provides, first, for a
canal from the Danube Lo the Oder ;
sceond, for a canal from the Danube
to the Moldau, near Budweis ; third,
for a caual from the Danube-Odey
canal to the Upper Elbe ; and fourgh,
for a canal from the Danube-Gder
canal to the Vistula and to some
navigable portion of the Duiester.
There will ve about one thousand
miles of navigavle waterways, which
will be constructed by the State
with tho eu-operation of the pro-
vinees, districts and towns, and
especially of Vienna and Prague. The
contributions of the municipalities
and provineinl auuthorities can be
made either by single Payment or in
annual instalments, or through the
erection of certain works, such as
harbors, docks or streets leading to
them, or through the ¢ession of land
or water rights.

The work of construction will begin
at the Jatest during 1904, and*the on-
tire system *will be finished within
twenty years. The cost of construe-
tion, in so far as it wil] not be gov-
ered by contributions, is to be met
by an issue of four per eent. tax free
government bBonds. redeemable within
ninety years. The government is em-
powered to issue these bonds to an
