The chairman of the various standing 
committees reported the receipts and 
expenditures in the different depart' 
ments during October, and the Clerk 
read the financial statement. This 
showed that the amount received during; 
the past month had been $3717.14, while 
the expenditures had amounted to 
$2357.45. The bank overdraft on Oct.
31st was $3754.12.

Coun. Grant reported with reference 
to the resolution passed by the School 
Board which at the last meeting was 
discussed by the Council and reported 
to the Police Committee. He stated 
that no action had as yet been taken 
by the committee which still had the 
matter under consideration. He pointed 
out the difficulties existing in connection 
with the enforcement of the law forbid­
ding the sate of tobacco to children $
and prohibiting children unattended from % 
frequenting motion picture shows. The 
matter was left with the committee 
for further action.

Coun. Leslie, for the Streets Com­
mittee, reported that a bridge had been 
constructed connecting Highland avenue, 
with the new street leading to Central 
avenue. This street is now passable 
for the winter and will be further im­
proved next season. He also reported 
that in accordance with the request of 
the trustees of Parish Hall the street 
line had been defined to their satisfac­
tion.

A FAIR DEAL FOR ALL
THAT THE way of the transgressor is hard has been found true 

in the case of H. P. Story, who has been sentenced to three 
years imprisonment in the penitentiary at Dorchester because of 
defalcations in the accounts of the office of the provincial secretary.
Giving evidence m his own behalf the accused stated that he was 
forty-four years of age with a family and had entered the provincial 
secretary s office fifteen years ago as a general clerk at a salary of 
a thousand dollars. Since he entered the office his duties had in­
creased nearly seventy-five per cent, and the amount of money 
handled had increased year by year. The conduct of the office has 
apparently been exceedingly loose, and the accused said that the 
shortage would never have occurred if the right procedure had been 
taken when the audit had been going on. He was in a position to 
make good the amount which had been taken and had open to him 
a position for which he was well fitted if given another chance. It 
was very properly held by the court that there was no ground for 
leniency and that the law must take its course. Meanwhile, how­
ever, those who in reality are responsible for the offence are not 
required to take their share of accountability and are rewarded by 
bem8 exalted to high position and made the objects of special honor.

THE RESULT of the late federal elections is far from satisfactory J, 
1 to any patriotic Canadian. For the past four years we have 

been practically marking time because of the inability of the gov­
ernment in power to cany out any definite program. It was hoped 
that on October 29th the decision of the electors might be sufficient­
ly pronounced to place in power an administration which might be 
able to grapple with every problem. The counting of the ballots, 
however, has demonstrated no great improvement in the conditions 

government. In fact it may be said that the issue has become 
even more complicated.

The request of the King government that it be given a ma­
jority that would enable it to carry- on has been met with a rebuff 
at the hands of the people, and their majority of one has been chang­
ed to a very decided minority. This cannot be taken as other than 
an intimation on the part of the electors that they will not have the 
King government to rule over them. On the other hand Hon. Mr 
Meighen, the leader of the largest group, whose following in parlia­
ment has been increased from fifty members to a hundred and sevèn- 
teen, is still considerably short of the required majority to 
the carrying on of a stable administration.

Just what the outcome will be is impossible to accurately pre­
dict, since the continued presence of a third group whose policy 
makes it logically impractical for them to support either of the old 
parties, has the effect of upsetting the parliamentary equilibrium 
necessary to promote the country’s interests.

This was gradually increased to 12 
pounds per day at the close of the test.

At the Commencement of the test 
the nutritive ratio for the ration con­
taining turnips was 1:7.3 and for the 
ration containing potatoes it was 1:7.4, 
except lot 6, which was fed oat straw 
instead of hay. The nutritive ratio of 
the ration for this pep was 1:8.6.

The steers fed turnips made an aver­
age gain of 151 pounds in the 89 days. 
Those fed, cull potatoes made an aver­
age gain of 155 pounds in the same 
period.

The average cost per pound gain was 
17 cents for those fed turnips and 20 
cents per pound gain for those fed cull 
potatoes. The oil cake meal cost $58.00 
per ton while the cotton seed meal 
cost $70.00 per ton; this 
per steer fed turnips of 
profit per steer fed cull potatoes of

CULLED POTATOES FOR FATTEN- 
' ING STEERS

Prince Edward Island increased its 
area of certified seed potatoes in 1924 
to 9000 acres. The seed trade demands 
a certain type and weight of tuber and 
when the potatoes aro graded there are 
.considerable quantities of cull potatoes 
left with the grower. Some of these 
can be marketed as table stock, but 
most of them are available at small 
cost for feeding to live stock. .

An experiment was started in the 
autumn of 1924 in feeding cull potatoes 
to fattening steers to determine if they 
could be used to replace roots in the 
ration and still produce beef profitably. 
Six lots of steerp were purchased at 
$5.50 per cwt. They were run on grass, 
most of them dehorned and given a 
preliminary uniform feeding period up 
to December 19, when the test started. 
The cost of cattle, plus feed to that 
date, was $6.35 per cwt.

Three lots of four steers each were 
fed 25 pounds of cull potatoes per steer 
per day. The testing period lasted for 
89 days until March 17, 1925. The 
estimated value of the potatoes was 
twice as much per pound as the turnips-

LAW AND THE NEWSPAPER

To the Editor of The Acadian 
Sir,—Parliament recognized the dan­

ger (when a writ was issued for an elec­
tion) arising from a horde of outside 
voters crowding in the district and 
swinging the results their way. To 
prevent that, it was enacted that no 
one would be qualified to vote who 
was not continuously a “resident for 
two months immediately proceeding” 
the issue of the writ. Contrary to this 
express provision etc. 
express provision, the registrar for this 
district advised the polling officers to 
permit last year’s students to vote, 
who had not been continuously resi­
dents for two months previous to the 
3rd of September^ This is an instance 
where there is a greater authority than 
a parliamentary enactment and that is 
the law of partisanship. Young men 
sent to Acadia College arc sent to be 
inspired by sentiments of good citizen­
ship and not to be made “smart Alexs" 
of in the election game.

It is altogether doubtful if newspaper, 
propaganda had the least influence in" 
determining the results of the last elec­
tion.

Dr. W. H. Brittain. Provincial Ento­

mologist for Nova Scotia, has obtained 
leave of absence from his duties in order 
to accept a position with the Research 
Department of the American Cyanamid 
Co. In the interests of this corporation 
he will make a trip around the world, 
sailing from New York for England on 
October 24th. During his absence he 
will visit France, Spain, Egypt. Pales­
tine, India, Ceylon, Federated Malay 
States, Java, Sumatra. Phillipine Is­
lands, Hawaii, Formosa, Japan and 
Korea. His duties will be to co-operate 
-with the entomologists, experiment 
tion Workers and planters’ associations 
of the different countries visited, as­
sisting them in adopting the uses of 
calcium cyanide to the problems of the 
different countries. The trip will last 
for twelve months or more but in any 
case Dr. Brittain expects to resume his 
work in the Annapolis Valley in the 
spring of 1927.

He had not one 
metropolitan paper to say a good word 
for him. Even that Conservative sheet, 
the Halifax Herald, never mentioned 
his name, yet he beat them all out and 
had over 1,000 majority. Are the elec­
tors learning wisdom and becoming 
skeptical as to the value of the hysteri­
cal utterances of the metropolitan pa­
pers?
