A FAIR DEAL FOR ALL

THAT THE way of the transgressor is hard has been found true
in the case of H. P. Story, who has been sentenced to three
years imprisonment in the penitentiary at Dorchester because of
defalcations in the accounts of the office of the provincial secretary.
Giving evidence in his own behalf the accused stated that he was
forty-four years of age with a family and had entered the provincial
secretary’s office fifteen years ago as a general clerk at a salary of
a thousand dollars. Since he entered the office his duties had in-
creased nearly seventy-five per cent. and the amount of money
handled had increased year by year. The conduct of the office has
apparently been exceedingly loose, and the accused said that the
shortage would never have occurred if the right procedure had been
taken when the audit had been going on. He was in a position to
make good the amount which had been taken and had open to him
a position for which he was well fitted if given another chance. It
was very properly held by the court that there was no ground for
leniency and that the law must take its course. Meanwhile, how-
ever, those who in reality are responsible for the offence are not
required to take their share of accountability and are rewarded by
being exalted to high position and made the objects of special honor.
We have no disposition to condone law-breaking on the part
of any person, but believe in a fair deal for all. Here is a case where
a“man is made résponsible for the handling of from $600,000 to
$700,000 per year with no complete supervision and for a compen-
sation which must be regarded as far from adequate. The tempta-
tion was one that he was not able to withstand. -This, as the crown
prosecutor pointed out, is no defence. The laws must be duly re«
garded, but not to the detriment of any class. Only a short time
ago a case was reported where a very serious defalcation in public
accounts was reported, but the offender was allowed to escape pun-
ishment by restoring the missing funds. We cannot afford to ha e
it said that in this country we have one law for the poor and im-
potent and another for the rich and influential.

CANADA’S STAND

Canada’s position since the war has
been a difficult one. The part she plaved
in the conflict was both glorious. and
costly. Peace found her encumbered
with debt, bereft of some of her best
foreign markets and without any recom-
pense in sight. Canada, in fact, was the
only unit i the British Empire which
did not draw a single prize from ‘the
Treaty of Versailles. German South-
west Africa was added to the ' South
African Union; Austialia was given man-
dates over various islands; Great Britain
was able to write many substantial items
on the credit side of the ledger when
the peacemakers concluded. their labors.
But Canada, for geographical reasons,
réceived ncthing.

In the scven vears that have elapsed,
the Dominion has been emerging slowly
from the econontic depression which
followed the war. The slowness of the
recovery is to some extent a matter of
choice. Canada has never indulged in
short cuts to growth and prospérity.
Her immigration policy has always
been a cautious one, dictated largely by
a desire to keep the original stock un-
duluted. In the past this was not diffi-
Cult,' as the bulk of the immigration
moving to Canada came from the British
Isles. Belief in Canada’s frigidity, cre-
ated partly by Kipling’s unfortunate
My Lady of the Snows verse, was too
firmly established to attract the Latin,
Siav and Near-East flood. The United
States got practically all of it. Now
that we have swung over to a sound
principle of restriction and selection,
owvever, Canada could take advantage
of the situation growing out,of our Im-
migration law. But so far the Dominion
has shown no tendency to throw open
the gates. Canadians seem to feel  that
the wiser course is to grow slowly rather
than to profit by a boom in population;
and anyone who considers the problems
that our old free and easy policy has
created for us must applaud her deci-
sion.—Saturday Evening Post,

CULLED POTATOES FOR FATTEN-
* " ING STEERS

Prince Edward Island increased its
area of certified seed potatoes in 1924
to 9000 acres. The seed trade demands
a certain type and weight of tuber and
when the potatoes are. graded there are
considerable quantities of cull potatoes
left with the grower. Some of these
can be markéted as table stock, but
most of them are available at small
cost for feeding to live stock. .

An experiment was started in the
autumn of 1924 in feeding cull potatoes
to fattening steers to determine if they
could be used to replace roots in the
ration and. still produce beef profitably.
Six ‘lots of steers were purchased at
$5.50 per cwt. They were run on grass,
most of them dehorned and given a
preliminary uniform feeding period up
to December 19, when the test started.
'The cost of cattle, plus feed to that
date, was $6.35 per cwt.

Three lots of four steers each were

per day, The testing period lasted for
89 days until March 17, 1925. The
estimated value of the potatoes was
twice as much per pound as the turnipg’

and the amount fed was just one half,
so the estimated cost per steer was'the
same throughout the experiment for the
roots and potatoes|

In order to feed a balanced ration and
counteract the laxative effect of the
potatoes, cotton seed meal was fed in
the grain mixture, while oil cake meal
was added to the grain fed with turnips.
The cattle all ate heartily and remained
healthy throughout the experiment. The
amount of oats and meal fed was 6 pounds
;%er' steer per day .at the beginning.

his' was gradually increased to 12
pounds peér day at the close of the test.

At the tommencement of the test
the nutritive ratio for the ration con-
taining turnips was 1:7.3 and for the
ration containing potatoes it was 1:7.4,
except lot 6, which was fed oat straw
instead of hay. The nutritive ratio of
the ration for this pep was 1:8.6.

The steers fed turnips made an aver-
age gain of 151 pounds in the 89 days.
Those fed, cull potatces made an aver-
age ogain of 155 pounds in the same

iod.

The average cost per pound gain was
17 cents for those fed turnips and 20
cents per pound gain for those fed cull
potatees. The oil cake meal cost $58.00
per ton while the cotton seed meal

cost $70.00 per ton; this gave a profit
per steer fed turnips of $10.39 and a
profit per steer fed cull potatoes of
$9.94.. A balance in favor of the turnips
