It postmasters werc granted authority
to open all such letters and pelect those
which- they thought proper to deliver to
persons applying for them, there would
be temptation and opportunity for post-
masters and other employees to open let-
ters indiscriminately, some of which con-
tain Inclosures of value, and give us an
action the authority
granted by the department.

" The department's legal adviser also was
of the opinion that, if permission ware
granted to deliver such letters to benevo-
lent socfeties and individuals,. it would be
difficult for the department to draw the
