Naples. July 22—Two thousand 
Italian volunteers from the United 
States were landed here today and 
received a great ovation. Headed 
by bands, they marched in proces­
sion through the principal streets, 
carrying the American and 
flags.

Cardiff, July 22—Work was resum­
ed all over the South Wales coal 
fields today, with practically all the 
200,000 miners who went on strike 
back in the pits. No demonstra­
tions attended the reopening of the 
mines.

Constantinople, (via Louden), July j 
23—There has been no change in 
the situation on the Gallipoli front ; 
in the past week. Both the Allies ! 
and the Turks have confined their j 
efforts to desultory small arms 
fighting and sapping operations. The 
v cither has been excessively warm.

Berlin, (via Amsterdam,) July 22 
—North of Warsaw the Russian re­
sistance has become more stubborn
