W. E. Foster to resign his of­
fice of Premier of New Brunswick 
was announced last evening at a 

I meeting of his supporters in the 

Agislatore.

fused to consider the urgent requests 
of those present that he should con­
tinue In office, the meeting proceed­
ed to consider the choice of his suc­
cessor, with the result that the 
leadership of the government was 
unanimously tendered to Hon Peter 
J. Venlot, Minister of Public Works 
who accepted.

In announcing his decision, Prem 
1er Foster explained that the duties 
of the office had grown so heavy 
that they now required more time 
than he found he could devote to 
them and so asked to be relieved 
of the responsibility of leadership.

When his supporters were convinc­
ed that Premier Foster would not 
reconsider his decision, the meeting 
discussed the choice of his sucOsssoi

John S. Martin, M.L.A., then ad- 
•ssed the council. He was pleas­

ed to be present and meet the re­
presentatives of the different sec­
tions of the County. He was willing 
to discuss matters appertaining to 
the County. Regarding the matter 
mentioned by Mr. Bransfield he was 
sorry that Mr. Fowlie was not pre­
sent as he would be better able to 
give information at^out that district 
as it was the section that- he had re. 
presented. Mr. Fowlie had received 
a grant of $225 for that raod but 
they were not able to get a special 
supervisor. The present Government 
had given the Bay du Vin district 
more money for roads than they 
ever received before viz over $3,500 
He thought that the residents ot 
Eel River and Coun. Bransfield had 
not gone about the right way to get 
any grant, they should have gone to 
the representatives but Mr. Brans­
field had gone‘over their heads and 
had the County Council pass a re­
solution asking for the gront. On 
the main road in Escumlnac', all the 
residents had given land for^ the 
main road but one dan had said 
that he would not five any land un 
less a special friend of his Was 
given the Job of building the road

Coun. Bransfield said that for 
years he was road supervisor and 
a few years ago he had taken Air. 
Veniot, Mr. Burchill and Mr. Al&In 
and shown them a piece of road that 
had been washed out by the sea. The 
Minister had promised to have the 
engineer come and see about maldni. 
necessary repairs and he had not 
Come, next fall he wrote Mr. Veniot 
and another commissioner was put 
in. who bought land all the way z to 
bis place but never came and asked 
him for his land.

Mr. C. J. Morrissy, M.L.A., thank­
ed the council tor the opportunity of 
attending and hearing the views of 
the different sections of the County. 
It was the first time he had heard of 
the Eel River Road, and as he knew 
nothing about it he could not give 
any answer, but the Municipal grant 
in Hardwicke was the lowest in the 
County. He read a list of expendi­
tures on roads in the County showing 
a total of $46.161 had been expended 
on the roads in the past year. The 
revenue in the province was not as 
much as it had been in former years 
yet in spite of this they had succeed­
ed in getting larger grants for this 
county. The trouble he found was 
that when there was a liberal Com­
missioner appointed, he and his 
conservative neighbor fought among 
themselves to the detriment of the 
whole county. He was sorry Mr. 
Fowlie was not present as he was the 
one that should look after that and 
of the County. Mr. Fowlie had a 
habit of getting sick 1u»t when 
was wanted. He was *lck on Nrto- 
toation day, sick when Declaration 
day Came around and now when Bel 
River Road needed explaining he 
was sick again. He should look after 
the matters appertaining to his 
tion of the county and the residents 
would not have to come complaining 
to the other members. Personally

Mr. Morrissy said that he did not 
know Mr. Sobey was ever a Com­
missioner.

Coun. Gordon said that Mr Sobey 
was Commissioner and made good 
roads. Last year when the work was 
being done on the Donohue hill the 
present supervisor had had his bro­
ther do the work and had dug ditches 
all around the road and these were 
filled with water.

Coun. Cripps, said that if $40,000 
had been expended in the County, 
half of it had been misspent. Main 
roads had been kept in repair while 
the bye roads were neglected. He 
thought that the local members had 
fallen down on the job.

Coun. Gordon drew attention to a 
new settlement that had been open­
ed up where there was no road and 
the only time they could get in or 
out was In winter time.

Informed that the Council had 
power to stipulate any length of 
time to be taken In making the 
valuation.

Coun. Anderson asked if It 
not right that the Council should 
stipulate time that should be taken

Clerk of the PeaOe Whelan said 
that it was quite right that the 
Council should, stipulate when the 
Valuation should be completed, but 
might not be able to say that It 
should be done In 52 days. They 
could not bind valuators to any 
specified length of time.

