Concerning Angtioan - Orders.

Leo. Bishop, Servent of the Servants
of God in éerpetnl Remembrance.

We have delicated to tha'welfare
of the noble Eaglish nation no smsll
portion- of the Apostolic-care and
charity by which, helped by his
gruce, we endeavor tofulfil the office
and follow in the footsteps of ““'the
Great Shepherd of the shuep,” Our
Lord Jesus Ohrist. ~The Letter,
which last year we sent to ‘““the En-
glish seeking the Kingdom of Christ
in the unity of the faith,” is = spe-
eial witness of our good will tor
wards England. In it we recalled
the memory of the ancient ‘union of
her people with the Mother Chureh,
and we strove to hasten the day of
a happy reconciliation by stirring
up men’s hearts to offer diligent
prayer to Ged. Apd, again, more
recently, when it seemed good to us
to treat more fully the Unity of the
Church in a genersl letter, England
had not the last place in our mind,
in the hope that our teaching might
both strengthen Catholics and bring
the saving light to those divided
from us.

20 of that same year. In this,
whilst giving fall force and appro-

Such efforts, we sffirm, have
been and are made in vain, and for
this reason, any words in the An-
glican Ordinal, as it now is, which
lend themselves to ambiguity, can
oot be taken in the same rense as
they possess in the Catholic rite.
For once a new rite has been initi-
ated in which, as we have seen; the
Sacrameént of Orders is adulterated
or depied, and from which all idea
of consecration and sacrifice has
been rejected, the formula Re-
ceive the Holy Ghost,” no longer
holds good; because the Spirit is
infused into the soul with the grace
of the Sacrament, apd the words,
“ for the office and work ef & priest
or bishop” and the like no longer
hold ‘good, but- remain} a8 words
without the reslity whigh Christ
institated. Several of the more
shrewd Anglican interpreters of the
Ordinal have perceived the force of
this argument, and they openly urge
it against. those who take the Ordinal
in a new sense and vainly attach to
the Orders conferred thereby a value
and gfficacy which they do not pos-
sess. By this same argument is re-
futed the contention of those who
think that the prayer “ Almighty
God, giver of a:l good things,” which
is found at the beginning of the ritual
action. might suffice as a legitimate
form of Orders, even in the hypothe-
sis that it might be held to‘be guffi-
cient in a Catholic rite approved by
the Church.

§ 9.—0ATHOLIC DOOTRINE OF INTEN-
TION. :

With this inherent defect of form
is joined the defect of intention,
which /is essential to the Sacrament.
‘The Church does not judge about
the mind and intention in so far as it
is something by its nature internal ;
but in so far as it is_manifested ex-
ternally she. is bound te judge con-
cerning it. ‘When any one has right-
ly and seriously made use of the due
form and the matter requisite for ef-
fecting or conferring the Sacrament
he is considered by the very fact to
do what the Church does. On this
principle rests the doctrine that a Sa-
crament is truly conferred by the
ministry of one who is a heretic or
unbaptized, provided the Catholic
rite be employed. On the other
band, if the rite be changed, with the
manifest intention of introducing an-
other rite not approved by the
Church and of rejecting what the
Church does, and what by the insti-
tution of Christ belongs to the na-
ture of the Sacrament, thenm it is
clear that not only is the necessary
intention wanting to the Sacrameat,
but that the intention is adverse to
and destructive of the Sacrament.

§ 10.—DECISION OF THE HOLY OFFICE
AND POPE’S FINAL DECREE,

All these matters have been long
and carefully considered by ourselves
and by our venerable brethren,
the judges of the supreme council,
of whom it has pleased us to
call a special meeting on the
“Feria V., the 16th day of July
last, upon the solemnity of Our Lady
of Mount Carmel. They with one

