The flame represents the love
with which- Christ burns for
souls, the fire where He came
to cast upon the earth, and that
He wishes to see enkindled in
every human heart, while the
oil is symbolic of the sweetness
and mercy of Jesus in the Euchar-
ist. And as the flame consumes
itself, it recalls the Sacrifice of
Calvary and of the altar, while
the perpetuity of the Saerifice is
represented by the lamp perpetu-
ally lighting though consuming
itself always.
