But the most.rewarkable and instructive
case within my knowledge, one that serves
to show the influence -of the organization
and action of the brain. on the mental and
moral character, and which appears to me
very deserving of the consideration of the
metaphysician, is related in the JAmerican
Journal of Medical Sciences, for 1829, by
Profeesor Horner, of the University of
Pennsylvania.

Master William M., the fourth child of
his parents, was bornin Philadelphia on the
4th of June, 1820. At birth, his head was
of ordinary size; but very soon, after an at
tack of dropsy of the brain, it began to
grow inordinately. After he began to
walk, its size was 8o great that he attract-
ed moch attention; and he was apt to fall,
especiallv forwards, from readily losing his
equilibri 1. Ilis health was gencrally

ood.

Dec. 12th, 1828, he fell against a door,
and broised his forehead; in an hour after-
wardethe vomited, became very sick, and
died the negt ‘evening. During his ehort
sicknees hie had no headach, and complain-
ed ouly of his etomach.

On examining his head, the day after his
death, it was found ‘to be considerably lar-
ger thao that of a ful:-grown pereon, mea-
suring twenty-eight inches in circumfer-
ence. The lateral ventricles contained a
great quantity of transparent serum, which |
had distended the brain to a very great de- |
gree, and produced much of the enlarge- |
ment of the I ¢ad. The appearance of all
the parts of the brain it is not necessary to
particularize. Many parte, especially those
at the bace of the brain, were heallhy,’
and the small blood-vessels were generally
congested with blood.

physician. “ When 15 mopths old,the
child spoke well, and, at 18 months, was
able to sing a variety of musical airs with
tolerable correvtness, and always exhibited
a etrong predilection for music.

There are many poor crops, na-
doubtedly, but it is not certainly the fault
of the scason, or, in many ®ases, of the
qoality of the land, bnt solely owing to de-
fective cultivation and after management of
the crop. A dry season will ever be found
wmore favorable to the farmer than a wet
one—bhut cither in extiemo is not to be de-
wired. The crops are not secured vet, and
“will not perhaps, before the end of Septem-
ber, and, of course, they cannot be consider-
ed safe before they are honsed, but we must
hope that we ehall have good harvest
weather now, as we have had a favourable

Holmes, Hincks, Baldwin
and L.aFontaine were attacked—all done in
fulfilment of previous newspaper threats,—
The same thing occurred at the late riots.
The Gazette announced the arrest of the
parties charged with arson, and the Briton
Club mot at once. All the Tory papers de-
nonnced Mr. LaFontaine's conduct in re-
gar! to these arrcsts in the most wicked
terms, and Mr. LaFontaine's house was
forthwith attaced. The same papers de
nounced the Coroners and fureshadowed the
verdict, and the inquest i,ouse was burned
to the ground. The whole thing bas been
the deliberate creation of the Fory papers.
There was nothing to cause an excitéa
public feeling, but the falsehood and exag-
gerated language of the Press; and when
these ceased, that moment the apparent ex-
citement was at an end..

He has is-
sued a prociamation aonouncing the trans-
lation of his government from Arad to Or-
fchova, where he is protected by the Huu-
garian army from Batek. Georgey surren-
dered to Prince Haskewitch under the con-
dition that the Prince shou'd intereede with
the Ewmperor of Austria for himeelf, his
troops and his conntry, It is asserted that
Georgey's depariure resolution was promo-
ted by a mutinous epirit of the army.—
Itis rumored that the Emperor of Rues
had set the price of 60,000 Rubbles on Kos-
suth’e head. It is sscertaived by some of
the ardent friends of Hungary that Georgey
had proved himselfl a traitor, and yielding
to the golden arguments of the Russians.—
Kossuth's wife and family have fallen into
the' hands of the lmperialists troops.—

Ix our former Essay we stated the fact, that
men of all countries and creeds admit that the
wilful destrucuon of human life is morally wrong,
and that wo amount of injury short of an actual
attack upon our ewa life, is regurded as a justifi-
cation for taking the life of another. Now it is
true that murder is frequently committed—:hat
men can be induced by malice or bribed by
wealth to commit mérde: on the persons of their
fellow men, who never provoked or injuted them.
But these wreiches are not recognised as fair
average specimens of human nature—they are
regarded as horrible instances of the darkest de-
pravity—they are dresded, and ehunaed, and
treated as monsters—their presence, or even
their pame is accompanied with a thrill of horror
10 the virtuous and intelligent, in short, they are
reluctantly honored with the name of men. The
laws of civilization do not allow individuals to
setile their little disputes by fighting. Were
every man who feels or fancies himself aggrieved
about a Ilnd~rffurk. or a fence, or a foot-path,
