The change/df guage on the Grand 
Trunk Railway between Montreal and 
Stratford, trem fire feet six inches to 
four feet eight and a half inches, was 
commenced on Friday morning and was 
completed on Saturday night, The re­
quisite arrangements for carrying out 
the work were made by Mr. B. P. 
Hannaford, the engineer, a few weeks 
ago, the whole distance, 421 miles, hay­
ing been gone over byhim and thoroughly 
surveyed in less than a fortnight. In 
order to expedite matters, the length of 
line to be operated open wae divided into 
Sections ef about six ten miles in length, 
and upon these no less than fifteen 
hundred men were employed. As may 
be imagined, the work was one of vast 
magnitude and responsibility, ahd taxed 
all the resources of the Company to 
carry it to a suecessfu 1 issue without in- 
convenieucing tho public for any length 
of time. It was however.pushed through 
with marvelous rapidity and by six 
o'clock on Friday evening the whole of 
the distance between Toronto and Kings­
ton was finished, five sections being 
completed in less han four hours each. 
The remainder of the work was got 
through by twelve o'clock on Saturday 
night. The change has necessarily in­
volved considerable expense, as the 
rolling stock has had to be modified,and 
a large number of new engines and cars 
purchased; no less than forty t-sins were 
put under weigh on Satu-day between 
Montreal and Stratford, representing bo 
fewer t' an five hundred cars. The 
cha ge of guage will obviate the great 
insonvanience of transhipment of 
freight, so productive of delays, and will 
enable through traffic to bo made to 
Detroit, Boston and New York.

THE RIDING SAFE.

M R. r.ISHOr ELECTED.

I'UKM ATVItE REJOICINGS OF TIIF. I'ROO.

TIIE GREATEST SELL OF THE SEASON.

The election in South Huron last 
Wednesday resulted, as most of qur 
readers are no doubt aware by this time, 
in the return of Mr. Bishop, the Re­
form Candidate, by a majority cf 14.

The majority is small and the narrow 
escape the Reform party has had should 

x tench them a salutary lesson. Had they 
possessed the energy and had the or­
ganization of their opponents, there is 
no reason why Mr. Bishop’s majority 
should not have been e^ual to that of 
Mr. Gibbons two years ago. On the 
part of Reformers there was a feeling of 
security as well as r pathv, the result of 
which is that they haye had a very nar­
row escape from defeat. Of course the 
Tories claim that the result of the elec­
tion shows that they haye gained over a 
large number of Reformers, but the 
full returns as compared with llioso of 
the election last year, show that the 
Tories have polled 49 roles less than they 
polled in the same municipalities last 
year. The reduced Reform majority is 
due therefore wholly to the fact that a 
large Reform vote remained unpolled. 
We fear local and petty jealousies had 
much to do with the indifference of 
Reformers. They should learn a lesson 
from the present contest, and follow the 
example of their opponents, who lay 
aside all auch feelings when election 
time comes, and turn out to a man in 
support of their candidate. Were Re­
formers to do the same they would be 
much stronger than they now are.

In looking over the returns, the re­
sult of the unity and organization of the 
Conservatives is shown in the fact that 
Mr. Case has polled within 49 votes of 
the total cast for the Conservative can' 
didates last year, while Mr. Bishop falls 
358 votes short of what were cast for 
the Reform candidates. A sufficient 
Reform vote, therefore, remained un­
polled to give Mr. Bishopja very hand­
some majority, instead of tho paltry 14 
by which he is now returned.

With reference to the Town of Gode­
rich tho result has taken very many by 
surprise. Considering the stories which 
were circulated we only wonder that the 
town did as well for Mr. Bishop. The 
electors were told that lie had done all 
he could agaiust the town, that he had 
voted to have our taxes increased, that 
he had endeavoured to have the coun­
try town removed from here, and other 
stories equally false aud absurd. Gode­
rich has had no bettor friend in the 
County Council than Mr. Bishop, and 
he has frequently stood up for our 
rights at the risk of losing his seat for 
doing so. And this is the return we 
make him.

But leaving Mr. Bishop aside so far 
as he is personally concerned, there 
another reason why the town should 
have given a larger majority than 
for the Reform candidate. Tip to the 
time the present Government came into 
power we were in a position of bank­
ruptcy. Our Municipal Loan Fund 
indebtedness was hanging like a mill 
stone shout our necks, crippling our 
resources and standing in the way of our 
making necessary improvements. No 
previous government had the resolution 
to grapple with the question, but the

Louis Riel 11. P.

