—The following item 
frem the Forest Free Press will prove of 
interest to many of The Signal read­
ers :—“Ambrose Archer, Her Majesty's 
Vice Consul, at Porto Alegre, Brazil, 
dropped in tb see his cousin, Mrs John­
son, at the Rectory, Forest, on the 12th 
of July. He has been in that country 
for 19 years. He thinks there is à great 
future before. Brasil, but on account of 
Its oiroumatancee, religious and political, 
it developea very slowly.* If it had been 
a British colony, Brazil would have made 
one of the moat important dependencies 
of the Empire. He says the revolution, 
changing the country from a monarchy 
to a republic, was planned so adroitly and 
executed so quietly that the foreign resi­
dent! were scarcely sensible of the 
change. As to his impression of Canada, 
he say» we have one of the finest conn- 
tries he has ever seen, with wonderful 
possibilities, and marked progrès» ; that 
Canadians cannot be too thankful and 
scarcely too proud of their country. Be 
is on a business tour to New York and 
Liverpool, which latter city they nae aa a 
source of supply, he being senior partner 
of the firm of Archer & Co., Porto 
Alegre.

Daring the spring of 1867 the English 
merchant ship Gazelle, lulling from 
Liverpool, end commended by Gaps. 
William Babeon, eeoesed the Chine See, 
on her way from thaPhilippines to Sin­
gapore. She wee loaded with an assort­
ed oargodf great value, besides eerrying 
a large amount of money, which had 
been consigned to her care at Manilla.

Lying at Manilla, with the Gazelle, 
had been the Yankee ship Minerva, com 
mended by Capt. Charles P. Henstie, 
and it had been planned that the two 
would sail together, as a measure of 
safety ; for it was known that the China 
Sea, at that particular time, was infested 
by the most desperate and dangerous 
piratical gangs that had ever been known 
in those waters. But when the time had 
come for the English ship to sail, the 
Yankee was not ready, being forced to 
wait for an owner whose business had 
called him away to another island. Bab- 
son would have waited a day or two ; 
but he could not waste more time, so 
he sailed alone, bidding adieu to the 
Philippines on the 27th day of May.

On the evening of the 3rd of Jane, 
having run very nearly twelve hundred 
miles, on a south-westerly course, Capt. 
Babeon deemed it prudent to lay hie 
ship to’ until morning. During the four 
and twenty hours last peat he had met a 
strong ocean current that had so far per­
plexed him as to shake hie confidence in 
his reckoning ; and, as he knew that he 
must be very near to the most northerly 
of the Great Natans Islands, he did not 
care to rush on in the d irk. For two 
days he; had not been a de to take ob­
servation, and the night before him 
promised to be unusually dark. So, as 
the night dosed in, he brought his ship 
to the wind and ley his main-topsail 
abaefc.

With the dawning of another day 
Babeon found cause of thankfulness for 
his precaution. Dating the night a 
strong current had been setting the ship 
to the southward and westward, with the 
wind in the same direction ; and now, 
with the breaking of day, be discovered 
land not more than five miles distant. 
The ship way heading due south, and 
this land was directly on the star-board 
beam, and it required no consulting of 
the chart to tell them that it was an 
island of the Northern group of the Na- 
tunae.

Upon going aloft, with hie telescope, 
Capt. Babeon gained a good view of the 
island, which he judged to be ten miles 
long ; well wooded ; its shore free from 
rocks, end" indented, about midway, by 
a deep bay, the northern headland of 
of which was a high bluff, whereon he 
discovered something that had the ap­
pearance of a beacon. He was on the 
point of lowering his glass, for the pur­
pose ot closing it, when the fancy struck 
him to take one more look at the sum­
mit of the headland. He did so, end 
plainly discovered a human being there, 
standing close by the beacon. He 
watched him, and saw that he gesticul­
ated with hie arms, as though signalizing 
to some one on the shore of the bay be­
low. Pretty soon a second man ap­
peared at the beacon ; and the two were 
evidently in eager conference. It had 
now grown to be so light that Babeon 
could d’stinguish objects very clearly on 
the island. He could see that these two 
men were savages—probably Malays— 
their only clothing the generic breech 
clout ; and that they held conference 
with others below them. This upon the 
promontory. Then the captain turned 
bis glass upon the deep bay, and was 

_ able to discover a short stretch of its 
shore, where, presently, he saw other 
savages, carrying lung spears in their 
hands, running swiftly towards a point 
beneath the headland. He counted at 
least a hundred of these naked islanders 
—all Malays—making for a point beyond 
the reach of hie vision ; then he descend­
ed to the deck, where he gave his glass 
to one of hie most reliable top-men, and 
sent him aloft to keep watch, and report 
what he saw.

