Should ever 
danger arise, Canada, Australia and 
New Zealand are free and great na­
tions, and more than that, South Af­
rica holds a similar position under 
the British flag .

Mr. Bryan, seated as a member at 
the Lancaster county delegation, rose 
at once with a protest and offered an, 
amendment modifying the original 
motion. dozen delegates made as 
many motions and made speeches on 
the subject, the Bryan adherents 
nounclng the Hitchcock motion "as 
"sag-rale1’ .and. their opponents as­
serting that ’’individual rules must 
not prevail In the convention." 
on the amendment. The gathering 
Was silent as the vote of the counties 
was called that would determine the 
strength of Mr. Bryan. When . two- 
thirds had been called and foes of lir. 
Bryan realized that he was defeated 
a Wave of cheers that drowifBd 
the roll call began. As chairman, 
Smyth finally read the result, 496 
against the amendment to 296 In favor 
of it, the delegates cheered again. 
The original motion of Mr. Hitchcock 
was then adopted.

The convention came to order In 
a tent packed with members and 
packed with spectators around the 
outside. The delegates began to 
speed up the action of the conven­
tion to a gait that promised to limit 
the contest to two brief sessions . The 
convention took a recess until eight 
o’clock to await the report of com­
mittee of resolutions, which reported:

“We heartily approve of the day­
light saloon law and we commend the 
courageous action of Governor Shal- 
lenger In approving It.’’

Mr. Bryan read his minority re­
port, It said: “We favor county op­
tion as the best method_-ef dealing 
with the liquor question.”

"It I have advocated that which Is 
not good for the state let me feel your 
■Wrath. If I find that I have done 
anything that Is not for the good of 
the Democratic party I do not aek 
your mercy. Who less than I could 
desire to disrupt the Democratic 
party? I am not aware what a re­
putation at your hands will mean to 
me?'

Mr. Bryan referred to the political 
battles that he had waged and de­
clared that he had been fearless when 
his own future seemed at stake. Con­
tinuing he said: “I have been called 
a dictator for expressing my opinion. 
Your candidates here today have ex­
pressed their sentiments. By what 
law am I compelled to remain silent 
when I feel that the good name of 
my state Is at stake. It has been 
■aid that I am aggrieved because I 
have been sold out by the liquor In-1 
terests In my own state.

THE NORTHERN CROPS.

Worth Going Far to See, Says W. J.
Stark, of the Canadian Farm.

, Calgary, July 27—Speaking en­
thusiastically of the crops In the nor­
thern part of Alberta Mr. W. J. Stark, 
business manager of tiie Canadian 
Farm, a leading farmers’ journal In 
Canada, reached Calgary from the 
north this morning. “I came In here 
over the Canadian Northern and the 
crops look fine,’’ said Mr. Stark to­
day. “Around Brandon they are fair, 
and around Regina they are excellent, 
but a stretch around Dundurn Is not 
so good, while around Saskatoon'they 
are fair. ”

“However, ,lt Is In Northern Al­
berta that they are worth going- far 
Id see,” continued Mr. Stark. “All 
through the Sturgeon country, Clovér 
Bar, Fort Saskatchewan, Olds and In 
fact as fàr down the line as Didsbury, 
the crops could not possibly be better. 
They are magnificent and are really 
the best I ever saw."

Mr. Stark Is a allrector of the To­
ronto Industrial exhibition and is 
chairman of the horse committee of 
that body. He is also secretary of 
the Toronto horse show, and has act­
ed as Judge of horse» at various 
shows for the past ten years. He Is 
now on his way to Regina to act in 
that capacity, at the annual exhibition 
which opens there pn Tuesday next.

Mr. Stark stated that In his opin­
ion the work of the agricultural de­
partment in placing the acre yield and 
other exhibits In the Toronto exhibi­
tion would do a great deal for the 
west. "Of course Alberta is already 
largely talked about through On­
tario,” he said, “mainly through the 
efforts of the provincial immigration 
agents, but these yields will be plac­
ing facts which cannot be disputed 
before the farmers and Is bound to 
do a great deal of good publicity work 
for Alberta.”

BIG WHEAT CROP.

Saskatchewan Minister of Agriculture 
Estimates Total Yield at 60,000,000 
Bushels.