Conn. Crtpps thought ths 
Council had jtaken drastic attitude 
towards three respectable men.

Conn. Bransfleld could not under­
stand why three men would require 
more than 52 days to do the 
The assessors do the work and the 
valuators merely come Into the 
Parish hold courts.

Coun. Grippe—“Was that Fred

drew his pay.

Coun. Gordon said that the Council 
could appropriate so much money for 
the valuation but they could not fix 
the time In which they would do 
the work. Let them take a lump sui 
or leave it.

Coun. Tweedle said that they must 
base the rate on some length of 
time. TJie work should be carried on 
as speedily as possible and if not 
finished in the allotted time It would 
be necessary to give them an exten­
sion of time.

Coun. Anderson thought It best to 
stipulate time so that the valuation 
would be valuable to work at next 
year.

had said it could be easily done In 
the time stated, but If the Valuators 
were to make a thorough valuation 
it could not be done in that time. It 
was just as important to fix thé rate 
with the assessor» as with the valua­
tors as the assessor's work was the 
most important. It would be Impos­
sible for any three men to get a pro­
per valuation in 52 days, but it would 
largely depend on the thoroughness 
in which the work was done.

Coun. Bransfleld said that the way 
it was always done was for the 
assessors to make the valuation and 
the Valuators came and held court 
and heard the complaints. The as­
sessors were not bound to go by the 
valuation fixed by the valuators.

Secty-Treas. said that the mode of 
valuation was clearly set out In the 
Act and read same for the Council.

Coun. Sinclair asked if law stated 
that the Board of Valuators shall 
give notice of the courts they pro­
pose to hold in the Parish so that 
he property holders could attend. 

Or do they only meet the Assessors?
Coun Gordon said that one of the 

valuators had told him that they 
proposed to hold courts and that the 
ratepayers -would hie Ifnylted there 
and they would go from one section 
to another and see if the assessors 
tad *l.mrt their work. If the asses 
sors had to do all the work what was 
the need of a Board of Valuators. 
Led the assessors do the work and 
pay them for it.

Coun Doyle thought the Com­
mittee were perfectly justified In fix­
ing the number of days that they 
would pay the Valuators for. If they 
did not they might start work today 
and not finish until Oct. 1st next 
and draw $7 for all that time.

Coun. Cripps said he was speaking 
from a legal standpoint, he a greet1 
with all except the time limit of 
52 days. It was impossible to get 
a full and complete valuation In 
that time.

Coun. L. Doyle said that Council 
were perfectly justified in fixing 
time limit. He did not think the 
men appointed were going to take an 
unfair advantage of the county. The 
assessors made out a list of all a 
man's property and the valuators 
duty was to put the value on it- 
Most of the work was done in the 
office. They would not have to go 
into a back man's lot. Carleton 
County had done the work In 2(1 
days, and this county should be able 
to have It done In twice the time. 
Our men are just as capable as the 
men In that county.

Coun. Pond said thant^was the 
assessors duty to value the property 
and valuators duty was to see that 
the assessments were equal.

Coun. \fanderville did not think 
that there was a man on the Board 
capable of giving a correct estimate 
of the value of the ttmberland of 
this county. They should have a 
practical man on the board.

On motion of Coun. Fletcher the 
sum of $30 was ordered assessed on 
District No. 1, Nelson for clearing 
sidewalks.

Coun. Grippe read the following

1. We find that the prisoners cells 
are absolutely unprovided with coV-

and mattresses fit for human use.
3. The furnace là without proper 

foundation and is settling and in a 
fair way of destroying the piping 
system connected therewith and b.e 
smoke-pipe is a veritable fire trap.

4. The windows are all in a de- 
lapatated condition and the stairway 
leading to the basement unfit for 
use. The gratings on the windows 
have been loosened from their fast­
enings and the Cement picked away. 
One grating entirely forced off of 
the bottom and a portion of the. 
stone broken off, rendering it useless 
for the security of prisoners.

5. The locks on the corridors and 
cell doors are so arranged that they 
ore entirely at the will of the prison­
ers and we understand that the pri­
soners have availed themselves of 
this and several escapes have result­
ed therefrom.

We recommend that the fence 
erected last year be painted with two 
coats of paint That the jailer be 
authorized to have proper fastenings 
placed on the cell doors, and for this 
purpose to engage some one com­
petent to do it ond the other matters 
mentioned herein to be given Im­
mediate attention.