where these are nowise to be found,
it has seemed good to us in the
Lord to propounce our judgment.
Wherefore, strigtly gdhering in this
matter to the decrees of the Pontiffs,
our _predecessors, and confirming
them most fully, and, as it were, re-
newing them by our authority, of our
own motiop and certain' knowledge
we prooounce and deglare that or-
dinatiops carried out according to
the Anglican rite have been and are
absolutely null and utterdy void. It
remains for us to say that even as we
have entered upon the elucidation of
this graye gtmtion in the name and
in the Jove of the Gregt Shephberd,
in'the same we appeal to those who
desire and seek with a sipcere heart
the possession of a hierarchy and of
Orders, Perbaps until now aiming
at the greater an of Christian
virtue, and searching moeg deyoutly
the Divine Scriptures, and redoubling
the fgryor of their prayers, they have,
nevertheless, hesitated in doubt and
anxiety to follow the yoice of Christ,
which so long has interiorly agmon-
ished them.

And we ourselves in
every lawful way shall continue to
promoté their reconciliation with the
Church in whish individuals and
masses, as we ardently desire, may
find so much for their imitation. In
the meantime, by the tender mercy
of the Lord our God, we ask and
beseech all to strive faithfully to fol-
low in the open path of Divine grace
and truth, We decree that these

'son of fault or any other defect what-
‘soever of - ion or.obreption or
'of our intention, but are and shall be
always yalid and in force, and shall
be inviolably obseryed both juridi
cally and otherwise, by all of whatgo-
ever degree and pre eminence; de:
claring null and void anything which
in these matters may happen to be
contrariwise attempted, whether wit-
tingly or unwittingly, [)y any person
whatsoaver by whatsoever authority
or pretext,-all things to the contrary
notwithstanding. We will that there
shall be given to copies of these
Letters, even printed, provided that
they be signed by a notary and seal-
ed by a-person constituted in eccle-
siastical dignity, the same credence
that would be given to the expression
of our will by the showing of these
presents, Given at Home, st St.

Mr. Rosset, a wealthy silk manp-
facturer, lately dying, bequeathed to
the city of Lyon, his birthplace, the

the] - | sum of 200,000 france, which is al-

ready invested and will be left, in ac-
cordance with the conditions imposed
by the will, to accumuiate for a cer-
‘tain- period of time. When the ap
pointed moment arriver, the income
will be devoted to the assistance of
mothers, born in Lyon of Lyonese
parentage, who are needy, and who
have borne and reared the largest
fami-ies in the most exemplary man-
ner. The fund is called ¢ Patri-
wony of Poer Mothers in the City of
Lyon.” 3

Among the pilgrimage to the an-
cient baptistry of Olovis, which are
still of daily occurrence, that of the
young men belanging to the Patron-
age of Paris, directed by the Chris-
tian Brothers, took place under par-
ticularly interesting circumstances
To transport, lodge and feed almost
twelve hundred young men, most of
whom belonged to the working classes,
and hence were able to contribute but
little to the expenses of this under-
taking, seems a difficult problem, but
it was one with which the good
Brothers are the very men to cope.
A special train leaving Paris at mid-
night brought the crowd to ‘Reims
early in the morning, and carried
them home on the evening of that
day. The boarding-school of the
Brothers, unoccupied during the vaca:
tions, afforded princely spaces fcr
hospitality, with its  vast apartments
turned, for the time bejng into_refec-
tories. Here the collation, simple
but abundant, was followed by a thril-
ling discourse from M. Lerolle. It
tell upon these ardent .young souls
like a torrent of love, the sacred love
of Church and country, one and in-
divisible, The music given was a
cantata by Ambroise Thomas, “La
France,” sung by the choral society
of St. Thomas Aquinas with such
spirit and enthusiasm that its young
audience was as much excited as it
had been over the discourse of M.
Lerolle, It seemed like the repeti-
tion of his words, aseompanied by
inspiring music.