The election for the County of Pro- 
vcnclier, Manitoba, to fill the seat va­
cant by the death of Sir George E. Car- 
tier, took place on the 20th inst., and 
resulted in the return of Louis Riel, the 
rebel and murderer of Thomas Scott, by 
acclamation. The member elect, against 
whom a warrai.t for murder was recent­
ly issued, and who fled the country to 
escape arrest, is said to be on his way 
to Uttiwa to take his seat when the 
House meets to-morrow. Whether he 
will be allowed to do so remains to be 
seen, but his election places Sir John A. 
Macdonald in a yery awkward position. 
There is no doubt an amnesty was 
promised him and the others concerned 
in the rebellion of 1899-70, but the gov­
ernment has broken faith and not pro­
claimed it. When, a short time ago, 
warranta were well issued against Riel 
and Lepine, and the latter was arrested, 
Riel published the following protest: — 

St. Vital, 17 Sept., 1873. 
To-day Monsieur A. D. Lepine has 

been arrested at his residence in St 
Boniface and lodged in prison at Fort 
Garry by the authorities.

Monsieur A. D. Lepine is thus molest­
ed because he is accused of having taken 
part in “certain actions" authorized by 
the Provisional Government of Assiniboia 
jn 1870. Hot the arrest of Monsieur A. 
D. Lepine for each a reason is a great 
injustice.

The Canadian Govern rgent, which 
has allowed it, has perjured itself twice 
in respect to ns. First, it broke en­
gagements it had authorized to be made 
in its name, and which Sir J. A. Mac­
donald and Sir G. E. Cartier had really 
made in its name in the month of May, 
1870, with Judge Black, Rev. Pere 
Richot and Monsieur Alfred H. Scott, 
delegates of the Provisional Govern­
ment of Assiniboia- Afterwards the 
Canadian Government was false to the 
word of honor of Our Wellbeloved and 
illustrions Archisbop Monsigneur Tache. 
For in the mentli of May, 1870, His 
Grace, laboring to reassure .us to the 
good ’intentions-end sincerity of the 
Canadian Government in treating with 
onr delegates,gave me in name of Canada 
his word of honor that none of us would 
be troubled or molested for hayinf 
taken part in the troubles that agitated 
the country, and that a general amnesty 
would be proclaimed hi 
of the new Governor. .

To-day, therefore, as Monsieur A. D.
Lepine has been imprisoned contrary to 
the swore promise 0«> of the Canadian
Government, and aa a large number erf 
our Ifetiowcitirens .are pursued and 
molested by aaaaisinaand unjust war­
rants, I proteat against the odious «rest 
of Monsieur A. D. Lejnno, against the 
erfls and persecutions to which the au­
thorities tore unjustly subjected us 
since the 84th of th# month of August, 
M7». I appeal to God-I appeal to men.

Onr 
commercial as well as our political mor­
ality must suffer, and if it does we shall 
know on whom the responsibility rests. 
The press and the politicians who sup­
port the government in their disreputa­
ble acts must share the responsibility 
with them. By condoning tho crime of 
their leaders they make themselves 
equally guilty. Let the people rise in 
their might and hurl from power those, 
who have so debauched and disgraced 
this fair Canada of ouvs.

to remark that, in our opinion.
Press of Canada, taken as a whole, and 
considering the age and population ot 
the country, has no reason to shirk 
comparison with the Press of any other 
Engish-speaking section of the globe. 
The roost serious hindrance under which 
our journalism has labored has been the 
undue multiplication of newspapers. 
“Too many newspapers in the place ’ 
might be the truthful epitaph over the 
tombstone of almost any of the numer­
ous feeble essays in journalism that 
have for a while shod their flickering 
light before disappearing in darkness 
forever. It may be set down, we think, 
as not capable of successful con^rover- 
tion, that there is no city or town in 
Ontario in which more than turn vigor­
ous nowspapets—one on each side of 
politics—can bo remuneratively con­
ducted. This is true of Toronto; it has 
been proved true of Hamilton by several 
signal illustrations ; it is more true cf 
London. No one has needed to be told 
‘hat two Tory journals could not be 
profitably conducted in a place of the 
size of this city, lf one flourished, it 
was necessarily at tho expense of the

There is doubtless a hiw of “natural 
selection ’ in journalism, as well as in 
Darwin’s natural world, which secures 
“the survival of the fittest.” For that 
matter, however, the public tire not 
blind as to need to bo told what, jour 
nais are most largely circulated, what 
journals are mos1 business like and 
energetically conducted, what journals 
.are prosperous. Now we think it high 
ly probable, putting aside for the nn>* 
incut the thinning out of the garden 
plants «if journalism hinted at, that flic 
crop of aspirants for nowapajierial cumin 
ments and honors will not hereafter lie 
quite so extensive in Canada as has 
hitherto been the case. It is beginnin 
t > be felt t|iat a certain training, certain 
aptitudes, are needed in the successful 
journalist ; and that it does not follow 
because a man is a successful dentist 
blacksmith, that lie would lie ‘‘the rigli 
man in the right place-’ in the editorial 
chair. Another cause which will per­
haps tend to prevent a certain class fron 
rushing in where angels fear to tread, is 
the fact that it now requires a largo capi­
tal and 1 irge entrent expo orb turcs t > 
produce a wide-awake, energetic daiiy 
or weekly newspaper. Tlv result will 
be the advantage «>f tho public : if th«*y 
have fewer newspapers, they will h.a\o 
better ones.