. This done, the captain turned to his 
chief mate—Tom Delaney—and told him 
what he bad discovered.

The situation was not a pleasant one. 
With the first break of day the light 
breeze that had held through the night 
had entirely died away, so that the ship 
now lay in a dead calm, under the in­
fluence of a current that was setting her 
nearer and nearer to the shore—a shore 
then not more than four miles distant, 
where a horde of blood-thirsty pirates 
were making ready to come down upon 
them.

As soon as Babeon had told his men 
what he had seen, the crew were muster­
ed upon the quarter-deck and clearly in­
formed of the probable situation. On 
board the Gazelle were five-and-twenty 
able men, including the captain, the 
cook, the supercargo, the mates, and the 
men before the mast. For weapons they 
had four muskets, twenty five large 
boarding-pistols, and about a score of 
common ship’s cutlasses. These were 
brought out, and while the fire-arms 
were being loaded the look-out in the 
main-top reported that a large proa was 
in sight.

Capt. Babson left the work of prepar­
ing the weapons to hie mate, and sprang 
aloft. He was an experienced hand in 
those seas, and knew every sign and sig­
nal. Taking the glass from the hand of 
the topman, he levelled it upon the bay, 
and saw the proa just rounding the 
northern headland. It was one of the 
largest he had ever seen—a Malay war 
canoe, capable of carrying two hundred 
men. There were two clouted savages in 
her stern sheets, twenty at the broad- 
bladed paddles—ten on each side—and 
two more in the bows, making twenty- 
four in all. These were plain at sight, 
and ao arranged that it should appear as 
though they were all; but Capt. Bab- 
aon could see that others were lying flat 
upon the proa's bottom. Wishing, how­
ever, to make sure, he slung the glass 
over hie shoulder and sprang up to the 
crosstree above, where he took another 
observation, being here enabled to look 
down into the bottom of the craft, where 
he saw the savages packed away like figs 
ia a drum He made up his mind that 
there could not h* le., than a hundred 
“dv “‘ref ‘he piratical crew. And 
with this information he returned to the 
deck.

William Rabson was a brave man, but 
hie heart sank within him in view of the 
prospect before him. His pistols were 
the old-fashioned flint-look weapons; hie 
cetiaeeee heavy enough, but little better 
than eo many dubs ; the four muskets 
being the only modern affair at hand. 
He was brave, bis men were! brave ; but 
what could they do against such a horde 
as were now coming upon them ? The 
ship now lay with her starboard side 
next to the shore, and it was evident 
that the Malaya would strike in that 
direction. They would lay their proa 
alongside, oast their grabpliogs, and 
then pour in over the rail like so many 
tigers. And what should keep them 
away t Aye, and when they had once 
gained the deck—a hundred and fifty of 
them—with their knotted war clubs and 
their gleaming knives, how long could 
the crew of the ship stand against them ?

One man alone ot the ship's crew ap­
peared to be thinking to a definite pur­
pose, and that was the cook—a stout- 
limbed Congo negro, blscz as the ace of 
spades.

Only a few days before, he had acci 
dently trodden upon a common carpet- 
tack, which had stood upon its head up­
on the deck, its sharp point upward. 
Hie howling on that occasion had fright­
ened the whole crew, and it had required 
a stout pair of pincers, with a strong 
pair of hands, to get it out from the 
tough hide of the bare foot.

“Ho. ho ! Mas’r, let ’em come said 
the cook, Jo Pansy by name, exhibiting 
a double row of teeth that might have 
shamed a shark. “I say, let ’em come ! 
Ha ! we’s got plenty ob dem big tacks, 
sich as stuck in my foot. Golly ! what’ll 
de brack rascals do when dey jump onto 
’em ! Gita tar-bucket an’ fix de deck, 
an’ den set up dem yar tacks for ’em !”