Winnipeg, July 26—The Free Press 
yesterday wired the Hon. W. R. 
Motherwell, minister of agriculture 
for Saskatchewan, for an estimate 
of the crop yield for tile province. 
The following Is his reply:—

“Disconcerting and somewhat 
alarming reports regarding Saskat­
chewan’s wheat crop having been cir­
culated, it would seem to be an op 
portune’ time now that the crop is 
sufficiently advanced, to warrant a 
fairly safe estimate of the aggregate 
output.

“Assuming that the remaining por­
tion of the growipg season is normal, 
Saskatchewan promises to reap sixty 
million bushels of wheat. This esti­
mate Is based upon the fullest infor­
mation obtainable from crop corres­
pondents and personal inspection by 
members of departmental staff and 
upon the assumption that half a mil­
lion acres of wheat In the newer set­
tlements where the- necessary tillage 
methods were not observed, will not 
be cut and that the remaining four 
millions will average fifteen bushels,

“There was rain Friday and Satur­
day last, generally in the greater por­
tion of the wheat belt and this has 
teen followed by cooler and more 
favorable conditions for maturing and 
filling, all of which has tended to re­
lieve the natural anxiety occasioned 
by the protracted and unusual drought 
of the past four weeks. Careful en­
quiry point to the necessity of secur­
ing from outside points nine thou­
sand harvest laborers to care for Sas­
katchewan's rapidly ^naturing crops 
and that the first harvest excursions 
wjll be required not later than Aug. 
16, although many of the lighter and 
earlier fields will be ready for the 
islckle before that date.”

SOUTHERN CROPS.

Fanners In Sontliem Districts Will 
be Cutting Next Week.

Calgary, July 27—“Owing to the 
fact that there was no rain south of 
Calgary; last week, everything In the 
south country Is suffering to a con­
siderable extent, though I know of 
many farmers on the south Une who 
are confident of harvesting 25 and 30 
bushels to the acre,” said Mr. F. A. 
Dowler, of the Alberta Pacific Ele­
vator company, when queried on the 
crop conditions on the south line by 
a press representative. “Yesterday’s 
shower was Just the thing to bring 
the crop to a head.

“Most of these farmers are figuring 
on cutting within the next week or 
o,’’ continued Mr. Dowler. “In most 

places south of here it is quite evident 
In many cases that the cause of the 
partial crop failure was due to the 
façt that the farmers had not culti­
vated their land properly, and conse­
quently it would not retain the neces­
sary moisture to carry the grain 
through a dry period. Of course 
there ere some places where it has 
ben too dry for cultivation. For inst­
ance, I know of one case near Stavely 
where a farmer has 300 acres of grain 
which will have a good fair yield.

"Down on the A. R. I. in the Card- 
ston district It Is claimed that the crop 
is better than it has ever been," he 
concluded.

The American Ci Ac Association charg 
es Mr. Ty Phoid Fly with the murder 
of Edward H. Pratt, president of the 
Pratt Roof Protection Oo. of Jersey 
City.

Statement of prosecution: Pratt's 
hand was scratched by a pet kitten.
A fly iit on. the wound and began 

Pratt slapped 
the insect and crushed it into the 
wound. In this way he inoculated him 
self with a rare poison known as the 
gas bacillus. The hand swelled fright­
fully, the skin inflating with gaa. 
The hand was amputated, but the 
poison had spread through tihe body 
and he died in fearful agony.

Evidence against character of dé­
fendent Mr. Fly: A busy New York 
scientist snatched a few weeks away 
from work and went up into the Adir- 
ondacks for recreation this spring. 
But even there he couldn’t abandon 
work altogether.

Wished To Detect Germs.
So, when typhoid broke out in the 

cottage of a mountaineer about two 
miles away from the scientist's sum­
mer home, the latter tried to see if 
he could capture any of the germs 
from the mountaineer’s cottage from 
the typhiod carriers—the flies.

He hadn’t much hope of success, 
for it is generally supposed flies pass 
their lives with a circle of half a 
mile radius. But the scientist pre­
pared some sticky plates, baited them 
with sugar and set them on the win­
dow sill.

Next morning he had some flies 
He examined the stickum on the 
plates where their feet 'had adhered 
and found it swarming with typhoid 
germs.

The scientist guessed that every 
bit of milk that flies could get at 
within a two-mile radius of that cot­
tage was even then loaded! with- ty­
phoid germs.

Evidence for the defendant, Mr. 
Fly: NONE.