Conn. L. Doyle said that when the 
present jailer took possession he 
made application for cots and he only 
asked for two, nine pairs of blankets 
were purchased just before be took 
over the jail ond last July they got 
6 pair more. Last summer he had 
fixed up the windows and a plumber 
had done all the work necessary to 
the furnace. They had gotten every 
thing that the jailer asked for and he 
did not think that any more was 
necessary.

Coun. Cripps said that the criti­
cism of the report was uncalled for. 
They had only set down the condi- 
ion as they found them. If the 
Council doubts that, let the Warden 
appoint a new committee to visit the 
jail and make a report.

Coun. Allain agreed with Conn. 
Cripps, the conditions- were just 
set out In the report

Coun. Gordon said that the Com­
mittee had gone over the jail 
thoroughly and all that was recom­
mended was needed badly. If this 
was not done the people would havo 
to bond this county again soon and 
build a new jail. The Warden and 
Mr. Doyle had been appointed Com­
mittee to have work done last sum­
mer and never had it done. It was 
useless burning coal to heat the 
whole outdoors. Let the councillors 
go up and see for themselves. The 
doors were locked with handcuffs.

Coun. Sinclair said that had been 
the casé for the last 8 years.

Coun. .-Pond said that they must 
either adopt the report of the com­
mittee or appoint a new committee.

STABILITY OF CANADA’S RAILROADS
DEPENDS ON FREEDOM OF MANAGEMENT

President of Canadian Pacific 
Points Out How Canada 

May Avoid Costly 
Mistakes

WN a special article written for the 
* Annual Financial number of 
the “Montreal Gazette,** E. W. 
Beatty, K.C., President of the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway, makes a plea 
for the keeping free of Canada’s rail­
road management from legislative 
and political restriction. The subject is 
of unusual interest at this time, and 
Mr. Beatty points out that Canada 
has something to learn in this re­
spect from the somewhat unhappy 
experience of the United States. The 
article is as follows:-—

Canada has sometimes been up­
braided with being less quick to 
adopt new ideas than her neighbor, 
the United States. While this more 
conservative attitude may have its 
drawbacks, it sometimes has its ad­
vantages, as it enables us to study 
the progress of experiments con­
ducted under similar conditions to 
those pertaining to this country 
without being ourselves involved in 
the penalties of failure. A case 
point was the United S tâtes Gov­
ernment control-of railroads during 
the war. Those who anticipated a new 
Jerusalem from the experiment have 
either confessed their disillusionment 
or have diverted their enthusiasm to 
other visionary schemes.

The extent to which the Ameri­
can railway is still crippled by 
the recent experiment has not been 
thoroughly recognized, and the al­
most equal danger of government 
over-regulation has been overlooked 

• This official interference still inter* 
feres with the stability of the rail­
roads, with the result that the capi­
tal required for necessary mainten­
ance and equipment is lacking, and 
the vigorous programme pf exten­
sion and development which _ might 
hove been expected after the war is 
■ot yet announced. With a short­
age of 180,000 freight cars and 2,000 
locomotives, the American railroads 
have failed satisfactorily to handle 
the harvest or to distribute the much 
■ceded coal. For this they ere not 
themselves to blame. As Secretary 

.Hoover .has frankly admitted, the 
.American railroads are suffering 
Jrom loaf-continued financial star­
vation, and points out that the loss 
to the United Sûtes during each 
period of severe car shortage is at 
least a billion dollars, most of the 

. loss falling upon the farmers.
2* I» the United States, the farmer 
-has been clamoring for reduction of
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editorial. In the Wall Street Jour­
nal of December 9th;—

“The theory that yon can tax 
railroad* poor, compel them to pay 
the highest wages and conduct trans­
portation at a low trill not work la 
America or anywhere die."

"The Interstate Commerce Act, 
approved February 4, J887, ha, been 
continually amended, each amend­
ment bringing with it more and more 
restraint, and leaving to railroad 
manager, leu and leu Initiative."

"Coincident with these amend­
ment, came Itate legislation creating 
the public utilities commission», de­
signed to do in a email way what 
the Interstate Commerce CommU- 
iion was doing In a large way. Al­
ways there tree growing the ever- 
•welling stream of legislation of a re­
strictive character, some fanatical, 
tome political and utterly ulfiah, but 
mU tending to in cream the cost of 
operation and lessen the initiative of 
the mena nage ment.