The Catholics of Liege bave for
many years enjoyed the most pros.
percus working men’s unions, but of
late, under the impulse of the Holy

of the working men, these associa-
tions have increased in the neighbor-
ing cities and towns to an amazing
extent. = The opportune moment
seemed to have arrived when all these
clubs could be profitably united in
one bedy, so to speak, and their
strength and influence’ multiplied
many times. Thus arose the idea of
the Oatholic Working Men’s Federa-
tion, happily realizedlast year. In
order the hetter ty promote these
federal schemes it has been deemed
advisable to institute a section of pro-
paganda, for the object of multiplying
these clubs instead of resting content-
edly on the laurels already won.
Sectiong were also organized for edu-
cational conferenges, foy printtng and
publication, and for other economical
purposes, There is, for example, the
‘Building Association, by whose

477 houses have been huilt, and sold
to working men. The Federation
has also enlarged the savings corpora-
tjons, and encourages saving by giving
highér rates of inferest, Ia fact, its
efforts to_promote the morél and ma-
terial welfare of the laboring classes
are ynceasing.

The Missions Catholiques publishes
a letter from Monsignor Qazet, Vicar-
Apostolic of Madagascar, containing
details of fhe death of Rev. Father
Berthieu, He says; ' When the
rebels had carried the good Father
outside the town, he could hardly
walk, and eatreated his captors to
loosen his hands a little, that he might
take his handkerchief from his pocket
tq wipe his eyes which were so blinded
with the blood that flowed from his
wounds he could not see the yoad.
What do we care 7’ they answered,
tightening the ropes as they spoke,
They-carried him on towaids the vil-
lage of Ambohitra. When they
reached this village where the church

days before, the Father cried, ‘Oh
where are my (hristians, my children?
Jet them come and bid tne a lgst good-
bye?’ f{Suppose they were here,
your Christians, do you thiak they
would die for you ? - Bat if we eatch
them we shall kill them, as we are
goin;b!o kill you' Then they seized
him by both arms, and as be could
no longer walk, they dragged him
along until they came to their camp
at Ambiatibe. ~Here they held Kab-
ary, or council, to decide what should
be done with their ynhappy prisoner.
Some proposed to. take him to their
chief Rabosaka, others were for putt-
ing him to death on the spot, and to
this proposal they all finally agreed,
the poor fathét seeing and hearing
the whole debate, How they dragged
him to the bank of a deep river called
the Mananara. After firing three
shots at him, they finishéd by beating
him to death and throwing his' bady
i:to tge river.d Ige who wrote me
these detai]s ends by saying, ¢ May the
Lord have mercy on theseglim?znnen,
for it was our dear Father's love for
them and desire for their conversion
that caused his death.’ Yes, Father
Berthieu died a victim to charity.
He might, had he so chosen, have
protected "himself from ajl dangex.
Two or three days before, the officers
bad entreated him to come to the
capital, but he could not make up bis
mind to follow their advice. He
wanted to stay meay bis dear Chris-
tians, now exiled from their villages,
to encourage, protect and guard them
as far as he wasable. He is a serious
loss to our mission, already bereft of
six Fathers, who died either during
the expedition, or from maladies con-
tracted in the military hospitals. We
sent for the body of our dear mission-
ary, but the four Catholics who volan-
teered for this labor of love have
fallen, we are told, into the hands of
the rebell.’ "—S. H, Review.

Prince Max of Saxony has renounc-
ed his right of succession to the
throne, his rank and all its privileges
to become a priest and labor among
the poor of London. The following
is the lega] and formal renunciation :
“ We, Max, Duke of Saxony, having
been consecrated to the holy priest.
hood, do hereby renounce for all time,
with the restrictions hereafter men-
tioned, all rights appertaining to us
as a prince of the rayal house of Sax-
ony, under the decree of Sept. 4,
1831, relating to the gucce'uion to
the throne, to the administration .of
the kingdom, to participation in the
royal family council, and to member-
ship in the upper hoyse of the Legis-
lature, and also under the royal house
decree of Dec. 30, 1837, relating to
money allowances, suite and the suc-
cession in the collateral line. This
reaunciation shall be ineffective if at
any time, tbe Saxon royal throne be-
ing vacant, we shall be the only sur-
viving prince of the royal house of
Saxony.” He hasselected as the field
of his work, Whitechapel, the East
London district, where there are thou-
sands of German-speaking people,
In reply to an address of welcome he
said, “ I come among you not as a
prince, but simply as a priest. Iam
a worker myself, for to my mind no
bonor is so great as that of labor.”