The darkey's plan was quickly under­
stood, and as quickly resolved upon. 
On board were several boxes—with 
hundred packages in a box—of large- 
leaded copper canvas tacks, very much 
like the common carpet-tack, the points 
sharp as needles, with broad, flat heads, 
full half an inch in diameter. The men 
caught the idea, and sprang to the work 
with a will. One of the large boxes was 
broken out, and brought on deck and 
opened. Two men, with each a bucket 
of tar and a large brush, gave to the 
starboard side of the deck, from knigt- 
head to taffrail, a carefully laid-on coat of 
the intensely viscous stuff, while the 
rest of the crew—captain and all- 
worked smartly at setting op the tacks. 
They were set thickly, the heads planted 
firmly in the adhesive tar, with the long, 
needle-like points standing upright.

The work had been accomplished 
before the proa had come within pistol- 
shot, and the crew were ready for the 
result. The question arisen :—“Suppose 
the pirates should come up under the 
port rail ? But Babeon had no fear of 
that. They were steering for the side 
nearest to them, and would not pull 
further without cause.

As soon as the tacks had been set np— 
several thousand of them—the men were 
at leisure to take a look at the enemy, 
and consider what next should be 
done.

The proa was one of the largest Babeon 
had everseen—larger than he had

driven to their heads ; and, under the 
first stroke of terrific pain down they 
went—the whole lot of them—upon 
their hands and knees, and filled the air 
with howls of anguish.

Tom Delaney was a strong man 
with a stout ueart and steady nerve, but 
as he raised the telescope to his eye and 
took a nearer view of those bloodthirsty 
creatures, a shudder crept through his 
frame whish he could not repress. 
Never before had he seen anything so 
murderous—so horrible ugly and fright­
ful. They were all Malays ; tall 
muscular, and deep chested ; naked 
every one, saving only the the breech 
clout, with here and there an adornment 
of feathers upon the head.

The question was asked :—“Shall we 
fire upon them ?” It was decided in 
the negative. It was settled that the 
proa was coming up under the starboard 
chains, and Babeon bade hie men reserve 
their bullets and their energies until 
thev had the enemy In their power, 
The crew was mustered in the port 
gangway, each man with a pistol and 
cutlass, while handspikes, hatchets, 
and other weapons of like character stood 
within easy reach.

It was while Delaney had the glass in 
band that one of the men near the wheel 
ottered a cry of satisfaction ; and when 
Capt. Babeon looked for the cause he was 
pointed to a distant ripple on the surface 
of the sea. Aye, a breeze was coming ! 
—too late to enable them to avoid the 
proa ; but it might help them neverthe 
less. *

As the proa came up to the quarter, 
and began to round-to with half the pad­
dles taken In, Cap. Babeon hailed. 
With a loud “Halloo !” he demanded to 
know who they were, and what they 
wanted. A terrific yell was the only 
answer ; and in a moment more the 
proa’s bow touched the ship’s side under 
the mizzen chains, gliding quickly along­
side ; when grappling were thrown 
a hundred of them were upon the rail, 
with their long knives held between 
their teeth. Despite the strange dress­
ing whicn had been put upon the ship’s 
peck her men were terror-stricken at the 
eight before them. It seemed as though 
those dreadful knives must reach them, 
and secured, after which, with a howling 
and a yelling utterly frightful, the Ma­
lays mounted to the rail. They came up 
like so many cats, their light bodies and 
powerful muscles making them perfect 
climbers,—come up by scores,until fully

Aye, ’a full a hundred of the savage 
monsters had gained the ship’s rail and 
nettings when one who seemed to be 
their chief—a tall, gaunt savage, with a 
pyramid of feathers on hie head—took 
his knife in hie hand, and sent forth a 
mighty yell ; where upon the others took 
their knives in their hands ; gave each 
an answering yell—and leaped upon the 
deck.