Verdict: DEATH.
And cities and states are stepping 

forward ready and willing, to be the 
murderer’s executioner.

It will be a matter of a few. years 
until a typhoid fly will be quite a 
rare insect. Probably, -though, the 
fly can never be stamped out alto­
gether.

So many cities and states are on 
the 'banner roll in the war now that 
the list includes practically all of 
them. The fine thing is that the 
actual results of the fight are being 
seen in the health office reports. Ty­
phoid, which has been blamed wholly 
upon impure water; has actually de­
creased! in a number - of cities after 
the cities began destroying flies,

Many Varieties of Grain Have Already.
Been Cut.

Ottawa, July 26.—The harvest at 
the Experimental Farm, was begun at 
an unusually early date and Is now 
well advanced. Dr. Charles Saunders, 
Dominion cerealist, reports that many 
varieties of wheat, oats and barley, 
have already been cut.

The earliest varieties of spring 
wheat were harvested on the 15th of 
this month, having matured In 93 
days from the time of sowing. This 
Is the earliest date on record at Ot­
tawa for the cutting of spring wheat. 
These earliest varieties are hard, red 
wheat of good baking qualities, one of 
them surpassing Red Fife In the pro­
duction of large, shapely loaves of 
bread. •

Such a phenomenal combination of 
earliness with high baking strength is 
of very great significance to the 
western provinces. A few kinds of 
oats and many kinds of barley have 
also been cut

The earliest barley was ripe on July 
10th, 79 days from sowing. The yield 
of most of the early varieties of grain 
at Ottawa will be good. Some plots, 
especially the later ripening sorts, 
have suffered from the dry weather.

STRIKERS OFFER 
TO RESUME WORK

But Conditions Named by Union 
President’s are Not Satisfactory 

to President Hays

MONDAY, AtmttST r, WB>.

Tontoto, July 27.—The visit of W. 
G. Lee, president of the Brotherhood 
of Railway Trainmen, and A. B. 
Garretson, of the Order of Railwaÿ 
Conductors, seems to have changed 
the entire situation regarding the1 
strike,-» Persistent rumors of an ap­
proaching settlement arc in circula­
tion. The fact, that both these leaders 
visited Toronto and discussed the 
situation with the leaders here, then 
attended a secret session of the strik­
ers, and afterwards went to Montreal 
to consult with Vice-President Mur­
dock is regarded as significant.

Expect Settlement.
It is generally agreed here that de­

spite all the reports to the contrary, 
there will be a conference with Pre­
sident Charles M. Hays and a settle­
ment of some kind will be reached. 
When the strike was declared it was 
supposed that the local leaders were 
strong enough to carry the fight to a 
successful < nd and there was no in­
tention of calling upon the leaders in 
the United States because of the feel­
ing in Canada that they should not 
interfere with Canadian affairs.

The progress made since the strike 
was declared has been anything but 
satisfactory, and it is understood that 
the men themselves demanded the 
presence of the heads of the order. It 
was intimated today that if the. train­
men did not reach a settlement, one 
would certainly be made for the con­
ductors, who are fhe greatest losers by 
the fight. The conductors are in the 
minority and when the strike vote was 
taken the trainmen outvoted the old­
er men, though having very little at 
stake except the satisfaction of a 
fight.

Montreal, July 27.—Tonight the 
Grand Trunk gave out a statement 
to the effect that President Lee and 
Garretson had offered to send the 
striking conductors, trainmen and 
yardmen back to work on. the terms 
offered by President Hays when the 
strike was declared. The statement 
reacts:

“A conference was held this after­
noon between Lee and Garretson of 
the striking unions and President 
Hays and Vice-President Fitzhugh for 
the G.T.R. The representatives of 
the men stated that the striking em­
ployees would be all Sent back to 
work if they should be taken back 
just as they were before the strike 
started, to their old positions, and 
If the pay was given which was of­
fered by the Grand Trunk when it 
accepted the report of the board of 
cbncillation.

“It- was proposed that then the 
question of when the new rates should 
go Into eijfect tend other matters should 
be arbitrated.