"The railroad problem is today 
more political than ecoiffimi» Gov­
ernment interference has dried up 
the source» from which railroad 
management built ha colossal struc­
ture. Investment capital la always 
shy of political control. With con­
trol of their expenditures in their 
own hands, «abject only to econpmic 
laws, the, railroad business ought to 
to permitted to readjust itself as 
other business must do and is doing.

"You must not think you can con­
tinue the policy of private owner­
ship and at the same that regelate 
every railroad method and operation 
and «till expect them to coo throe to 
shew enterprise -and initiative. Too 
mpeh protection and loo much réga­
lai M. m dwastrous." I

ers* resentment at having their ufage* 
by government authority. The 

, matter could have been amicably ar- • 
ranged if negotiations had been left 
to the railroad officials and the em­
ployees.

The moral of all this is, of course,, 
that Canada would be wise to profit 
by her neighbor's experience, and 
avoid the mistake of constant ap­
peals for government interference in 
order to adjust railway matters which 
may be In dispute. For govern­
ment interference, however well in- 
tentioned it may be in the beginning,, 
inevitably results in paralysis and in­
ertia. A round-table conference be­
tween the parties interested is much 
morç likely to remedy the trouble.
In the case of immigration we have 
seen how war regulations introduced 
for a specific purpose have hampered 
the movement of desirable settlers- 
to this country owing to the slow­
ness of the official mind to adapt it­
self to new circumstances. Increase - 
of government regulation means in­
crease of the number of officials and 
increased taxation, and heaven knows- 
we have taxation enough es it isf 
What the business, of /this country 
needs is freedom of initiative and pro­
spect of a reasonable return for en­
terprise, always with due regard to- 
the general welfare. %

It cannot be too strongly empha­
sized that Canada's most pressing 
needs are capital and men. Without 
the latter its potentialities cannot be 
realized and the burden of taxation 
lessened, and without the former, it* 
industrial expansion cannot be 
achieved. Our energies should be 
directed to exploiting the advantage* 
and the wealth of this country in 
those quarters , where wealth Is avail­
able and whose holders believe that 
under Canada's laws and constitu­
tional system their investments will 
be given the encouragement and pro­
tection which they deserve. The 
wealth of this country lies In the 
ground for the most part and meet 
be taken out of H by the joint labor* 
of men and money.

ANNUAL MEETING 
RED CROSS SOCIETY
The annual meeting of the N.B. 

Division of the Red Crow Con­
vention took place at the Red 
Cross Depot in St John on Friday 
January 12th with R. T. Hayes,
M. L. A. the President, in the 
chair.

About forty delegates from all 
parts of the Province were pres­
ent.

Business sessions were held in 
the Depot in the morning and 
afternoon, luncheon was served 
at the Sign o’ the Lantern, and in 
the afternoon the delegates were 
entertained at the Red Cross Hut 
of the Lancaster Hospital, the
N. B. Power Company having 
kindly loaned a street car to take 
the Red Cross members over and 
back. The evening meeting w 
held in the New Health Centré.

Features of the morning 
the reports of the Secretary, Miss, 
Ethel Hazen Jarvis, that of the 
Treasurer, Mr. C. B. Allan, and 
that of the Junior Red Cross Sup­
ervisors, Mrs. Harold Lawrence 
and Miss Jessie Lawson.

The Secretary’s report describ­
ed the work of the N. B. Division 
during the past year especially 
the Junior Red Cross work, for 
which the Board of Education 
has given permission for the 
teachers in the schools to set aside 
the last half-hour on Friday after­
noons. The teachers organize the 
Junior Divisions, and teach the 
children Health Rules. It is felt 
that this Systematic and Author­
itative teaching of the lessons on 
diet and hygiene are a great bene­
fit to the children. All the speak­
ers stressed the importance of 
this work among the children, 
which will eventually prove of in- 
estimatable value to the national 
welfare.

Miss Jarvis pointed out that 
the N. B. Red Cross is now self 
supporting, all grants from head' 
quarters having ceased. Th, 
work of the Red Cross in epid­
emics and disasters was touched 
on and the interesting informat­
ion given that the Red Cross can 
draw upon military stores in cases 
of great need. Instances were 
given of the prompt and efficient 
help of the Red Cross, notably on 
such occasions as the Haileyburg 
disaster.