Instinctively the crew of the ship 
crouched back and brought up their pis­
tols, but these was no need of striking 
yet. Each man ef that pirate crew, as 
his feet struck the deck, trod upon at 
least a dozen of those sharp-pointed 
tacks- Into the leather-like soles of those 

l Malay feet the horrible tacks

could not find it Is his heart 
to tire a pistol, nor to use a cutlass ; but 
he called upon hie men to seize the hand­
spikes and strike, and did so.

The story of the next ten minutes can 
be imagined much better than we can 
tell it. Of course, not one of those 
Malays could hold a knife ; for every 
hand was pierced with the tacks ; they 
could not defdtad themselves in any way, 
other than by getting back into their 
proa as quickly as possible. And this 
they did. Though their torture a 
dreadful, and though the act of either 
walking or crawling made the torture 
more dreadful still, jet, to save life, they 
endured the lesser evil for the time.

It was just as the Malays had thrown 
their grapnlings that the breeze, from the 
northwest had struck the ship ; and, as 
the last of the piratical crew were un­
ceremoniously helped back into their 
proa, the yards were braced, and the 
Gazelle, with a thrill of pulsating joy, 
moved safely away from the scene of 
grotesque horror.

There were times when Capt. Babeon 
was inclined to blame himself for having 
suffered a hundred blood-thirsty pirates 
to live whose lives had been once so com­
pletely within hie power, either to take, 
or to spare ; but two sources of consola­
tion were his ;—First,—He had not the 
blood of a defenceless fellow-creature 
upon his hands ; and, Second,—He had 
caused those hundred wretches to suffer 
an agony of torture to which death might 
have been far preferable.

Capt C. P. Heustis, when he had told 
me the story, smilingly added :

“The last time I saw Captain Babeon 
he took from his pocket-book, where he 
carried it neatly folded, a certificate of 
non- indebtedness, in due form, from his 
consignees at Singapore, wherein they 
acknowledged the receipt of a just and 
satisfactory equivalent for twelve gross 
of copper canvas-tacks, by him expend­
ed, for the use of himself and crew, on 
shipboard ?"

Tke March ef Cholera.
When some months ago the Turkish 

authorities asserted the extinction or 
non-existence of cholera in Syria, while 
Russian consular agents maintained that 
it was still hovering about on the borders 
of the Persian and Ottoman empires, we 
expressed our conviction that the subsi­
dence of the epidemic was merely what 
might be expected at that reason, and 
that it would reappear with the return of 
spring. And so it is ; cholera is report 
ed now as having broken out on the Ini 
perial domains of Djedil and in the vil 
I age of Bellek, near Bagdad, where six 
persons have died out of thirteen attack 
ed. Bagdad was the head-quarters of 
the epidemic last year, whence it was 
carried by the nver boats far up the Ti­
gris. We believe that the Foreign 
Office received information of its occur 
rence as far north as Diabekr and Erze- 
ronm, though in the latter case it was 
more probably conveyed by road from 
Tabruz. But, though it may thus ap­
pear to have receded, such a phenome­
non would be without precedent. When, 
in 1847, it seemed to invade India from 
Turkestan, or, in 1805, it appeared in 
Armenia after it had ravaged Constanti­
nople and Salonikl, it was not retreating 
but performing a flank movement, and 
doubling on its own advance, as we have 
seen in the spread of influenza to India 
and Australia after it had overrun all 
Europe. Cholera requires human inter­
course for its conveyance,certain meteor­
ological and local conditions for its de­
velopment, and the ingestion of specifi­
cally infected water, etc., for its com­
munication. Thus, while it will cross 
the Atlantic in a fortnight, It marches 
by slow stages through lands where rail 
ways are still unknown, retiring into 
winter quarters when traffic and travel 
are suspended, to re-open the campaign 
with the return of warm weather, which 
is naturally earlier in the south and the 
plains than in northern or mountainous 
regions. In the winter of 1846-47 it had 
reached precisely the same points as it 
did last autumn, and in like manner 
withdrew for a time to the lower valley 
of the Euphrates and Tigris; reorosaing 
the mountains and plateau of Armenia 
in the spring, reaching Astrakhan and 
Jaganony in July, and Moscow and St. 
Petersburg in September, when, with 
the approach of winter, It diaappeared 
only to break out with renewed intensi­
ty, and, as it had travelled with tenfold 
greater rapidity along the good military 
roads between the Caucasus and the 
capitals than it had previously done 
through Persia, so when once it touched 
the margin of the restless life and com­
mercial activity of Europe it was drawn 
into the vortex, and there was not a 
country or large town but had been in 
vaded before the summer was over. If 
we may venture to prophesy, we would 
say that it will not proceed further up 
the Tigris Valley, but, travelling by the 
Euphrates, will be next heard of at 
Aleppo, and perhaps Beyrout, and it 
will enter Egypt eia Yeddah and Suez, 
and then leave Alexandria for the Le­
vantine and Mediterranean ports. From 
Tabruz it will take the route via Erze- 
roum and Trebizond to Constantinople, 
Odessa, and by Baku, Tiflis, Derbent, 
and Astrakhan over Russia.—British 
Medical Journal.