“The answer of the Grand Trunk 
to this was. that they would not do 
such a thing. It was stated that there 
was no feeling on the part of the man­
agement âghlrt St their former em­
ployees, but they could not guarantee 
them their- old position or the other 
conditions demanded. The union offi­
cials were told that if the men wished 
to go back to work, all who had not 
been guilty of misdemeanor since the 
striae started would be given era- 
ploymen as fast as places were open­
ed for them,”

Montreal, July 27.—President Gar­
retson of the Order of Railway Con­
ductors and Lee of the Brotherhood 
of Trainment came to Montreal to­
day and called upon President Hays 
of the Grand Trunk with a .view of 
settling the strike.

‘*We met Mr. Hays,” said Mr. Gar­
retson, “and laid before him that a 
friendly settlement was possible by 
honorable means. We were favorable 
thereto, but if there was no such 
possibility we would fight to a finish. 
President Hays' reply was not direct 
except to say that he did not see how 
anything could be done at this stage. 
It he had anything further to say, 
he would let them know by wiring 
them to Toronto on Thursday.’1

In explanation of his visit President 
Garretson said: “We made no. sug­
gestions to any great extent as to the 
means of a settlement. We made it 
apparent that our mission was friend­
ly because we took into consideration 
the hardships placed on the public 
who were dependent on the Grand 
Trunk services and for no other rea­
son.”

Mills Will Resume.
Ottawa, July 27.—J. R. Booth’s 

lumber mills which were closed down 
at the beginning of the Grand Trunk 
strike because the yards could not 
be cleared will be in full operation 
tomorrow. Fifteen hundred men have 
been idle. At the suggestion of Hon. 
Mackenzie King,, strikers manned the 
freight trains to move the lumber out 
of the yards. They state that this 
action is pot to be construed as giving 
way, bat stjnply to reduce as far as 
they. can, the evil «Sects of the strike 
on public business.

HAGUE TRIBUNAL ARGUMENT.

Sir William Robson Refutes Assertions 
Made by Unified'States Counsel

The Hague, July 28.—After having 
refuted the assertion that after the 
decision of the arbitration case it 
Halifax, the United States had only 
paid the indemnity to Great Britain 
after having received assurance from 
tlv; British government that Great 
Britain certainly had no right to exer­
cise jurisdiction over American fisher­
men, Sir William Robson, before the 
fisheries’ tribunal yesterday dealt with 
the; doctrine of international servitude, 
whereon the United States based ’ts 
claims and that its rights to fish were 
not-eubiept to British laws.

Sir Wiliam argued that no one 
would pretend that subjects of a for- 
eigh state, to whom had been accorded 
the right to enter the ports of another 
stkte for purposes of commerce, were 
freed from local laws. No logical 
reason had been advanced by the Uni­
ted States which had in any way 
proved that when a treaty was con­
cluded that the doctrine of interna­
tional servitude was universally ad­
mitted.

The proceedings are expected to ter­
minate on August 10, Senator Root 
delivering the' closing argument.

SIR WILFRID MAY BE 
THE FIRST PASSENGER

On Western Hundred-Mile Section of 
Grand Trunk Pacific—Good Pro­
gress Is Made—Entire Road May 
Be Completed Before Schedule 
Time.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in his present 
tour through Western Canada, had 
the pleasure of riding on the first 
passenger train into jNfc-t William of 
the great transcontinental line in 
which he takes so deep- an interest. 
When the Premier reaches Prince 
Rupert next month, to the most west­
ern and northern point in his tour, he 
will probably be the first passenger 
over the westerly hundred-mile sec­
tion of the Grand Trunk Pacific.

From Prince Rupert and terminus 
the Grand Trunk Pacific trains can 
now run nine miles to the great bridge 
over the Zinardi Rapids, the piers 
of which are built and' the steel now 
being put on. The bridge will be 
completed for trains by the time of 
Sir Wilfrid’s visit on August 22n. Be­
yond that the track will be laid to the 
end ôf the 100-mile section, and tie 
Premier will be taken on a ride to 
that point. Of this first section there 
is fifty miles on the level.

The second section is 140 miles. 
Nearly the whole of this is graded 
and track laying is under way.

From Winnipeg to the westward 
930 miles are in operation. This 

brings the line to Edson, on Wolf 
Creek, which is the end of the prairie 
section. Of the 840 miles from Wplf 
Çreek to Prince- Rupert, the whole 
of the grading is done to Teüôwhead 
Pass.