The Junior Red Cross Super­
visors report explained the work­
ing of their organization. The 
class teacher is the Director of 
the Branch and the pupils elect 
their officers from among them­
selves. The annual fee is 25c, 
which must be earned or saved 
by each member. Three-fifths 
of this fee goes to the Fund for 
disabled children, and other 
amounts raised may be used in 
any way for the benefit of child­
ren, provided the supervisor 
approves. The teacher instructs 
in the "Rules of the Health 
Game” for which the Red Cross

Pittsburgh Touches France.
War orphans and other needy chil­

dren of France are made self-support­
ing and at the same time restored to 
health at the Pittsburgh Farm school 
at Fontalneroux, France. The school 
waa established through the donation 
of $42,000 by the public school chil­
dren of Pittsburgh. A three-year 
course In agriculture Is offered. The 
Pittsburgh Junior Red Cross has ap­
propriated $15,000 to aid in the elec­
tion of dormitories housing 60 chil­
dren of this school.

Fifteen other agricultural schools In 
France haro received contributions 
from the Junior American Red Cross, 
most of the money being devoted to 
Improvement of the living quarters of 
the students. These schools are main­
ly supported by the French govern­
ment, and teach scientific fanning and 
common-school branches to boys of 
twelve to seventeen years, who would 
otherwise have to enter workshops 
and factories.

Holland’s Electrical Development.
Reports from Holland pho# that 

electrical development is progressing 
rapidly there. Including plans for elec­
trifying the entire railway system of 
the country. While this project has 
not been definitely decided upon, a 
commission, appointed to study elec­
trification In the United States and 
ether countries, has reported favora­
bly, recommending a system operated 
by a 1,500-volt direct current The 
province of Zeeland, heretofore lack­
ing general electric service, la to be 
lupplied by a concern financed Jointly 
by the communities and the provincial 
government The commission esti­
mates that the cost of similar service 
for the whole country would be ap­
proximately $2,280,000, of which $400,- 
)00 has already been subscribed. The 
plan Is for a gradual extension of ex­
sting service,.— Popular Mechanics 
Magazine.

A correspondent of the London 
Times sieitiiy scolds nil who are so 
s!i;<Siiod in tV.elr speech u* to employ 
I list must‘useful of phrases, “the psy­
chological moment,” says the Living 
Age. Asserting that hy no possible 
distortion of the English laquage can 
It legitmately be forced Into its cur­
rent meaning of “the proper, or fit­
ting. moment," be proceeds to give 
a history of the phrase which is vast­
ly more Interesting than his diatribe 
against its users.

“The psychological moment" la an 
English translation of the French le 
moment psychologique, which is. In 
Its turn, a mistranslation of the Ger­
man das psychologische moment, 
which was used ln“the Neue Preose- 
lssche Zeltung In December, 1870, 
when the bombardment of Parte waa 
about to begin. The German writer 
said : “The psychological momentum 
(das psychologische moment) * must be 
allowed to play a prominent pert, 
for without Its co-operation there Is 
little to be hoped from the work of 
the artillery." Confusing the neuter 
German word das moment (which 
means “momentum.” and, as here used, 
a dynamic part of the human mind 
urging it to action), with the mascu­
line der moment (which means mo­
ment In Its ordinary English sense) 
the French translated It le moment 
psychologique, and with derisive gay- 
ety incorporated it Into the slang of 
the hour.

The French writer Francisque Sar- 
cey, In bis “Diary of the Siege of 
Paris,” tells how the beleaguered Pa­
risians plucklly made game of their 
enemy’s phrase:

“You know how we laugh over that 
•psychological moment.* The word 
has become all the rage. . . . Ev­
erybody says, ‘I’m hungry. The psy­
chological moment for sitting down 
to dinner has arrived.* . . t When 
the first ball fell In the streets of 
Paris, everybody cried laughingly, 
•Tiens! They must think the psycho­
logical moment has arrived !’ **

The facts are vouched for by the 
new English dictionary, but for all the 
lexicographers may say, “the psy­
chological moment” Is too firmly fixed 
In the usage to be withdrawn readily.

Louden, EnglandLondon, England — Shareholders 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway 
here have been officially informed 
that a measure of relief is to be 
granted them from the British in­
come tax for the fiscal years 1919 
and 1920 in respect of the company 
payment of the Canadian income 
tax. This is the first official word 
on the subject of Canadian Pacific 
shares. By the Finance Act of 
1920, however, all British subjects 
resident in overseas Dominions were 
granted for 1920, in some cases for 
1919, and in the future, the right of 
reclaiming the British income tax 
as though actually resident in Brit­
ain. . This affected Canadians deriv­
ing income from which the British 
income tax had been deducted, it 
is estimated that the amount saved 
by Canadians so situated, ,if they 
did not neglect to file their claims 
under the Act, would be over $1,000,- 
000.