An Act granting pensions to soldiers end
sailors who ere incapacitated for the per­
formance of manual labor, end providing
for pensions to widows, minor children end
dependent parents.
Be It enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That in 
considering the pension claims of dependent 
parents, the fact of the soldier’s death by 
reason of any wound, injury, casualty or 
disease which, under the conditions and limi­
tations of existing laws, would have en­
titled him to an Invalid pension, and the 
fact that the soldier left no widow 

•or minor children having been shown 
as required by law, it shall be necessary 
only to show by competent and suffi­
cient evidence that such parent or parents 
are without other present means of support 
than their own manual labor or the contri­
butions of others not legally bound for their 
support: Provided, That all pensions allowed 
to dependent parents under this act shall 
commence from the date of the filing of the 
application hereunder and shall continue no 
longer than the existence of the dependence.

Sec. 3. That all persons who served ninety 
days or more in the military or naval service 
of the United States during the late War of 
the Rebellion, and who hare been honorably 
discharged therefrom, and who are now or 
who may hereafter be suffering from a men­
tal or physical disability of a permanent 
character, not the result of their own vicious 
habite, which incapacitates them from 
the performance of manual labor in 
such a degree as to render them unable 
to earn a support, shall, upon making doe 
proof of the fact according to such rule* and 
regulation» as the Secretary of the Interior 
may provide, be placed upon the list of 
invalid pensioners of the United States, and 
be entitled to receive a pension not exceeding 
$13 per month, and not less than $6 
per month, proportioned to the degree of 
inability to earn support; and such pension 
shall commence from the date of filing of the 
application In the Pension Office, after the 
passage of this act, upon proof that the dis­
ability then existed, and shall oontibue 
during the existence of the same, provided 
that persons who are now receiving pensions 
under existing laws, or whose claims are 
pending in the Pension Office, may, 
by application to the Commissioner of 
Pensions, in such form as he may 
prescribe, showing themselves entitled 
thereto, receive the benefits of this act, and 
nothing herein contained shell be ao con­
strued as to prevent any pensioner there­
under from prosecuting hie claim end re­
ceiving bis pension under any other general 
or special act; provided, however, that no 
person shall receive more than one pension 
for the same period, and provided, further, 
that rank in the service shall not be con­
sidered in applications filed under this act.

Sec. 3. That if any officer or enlisted man 
who served ninety days or more in the army 
or navy of the United States during the late 
W ar of the Rebellion, and who was honor­
ably discharged, has died, or shall hereafter 
die, leaving a widow without other means of 
support than her daily labor, or minor child­
ren under the age of 16 ’ years, such widow 
shall, upon due proof of her husband’s death, 
without proving hie death to be tha re­
sult of his army service, be placed on the pen­
sion-roll, from the date of the application 
therefor under this act, at the rate of $6 per 
month, during her widowhood, and shall also 
be paid $3 per month for each child of such 
officer or enlisted man under 16 years of age, 
and in case of the death or remarriage of the 
widow, leaving a child or children of such 
officer or enlisted man under the age of 16 
years, such pension shall be paid such child 
or children under the age of 16; provided, 
that in case a minor child la insane, idiotie 
or otherwise permanently helpless the pen­
sion shall continue during the life of laid 
child or during the period of such disability, 
and this proviso shall apply to all pensions 
hertofore granted or hereafter to be granted 
under this or any former statute, and such 
pensions shall commence from the date of 
application therefor after the passage of this 
act. And provided further, that said widow 
shall have married said soldier prior to the 
passage of this act