The tracklayers are making good 
headway on the west side of the Pass, 
hut the rockwork is heavy and they 
have completed but fifty miles. This 
leaves about 450 miles of roadbed to 
be made before the gangs from the 
East shake hands with those from the 
West. The work is right up to sched­
ule time, though the contractors have 
been hampered by a scarcity of labor. 
They obtained an easement of this 
condition, however, by action of the 
federal government on July 20, by 
which laborers are free to enter Can­
ada without the money consideration 
and without coming direct to Canada 
from theii; native land. Asiatics, 
however, are still barred.

High wages are offered and with 
additional labor the road may be 
completed before schedule time at the 
close of 1912.

LIND FOR GOVERNOR.

Former Governor Named by Demo­
cratic Convention in Minneapolis— 
Not Known Whether He Will Ac­
cept—County Option Not in Plat­
form.

Minneapolis, Minn., July 28.—John 
Lind will be Democratic candidate for 
Governor of Minnesota, unless he puts 
into effect his threat to decline the 
nomination. Despite the protests of­
fered by the former governor even 
to the last hour, he was selected as 
the standard bearer of the party by 
the delegates at the Democrat state 
convention this afternoon. The nom­
ination of Lind for governor was 
uncertain up to late in the afternoon 
session. Many of the delegates had 
given up hope of nominating him be­
cause of his many protests and his 
views on county option. .-

The platform adopted contained no 
mention of the county option issue 
which Mr. Liitd is known to favor. It 
is not known whether Mr. Lind will 
accept the nomination. He is travel­
ling in the east. If he will not, it 
will undoubtedly bç left to the state 
central committee to select a man 
for his place. Up to the time of 
nomination the names of Major Jas. 
C. Haynes, of Minneapolis, former 
Mayor Lawyer, of St. Paul, and John 
Jenswold, of Duluth, were mentioned 
us possible candidates.

He mentioned' that the C.N.R. had 
been the greatest sufferer from con­
flagrations, having lost a number of 
valuable cars.

Over 1,000 Attend Annual Excursion— 
Splendid Work Done by Superin­
tendent Hutton in Exterminating 
Weeds on What Was Once Very 
Ditty Farm.

Bristow Claims Aldrich Forced In­
crease In Cotton Tariff to Boom 
Stock Market.

Topeka, July 26.—In an address 
here last night United States Senator 
John L. Bristow declared that Sena­
tor. Aldrich forced an increase in the 
cotton tariff schedules when the cot­
ton manufacturers of the country 
were not asking for it. Senator Bris­
tow charged that the increases were 
made to boom the stock market.

“It is interesting to know,” declar­
ed Senator Bristow, “why Mr. Aid- 
rich insisted upon increased cotton 
duties when the millers and manu­
facturers testified in the hearings be­
fore the ways and means committee 
that they T^ere not needed. But an 
examination of the stock issues of the 
United States for the year 1909 fur­
nishes the reason.

“These increases were not made for 
the protection of any legitimate 
manufacturing enterprises in the 
United States, but to boom the stock 
market. Last year there were is- 
sufed 990,000,000 additional cotton 
and wool stock, 974,000,000 that had 
been previously authorized but not is­
sued, and 926,000,000 of new stticks.

“How much of this stock represent­
ed actual investment I am ntit advis­
ed, but I am under the impression 
that these increased duties on cotton 
gooffs and the maintenance of the ex­
cessive duty on wodliens would give 
at least a temporary lrapètus to busi­
ness in these Stocks on the market. 
So the increases, therefore, driven 
through by Mr. Aldrich, wèrë in the 
interests of the stock gamblers and 
speculators and not in the interests 
of legitimate manufacturing enter­
prises.

“The duty on cotton goods, valued 
at more than seven cents per square 
yard, was increased on ‘ an average of 
twenty to twenty-five per cent., and 
in the face of the testimony of H. P. 
Lippitt, representative of the Cotton 
Manufacturers’ Association of New 
England, before the ways and means 
committee that the cotton manufac- 
turer3**did not want any increased 
schedules. All they asked was tliat 
thè duties be not increased but remain 
thfe same."

, The farmers’ excursion to the 
Dominion Experimental Farm at; La- 
combe on Friday was very largely 
attended.

ELEVEN MEN KILLED 
IN AN EXPLOSION

Cache of Dynamite Explodes at Con­
struction Camp on the Transcon­
tinental with Loss of Life.