Sec. 4. That no agent attorney or other 
person engaged in preparing, presenting or 
prosecuting any claim under the provisions 
of this act shall, directly or indirectly, con­
tract for, demand, receive or retain for such 
services in preparing, presenting or prose­
cuting such claim a sum greater than $10, 
which sum shall be payable only upon the 
order of the Commissioner of Pensions by 
the Pension Agent making payment of the 
pension allowed, and any person who °s«n 
violate any of the provisions of this section, 
or who shall wrongfully withhold from a 
pensioner or claimant the whole or any part 
of a pension or claim allowed or due such 
pensioner or claimant under this act shall be 
deemed gdilty of a misdemeanor, and upon 
conviction thereof shall for each and every 
such offence be fined not exceeding $600 or 
be imprisoned at hard labor not exceeding 
two years, or both, In the discretion of the

The evidence 
generally endorsed county poor houses,classi­
fication in jails, and supervision of jails by 
the Government, though Sheriff Hope fav­
ored the councils having control.

exemplified recently in the case of Gode­
rich. Some time since,when Sir Joseph 
Hickson end party visited Goderich 
Mayor Benin and other members of 
the Boerd of Trede interviewed him on 
the question of nnjoet discrimination 
the carrying of lumber and other freight, 
and u week or two since we had 
the eatiaf action of stating that beneficial 
changea had been made by the company 
in the matters complained of. Today 
we annooace another beneficial act to­
wards the town on the pert of the 3. T. 
R. management. At a recent meeting 
of the Town Council councillor Campion 
pointed ont that the G. T. R. authori­
ties should be asked to make connection 
at Stratford between the Buffalo after­
noon train and the night train for Gode­
rich on Saturday evening during the 
summer months ; also that excursion 
fares be secured from stations between 
Brantford and Goderich end retorn for 
the lime period.

be known besides that when Sir John 
calls tho next meeting of N.P. men in 
th* red parlor of the Queen’s he will be 
there, in person or by marked cheque.

WILL THEY STAND FIRM!
That Hou. Honore Mercier intends 

to make demands npon the Federal 
Treasury at an early date is now looked 
npon m a certainty, and when the raid 
la made we will look with interest upon 
the action of Sir John Macdonald in 
the matter. For the entire tenure in 
office of the Federal Premier he has 
sought to placate the majority in Quebec 
by giving place and pelf to Individuals 
in that Province who held the balance of 
power, and he hae at various times sup­
plemented individual donations by 
subsidies of a more or less extended pro­
vincial character. And Sir John's poli­
cy of baying Provinces and politicians 
with public moneys has not changed. 
Grown grey in the pnrchMing ef 
other men’s votes and principles, and 
with the experience that added yean of 
■harp dealing in matters political have 
brought to him, he Is today as eager to 
toy Influence for his Party as he ever 
wm. Such being the case, it would not 
surprise us to learn at an early date that, 
knowing that Mr Mercier has made up 
his mind to attack the Federal chest, Sir 
John will make effort to gain strength 
in Quebec by meeting the Nation­
alist chief halfway, and by making the 
disbursement of public moneys tend to 
the upholding cf sound Tory principles 
in that Province. Mr Mercier Is in 
power, and intends to’etay. So long as 
he stays m power in Quebec opposed to 
Sir John, just so long* will the Federal 
Premier’s tenure of office be insecure.

In some oaaaa the beekwardneee is ow­
ing to the mental oonetitntion of the 
children, in others it is caused by bad 
teaching. I knew a lawyer who talked 
of seeking in the courte damages of a 
wretched teacher for the Injury he had 
inflicted on the lawyer's eon by unwise 
methods of instruction. Though the 
boy was bright he had been taught in' 
suoh a manner that he had no mental 
discipline.

Some teachers, in giving instruction 
to classes, take no special pains to help 
the dull and backward pupils. They 
hold that their function is to teach those 
who are teachable under the ordinary 
methods, and that the rest are not wuitb 
spending time on.