Quebec, July 27—News was receiv­
ed here today of another fatal acci­
dent on the Transcontinental railroad 
about 126 miles west of La Tuque. 
The accident, which caused the death 
of ten or eleven workingmen, hap­
pened at Donovan and Downie camp. 
Several injured men were conveyed 
to La Tuque hospital.

It appears that one of the men was 
in the act of opening a tin of powder 
with an axe when an explosion took 
place and set fire to a train of powder 
leading into a cut in which a large 
quantity of dynamite was stored and 
in "which fifteen men were working 
at the time. A terrible explosion took 
place. Two men named O’Reilly and 
Wilson were blown a long distance 
away, parts of their bodies being pick­
ed up in all directions. The other 
victims were picked up and carried to 
the camp hospital Beside those killed 
outright, ten received serious injur­
ies. Three of these will probably not 
survive.

FRENCH FREE MASONS’! 
PLOT AGAINST PRIESTS

Investigation at Msnfreal Reveals Start­
ling Plan Alleged to Have Been Ap. 
proved Whereby Eucharistic Congress 

- Was to be Turned Into Huge Scan, 
dal.

CARELESS COOK STARTED FIRE.

And Burned the Camp—Surveyors 
Had to Walk Thirty Miles.

Calgary, July 26—Out of the fire 
blackened prairie, thirty-five miles 
from the nearest town, which hap 
pened to be Bassano, a Chinese cook 
who answered to the name of “Jim, 
had the scare of his life last Saturday 
when five enraged members of a sur­
vey party threatened to lynch him, 
and were only stopped by Engineer 
Hath, tyfio was In charge of the party 
and who stood in front of the China " 
'man with a club and threatened to 
knock down the first man who touch 
ed‘ him.

The story, as told by the members 
of the party, who returned to the 
city yesterday, is that the cook started 
a fire that destroyed ail their belong­
ings and gave them a hard eighteen 
hours’ work; They had been working 
all summer on the irrigation surveys 
and had reached a point thirty.-five 
miles northeast of Strathmore last 
Friday. The cook had been ail along 
cautioned about being careful with 
his fires, but on Friday he carelessly 
emptied some hot ashes on the dry 
prairie, and in a minute a brisk fire 
had started. Beside the celestial only 
one man was. in the camp, a leveller, 
who had been ill, and'had been left 
behind for the day. The cook did not 
call this man at first, but tried to put 
the fire out alone, and it was not 
until it was entirely out of control 
that-he called for help. The leveller, 
seeing that the camp was in danger, 
rushed into the engineer’s tent and 
brought out the- plans and records, of 
their year’s work, and as it subse­
quently turned out, this was all. that, 
was saved.

In the meantime, the other mem­
bers of the party, had seen the fire 
and returned tp put it out From 
Friday afternoon until well on into 
Saturday morning they worked, and 
the flames had laid waste a tract ten 
miles square before they finally got 
them under control. Then they re­
turned to camp, and it was here where 
the lynching almost occurred.

Tired out after their work, the men 
returned to the camp, or to where 
the camp was, for when they reached, 
it there was nothing to be seen but 

heap of ashes. It was then that 
they learned that thfe cook had started 
thS" fire, and with the thoughts of a 
thirty-mile walk before them, with no 
food or water, after eighteen hours' 
fighting the fire, the men became 
almost unmanageable. A rush was 
made on the terrified cook, who at 
best would have received a severe 
beating had not the engineer in 
charge maintained order with his 
club.

The party then walked to Bassano 
and tôok the train - into Calgary, ar­
riving here yesterday to outfit again.

You bet that blamed cook- went on 
to Saskatoon as soon as he got a 
chance,” said a member of - the party, 
last night. "We should have lynch­
ed him.ranyway,” he added, cdrefully 
stroking .a blistered heel, “but I guess 
he won t go out to work on a survey 
pafty again in a hurry.”

The Chinaman did not come to 
Calgary with the party, but waited 
until the. next train. * and then came 
into the city, and took the first train 
for the north on his way to Saska­
toon.

Peruvian Ministers Resign.
Lima, Peru, July 27.—The Peru­

vian .cabinet, of which Dr. Javier 
Prado Urgutche is premier and home 
minister, has resigned. The minis­
try was formed on March 14 and the 
boundary dispute between Peru and 
Hcuador has caused much friction 
among the ministers.