It must be confessed that a teacher 
who has a large class may, with reason, 
be perplexed to decide how much the 
bright scholars are to be delayed, 01 to 
be deprived ofgthe instructor’s inspiring 
help, for the sake of the backward pu 
pile. But surely he is not justified in 
refusing to give some special attention 
to the most needy section of the class.

Many a devoted instructor has fo ind 
a rich reward for giving them special 
help outside of the regular hours of 
school.

If children are very backward, doubt­
less it is best for them to have the spe­
cial service of a private teacher for some 
time. Although they thus lose the in 
spiring aid of companionship, which 
affords so much joy and stimulus in a 
school, yet they escape the depressing 
and mortifying influence of seeing theii 
dullness exhibited at every recitation to 
that moat merciless audience, a company 
of school children who are outstripping 
t lem, and litieuling their stupidity.

But what shall the private teacher do 5 
He must begin at the beginning, at the 
zero point of the pupil’s knowledge, and 
with patience proceed only so rapidly an 
the alow wind can master each step, 
and he must lend inteseat to his tardy 
march by all the lesourcoa at his com­
mand.

Often, if the child lacks interest in the 
studies first taken np, it will be found on 
trial that he can be readily interested ir.

WAS WHcELSMAN MILES ROBERTSON 
MURDERED? TO THE BDITOBs 

Please Inform
The Dead Body of a Chicago Sailor Found 

at Port Dal houele—There Had Been 
Drinking and a Quarrel—Suspicions 
Wounds and Bloodstains.

Port Dalhoume, July Iff—Early this 
morning the dead body of a man was found 
lying on the bottom of the dry dock 'here, 
who was subsequently Idenifled as Miles 
Robertson of Chicago, employed as wheels­
man on the steamer 8. L. Tilley of St 
Catharines. The Tilley went on the dry 
dock here yesterday, and last night some of 
the men, among them the deceased, were 
drinking, and did not go on board till nearly 
midnight, during which time deceased had 
an altercation with one of the other men, 
one or two blows being exchanged.

Dr. Considine, the coroner, empanelled a 
jury to enquire into the particulars and this 
open verdict was rendered: “The deceased, 
Miles Robertson, was found dead on the bot­
tom of the dock near the propeller Tilley with 
a clean cut wound on the back of his head, 
how done we cannot say, but such was the 
cause cf his death, being supposed to have 
fallen or been thrown from off said pro­
peller.’1

There is a feeling among the people here 
that deceased met his death by foul means, 
as the distance from the deck of the Tilley 
to the bottom of the dock is nearly 30 feet, 
and the body when found was lying full 
length, with the feet together and no bones 
broken, with a deep cut on the back of the 
head and a small portion of the brain oozing 
out of one ear, and there were blood stains 
on the side of the steamer from the main 
deck down.

How shall we teach backward chil 
dren 1 This is a question which sorely 
perplexes parents and teachers. We are 
not now considering the case of what we 
call feeble-minded children. We are 
speaking of those who have unnaual dif­
ficulty in learning, of those who have 
little interest in study, and uf those who 
have .alow and tardy mental develop­
ment.

These three classes obviously differ 
from {each other. The first class is not 
likely, under any treatment, to furnish 
eminent scholars ; the second and the

Whenever I come to a convention of 
dairymen I hate a c.madooaneaa that I 
stand speaking to hungry men—not that 
yon are ill-fed—bat that dairymen, more 
■hen moat people, have a recognition of 
of that feeling of true men hood which 
finds expreuion in, “1 want to know.” 
A good dairyman Is always hungry for 
knowledge, and if I can help to Jbtiafy 
your appetite tonight—well, I will even 
empty myself that von may be bleeaed 
with the little knowledge I have to give.