Montreal, July .28,-rrSome startling 
evidence was heard this afternoon by 
the committee of aldermen who were 
appointed- by the city council to in­
vestigate the truth of a plot organized 
by French Free Masons, of this city, 
to ruin the Eucharistic Congress! 
which meets here in September, Ac­
cording to the evidence the lodge 
room was tapped and witnesses swore 
to what was said and done.

U. A. Mellette, on being sworn, de­
clared that he was present at a meet­
ing of the Emancipation Lodge on 
the night of February llth last. Some 
twenty or thirty of the members were 
present. Amongst the questions taken 
up and discussed was the Eucharistic 
Congress. A member unfolded 
before the meeting a plot, first stat­
ing that he had a plan whereby the 
whole Eucharistic Congress could be 
destroyed and turned into a huge 
scandal.

The plan of campaign was simply 
that as there were to be thousands 
of priests in the city in attendance 
at the congress, and as local accom­
modation for the proper housing of 
such a large number of ecclesiastics 
would be limited, it would be an easy 
matter to inveigle several of the 
priests to houses of ili-repute under 
the guise of directing, them to respect­
able boarding houses. Photographers 
had been secured so that clergymen 
placed unwarily in compromising po­
sitions would be snapped, and damn­
ing evidence thus obtained.

All the members present seemed 
enthusiastic: over the project but one, 
alleged--fe>>S: Mr. Franq, who ob­
jected, termed the whole plan as 
fraught with danger to all members 
of the lodge if once discovered. Spe­
cial mention was made of Grand 
Champs, inspector of police, who was 
to see that offenders were arrested.

After some discussion a committee 
was named to look into the project, 
said committee being composed of 
Messrs. Grand Champs, Larose, A. L. 
Beauchemin and Franq.

Under cross-examination witness 
stated that he was present in the room 
whence he heard the conversation. 
He, with three companions, had rent­
ed the room underneath the lodge 
room of the Emancipationists, and 
had rigged up a contrivance by tear­
ing down a part of -the ceiling and 
installing a certain acoustic appara­
tus whereby all that went on in the 
lodge room could be heard. With 
him on the night in question was Dr. 
Bougruignon and Mr. V. E. Be&upre.

Mr. Beaupre followed and substan­
tiated in every detail the testimony 
of the former witness. This witness 
was the one who brought it out that 
the; Emancipationists sveiq frilly, aware 
that in -the dastardly affair they did 
not have the sympathy of English 
Masons.

CUBA TO SEND TROOPS.

Extent of Revolution. Minimized, But 
Preparations Arc Made for a Seri­
ous Revolt.

Havana, July 26——A targe force of 
troops, 1,300 in all, comprising both 
infantry and cavalry, and under the 
upmmand- of General Monteaguedo, of 
the Rural Guards, left Camp Columbia 
early this morning for El Caney, in 
the province of Santiago De Cuba, 
where an insurrection has broken out. 
The insurgents were said to be led 
by General Minlet and Col. Jearre.who 
are veterans of past revolutions in 
Cuba. Tonight, however, it is learned 
that Col. Jeane is not taking part in 
the uprising. He was found this ev­
ening lying quietly at his country 
home. The insurgents are believed 

’to have many followers and so great 
is the influence of Miniet among the 
Provincials that the government fears 
the revolution will assume threatening 
proportions. A council of war was 
called at the palace early this morn­
ing and the order to despatch the 
troops to the scene of trouble fol­
lowed.

This evening’s reports from the 
scenes of trouble said that the insurg­
ents had retreated to the hill country 
and that the troops of the province 
had started in pursuit of them. It is 
officially confirmed at the palace to­
night that General Miniet with twelve 
armed men, has revolted near El 
Caney against the government, but it 
is denied that there is any widespread 
plot. Miniet is disgruntled because he 
recently lost a government job. A 
rumor that General Babi, the most 
piwerfnl negro veteran, had revolted, 
is denied. The government pretends 
to make light of the matter, but there 
is every evidence of uneasiness at the 
palace.

OBSOLETE VESSELS SOLD.

Former. British Warships, Which 
Cost Millions, Bring Ridiculously 
Low Prices.