In the last year’s operations we have 
had a rather exceptional" experience. I 
think never before were the officere of 
the association so active in trying to 
serve you and promote the interest of 
cheese making in Western Ontario. This 
it no reproach on the services of the pset 
officers, bat is merely e statement of 
this : That the present officer* bare re- 
ogoised the present great needs and 
have risen to the occasion and done their 
doty like houeat men, your servants. 
(Applause). The work of last year was 
more than usually satisfactory to the 
men who had the best chance of follow, 
ing this work. 1 expect you will find 
that some farmers—the kind of men 
who will always complain of the law 
that punishes guilt—the men who al­
ways trying to get the better of their 
neighbors—when they are taken into 
court for wrong-doing, will have no 
kindly feeling for the man who has been 
a minister of justice. Hence, oar in­
spectors may expect that some men wiil 
say bad thing of them, but “blessed ere 
T« when men speak evil of you falsely.” 
Ontario was the Province in the whole 
world that first adopted this means of 
helping the dairymen by the work of 
travelling inspectors, and now intelligent 
people are following the example around 
the whole globe ; and even conservative 
old Scotland has not only taken the 
example, bat has come to this Province 
for men to carry that exemple into prac­
tice. (Applause) If yon can find a 
Scotchman following yon, you may be 
•ore yon are travelling in the right road. 
(Laughter.)

Now, oor satisfaction with our enter­
prise in this way it not at all sentimen­
tal, for it baa materialized itself this past 
summer into real, negotiable cash that 
has come into this Province as its conse­
quence. 1 have been taking some pains 
to scan the comparative prices realised 
in Ontario and the State of New York— 
the State lying alongside of oa—which is 
oor competitor, and which previously ex­
celled ns. Last year we got over $475,- 
000 more than we would haye got bad our 
cheese been «old at the average price 
realized by New York. (Applause.) 
This was not in consequence of specul­
ation, but because the Englishmen 
would give 4 to 6 shillings more in Lon­
don for our fancy cheese than for any 
other brought over the Atlantic. That 
was one of the direct results of the early 
employment of inspectors and instruct­
ors, who brought about a uniform system 
of making cheese, and raised the stand­
ard of quality of the product of the poor 
factories at well as the good ones.

The schooner Mary, from Fortune Bay, 
loaded with 700 quintals of cod, has been 
siezed at St. Pierre for selling cod roes. 
The value of the vessel and cargo is $5,000.

A man named John Brochn, formerly a 
member of B battery, Quebec, who desert­
ed a year ago, has given himself up, stating 
that the constant fear of arrest made his life 
unbearable.

“Going to hell” was the final remark of ai 
unknown man to the bystanders, as he leaped 
into the river at Montreal and committed 
suicide by drew ning. His body has not yel 
been recovered

The Waterous Engine Works Company, 
of Brantford, have received the gold meda 
and two certificates of merit from the Mel 
bourne Exhibition held last year for theii 
sawmill exhibition there.

The Canadian Militia Gazette opposes the 
idea of appointing a Canadian militia officer 
as head o£.the Dominion forces, but would 
approve of the appointment of a Canadian 
selected from the Imperial army.

A Knight of Labor Assembly in Toronto 
has decided to instruct its delegates to thl 
Dominion Trade Congress to agitate for e 
Dominion Act fixing the maximum of labot 
for women and children at Bine hours pel 
day.

The number of deaths from contagious 
diseases in Montreal for the past six months 
of the present year is 428, compared with 
1,047 in 1889. There was a marked decrease 
in mortality from measles, the death rate 
having fallen from 444 to 20.

A despatch has been received in New York 
stating that a French vessel found violating 
the Newfoundland Bait Act has been fired 
upon by an Island cruiser, and that, fearing 
trouble, the British flagship, the Bellerophon 
and two other men-of-war, have hurriedly 
left Halifax.

Henry Battell, one of the oldest farmers 
of the Moose jaw district, his ten-year-old 
daughter, and Herbert McLean, about 12 
years of age, eldest son of Rev. Dr. Mc­
Lean, were instantly killed by lightning 
while eating their supper at Battell's home­
stead, near Mooeejaw.

The telegraphed statement that the Platte- 
burg, N. Y., murderer, Joseph Chapleau 
is a cousin of the Secretary of State for Can­
ada is discredited by Dr. Chapleau, the min­
ister’s brother.

A Calgary despatch says Daniel Morrison, 
Red Deer, was up before Justice Shelton, 
charged with shooting at Wm. Woodward, 
bartender of the Royal Hotel Morrison 
was very much Intoxicated at the time.