London, July 26.—For months the 
billboards of , London have contained 
posters advertising a sale by auction 
of a job lot of warships. They cost 
millions to construct, but "the auction 
at Fortmouth navy yard realized 
only 9400,000. The most interesting 
vessel sold was the second-class 
cruiser Melampus. It was on this 
cruiser that King George flew his first 
commander's flag. The Melampus 
realized 945,000, The battleship Ceri- 
tnrian, from which Admiral Sir Ed­
ward Seymour commanded the land­
ing of bluejackets to march to the re­
lief of the beseiged embassy in Pe­
kin during the Boxer rebellion, re­
alized 9125,000. Her sister ship, the 
Baraleur, brought 91,500 more. Junk 
dealers bought the ships. They were 
so obsolete that not even South 
American republics could afford to 
buy them.

ATTACKS STEEL CORPORATION.

Senator Cummings Declares Friend­
ship of U. S. Senators is Counted 
Part of the Assets of the Trust.

Olathe, Kansas, July 27—Senator 
Albert Cummings, in an address here 
yesterday, attacked the United States 
Steel corporation. He said in part:— 

“You will remember that in 1901, 
the Carnegie company, of Pittsburg, 
sold its plant to the United States 
Steel corporation, organized that year. 
The steel corporation paid the Car­
negie Steel company $500,000,000 for 
its plant ana business. Of this in­
comprehensible sum Andrew Carnegie 
received $350,000,000 in the bonds of 
the corporation, and his associates in 
business received tjie remainder.

“What was the plant worth?" That 
is not a subject long in dispute. It

ing tomorrow approves of our plans 
we shall apply straightway to the rail­
way commission for permission to pro­
ceed with the work Then if they give 
their approval we are préparer! to 
bring outfits here immediately.”

railway uraHsts. (n order that he might kill 
one of the animals he - secured a spe­
cial permit from the Lteutenant-.Gov- 
ernor. This permit, it is claimed hy 
the Department of Agriculture, was 
given on the express understanding 
that the skin of the animal shot was 
to become the property of the pro­
vincial government. When the hide 
and bones were shipped down from 
the north a short time ago by Rad­
ford, the government took possession. 
The hide, which is large enough to 
carpet a small room, measuring thir­
teen feet in length and eight feet in 
girth, now lies in the taxidermy es­
tablishment of Wolfe and Hine .on 
Sefconà street, awaiting disposition by 
the government.

Now H- V. Radford has come down 
to Edmonton to continue his buffalo 
hunt which began last winter in the 
far north. He wishes to express the 
remains of the animal to tl)e Ameri­
can Bison Society aA New York. The 
Department of Agriculture raise ob­
jections. The outcome remains to be 
seen.

Mr. Radford Intends to remain sev­
eral years longer to the north and 
Will return to Fort Smith in the course 
of a week or two. On his return he 
will prepare a formal «report for the 
American Bison Society on the wood 
bison. This completed, the intrepid 
explorer will venture into the barren 
lands lying toward the Arctic to hunt 
the musk-ox.

His Home for Twelve Years.
Smith Landing, which is sixteen 

miles south of Fort Smith, one of the 
most northerly fur trading posts of 
large size, has been the home of Mr. 
Hurssell for the last twelve years. 
Here he has traded and bartered with 
the Indiana for furs and at one time 
could boast of being the only white 
man in the district. Since that time 
stray trappers and halfbreeds have 
settled there, hut even yet there is 
periodically nobody without a strain 
of Indian blood in his veins.

In 1885 Hurssell owned a ranch in 
the vicinity of Edmonton which was 
at that time nothing hut a small trad­
ing post. His ranch adjoined one 
owned by Hon. Frank Oliver, and 
times without number they batched 
it together in those early days.

Minister In the North.
In conversation with the Bulletin 

yesterday MY. Hurssell stated that 
Hon. Frank Oliver remained at his 
shack for a day and a half on his 
trip- to Dawson City, in order to re­
new old acquaintanceship. According 
to Mr. Hurssell the minister arrived 
at Smith’s Landing on the 25th of 
June. He had paddled himself from 
Fort McMurray to Fort Chipewyan, 
a distance of over two. hundred miles, 
and his hands were blistered up to 
some extent. He was in good health 
and said that be never felt better.

Portaged Like Old Trapper.

“The way In which he portaged his 
canoe would make a man of twenty- 
five envious,” said Mr. Hurssell. "He 
was clad in a pair of old overalls and 
had his shirt roiled up to his elbows. 
Altogether he looked like a typical 
old Indian trapper.”

Good Year for Fur.
According to all reports last winter
